MEMPHIS, Tenn. (AP)

Dirk Nowitzki matched his

season high with 35 points and grabbed nine rebounds
Friday night as the Dallas Mavericks beat Memphis 90-83
to snap the Grizzlies' six-game winning streak.

Nowitzki was 13-0f-29 from the field and missed only
one of nine free throws before fouling out with 37 seconds
left.

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Pigeon fanciers breed for speed

OLMITO, Texas (AP) — The first thing to know about
the hundreds of pigeons cooing in the wood-and-chicken
wire lofts behim‘r gd Marshall’s home is that these birds
aren’t anything like the pigeons that bum for stale bread
crumbs at city &a.rks

“These are thoroughbreds, like Kentucky Derby hors-
es,” Marshall says proudly. “Pound for pound, they are the
most athletic animals in the world.”

Marshall raises racing pigeons, making him among a
small group of devotees in an ancient sport. The feeding,
the breeding, the careful checking of feathers and wings —
all are practices shared by historic figures such as Noah,
Kublai , Charles Darwin and Mike Tyson.

A racing pigeon’s heart is nearly twice the size of other
pigeons. It flies at an average speed of 40 mph to 60 mph,
with one fancier in Dallas claiming a bird reached a speed
of 100 mph. It is a variety of the homing pigeon, a descen-
dant of the rock dove, with the uncanny ability to find its
way back to its loft from wherever it is released.

ﬂ has 5,000 years of human matchmaking imprinted in
its DNA, fine-tuned over the past two centuries for racing
— a sport thriving in Europe, Asia and the Middle East,
but waning in the %Jnited States.

“We really want to get more people interested,”
Marshall says.

Marshall 1s a member of the Tip of Texas Racing Pigeon
Club, which has 11 members in two southern Texas coun-
ties. It is among approximately 600 clubs in the American
Racing Pigeon Union.

Each fancier has a unique tale of how he got into it,
most dating to childhood.

Marshall learned from his father back in Missouri; he
remembers being a kid waiting by the loft for the pigeons
to come home.

Mike Roark learned the sport in lowa. Victor Valdes
learned it on the rooftops of Brooklyn, N.Y.

To spread interest, the American Racing Pigeon Union
encourages members to take their passion to schools and
give demonstrations at libraries and civic groups. Some
]ogsate birds and help new enthusiasts build and manage

ofts.

“There was a concern the sport would vanish here,” says
Deone Roberts, spokeswoman for the Oklahoma City-
based organization. She says membership is increasing
about 3 percent each year.

“More families are taking interest,” she says. “Animals
are calming, and it’s very calming to be with the birds. It
takes you away from all the stuff of the day.”

Some communities have ordinances against the birds,
but many fanciers say neighbors grow to appreciate them.

While avian bird flu is an international concern,
Marshall, a federal wildlife inspector, says U.S. racin

Tomes also chose to go “blade-
free,” that is, the doctor used a new
laser technique, instead of a dispos-
able blade, to create a flap in the
cornea. All Lasik surgeries include
making this thin, hinged flap, a
layer that is folded back into place
after the laser treatment to speed
healing.

In the blade-free procedure, the
surgeon uses a brand-name laser,
called the IntraLase, to create thou-
sands of tiny bubbles under the sur-
face of the cornea. The bubbles
allow the surgeon to peel a flap
from the cornea with a small blunt
tool, called a spatula.

The blade-free procedure takes a
few minutes longer compared
the usual. method, is more expen-
sive and is not necessarily superior
for every patient, Kraff said.

Although the only studies com-
paring the two techniques are small
or funded by industry, results in
vision correction appear similar.
Some doctors have reported more
redness of the eyes with the blade-
less technique, possibly due to the
longer time the patient’s eye is held
still by suction.

A surgeon
should be certified by the
American Board of
Ophthalmology and have per-
formed at least 1,000 Lasik proce-
dures.

“You don’t want to be part of
somebody’s learning curve,”
Maloney said.

Maloney also suggests asking a
surgeon for the percentage of his or
her patients who get at least 20/40
vision from the procedure and for
the percentage who experience
complications.

“I’d be cautious about going to
places that advertise a lot,”
Maloney said. “It’s very expensive
to advertise and they may have to
do a lot of surgery to pay for it and
push the limits on candidacy.”

T'here are other options for peo-
ple who want to get rid of their
glasses:

Corneal refractive therapy:
Overnight contact lenses that
reshape the eye during sleep are
being offered by eye doctors for
about $1,000. Unlike Lasik, it’s

Implantable contact lenses
were approved last year by the
FDA with a five-year follow-up for
possible side effects.

late afternoon sun kissed the
western horizon, bringing an
end to the day, it also marked
the end of the mission for the
Soldiers of the Texas Army
National Guard’s 56th
Brigade Combat Team
(Thunderbolt), 36th Infantry
Division, headquartered in
Fort Worth, Texas.

I'he unit officially relin-
quished command as the

Theater Security Brigade of

Irag to the Georgia Army
National Guard’s 48th
Brigade Combat Team
(Lightning Strike), head-
quartered in Macon, Ga.

'he 56th includes soldiers
from the Pampa and
Amarillo areas.

The transfer of authority
was observed by Brig. Gen.
Jimmy G. Welch, command-
er of the Tennessee Army
National Guard’s 149th
Engineer Brigade, during a
symbolic ceremony here.

During the year-long

deployment in support of

Operation Iraqi Freedom,
the Soldiers of the 56th BC'T
performed more than 7,000
combat logistical patrols

escorting convoys over
1,300,000 miles. These
patrols protected more than
150,000 civilian trucks.

Approximately 90 per-
cent of these operations took
place at night, and the nor-
mal patrol was 12 to 14
hours in duration.

Soldiers of the 56th BCT
encountered more than 330
improvised explosive
devices while traveling on
Iraqi roads, and the patrols
were involved in more than
250 small arms engage-
ments.

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Contractors who offered
bribes tried to cultivate ties

WASHINGTON (AP) - Two
defense contractors at the center of ex-
Rep. Randy “Duke” Cunningham'’s

bribery case also spent hundreds of

thousands of dollars to curry favor with
other influential lawmakers, records
show.

One contractor, Brent Wilkes, pro-
vided private jet flights to lawmakers,
including Reps. Tom DeLay, R-Texas,
and Roy Blunt, R-Mo., who is serving
as majority leader while DeLay fights
money-laundering charges in Texas.

Wilkes also raised at least $100,000
for President Bush’s 2004 re-election
bid and donated more than $70,000 to
California Gov. Arnold
Schwarzenegger, who appointed him to
two state boards

[here’s no indication that these
donations were improper. Prosecutors
have not suggested that the investiga-
tion that snared Cunningham, R-Calif.
involves other lawmakers

Wilkes and defense contractor
Mitchell Wade, along with their fami-
lies and companies, donated generous-
ly to dozens of political campaigns
beginning in the 1990s

decided, an aide said.

“I just think it was the appropriate
thing to do,” said Hunter, who is giving
the money to help injured Marines. He
also released two letters Thursday that
he sent Pentagon officials in 1997 and
2000 urging them to use their judgment
on pursuing projects to convert paper
documents to digital form the spe-
cialty of Wilkes’ company ADCS Inc.,
which has its headquarters in Hunter’s
San Diego-area district.

Published reports have said
Cunningham and Hunter promoted
such programs in the face of Pentagon
opposition.

Neither Wilkes nor Wade is named in
Cunningham’s plea deal, in which he
admits taking cash and gifts including
antiques and a Rolls-Royce.
