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Panhandle area plagued by weekend grass fires

About 100 residents north of 
Shamrock were back home today 
after being evacuated on New Year’s 
Day due to wildfires.

Blowing dirt and smoke closed 
roads across the panhandle Sunday 
as high winds whipped flames across 
North Texas, destroying an estimat­
ed 100 homes in the dry, rolling 
plains west of Fort Worth. ----

Two fatalities, one near Canyon 
and one near Dumas, involved 
weather, Texas Department of Safety 
troopers said today.

U.S. Highway 83 was closed 
briefly north of Shamrock because 
of grass fires and about 100 residents 
were evacuated from their homes as 
the wind shifted and grass fires 
threatened the houses.

DPS troopers reported no struc­
tures were damaged at Shamrock 
and no one was injured. U.S. 83 
reopened by 4 p.m. Sunday.

U.S. Highway 70 between 
Clarendon and Interstate 40 was also 
closed because of smoke from grass 
fires.

Interstate 27 south of Canyon was 
closed by Texas Department of 
Public Safety troopers due to blow­

ing dust. Trooper Wayne Beighle 
reported zero visibility at points 
along the interstate highway and 
hazardous driving conditions.

The blowing dirt was being 
blamed today for a eight vehicle 
pileup on 1-27 that killed one and 
injured three.

Patricia Ann Haines, 50, Midland, 
died shortly after 1 p.m. Sunday at 
Northwest Texas Hospital in 
Amarillo of injuries suffered in the 
11:30 a.m. pileup Sunday on 1-27.

Haines was a passenger in a 2003 
Chevrolet Tahoe driven by her hus­
band.

Beighle said a 1998 Jeep

Wagoneer had stopped in the road­
way because of the blowing dirt, set­
ting off a chain reaction crash 
involving eight vehicles that resulted 
in Haines death.

Three other people were injured in 
the multi-vehicle pileup, Beighle 
said, when their 1994 Ford Aerostar 
van was struck. Victor Burrows, his 
wife and 2-year-old daughter, all of 
Plainview, were in stable condition 
today in Northwest Texas Hospital 
with non-life threatening injuries, 
Beighle said.

Pampa was hit with 
wind gusts of up to 52 
miles an hour Sunday, but 
showers dropped 0.11 of 
an inch of moisture help­
ing prevent wildfires.

Gray County was spared 
the woes of Wheeler and 
Donley counties over the 
weekend when grass fires 
erupted in those two loca­
tions.

HooVéT Vblliñteér' Tire" 
Department sent a total of 
four trucks to the two fires, 
which blazed up Sunday 
afternoon, said HVFD 
Chief Joe Millican.

“Several departments 
from Texas and Oklahoma 
came in to fight a large 
grass fire in Wheeler 
County, north of 
Shamrock. We sent two 
trucks there,” he said.

At the same time, anoth­
er fire broke out in Donley 
County, south of Interstate 
40 along Highway 70.

“It was threatening Gray 
County and Alanreed. We 
sent two trucks to that 
fire,” Millican said.

After the two trucks sent 
to Wheeler County left that 
fire, they went to Donley 
County to join the two 
HVFD trucks already bat­
tling that blaze, he said.

“We stayed six hours or 
so into the night. It was 
still burning at 9 p.m. Over 
7,0Q0 acres burned in the 
Donley County fire,” 
Millican said.

The National Forest 
Service had taken com­
mand of fighting the 
Donley County fire at the

time HVFD trucks 
returned home, he said.

Fire trucks from 
Wheeler, Carson and 
Donley counties were 
fighting the Donley 
County fire alongside 
HVFD.

“Gray County itself was 
really lucky,” Millican 
said. He said high winds 
contributed to Sunday’s 
fires. No HVFD personnel 
were injured while fighting 
the fires.

Foothold in outer space key to America’s place on earth

The next time you look up 
into a dark sky and see a 
moving light, do not jump to 
the conclusion that it is an 
airplane. You might be look­
ing at the International 
Space Station. At present, it 
is bigger than a three-bed­
room house, and it will be at 
least twice that size when 
completed.

Since it is 230 miles above 
the Earth's surface and mov­
ing at over 17,000 miles an 
hour (orbiting about 16 
times a day), you might find 
it ditficult to believe that you 
can see it from your back­
yard without a telescope or 
binoculars. But the station 
has giant solar panels power­
ing it, which reflect sunlight 
extremely well, making it 
one of the brightest objects 
in the night sky. The Station 
is also a key to keeping

America’s future bright.
The United States is fac­

ing increasing competition 
in high-tech industries. At 
present, just 32 percent of 
American undergraduates 
receive degrees in science or 
engineering compared to 59 
percent of Chinese students. 
The advent of the Internet 
has made it easier for people 
from other nations to com­
pete with our workers. And 
other countries are increas­
ing their investments in sci­
ence research. China has 
even made significant strides 
in its own space program.

In order to maintain our 
leadership in science and 
science-related businesses, 
we need to keep our commit­
ment to the space station. In 
crucial ways, doing pioneer­
ing work on the frontiers of 
space contributes to making

our scientific community the 
best on the planet. Dr. 
Richard Smalley, a brilliant 
Texan who won the Nobel 
prize for his work in 
nanoscience, was first 
inspired to take science seri­
ously by the Soviet Union’s 
successful launch of Spumik 
in 1957 and 
the response
of the United Kay Bailey
States -  an Hutchison
a m b i t i o u s
space pro- U.S. Senator 
gram of its 
own. After 
several mis­
sions to the moon, the U.S. 
program became less capti­
vating, and we have since 
lost the interest of many stu­
dents during their formative 
years when they are making 
decisions that could lead 
them to a career in science.

The space station helps 
the United States lead the 
world in science by making 
it the center of ground­
breaking research. While the 
station receives funding 
from 16 different countries, 
the United States remains at 
the nexus of the project.

With the 
U.S. lead­
ing the 
p r o j  ec t ,  
we receive 
the lion’s 
share of 
the credit 
for discov-

eries made in its laborato-
nes.

Our nation also operates 
as the headquarters for the 
scientific and engineering 
support work for the station, 
bringing many of the world’s 
brightest researchers to do

their work here, while also 
adding numerous valuable 
jobs to our economy. With 
the Johnson Space Center 
located in Houston, Texans 
have seen firsthand the sci­
entific and economic bene­
fits of space-related discov­
eries.

The station provides our 
scientists with a unique envi­
ronment where they can con­
duct many experiments not 
possible on Earth. One 
planned project, led by 
American Nobel laureate Dr. 
Samuel Ting, will place a 
sophisticated particle detec­
tor on the station to learn 
more about cosmic rays. 
This research must be car­
ried out in space where 
researchers can collect data 
without the hindrance of 
Earth’s dense atmosphere 
and gravity.

The results could lead to 
breakthroughs in our funda­
mental understanding of 
matter and energy. As much 
as 70 percent of the universe ^  
is made up of dark matter, ^  
but at present scientists 
know very little about it. The 
planned research on cosmic 
rays may provide 
researchers with vital 
insights in understanding 
dark matter. Those ipsights 
could, in turn, develop new 
energy sources. Dr. Ting’s 
research will also directly 
advance our knowledge of 
using superconducting mag­
net technology for propul­
sion and radiation shielding.

This kind of basic 
research in the hard sciences 
often leads to breakthroughs 
that make life better for us

on Harth and fuel new 
induiitrieb. Individuals orig­
inally studied electricity 
and magnetism out of 
curiosity and for entertain­
ment, often inviting an 
audience to watch their 
experiments, fhat work led 
to a vast improvement in 
our knowledge of the world, 
subsequently leading to the 
development of electric 
lighting, car engines and 
many other inventions we 
now consider necessities.

fhe station also makes 
possible other pioneering 
research. Biologists can 
study the growth of human 
cells without the influence 
of gravity, learning details 
that they would not notice 
on Earth. In the unique 
environment of outer space, 
scientists are able to learn

more about things so basic 
that you may have thought 
they were already fully 
understood.

By seeing how fire and 
water behave in outer space, 
they have discovered better 
ways of spraying’water to 
put out a fire. They also 
hope that their new insights 
into the nature of fire may 
lead to the development of 
more efficient engines here 
on the ground. Finally, the 
station will also act as a 
base for further exploration, 
eventually leading to an 
inspirational, manned trip to 
Mars, where the American 
flag will, one day, fly.

Now, more than ever, is 
the time for the United 
States to continue its com­
mitment to leading the 
world in outer space. Of the 
parts of the International 
Space Station funded by the 
United States, 97 percent 
have been produced; how­
ever, because of the

Columbia tragedy, deploy­
ment has been delayed. 
People around the world are 
watching to see if the U.S. 
keeps its word and contin­
ues the work it started. In 
addition, many other coun­
tries are waiting to make 
their own contributions to 
the station, increasing our 
return on the investment we 
have already made.

As chairman of the 
Senate’s Subcommittee on 
Science and Space, I am 
dedicated to bringing all of 
our hard work to fhiition, 
while also ensuring that 
America maintains its lead­
ership in space and science. 
Moving forward with the 
International Space Station 
plays a vital role in achiev­
ing that.
