Fire destroys trees 
for chipping event

It’s the height of the fish­
ing season in Pampa.

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department stocked 
the lake at Recreation Park 
with rainbow trout in 
December. In February, the 
state agency will return with 
more trout for the lake.

Shane Stokes, community 
services coordinator for the 
city of Pampa, said the Texas 
Parks and Wildlife 
Department is tentatively 
scheduled to return Feb. 12, 
with more rainbow trout.

“This will be the second 
time this year they’ve 
stocked it,” Stokes said.

The ^ u t  being put into 
the lake are between 10 arid 
14 inches, he said. The prime 
fishing window for the trout 
will last only about 60 days 
after the lake is stocked.

After that, Stokes said, it 
starts becoming too warm 
for the trout.

The Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department is the 
only entity that can legally 
stock the lake, he said. Each 
year, in addition to the rain­
bow trout, the agency stocks

the lake with channel catfish. 
Every other year, Stokes 
said, they stock it with bass.

'They put rainbow trout in the 
lake twice each winter.

The channel catfish are 
nine-inch fingerlings and 
TPWD puts from 700 to 
1,000 of the catfish in the 
lake every year.

The state has stocked the 
lake with fish each year 
since it was first built at 
Recreation Park on the east 
side of Pampa, Stokes said. 
The lake was established 
about 12 years ago. It’s 16 
feet deep at its deepest point.

“There are probably some 
pretty good sized fish out 
there,” Stokes said.

When the park was first 
built “arid the lake düg out, 
trees and stumps were left in 
the bottom of die lake to pro­
vide cover for the bass. The 
lake, which was built just 
before the park opened, was 
the last addition to the recre­
ational are^next to the rodeo 
grounds.

Recreation Park was built 
using government grants.

“I’ll bet we’ve got some 
good stock out there,” 
Stokes said of the lake.

Not much greenery 
remains to be chipped after a 
fire early this morning 
blackened most of the 
Christmas trees being col­
lected for the city’s annual 
Chipping of the Greens.

One truck and two fire­
fighters from Pampa Fire 
Department responded to a 
call at 12:29 a.m. today con­
cerning a fire in the 900 
block of Duncan, on the 
parking lot of the Wamer- 
Horton building.

“Upon arrival, they found

a pile of old Christmas trees 
on fire,” said Captain Gary 
Winton of PFD. “They used 
foam to extinguish it.”

Three trees which had 
blown free of the pile of 
greens were at the south end 
of the lot this morning, 
undamaged by the fire. The 
remaining greenery, which 
had been piling up aroimd a 
street lamp and was ringed 
by safety cones, was a jum­
ble of blackened tree trunks.

The street lamp post was 
also blackened, and the safe­
ty cones sustained varying

Gray County Judge Richard Peet has 

filed for re-election on the Republican 
ticket.

Peet is begmnlng his 12th year as 
county judge. He previously served as 
mayor of the City of Pampa for six 
years and a Pampa city commissioner 
for two years.

Peet is dedicated to providing fair­
ness and administration of justice.

“I take great pride in being able to

say that I make every effort to treat 
everyone equally. I plan to continue to 
be fiscally responsible to provide for 
events as they occur, and to continue 
providing fairness and justice,” he 
said.

One achievement of his judicial 
career is the restoration of Gray 
CountyjCourthouse. He hopes through 
re-election to continue to be part of the 
restoration effort, which is scheduled 
to be completed by 2010 under con­
tract to the Texas Historical

Commission.
Restoration which has not yet been 

completed includes landscaping, bal­
cony reinstallation and replacement of 
the entrance doors, he said.

Peet’s responsibilities as county 
judge include hearing civil cases up to 
$5,000 in value, criminal cases involv­
ing Class A and Class B misde­
meanors, probate cases, guardianship 
cases, requests for wine and beer per-

The water leaks create a 
special problem for all you 
motorists out there. 
Evening and midnight shift 
officers call in many of the 
leaks because they are 
patrolling after everyone 
has gone home. The prob­
lem is when a bunch of 
water comes to the surface 
and pools in the intersec­
tions.

When we have the below 
freezing temperatures the 
water freezes pretty quick.

When people get up to go to 
work and it is still dark, it is 
a real surprise when the car 
slides through or spins out 
at an intersection, especial­
ly when everything else is 
dry.

What you might want to 
look for are the signs of 
people working. If you see 
a backhoe parked in the 
street, you might want to 
check for ice in the dips. 
Just be careful out there by 
paying special attention to 
the road during extreme 
cold weather.

mits, and mental commit­
ments.

The number of probate 
cases averages 10 to 12 per 
month, Peet said. Mental 
commitments include those 
from other counties with 
which Gray County has a 
contract to provide such 
services, he said. Other 
counties have contracted 
with Gray County on men­
tal commitments since 
1996, and counties current­
ly having such a contract 
include Cottle and Randall.

Peet is also responsible 
for all county facilities such

as Perry LeFors Airport and 
county annexes.

He is currently chairman 
of the Texas Panhandle 
Workforce Consortium, an 
oversight committee for 
area workforce commis­
sions. He is on the commit­
tee of the Texas Panhandle 
Housing Finance
Corporation, which receives 
state funds and funnels the 
funds to housing develop­
ments.

Texas fires now under control
DALLAS (AP) — All but 

one major Texas blaze 
remained inactive today as 
firefighters continued to 
monitor flare-ups amid 
slightly lighter winds and 
cooler temperatures.

A fire that scorched about
50.000 acres in Irion and 
Reagan counties had been 
60 percent contained 
Tuesday night and continued 
to bum in areas Wednesday 
morning, Texas Forest 
Service spokeswoman Mary 
Leathers said.

Air and ground crews 
worked overnight to battle 
the blaze and officials were 
trying to determine 
Wednesday morning how 
many acres were still burn­
ing.

Otherwise, the nearly 60 
blazes that empted Sunday 
were inactive. There were 
no deaths reported in those 
fires. Since December, grass 
fires have killed three peo- 
pie, burned more than
250.000 acres and destroyed 
at least 250 homes.

A “red flag warning” 
remained in effect 
Wednesday in North Texas, 
meaning heat, low humidity

and wind could allow wild­
fires to spread quickly. But 
National Weather Service 
meteorologist Jesse Moore 
said an overnight cold front
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Bush campaign returns money 
linked to lobbyist Abramoff

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
President Bush’s re-election 
campaign is giving up 
$6,000 in campaign contri­
butions connected to lobby­
ist Jack Abramoff, who 
faced more guilty pleas as 
part of a broad-ranging polit­
ical corruption investigation.

The once-powerfiil lobby­
ist was due in federal court 
in Miami later today to plead 
guilty to fraud charges stem­
ming from his purchases of a 
Florida gambling boat fleet 
called SunCruz. The plea is 
part of an agreement with 
prosecutors requiring him to 
cooperate in a broad corrup­
tion investigation into mem­
bers of Congress.

In a plea agreement with 
government prosecutors 
Tuesday, Abramoff agreed to 
tell the FBI about alleged 
bribes to lawmakers and 
their aides on issues ranging 
from Internet gambling to 
wireless phone service in the 
House.

The full extent of the 
investigation is not yet 
known, but Justice 
Department officials said 
they intended to make use of 
the trove of e-mails and 
other material in AbramofTs 
possession as part of a probe 
that is believed to be focus­
ing on as many as 20 mem­
bers of Congress and aides.

“The corruption scheme

community. i v i o m s
The voters Columnist 
who rate 
Bush’s per­
formance in
Iraq negatively or who call 
for a pullout are not, in the 
main, dedicated liberals or 
even Democrats. Rather, 
they’re marching to the beat 
of a drummer never stilled in 
our political music -  the

desire for the rest of the 
world to go away.

The spokespeople for the 
Democratic 
Party and 
the anti-war 
m ovem ent 
may be lib­
erals and 
even inter­
nationalists, 

but they represent a thin 
veneer atop a constituency 
that is far more isolationist 
than liberal in its perspective 
and orientation.

This coalition of liberals 
and isolationists brought

down the Vietnam War and 
serves as the mainstay of the 
opposition to the current war 
in Iraq.

In 1996, I did a series of 
polls for President Bill 
Clinton to quantify the isola­
tionist element in the 
American electorate. The 
surveys indicated that 15 
percent of the voters were 
global in outlook while 35 
percent were isolationist. 
(The balance -  50 percent -  
was either open to interna­
tionalism or closed to it 
based on the particulars of 
each situation.)

And the isolationist 35 
percent divided evenly 
among the political parties, 
constituting a third of each 
party’s base voters.

On the left, they tended to 
say that we needed to pay 
attention to America’s poor 
and our own problems rather 
than squander our resources 
abroad. On the right, they 
complained that the rest of 
the world was at least 
ungrateful and perhaps 
unworthy of our attention 
and money. But left or right.

Columnist 
don’t bet.

It’s my 
observation
that most of what people 
vociferously complain about 
are not things they are forced 
to do, but things that other 
people choose to do. A 
favorite phrase of my father 
-  “None of your business” -  
seems to have become obso­
lete in our busybody society. 
The government is a busy­
body, its supporters are 
busybodies, and its oppo­
nents are busybodies, mak­
ing it a conflict among busy- 
bodies as to which aspects of 
people’s private lives the 
government should regulate.

The government should 
not regulate people’s private

lives at all. It should protect 
them from force, fraud, 
usury, foreign attacks and 
the rape of our share of the 
planet. Other than those, if 
some people wish to self- 
destruct, it’s nobody else’s 
business, least of all the gov­
ernment’s.

Most of 
today’s pol­
luted cul­
ture comes 
into our
homes via 
te le v is io n  
and the
I n t e r n e t .  

Neither is a necessity. Both 
are easily controlled by 
thoughtful people. Nobody 
forces us to watch or read 
anything. Nobody forces us 
to buy anything or to spend 
more than we earn. Blaming 
our bad habits on advertising 
or the entertainment industry 
is just passing the buck. We 
can turn off and discard 
those aspects of modem cul­
ture we find offensive.

We should realize that the 
cultural messages found in 
advertising and entertain­
ment are die products of a 
very thin slice of the popula­
tion, centered mostly in New

York City and Los Angeles, 
two of the least-typical 
megalopolises in the U.S. A 
majority of writers and pro­
ducers are cynical hedonists 
we wouldn’t invite into our 
homes. Since their work 
products reflect their values, 
which are foreign to most of 
us and certainly to tradition­
al American values, we 
ought to keep their work 
products out of our homes 
and minds. We don’t need 
the government to do it. We 
can use the on/off button.

We have plenty of free­
dom, but too often we cede it 
to commercial interests, 
which tell us to watch this, 
do that, buy this, go here or 
go there. We can, however, 
by active concentration lead 
a quiet, thoughtful life free 
from the clamoring crowd.

Buddhists sometimes say 
that people seeking enlight­
enment are like thirsty peo­
ple surroimded by water. By 
that they mean what is 
sought is easily at hand if we 
only recognize it and teach 
out and take it. The solution 
to all of the ills of our nutty 
culture lies not in 
Washington but in the hearts

BEVERlY HILLS, Calif. (AP) 
— With 34 straight victories and 
consecutive national champi­
onships, Southern California has 
already reached college football’s 
hallowed ground.

Better than BearBirant’s best at 
Alabama? Behind Bud Wilkinson’s 
unbeatable Oklahoma teams? On 
par with Miami’s modern-day 
championship machines.

But this much is for certain: 
Matt Leinart, Reggie Bush and the 
top-ranked Trojans can carve out a 
spot in histoiy all to themselves 
Wednesdav night by beating No. 2 
Texas in the Rose Bowl and win­
ning an unprecedented third 
straight national title.

“Well, the very fact that no one’s 
ever done it is testimony to how 
difficult it is,” said former Notre 
Dame coach Ara Parseghian, who 
won two championships and 95 
g ^ e s  in 11 seasons with Notre 
Dame. “It’s almost impossible to 
stay in that superiority position 
because of the very nature of the 
game.”

Hard rains Sunday and Monday 
left California drenched, but 
Pasadena is expected to be dry and 
cool by kickoff. So only the

Bryant won two in a row twice 
at Alabama — 1964-65 and again 
in 1978-79. The Crimson Tide’s
first back-to-back chanmionships 
were the centerpiece of Bryant’s

Heisman Trophy winners Leinart 
and Bush in USC’s run at history.

At almost every turn, coach Pete 
Carroll and the Trojans have 
played down the historical signifi­
cance of the Bowl Championship 
Series title game, insisting they

most successful run — from 1961- 
66, the Tide went 60-5-1 and won 
three titles.

The Sooners won 47 straight 
games under Wilkinson from 
1953-57, an NCAA record and 
eight games more than the next 
closest streak. But what is often 
forgotten is Oklahoma won 31 in a 
row from 1948-50.

Coach Darrell Royal led Texas 
to a title in 1963, but the

Longhorns slipped in the mid ’60s. 
Looking for a new approach, he 
brought the wishbone to Austin in 
1968 and went on 30-game win­
ning streak that included the 
school’s last outright title in 1969.

“The wishbone was good to us,” 
said Royal, who was in Southern 
California on Monday.

Comparing USC and dynasties 
from decades ago is in many ways 
impossible. The game was so dif­
ferent then, from segregation to the 
size of the athletes to scholarship 
limits.

“There are more good football 
teams today, 1 think, man there has 
ever been,” Parseghian said. “I 
think it’s much more significant 
today, and not to diminish past 
accomplishments, but the very fact 
that it’s a difterent ballgame today, 
it’s much more difficult to go unde­
feated and go on to win the nation­
al championship.”

In the last 25 years, Miami, 
Nebraska and Flonda State have 
put together long strings of domi­
nance.

The Hurricanes from 1983-91 
won four championship under 
three coaches — Howard 
Schnellenberger (1983), Jimmy 
Johnson (1987) and Dennis 
Erickson (1989, ’91) — and 
changed the game by placing an 
extra emphasis on speed and play­
ing prostyle offenses.

Osborne’s best teams came 
toward the end of his career. 
Taking a cue from Miami, 
Osborne’s team got faster and in 
1995 he put together his best 
squad.

it was an undiluted 
block or opposition to 
any foreign involve­
ment.

1 doubt that the num­
bers have changed 
much since then. 
Indeed, Iraq may have 
expanded the ranks of 
the isolationists.

Never defeated at the 
polls, isolationism 
became the politically 
incorrect view in 
American politics as a 
result of Pearl Harbor in 
1941 and the anti-com­
munist crusades that 
began in the mid 1940s. 
The closest isolationists 
ever came to national 
success was Ohio Sen. 
Bob Taft’s bid for the 
1952 Republican nomi­
nation -  which Gen. 
Dwight D. Eisenhower 
won at the convention 
with a delegate count of 
599 to 500.

Isolationism lost its 
power in the *50s and 
‘60s as the white 
Catholic voters who 
were prominent in its 
ranks defected, rallying 
behind the Vatican in 
opposing atheistic com­
munism. In the Vietnam 
era, it resurfaced and 
linked with the left in 
undoing three decades 
of interventionist con­
sensus in our foreign 
policy.

Presidents Ronald 
Reagan, George Bush 1 
and Bill Clinton avoid­
ed otTending the isola­
tionists by adopting for­
eign policies that limit­
ed overseas military 
intervention -  and limit­
ed casualties even more. 
But President George 
W. Bush has aroused the 
isolationist left and right 
by his determination in 
Iraq.

Yet the irony is that 
the very same voters the 
Democrats attract by 
attacking the war they 
lose by condemning 
domestic wiretaps and 
the Patriot Act -  poli­
cies that isolationism 
argues for.

By figuring that all 
antiwar sentiment is lib­
eral, Democrats misread 
the public -  about the 
isolationists, whom the 
Democrats will keep in 
their comer when the 
argument is 4,000 miles 
away but will lose when 
it is right at home.
