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Postage stamp rate hike going into effect

Persons mailing items at 
the Pampa Post Office must 
do so before the last mail 
pickup Saturday in order to 
mail their items at the cur­
rent rate.

New postage rates go into 
effect Sunday, meaning that 
any mail not picked up and 
transported on Saturday 
afternoon will need the

increased amount of postage 
in order to be delivered.

The latest that items can 
be mailed Saturday and 
assured of Saturday pickup 
is 4 p.m. inside the post 
office at 120 E. Foster and in 
the outside mailboxes direct­
ly behind the post office, on 
the comer of Ballard and 
Atchison streets. Other out­
side mailboxes at various 
Pampa locations may have 
an earlier pickup time, said

Cathy Baggett, supervisor of 
customer services.

Pickup times are posted 
on each outside mailbox 
around the city, she said.

Window service at the 
post office closes at noon 
Saturdays. A book of the 
new 39-cent stamps is avail­
able through the vending 
machine in the post office 
lobby. —

“We have two-cent and 
one-cent stamps available in

sheets and individually, and 
rolls and sheets of the new 
first-class stamps. We don’t 
have any of the other new 
denominations, such as for 
postcards and certified let­
ters,” Baggett said. Postal 
customers will need to add 
postage to their current 
stamps for postcards arid 
other items after Saturday, 
she said, unlil the new

stamps for those services arrive.
The first-class rate change is from the 

current rate of 37 cents to the new rate 
of 39 cents. A 39-cent first-class stamp 
currently available shows the Statue of 
Liberty in front of a U.S. flag.

Two-cent stamps currently available 
include an illustration of a Navajo silver 
and turquoise necklace.

The Pampa post office has two 
designs of the 39-cent stamps in the 
books of 20, costing $7.80. The new

first-class stamps are also available at 
customer service windows in sheets and 
in rolls of 100.

“They’ve been on sale here for three 
weeks now,” Baggett said of the 39-cent 
stamps.

The Pampa post office has experi­
enced a higher-than-normal volume of 
mail in recent days, probably in antici­
pation of the rate change, Baggett said. 
Increased activity at the post office is 
expected to continue early next week 
due to customers buying the new 
stamps, she said.

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Sharon in serious 
condition after 
brain surgery

JERUSALEM (AP) — 
Prime Minister Ariel Sharon 
fought for his life Thursday 
following seven hours of 
emergency surgery to stop 
widespread bleeding in his 
brain.

The massive stroke made 
it unlikely that he would 
return to power.

Olmert was named acting 
prime minister and con­
vened the Cabinet for a spe­
cial session, where Sharon’s

Monthly retaU sales pointing 
to respectable holiday season

NEW YORK (AP) — A 
burst of shopping just before 
and after Christmas helped 
many of the nation’s big 
retailers meet their modest 
December sales goals, giv­
ing the overall industry a 
respectable but not spectacu­
lar holiday season.

As merchants began 
reporting their December 
results Thursday morning, 
the complete picture was not 
immediately known, but the 
early winners included 
Costco Wholesale Corp., 
Nordstrom Inc. and Limited 
Brands Inc.

“It looks good so far. The 
results are better than 
expected,” said Ken Perkins, 
president of Retail Metrics 
LLC, a research fim  in 
Swampscott, Mass.

Perkins noted that 77 per­
cent of the merchants that 
reported so far exceeded 
expectations.

After an uneven start to 
the holiday season, many 
retailers struggled in
■December, shoppers
appeared to prolong their 
buying even later than in the 
past. There were a number 
of factors at play, including 
Hanukkah falling particular­
ly late this year, on Dec. 25,

sales rose 3 percent.
Limited Brands Inc. had a 

solid 3 percent same-store 
sales gain, though it was less 
than the 3.4 percent forecast. 
Total sales rose 5 percent.

GOP politicians warned against trying 
to lim it A bram off reforms as they 
scramble to return his contributions

WASHINGTON (AP) ^  As 
politicians led by President Bush 
scrambled to ditch campaign contri­
butions from disgraced lobbyist Jack 
Abramoff, former House Speaker 
Newt Gingrich cautioned 
Republicans they risk losing control 
of congressional majorities if they 
try to put all the blame on lobbyists.

“You can’t have a corrupt lobbyist 
unless you have a corrupt member 
(of Congress) or a corrupt staff. This 
was a team effort,” Gingrich told a 
Rotary Club lunch in Washington on 
Wednesday. He called for systematic 
changes to reduce the enormous 
financial advantages that incum­
bents have in congressional elec­
tions.

As head of a conservative move­
ment based on ethics concerns and 
promises to curb federal growth, 
Gingrich led the GOP in 1994 to its 
first House majority in 42 years. But 
he decided to resign in 1998 when 
Republicans lost seats a year after 
Gingrich himself was fined 
$300,000 for violating House rules 
barring the use of tax-exempt foun­
dations for political purposes.

He said the GOP leaders. Senate 
Majority Leader Bill Frist, R-Tenn., 
and House Speaker Dennis Hasten, 
R-Ill., need to resist mere “lobbyist 
bashing” and push campaign finance 
changes, along with smaller and 
more effective government.

“If they intend to retain a majori­
ty, then ... they need to take the lead 
in saying to the country we need to 
clean this mess up,” Gingrich told

reporters. “But any effort to push 
this under the rug, to say this is just 
one bad apple: That’s baloney.”

So far the primary response by 
politicians has been to separate 
themselves from campaign contribu­
tions they took from Abramoff or 
Indian tribes he represented — either 
by returning them or donating them 
to charity.

In just the two days since 
Abramoff pleaded guilty Tuesday in 
Washington to three federal felonies, 
more than 40 elected federal offi­
cials have given up Abramoff dona­
tions, joining a dozen who did so last 
year.

This week’s list was headed by 
Republicans Bush, Frist, Hastert, 
House Majority Leader Roy Blunt of 
Missouri and former House Majority 
Leader Tom DeLay of Texas, who 
faces legal problems of his own. But 
some Democrats joined in, including 
Sen. Hillary Clinton of New York.

Republicans dominated the list —

not surprising given that Abramoff, a 
friend of DeLay’s, gave far more to 
them than to Democrats.

The scandal’s effect on the 2006 
election was on the mind of many 
who jettisoned the donations.

“1 wish it hadn’t happened 
because it’s not going to help us 
keep our majority,” conceded Rep. 
Ralph Regula, R-Ohio.

As Abramoff pleaded guilty to a 
second set of felony charges 
Wednesday, this time in Florida, 
officials said Bush’s 2004 re-elec­
tion campaign intended to give up 
$6,000 in donations from the lobby­
ist, his wife and a client.

A spokeswoman for Blunt, 
Burson Taylor, said, “While we 
firmly believe the contributions 
were legal at the time of receipt, the 
plea indicates that such contribu­
tions may not have been given in the 
spirit in which they were received.”

Rep. Bob Ney, R-Ohio, under fed­
eral investigation over his links to 
Abramoff, joined in the rush.

The Republican scramble to shed 
cash that once was eagerly sought 
underscored the potential political 
problem the party faces in this elec­
tion year.

Gingrich told reporters he thinks 
Republicans should elect a perma­
nent replacement for DeLay. In addi­
tion to links with Abramoff, the 
Texan is battling campaign finance 
charges in his home state of Texas 
but hopes to regain his leadership 
post.

“The extensive storage 
space on RFID chips,” the

CAGW says online, “also 
poses a threat to personal pri­
vacy.

In addition, 
information on RFID chips 
can be remotely accessed by 
unauthorized persons.”

3. Is there Columnist 
a “free” way
to prevent 
viruses?

While Norton and 
McAfee control the majority 
of anti-virus software mar- 
ketshare, they are not the 
only games in town. If 
you’re looking for a good, 
free alternative, check out 
AVG Anti-virus
(http://free.grisoft.com). The 
program and all updates are 
completely free for personal 
use. If you need a quick 
scan, check out Housecall 
(http:/housecall.antivirus.co 
m). It’ll check your system 
via the Web.

4. When 1 try to defrag my 
system, it constantly starts 
over. Why?

As files are saved on your 
system, they are chopped up 
to fit in the available storage 
spaces (clusters). To retrieve

a file, your system must put 
these pieces back together. If 
these pieces are next to each 
other physically (contingu- 

ous), the 
r e t r i e v a l
h a p p e n s  
m u c h  
q u i c k e r .  
Defragging 
rearranges 
the clusters 
so that they

are contiguous.
However, if the Windows 

Defragmenter detects anoth­
er program opening and sav­
ing files on your hard drive, 
it will start over (as the con­
tents have changed). This 
can effectively prevent the 
defragmentation procedure 
from ever completing.

The best way to defrag is 
to boot your system into 
“Safe Mode.” To do that, 
restart your system and con­
tinuously tap the F8 key 
until a menu appears. 
Choose “Safe Mode” with 
your cursor keys and hit 
enter. Once it finishes boot­
ing, you’ll be able to defrag 
with no interruptions.

5. My friends send me e- 
mail “wamittgs” and stories.

How do I know if they’re 
true?

Most e-mail warnings and 
stories are false and are start­
ed by pranksters to see how 
“far and wide” their joke is 
e-mailed. To encourage for­
warding, they often tempt 
you with phrases like, “Send 
it to your closest five friends 
and something neat will hap­
pen on your PC.” Before you 
forward one o f these hoaxes 
to everyone in your address 
book, check it’s validity at 
S n o p e s 
(http://www.snopes.com). 
It’ll save you some embar­
rassment.

6. What’s the best way to 
speed up my system?

First, destroy any spyware 
(see question 2), remove any 
programs you no longer use, 
and defragment your system 
(see question 4). If your sys­
tem is still unbearably slow, 
consider purchasing more 
RAM. This low-cost invest­
ment can more than double 
your PC’s performance, 
depending on how you have 
it configured. I ’ve seen 
many “obsolete” systems

Bush calls Mack Brown 
to congratulate ‘Homs

WASHINGTON (AP) — President Bush on Thursday 
called Texas coach Mack Brown to congratulate the 
Longhorns on their dramatic Rose Bowl win.

“Congratulations on a wonderful moment,” he said, 
according to press secretary Scott McClellan. “Tell the 
team congratulations, we’re proud of-thenu”.___________

Vince Young scrambled for an 8-yard touchdown with 
19 seconds left and the Longhorns beat top-ranked USC 
41-38 on Wednesday night, winning their first outright 
national championship since 1969.

The president apparently fell asleep during the game but 
woke up in time for the exciting ending.

McClellan said Bush wished Brown and the Longhorns 
all the best, and said that he looked forward to having them 
visit the White House soon.

Bush is a former Texas governor. His daughter Jenna is 
a UT graduate.

No. 2 Texas 41, No. 1 USC 38
charged off the field as Young trotted

PASADENA, Calif. (AP) — Vince 
Young bounced on his toes, trying to 
buy himself some time and searching 
frantically for a way to win a champi­
onship.

And then he took off.
With the national title down to a final 

play, fourth down and 5 yards to go. 
Young scrambled untouched for an 8- 
yard touchdown with 19 seconds left 
and the No. 2 Longhorns stunned No. 1 
Southern California 41-38 in the Rose 
Bowl on Wednesday night.

“Do whatever it takes,” Young said.
He did it all — and made sure that 

Texas was second no more to USC and 
its Heisman Trophy twins, Reggie 
Bush and Matt Leinart.

It was the ultimate revenge for 
Young, the bitterly disappointed run­
ner-up to Bush for the Heisman Trophy 
last month.

At the Heisman presentation. Young 
had a blank stare and reluctantly 
clapped after he lost in a landslide to 
Bush. After winning the biggest team 
prize of all, he beamed with a satisfied 
smile, hugging anyone he could find.

On a night when he ran for 200 yards 
and passed for 267 more. Young 
capped a performance that Texas fans 
will remember forever by scoring his 
third TD and running for a 2-point con­
version to end Southern Cal’s 34-game 
winning streak and deny the Trojans an 
unprecedented third straight national 
championship.

“It’s so beautiful,” Young said as he 
received the MVP crystal. “Don’t you 
think that’s beautiful? It’s coming 
home all the way to Austin, Texas.”

The Longhorns were a unanimous 
No. 1 in the final Associated Press Top 
25 and won the Bowl Championship 
Series title with the victory in the Rose 
Bowl.

“This is wjiat ifs all about, 41-38 in 
the final game,” said Leinart, the 
Trojans quarterback and Heisman win­
ner a year ago. “You couldn’t ask for 
anything better. This was a great foot­
ball game. We gave our hearts, they 
gave their hearts, and they came out on 
top.”

The Longhorns (13-0) won their 
20th in a row. USC (12-1) lost for the 
first time since a triple-overtime defeat 
to California on Sept. 27, 2003. Its 34- 
game winning streak is tied for sixth 
all-time in Division I-A, behind 
Oklahoma’s 47-game run from 1953- 
57.

“Well, we couldn’t stop them when 
we had to,” USC coach Pete Carroll 
said. “The quarterback ran all over the 
place.

“This is their night,” he said. “It’s

wonderful doing what we’ve been 
doing. We didn’t get it done.”

After the trophy presentation. Young 
draped his arms around two team­
mates’ shoulders and the three of them 
sang “We are the champions.”

Later, he ran into Leinart and Bush 
as the USC players walked past the 
Texas locker room and greeted each 
with a hug.

Texas coach Mack Brown took Bush 
aside near the entrance to the locker 
room and told him, “1 thought it was a 
classy game. Nobody could stop any­
body.”

When the game was over, Texas 
players streamed onto the field with the 
Longhorns’ first outright national tkle 
since 1969. Young stood on the sideline 
in a sea of falling confetti, arm raised 
toward the crowd, and senior tackle 
William Winston unfurled a big, white 
Longhorns flag.

While the Longhorns’ band blared 
“The Eyes of Texas” in front of a sea of 
Burnt orange, the USC players looked 
startled.

Some put their hands to their heads, 
while others dejectedly took off their 
helmets.

Said Leinart: “1 still think we’re a 
better football team. They just made the 
plays in the end.”

Leinart did his part in his final col­
lege game while Bush was less than his 
best. Leman passed fof 365 yards, and 
his 22-yard TD strike to Dwyane Jarrett 
put USC ahead 38-26 with 6:42 left.

Earlier, Bush soared into the end 
zone on a 26-yard run, part of his 82 
yards rushing. He also had 95 yards on 
six catches — and a boneheaded lateral 
that swung momentum Texas’ way in 
the first half.

“It’s been a great run. We’ve done 
some special things,” Bush said. “I 
don’t think we should be ashamed 
about anything.”

In a game that produced more than 
1,100 yards, a defensive stand was key 
for 'T'cxds

On fourth-and-2 from USC’S 45- 
yard line with 2:09 left, Carroll gam­
bled. He decided to try to seal the game 
with his vaunted offense, dubbed by 
many the best ever in college football, 
and keep the ball out of Young’s hands.

“We knew if we got that fourth-and- 
2, that was going to be the ball game,” 
All-America defensive tackle Rod 
Wright said.

But when LenDale White came up 
inches short, Wright and other Texas 
defenders jumped in the air and

‘If you make that first down, you’re 
squatting on the football to win the 
game,” Carroll said. “We just missed it. 
By what — two inches?”

Young stood in the pocket and 
passed the Longhorns to a first-and-10 
at the 13. After a 5-yard scramble, he 
misfired on two passes to set up fourth- 
and-5 at the 8. "

The Trojans brought pressure, as 
they did all night, but Young slid away 
from it and looked for a receiver. 
Instead, he found a lane and raced to 
the right pylon.

“I went through all my progressions, 
so I just took off with it,” Young said.

The Longhorns erupted. One pound­
ed the turf as he lay face down on the 
turf, while the shocked Trojans futilely 
looked toward officials, hoping they’d 
say Young stepped out of bounds.

USC had one last chance, and it was­
n’t a good one. On the last play of the 
game from just beyond midfield, 
Leinart’s pass sailed high over Jarrett’s 
head around the 25.

With two of the most storied pro­
grams in college football, teams seem­
ingly destined to decide the national 
title this season, the Rose Bowl was 
dripping with pageantry and tradition. 
Tommy Trojan atop Traveler galloped 
along the USC sidelind; Meanwhile, 
big oT Bevo, the Longhorns’ beloved 
steer, guarded the Texas timnel.

The Trojans think of the Rose Bowl 
as their home away from home — no 
team has won the “Granddaddy of 
Them All” more often. But a Texas­
sized contingent of Longhorns fans 
turned half the hallowed stadium burnt 
orange and was loud enough to force 
USC into at least one penalty for delay 
of game.

' Texas led 16-10 at halftime, but 
being behind after two quarters was 
nothing new to the Trojans.^^ouf 4iines 
this season they trailed after 30 minutes 
and regained control in the third quar­
ter.

And that’s what they did again, forc­
ing a punt by Texas and driving 62 
yards on seven plays with White finish­
ing with a 4-yard run that made it 17-16 
USC.

Young, back at the site of his break­
out performance last year against 
Michigan, responded with a 14-yard 
touchdown run, reaching a long arm 
toward the pylon to make it 23-17.

On fourth-and-1 from the Texas 12, 
White burst through the line for a 
touchdown, his third of the game that 
made it 24-23.

On the second play of the second 
quarter. Bush bolted down the middle 
for 37 yards with a screen pass, but 
inexplicably pitched the ball sideways 
to unprepared teammate Brad Walker. 
Texas All-America defensive back 
Michael Huff fell on the loose ball, and 
Bush came off the field with his hands 
on his helmet, shaking his head, look­
ing as baffled as anyone by what he had 
just done.

My parents are con­
siderably older. Is there something 1 am not 
aware of from the World War 11 era that 
would cause my folks to be so opposed to 
adoption? I'd appreciate some advice as 1 
navigate this difficult time. — TAICEN

You can contact 
P-FLAG by going to www.pflag.org or 
writing to 1726 M Street N.W., 
Washington, D.C. 20036. Please don't put 
it off. While it's not impossible to teach an 
old dog new tricks, it can take time to 
broaden the horizons of people whose 
minds have been closed for half a century 
or more. My advice is to start ASAP. I wish 
you luck.

DEAR TAKEN ABACK: Your mother 
could still believe the homophobic and 
mistaken notion that a gay man adopting a 
boy means he will molest the child. That 
would explain her extreme negative reac­
tion to your good news. My advice is to 
talk frankly with both of your parents and 
make sure they understand that according 
to an article published by the American 
Academy of Pediatrics back in 1994, 
"Most child abuse appears to be committed 
by situational child abusers who present 
themselves as HETEROSEXUALS." (The 
italics are mine.) Also, "Children raised in 
gay or lesbian households do not show any 
greater incidence of homosexuality or gen­
der identity issues than other children." 
Further, according to the American 
Psychological Association, "there is no 
evidence to suggest that lesbians or gay 
men are unfit to be parents or that psy-
