An incident which may be con­
nected to a recent Pampa case of 
theft of mail has resulted in two 
Pam pans being charged with credit 
card abuse.

Christopher Shane Nolte, 31, and 
Tina Marie Williams, 34, both of 416 
N. Wells, were arrested at 3:39 p.m. 
Sunday on warrants for credit card 
abuse.

Gray County SherifTs Deputies 
Cary Rushing and Robert Douglas 
arrested the pair and booked them

into Gray County Jail on the charge, 
according to jail records.

“We believe this case is connected 
to the post office theft that occurred 
in December,” said Chief Deputy 
Kelly Rushing.

“Both Nolte and Williams 
attempted to use a stolen credit card. 
We determined that the two credit 
cards in question were allegedly 
stolen from the post office,” Rushing 
said.

One of the pair allegedly tried to 
use one of the cards at an automated 
teller machine in the 2200 block of

Perryton Parkway. The machine Ijept 
the card. Rushing said.

The two then tried to use the other 
card at Wal Mart.

“Wal Mart kept the other card,” 
Rushing said.

Nolte and Williams were identi­
fied by Wal Mart employees and sur­
veillance tape, and after investigat­
ing the incidents, warrants were 
obtained from Precinct 1 Justice of 
the Peace Joe Martinez for their 
arrests. Rushing said.

Nolte and Williams remained in 
jail as of press time today in lieu of

$3,000 bond each on the credit card 
abuse charge. Each alsa had a num­
ber of mimicipal violations outstand­
ing.

Williams was charged with failure 
to maintain financial responsibility 
and expired motor vehicle registra­
tion.

Nolte was charged with expired 
motor vehicle registration, expired 
motor vehicle inspection, two counts 
of no insurance, failure to appear and 
three counts of no driver’s license.

The folks along Bear 
Creek in Kimble County 
always called the mysteri­
ous stone carving the “Cleo 
Face.”

That is not to say that the 
Cleo Face is Cleo’s face.

About as close to a ghost 
town as you can get, Cleo is 
on Farm Road 2291 about 10 
miles northwest of Junction. 
Founded in 1880 and first 
known as Viejo, the post 
otTice served the area for six 
years before being discontin­
ued.

Reestablished in 1915, the 
Viejo post otTice got a new 
cancellation stamp five years^ 
later when "po^master ^ m  
Pearson succeeded in getting 
the federal mail stop 
renamed in honor of his

niece, Cleo Weston.
The Cleo post office 

stayed open until 1974, 
when the last postmaster 
retired.

By all rights, the area 
should have been called 
Gentry, after pioneer settler 
Raleigh Gentry. The first 
resident of what would 
become Kimble County, 
Gentry built a cabin along 
Bear Creek, about a mile 
south of the future Cleo 
community, in the late 
1850s. In 1862, Gentry con­
veyed his property to Ranee 
Moore, a ypung stock raiser 

jvloore later sold the.proper^ 
ty to N.Q. Patterson, which 
is where the Cleo Face
comes in.

The most notable of those 

sculptures later became 
known as the Cleo Face. By 
the late 1960s, age had made 
it somewhat difficult to spot, 
but the carefully carved, 
large-scale face could still be 
detected on' a large stone 
near Bear Creek on the old 
Patterson Ranch.

The face has a broad nose, 
glinting eyes and a snarling 
mouth with long, fang-like 
teeth. Some believed the 
face had been carved by 
Indians, but Texas Indians, 
unlike some cultures in 

--Mexico - -and----- Central
America, were not sculptors. 
Others theorized someone 
had meant the carving to 
represent a bear, or as a

totem for Bear Creek.
After the San Angelo 

Standard-Times published a 
column about the Cleo Face 
in 1969, Mrs. W.E. Allen Jr. 
of Junction wrote the news­
paper with the answer to the 
mystery.

Tuberculosis gave
Patterson the time to practice 
his stone-cutting skills, but 
the disease didn’t kill him.

Mexico, Patterson got hurt in 
a horse accident near the 
mouth of Cox Canyon.

State Sen. Florence Shapiro started a 
new round of committee hearings lead­
ing up to an expected spring special 
session on school finance by stating a 
simple goal.

liiat session, Shapiro told committee 
members on Tuesday, should “focus on 
doing just a few things and doing those 
few things well.”

Amen to that. t
One o f the reasons that the 

Legislature has failed to fix the state’s

school finance system in two regular 
sessions and three special sessions 
since 2003 is that some lawmakers 
have tried to do too many things and 
ended up accomplishing none of them. 
Shapiro says she wants to: Fix the 
problems that led the Texas Supreme 
Court to declare the school finance sys­
tem unconstitutional.

The court said that local school dis­
tricts lack “meaningful discretion” in 
setting their tax rates. The most likely 
solution is for the state to take on more 
of the burden of paying for public 
schools. Address issues on teacher 
compensation, including benefits and 
incentive-based pay raises. Pass meas­
ures to improve school efficiency, 
including improvements in high school 
pierformance and action to sharply

decrease the number of dropouts.
All of those are praiseworthy goals 

and are within the Legislature’s grasp, 
even within a 30-day special session. 
One is a requirement: The funding 
issue address^ by the Supreme Court 
must be fixed by June 1, or by court 
order the funding of schools will cease.

Says Shapiro: “We will have to shut 
down schools if we don’t make a deci­
sion by June 1.” Shapiro’s stated goals 
and her determination give her commit­
tee a good start. But everybody who’s 
used to watching Austin knows there’s 
more to it than that. The mere name of 
Shapiro’s committee illustrates its 
biggest problem.

Super Bowl ads take a cartoonish, violent turn
NEW YORK (AP) - Cartoonish violence 

ruled the day at the annual knockdown 
competition among advertisers Sunday, as 
Bud Light, Diet Pepsi, Michelob and Sprint 
all used physical gags to hawk their wares 
at the Super Bowl, the most-watched televi­
sion broadcast of the year.

Borrowing inspiration from Buster 
Keaton, advertisers used mauling bears, fly­
ing dinosaurs and even action movie star 
Jackie Chan to wow viewers with sight 
gags.

Others went against the grain, such as 
soap brand Dove, which sent a tender mes­
sage about self-esteem among teenage girls, 
and Toyota, which celebrated a bilingual 
father and son who switch easily between 
Spanish and English.

In a spot that was reminiscent of the clas­
sic short film “Bambi Meets Godzilla,” a 
hapless caveman is squished under the foot 
of a giant dinosaur, a final insult after being 
fired for not using FedEx to deliver an 
important parcel. Never mind that FedEx 
hasn't been invented yet.

Michelob Ultra Amber harkened back to 
a classic Super Bowl spot featuring Terry 
late as an “office linebacker.” A game of

touch football goes awry when a petite 
female player is floored by a vicious tackle, 
but she gets her due later in a bar with a 
decidedly late hit.

Bruce Vanden Bergh, professor of adver­
tising at Michigan State University, spent 
Super Bowl Sunday with more than a dozen 
other faculty watching and rating the com­
mercials while ignoring the football part of 
the broadcast entirely. One of the standouts 
for his group was the FedEx spot featuring 
the caveman, which they found “very cre­
ative, and very original.”

Bud Light, one of the biggest heavy­
weights of the Super Bowl every year, had 
an interesting multi-part ad featuring a guy 
who cleverly disguises his fridge stocked 
wim beer from his mirsty ftnends with a 
secret revolving door that places the fridge 
in his neighbors’ apartment. Hilarity ensues 
when the neighboring kids start worship­
ping the “magic fridge.”

Diet Pepsi got into the act as well with a 
stunt movie gag starring Jackie Chan and a 
can of Diet Pepsi. Everything seems to be 
going fine with the movie shoot until Diet 
Pepsi’s stunt double, a hapless can of rival 
Diet Coke, is squashed.

School
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Select Committee on Education 
Reform and Public School Finance, 
named by Lt. Gov.

be a joint effort by the Senate and the 
House, but Speaker Tom Craddick 
decided that the House would not par­
ticipate. So there’s the bigger prob­
lem that Shapiro, Dewhurst and the 
Senate have to face: For two regular 
sessions and three special sessions 
now, Craddick has slapped them 
around like rag dolls when it comes to 
schoql finance.

It’s as if it doesn’t really matter

how the Senate wants to resolve this 
crucial state issue -  Craddick and his 
House will call the shots. Dewhurst 
and the Senate have had good ideas 
on school finance, many of them 
superior to those that have come over 
from the House. Sha^ro should add 
one more item to her list of goals for 
her committee: Figure out a way for 
the Senate to grow a backbone in its 
dealings with Craddick.
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Stem cell split could hurt senator
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

The split between social 
conservatives and moderate 
Republicans over embiyonic 
stem cells could undermine 
the re-election chances of a 
Missouri Republican senator 
who favors long prison 
terms for those who conduct 
some types of research.

A coalition of business 
leaders and medical research 
institutions is gathering sup­
port for a Nov. 7 ballot ini­
tiative that would amend the 
Missouri constitution to 
safeguard stem cell research 
and treatments in the state.

Sen. Jim Talent, who 
faces a strong challenge in 
November from Democratic 
state auditor Claire 
McCaskill, has declined to 
take a stand on the measure. 
But he has co-sponsored a 
Senate bill to ban embryonic 
stem cell research and 
impose a million-dollar fine 
and 10-year jail sentence on 
violators.

“If Talent comes out in 
favor of stem cell research, 
he loses support from the 
evangelicals,” „said _ Max 
Skidmore, professor of 
political science at 
University o f Missouri- 
Kansas City. “If he opposes 
it, he’ll lose support from 
the business community that 
otherwise might suppKMt 
him.”

The issue has divided 
Republicans, pitting former 
first lady Nancy Reagan 
against President Bush and 
Senate Majority Leader Bill 
Frist, R-Teim., against reli­
gious conservatives.

Reagan and others ai^gue 
that the research offers sci­
entific promise that could 
cure diseases such as 
Alzheimer’s that her late 
husband, former President 
Reagan, suffered from for 
years. Anti-abortion conser­
vatives contend that the 
research destroys days-old

fertilized embryos and 
amounts to the taking of 
human life.

Frist angered conserva­
tives last year when he 
reversed course to support 
expanded govemment-fiind- 
ed research on embryonic 
stem cells. In August 2001, 
Bush imposed restrictions 
on public funding for newly 
developed embryonic stem 
cell lines.

Talent says he’ll make a 
decision after voters decide 
whether they want the issue 
on the ballot.

“I’m opposed to cloning, 
but I support stem cell 
research,” Talent said. “The 
technology is changing all 
the time and so I’m always 
considering whether there is 
a better way to strike the bal­
ance.”

That answer fails to

address the major issue in 
the debate: whether to allow 
scientists in Missouri to con­
duct somatic cell nuclear 
transfer, also known as ther­
apeutic cloning. Anti-abor­
tion groups claim the proce­
dure destroys human life 
because researchers grow 
cells using the altered nucle­
us of a human egg.

Democrats have ham­
mered Talent over the issue 
for months, saying he’s not 
bold enough to stand up to 
either his campaign donors 
or his political base.

The business and medical 
community, which has ral­
lied around the measure, 
wants to protect the state’s 
largest medical research 
institutions from repeated 
efforts in the state legislature 
to criminalize stem cell 
research.
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
