Electronic voting
experience smooth

Gray County’s new elec-
tronic voting machines per-
formed without a hitch in a
light turnout for early voting
for Tuesday’s primary e¢lec-
tion, according to Coumty
Clerk Susan Winborne.

“The machines operated
beautifully,” she said.

Total number of ballots
cast during the early voting
period, from Feb. 21 to
March 3, was 937. Voters
could choose either the new
machine or the traditional
paper ballot to cast their
votes, and 79 stuck with the
more familiar paper ballots,
Winborne said.

“It's a fairly light
turnout,” she said of the
number of early voters.

The majority of Gray
County voters cast ballots in
the Republican primary,
with only 31 voting as
Democrats, Winborne said.

“That is very, very light
for Democrats. I feel a num-
ber of them voted in the
Republican primary,” she
said, citing the fact that only
two local races, that of 223rd
District Judge Lee Waters
and the office of Democratic
county chairman, were on

the Democratic ballot.
Marcia Julian is running

unopposed for the office of

Democratic chairman for
Gray County.

Only two local races have
more than one candidate.

Incumbent Gary
Willoughby, Precinct 2
county commissioner, is

being challenged by Pampa
businessman Durward
Dunlap. Both are
Republicans.

The local race with the
most candidates is that of
county treasurer. Incumbent
Lee Cornelison is running
against Tory Peet and former
county treasurer Scott Hahn.
All three are on the
Republican ticket, and the
candidates in this race are
the same as in the last race
for that office.

Other candidates in the
March 7 primary are all
unopposed incumbents on
the Republican ticket. They
are Steven R. Emmert, 31st
District judge; Lynn Switzer,
31st District attorney; Gaye
Honderich, district clerk;
Susan Winborne, county
clerk; John E. Radcliff,

All legal action taken to avoid debt limit

WASHINGTON (AP)

Secretary John Snow notified Congress
today that the administration has now taken
“all prudent and legal actions,” including
tapping certain government
funds, to keep from hitting the $8.2 trillion

national debt limit.

In a letter to Congress, Snow urged law-
makers to pass a new debt ceiling immedi-
ately to avoid the nation’s first-ever default

on its obligations.

“I know that you share the president’s and
my commitment to maintaining the full faith
and credit of the U.S. government,” Snow
said in his letter to leaders in the House and

Senate.

Treasury officials, briefing congressional
aides last week, said that the government
will run out of maneuvering room to keep
from exceeding the current limit sometime
during the week of March 20.

Snow in his letter notified lawmakers that
Treasury would begin tapping the Civil
Service Retirement and Disability Fund,
which Treasury officials said would provide
a “few billion” dollars in extra borrowing

ability.

Treasury officials also announced that on
Friday they had used the $15 billion in the
Exchange Stabilization Fund, a reserve that
the Treasury secretary has that is normally
used to smooth out volatile movements in
the value of the dollar in currency markets.

Treasury has also been taking investments
out of a $65.3 billion government pension

fund known as the G-fund.

Abramoft lengthy
sentence delay nixed

MIAMI (AP) — A federal
judge today refused to allow
a lengthy delay in the sen-
tencing of lobbyist Jack
Abramoff, even though
lawyers for both sides said
the move could jeopardize a
federal corruption investiga-
tion involving Congress and
the Bush administration.

Abramoff attorney Abbe
Lowell warned that the
defense would disclose
information about the ongo-
ing corruption investigation
to demonstrate the level of
Abramoff’s  cooperation,
something that could affect
Abramoff’s sentence in the
fraud case.

“We will name names,”
Lowell said by telephone at
a hearing before U.S.
District Judge Paul C. Huck.
“That is not a good thing for
law enforcement.”

The judge agreed to delay
sentencing from March 16 to
March 29, but he rejected a
joint motion by federal pros-
ecutors and attorneys for
Abramoff and co-defendant
Adam Kidan to hold off for

Casinos gambling fleet in
2000. Kidan pleaded guilty
late last year.

Abramoff also pleaded
guilty in January to charges
stemming from an investiga-
tion into his ties to members
of Congress and the Bush
administration.

rain and over such long dis-
tances, the Army had an
even better idea: Use adobe
made from straw and clay
from the banks of the Rio
Grande.

“These adobe buildings
have the characteristic of
being far cooler in summer
and very much warmer in
winter than
wooden
buildings,”
the article
said. In
addition,
adobe struc-
tures could
not burn and
tended to last a long time.

The idea must have origi-
nated in Texas, where savvy
officers understood the local
culture. As the article in the
Review put it: “A proposal

was made to the War
Department to build adobe
barracks of a special design,
utilizing the old ideas which
had been in use in Mexico
since the time of the Aztec
Indians and some modern
ideas to meet the old
defects.”

The modern idea was to
reinforce the foot-thick
adobe with heavy wire mesh
covered with hard finish
plaster to protect the water-
soluble brick from weather.

In addition to the adobe
barracks, officer’s quarters,
mess halls and lavatories, all
the outposts had water,
sewage and electricity fur-
nished by World War I-sur-
plus generators.

Though the use of adobe
proved effective and doubt-
less saved some tax dollars,

the construction project
proved to be too much, too
late. No sooner had all the
improvements been made
than the turmoil in Mexico
quieted and peacefulness
descended on the border.
The Army abandoned
most of the outposts not long
after all the new construction
had been completed. Even
so, the installations served as
periodic bivouacs during
training maneuvers and rou-
tine patrols for as long as the
military guarded the border
with horse soldiers, an effort
that continued through the
beginning of World War II.

Court upholds college military recruiting law

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court ruled unanimously
Monday that colleges that accept fed-
eral money must allow military
recruiters on campus; despite universi-
ty objections to the Pentagon’s “don’t
ask, don’t tell” policy on gays.

Justices rejected a free-speech chal-
lenge from law schools and their pro-
fessors who claimed they should not
be forced to associate with military
recruiters or promote their campus
appearances.

Chief Justice John Roberts, writing
for the court, said that the campus vis-
its are an effective military recruiting
tool.

“A military recruiter’s mere pres-
ence on campus does not violate a law
school’s right to associate, regardless
of how repugnant the law school con-
siders the recruiter’s message,” he
wrote.

Law schools had become the latest
battleground over the “don’t ask, don’t
tell” policy allowing gay men and

women to serve in the military only if

they keep their sexual orientation to

themselves.

Many universities forbid the partici-
pation of recruiters from public agen-
cies and private companies that have
discriminatory policies.

The ruling was announced on a day
that the court was jammed with visi-
tors from the military, all dressed in
uniform. Justices heard arguments in
the case in December, and signaled
then that they were concerned about
hindering a Defense Department need
to fill its ranks when the nation is at
war.

“This is an important victory for the
military and ultimately for our nation-
al security,” said Jay Sekulow, chief
counsel for the American Center for
Law and Justice.

The court’s decision upholds a law
that requires colleges that take federal
money to accommodate recruiters.

College leaders have said they could
not afford to lose federal help, some
$35 billien a year,

Roberts, writing his third decision
since joining the court ‘last fall, said
there are other less drastic options for

protesting the policy. “Students and
faculty are free to associate to voice
their disapproval of the military’s mes-
sage,” he wrote.

“Recruiters are, by definition, out-
siders who come onto campus for the
limited purpose of trying to hire stu-
dents — not to become members of the
school’s expressive association,” he
wrote.

The federal law, known as the
Solomon Amendment after its first
congressional sponsor, mandates that
universities give the military the same
access as other recruiters or forfeit fed-
eral money.

Roberts filed the only opinion,
which was joined by every justice but
Samuel Alito. Alito did not participate
because he was not on the bench when
the case was argued.

*The Solomon Amendment neither
limits what law schools may say nor
requires them to say anything,”
Roberts wrote.

The case is Rumsfeld v. Forum for
Academic and Institutional Rights, 04-
1152.

becomes. Remember, a fiat currency like
ours, backed up by nothing, has no inher-
ent value. Its value is determined only by
its purchasing power. If the U.S. currency
is greatly devalued, Americans might
find themselves in the same position as
the German people in the old Weimar
Republic.

If you get a Social Security check for
$400 and all of a sudden it will only buy
you $50 worth of goods and services, the
U.S. government can say to you, “Tough
beans, peasant.” Remember, the more
devalued a currency becomes, the higher
the prices people will demand. The poor
Germans in the 1920s got to the point
where they needed a wheelbarrow to
carry enough inflated currency to the
market to buy a loaf of bread.

Now, a respected Arab journalist does
not believe that America’s hostility to
Iran has anything to do with the bourse,
scheduled to open in March. Her reason
for that statement is that she is sure Bush

has no understanding whatsoever of

world financial affairs. I tend to agree
with her. I think our hostility toward Iran
is made in the same place our hostility
toward Iraq was made — in Israel.

Nevertheless, we as Americans should
be more concerned about the fate of the
dollar than the fate of Iran or Israel. The
present monetary system, based on a fiat
dollar and a privately owned central bank
misnamed the Federal Reserve System, is
a handy way to rob the American people
of the fruit of their labor.

Even creeping inflation that we have
suffered since World War II in effect
steals money from our paychecks, our
pension checks, our savings accounts and
our insurance policies. Many years ago,
when I bought a $10,000 life-insurance

policy, $10,000 was a good sum of

money. Today it will buy about $2,000
worth of goods and services. The federal
process of deficit spending and monetiz-
ing the debt has stolen the remaining
$8,000.

The federal deficit and the huge trade
deficits do mean something. They mean
we are heading for big trouble that we
won'’t be able to bomb our way out of.

Arrington’s dcparturc
marks a sour end in
Washington for the fran-
chise’s most popular player
of recent years. Arrington
was the No. 2 overall draft
pick in 2000 and played in
three straight Pro Bowls
from 2001-03.

Job cuts feared as AT&T bids on BellSouth

ATLANTA (AP) — While
AT&T Inc.’s $67 billion bid
for BellSouth Corp. would

expand the number of voices
using the country’s largest
telecommunications compa-
ny, it may end up sounding
more like a hang up for some
employees.

San Antonio-based AT&T
expects the acquisition
announced Sunday to save it
$2 billion annually, partially
from job cuts and combining
the two work forces.

Officials would not say
how many jobs might be cut
it the deal is approved by
shareholders and regulators
over the next year, but staft
reductions are common in
such  mergers. Cingular
Wireless LLC, a joint ven-
ture of AT&T and BellSouth,
cut about 7,000 jobs after its
$41 billion acquisition of

AT&T Wireless in October
2004.
More savings from the

proposed acquisition would
come from reduced advertis-
ing expenses and combining
the backbone network and
information-technology
operations of the companies.

I'he purchase of Atlanta-
based BellSouth would give
AT&T total
Cingular, the nation’s largest
cell phone provider, and
BellSouth’s nine-state net-
work. Together, the three
companies employ more
than 316,000 people.

['he deal appears to be the
largest yet among U.S. tele-
com players and goes a long
way toward resurrecting the
old Ma Bell telephone sys-
tem, which was broken apart
in 1984.

The Cingular brand would
likely be phased out in favor
of the AT&T brand. The
name will be familiar to
wireless customers: AT&T
Wireless Inc., a spin-off of
AT&T, was acquired by
Cingular in October 2004.
he BellSouth name also
would be absorbed in the
deal.

“It’s going to be confus-
ing,” said industry analyst
Jeff Kagan. “This is the rein-
vention of the telecommuni-
cations industry.”

Cingular spokesman Mark
Siegel dismissed the notion
there would be public per-
ception issues with the
switch back to the AT&T
name for the wireless com-
pany.

“We built a business,”
Siegel said. “Is the brand an
important part of that busi-
ness? Yes. But it is a busi-
ness that is made primarily
up of people. None of that
changes.”

T'he shift in the U.S. tele-
com landscape moving
from four to three regional
Bell operators — also is sure
to garner close review from
Washington.

The deal furthers the
reunification of the Baby
Bells, the eight regional tele-
phone operators that were
spun off from the old AT&T
in 1984 under a federal court

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order. At that time, and in a
different regulatory climate,
AT&T was largely a long-
distance company.

“Twenty years after the
government broke up Ma
Bell, this deal represents a
mother and child reunion,”
said Rep. Ed Markey, the
ranking Democrat on the
House Subcommittee on
[elecommunications and the
Internet.

“Our nation’s telecommu-
nications markets must be
vigorously competitive and
open _to innovation in order
to promote job creation and
economic growth,” Markey
said: “This merger proposal
is one that unquestionably
merits the utmost scrutiny by
government antitrust offi-
cials.”

The combined AT&T and
BellSouth would be the
country’s largest supplier of
broadband Internet access.
T'heir combined 9.8 million
DSL lines (at the end of last
year) would vault them past
the current leader, cable
company Comcast Corp.,
with 8.5 million broadband
subscribers.

With cable companies

increasingly vying for tradi-
tional phone companies’
share of local telephone
service, such mergers in the
industry have been com-
monplace of late. Kagan, the
industry analyst, said more
could be on the horizon.

“We’re not over it yet,”
Kagan said.
