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Government agencies to look
at range relief after wildfires

Ranchers who have suffered blackened pasture and
the loss of cattle are meeting with government agen-
cies this week and next to learn what help is available,
but government officials say they need more informa-
tion before many of the programs can be implemented.

Clint Rollins, a rangeland management specialist
with the Natural Resources Conservation Service
(NRCS) office in Amarillo, said ranchers need to get
together with their county agent or county NRCS offi-
cials to let them know the extent of their damages.

Lewis Britt from U.S. Rep. Mac Thornberry's office
said the damages must be determined before anyone
knows how much money to request to fund potential
emergency aid programs.

The economic damage caused by last week's range
fires may last well into the future.

Dr. Ted McCollum, a Texas A&M University live-
stock specialist, told ranchers meeting in Pampa today
that it may be more than a year before pastures have
recovered enough to graze again.

“The key factor is that we don’t have any soil mois-

ture,” McCollum said.

The question as light rains and snow moved across
the area was whether any of that would soak into the
ground and would it be enough.

“I’d say even under normal rainfall,” McCollum
said, “right now that there’s not a chance for these
areas to return to normal productivity this growing sea-
son. That’s going to be my conservative estimate.”

Depending upon the weather over the next few
months, there may be some grazing next winter.

“If we do have normal rainfall this summer and
accumulate some forage,” McCollum said, “folks may
be able to turn cattle back on those burned areas this

winter, but I'd say it’s going to be probably the end of
summer of 2007 before I would set my expectations of

having those areas back to their productive levels they
might’ve had before the fire.”

McCollum warned that keeping and feeding the ani-
mals will be expensive in the long term.

“That feeding program may be something they’re
looking at for five or six months,” he said. “It’s not six
weeks.”

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Chisum
working
to lower

property
taxes

Pampa State Rep. Warren
Chisum was in Austin today
trying to convince his col-
leagues to take part of the
state’s surplus this year to
buy down property taxes
and get the Texas Supreme
Court off the Legislature’s
back.

Before he left town
Wednesday, Chisum said he
had e-mailed his plan to fel-
low legislators, and he
thinks he has the votes to
pass it.

Texas Gov. Rick Perry
has called the Legislature
into a 30-day special session
beginning in mid-April to
deal with the school finance
problem. The Texas
Supreme Court has declared
the way the state is now
funding public schools
unconstitutional and has
given the state until June 1
to correct the problem.

Perry’s tax reform com-
mission is expected to pro-
pose shifting taxes from
homeowners to businesses.
“We’re going to meet, and
we're going to have a very
short time to work school
finance out and pass a new
tax bill,” Chisum said of the
Legislature’s special ses-
sion. “I have a fear that
we’re not going to get any-

of two divisions, Hall said. The
other section of the state emergency
management services deals with
assistance concerning public prop-
erty such as courthouses and high-
ways, he said.

“We had looked at individual res-
idences damaged by the fires and
made a list,” Hall said. He then
completed a disaster summary out-
line and submitted the information
to the governor’s division of emer-
gency management to begin the
process of seeking assistance for the
fire victims.

“l went with these people
throughout the county to look at res-
idences and get these people to
determine the severity of loss,” Hall
said.

A sliding scale is used to rate the
severity of loss. The scale ranges
from affected, the least amount of

pleads guilty to charge

A Pampa woman has pleaded guilty
to a federal charge of false entries by a
credit union employee in a plea agree-
ment in U.S. District Court for the
Northern District of Texas in Amarillo,
according to court documents.

Shirley Waller, who was indicted Jan.
18 in Amarillo federal court on one
count of embezzlement and two counts
of making false entries by a federal
credit union employee, appeared in
Amarillo federal court March 15 to
enter the plea. The agreement was filed
in the U.S. District Court clerk’s office
that day, and had been signed on Feb.
28.

Maximum penalty for the charge to
which Waller pled guilty is imprison-
ment for a period not more than 30
years, a fine not to exceed $1,000,000 or
twice any pecuniary gain to the defen-

dant or loss to the victim(s),
and supervised release of
not less than three years but
not more than five years fol-
lowing any term of impris-
onment.

A defendant who violates
the conditions of supervised
release could be imprisoned
for the entire term of super-
vised release.

Waller will be required to
pay a mandatory assessment
of $100. The offense to
which she pleaded guilty
can be found in Title 18,
United States Code, Section
1006.

Sentencing usually occurs
about two months after a
plea agreement is entered,
said Christy Drake, assistant
U.S. District attorney in
Amarillo, A pre-sentence
report will be compiled and

tencing, she said.

In a court document titled
“Factual Resume” which
was filed with the plea
agreement, Waller made a
false entry in a book, record
or statement of the credit
union, did so while knowing
it was false, and did so
intending to injure or
defraud the credit union.

Waller began working at
Pampa Teachers Federal
Credit Union in 1978, and
held the position of manager
untii December 2002,
according to the resume.

“During Waller’s employ-
ment as manager of the cred-
it union, numerous loans
were made to Waller’s son
Jim Sealy to fund his com-
puter business, Computer
Sales Technology,” the
resume states. Sealy is cur-
rently manager of
Centramedia Online
Service, according to the
January 2005 edition of the
Polk City directory.

“The business struggled
and Jim Sealy was unable to
repay the loans at the credit
union.

“Over the course of the
lifetime of the loans, the
defendant performed at least
44 extensions on the loans of
her son Jim Sealy.

“On Oct. 9, 2002, the
defendant accessed the
account information of the
Jim Sealy loans and extend-
ed the loans without
approval of the credit union
board by changing and
advancing due dates on the
notes to make it appear that
the notes were not delin-
quent or nonperforming.

“The Jim Sealy loans
were later defaulted and
after recovery of any collat-
eral left a loss to the credit
union of approximately
$191,169.97,” the resume

Waller will be required to

pay back the $191,169.97 to
the credit union according to
the terms of the plea agree-
ment.

Waller appeared in
Amarillo federal court Jan.
26 after a summons was
issued for her to appear con-
cerning the Jan. 18 indict-
ments. She was released on a
personal recognizance bond.

Count One of the indict-
ments, which charge Waller
with credit union theft,
embezzlement or misappli-
cation, states that on or
about Sept. 24, 2002, Waller
deleted approximately
$10,398.56 of accrued inter-
est owed to the credit union
by Sealy.

Count Two alleges the
same offenses to which
Waller pled guilty.

Count Three, a second
charge of false entries by a
federal credit union employ-
ee, alleges that on June 29,

2001, Waller granted a
$12,000 loan to Cindy
Pohnert, “who in turn

endorsed the loan proceeds
back to the defendant who
then deposited the proceeds
of the loan into the defen-
dant’s Pampa Bank of
America account.”

Counts One and Three
against Waller have been
dismissed by the govern-
ment, according to the plea
agreement. The government
also agreed to not bring
charges against Sealy for
any alleged involvement in
the false entries or credit
union fraud on the loans of
which the government cur-
rently has knowledge.

Agent Dan Richard of the
Federal Bureau of
Investigation has been
involved in the case against
Waller, who is represented
by Amarillo attorney Warren
Clark.

Mail-merge for beginners, part_thl-‘ee

Last week, I finished my
simple tutorial on basic
Microsoft Word mail-merge
projects. This week, I’ll
show you some tips and
tricks that will make mail-
merging much more useful.

Use Another Data Source

In my simple example, we
used Microsoft Word to cre-
ate a form letter. The data, a
mere four records, was also
saved as a Word document.
When Microsoft Word is
chosen for the data source, a
document with a single table
is created. This simplistic
structure will work fine for
most small merging projects.
However, when faced with
larger, say 100-plus records,
Microsoft Word’s speed and
reliability begin to wane.

In the past, I've had to do
rather large mail-merges,
some in the 8,000 record
range. | chose to use Excel
as my data source. Word was
still used for the main docu-

Access
should only be used when
linking multiple tables for
one merge  operation.
Otherwise, Excel will do
fine.

To use an Excel spread-
sheet as your data source,
make sure you use rows for
the records and columns for
the fields. For instance, in

Columnist

Excel, Row 1 would contain
the field names and Row 2
would contain record 1.
Column A might be “first
name,” col-
umn B
might be
“last name,”
and so on.

Try it; 1
think you
will find

Excel much
better at handling large mail-
ing lists.

Understand Your Options

Once you have your main
document and data source all
lined out, all that is left is to
push the merge button,
right? Wait just a minute.
Open your original “Donor
Main” letter and pull down
the “Tools” menu. Choose
“Letters and Mailings” and
then “Mail Merge Wizard.”
The Mail Merge Task Pane
will open on the left. Skip to
“Step 3 of 6” and choose

“Edit Recipient List.”

Filtering Records

What if you don’t want all
of the records to print? For
instance, you may want to
create letters only for a par-
ticular zip code. Notice the
little drop-down button next
to the “zip code” field head-
ing? Click it and choose one
of the displayed entries. The
list immediately shortens to
only the zip code you chose!
Of course, you can manually
filter records by unchecking
them in the list, but the drop-
down method is much faster.
For more advanced filtering,
hit the drop-down button on
any of the fields and choose
“Advanced.” The “Filter
Records” tab on this window
allows you to choose which
records will “make the cut”
based on their values. In the
previous columns’ example,
we might choose to send out

The United States remains one of the
most open societies of all nations, but

the Bush administration appears to
have launched a new effort to stifle the
flow of information from the govern-
ment, particularly information classi-
fied as confidential.

Most Americans instinctively, and
understandably, would say that classi-

fied information ought to be protected.

But just because information is classi-
fied doesn’t mean that its public disclo-
sure would harm the interests of the
American people. In fact, there’s good
reason to think that, most of the time,
disclosure causes no harm to American
security. However, disclosure some-
times can harm an officeholder’s repu-
tation by contrasting his words with his
deeds, or undermine a policy position

with facts or make the nation look bad when
the truth is disclosed.

Though Bush strongly denounced the dis-
closure of the secret and possibly illegal
warrantless wiretapping program of the
National Security Agency, it is not at all
clear that disclosure harmed this country. It
seems highly unlikely that terrorists any-
where are unaware that the U.S. government
has enormous capability to intercept e-mails
and telephone calls. But disclosure did
arouse national controversy over possible
violations of the Constitution and federal
law, and many congressional Republicans,
not just Democrats, criticized the administra-
tion.

Furthermore, “leaks” of classified infor-
mation are just as likely to come from those
in charge seeking to bolster a position as
from those seeking to challenge one. Lewis
Libby, the former top aide to Vice President
Dick Cheney, is accused of disclosing the
name of a Central Intelligence Agency oper-
ative in the controversy over pre-lraq war
intelligence. But Libby has said he was
authorized by superiors to disclose the infor-
mation.

Efforts to restrict information involve the
general welfare as well the common defense.

For mailings over 100 records, I recom-
mend choosing the “Print” option. Word
will merge the first record, send it to the
printer, merge the second record, send it to
the printer, etc. Your computer will finish
the merge much quicker, allowing you to
work on other things while your printer
handles the job.

As you’ve probably seen, Microsoft
Word has some incredibly powerful
merge capabilities. The key, of course, is
to practice these steps. In no time, you’'ll
be a mail-merge pro!

Freedom of information is not entirely on
the defensive, thanks in no small smart to
U.S. Sen. John Cornyn. Cornyn, a conserva-
tive Texas Republican, has joined with Sen.
Patrick Leahy, a liberal Vermont Democrat,
to push through the Senate legislation to
strengthen the nation’s Freedom of
Information Act. The bill is now in the
House, where it is sponsored by U.S. Rep.
Lamar Smith, a San Antonio Republican
whose district reaches as far north as Austin.

In December, Cornyn was present when
Bush signed an executive order that is sup-
posed to speed up the process of releasing
government information deemed to be open
and to make it easier, and quickez, to resolve
disputes.

Like all freedoms, assuring access to
information in government hands is never a
mission finally accomplished, but one
always needing support and renewal.
Americans who value their freedom should
guard their access jealously, always aware
that those who have it are not inclined to
share, too easily confusing their own inter-
ests with the national interest.

right in Wheeler County. Three years ago
Payton Austin of Wheeler began showing
Caney Creek Santa Gertrudis heifers
throughout the Texas Panhandle and
major livestock venues. Harry started this
young first-time exhibitor with his very
own Gert heifer and has been helping him
out each and every year since.

Christine is not only a member of Top
O’ Texas CattleWomen but belongs to the
Thursday Literary Club and Emerald
Study Club in Shamrock. Christine and
Harry are recent additions to the board of
Shamrock Meals on Wheels also.

The Maretts have one daughter, Rena
Underwood, and two grandchildren,
Kisha, 21, and Brannon, 16. Rena lives in
Jackson, Ga., and helps keep the family
business operating while Harry and
Christine are in Texas. Rena’s family
lives across the county road from her
mom and dad’s Georgia home.

Caney Creek Cattle Co. believes in
maintaining a cow herd of about 300
heifers, some for raising purebred ani-

mals and some for crossbreeding. The
cattle operation has included gathering
ultrasound carcass data since 1994, and at
present all cattle are scanned as yearlings
in an effort to provide the best animals
possible for cattlemen interested in cross-
breeding.

The Maretts believe the only reason for
any purebred operation to exist is to pro-
vide breeding animals to commercial cat-
tlemen and women. Birth weights, wean-
ing weights, and yearling weights are
recorded on every animal. For several
years, all bulls used and some females
have been DNA tested for the presence of
tenderness and marbling genes.

Bulls that have gain tested, have com-
peted well and where feed conversion
tests were conducted, they have excelled,
with gains consistently of a ratio less than
6 to 1. A good many have fed at a rate of
less than 5 to 1. Harry likes to brag that
“Caney Creek cattle feed cheap.”

Harry and Christine are still relatively
new to the area and are still meeting peo-
ple and making new friends. They love
visitors and welcome anyone to visit
them and/or their cattle operation, located
about two miles northeast of the city of
Shamrock. -

DEAR ABBY: I'm a deputy sheriff. Last
week, | was in a department store outside
my jurisdiction and overheard a conversa-
tion between two of the clerks. One of

them had her car broken into the ni

before, and several valuable items ang her
house key had been stolen. This wpman
said she didn't eall-the police becaugé there
was nothing they could do- 1 identified
myself as a deputy ahd told her she should
contact her police department immediately
for the following reasons:

(1) She was a victim of a crime.
Her house key was taken by someone who
had already demonstrated that he or she
was a criminal. If the perpetrator came
back and robbed her house, or worse yet,
harmed her, the police would have more to
go on to solve that crime. (I also advised
her to have her locks changed immediate-
ly.)

(2) Her car may not have been the
only one broken into. If a pattern was
developing, the police could increase
patrols in her area. But they couldn't know
to do 1t if the incident went unreported.

(3) In the course of serving search
warrants or making other arrests, we often
find property that obviously doesn't belong
to the suspect. (After all, who owns multi-
ple TV sets, stereos, DVD players, digital
cameras, etc.?) But if nobody reports a
theft, we have no way of knowing whose
property it is. Without that knowledge, we
can't return property to its rightful owner,
nor can we charge the suspect with addi-
tional crimes.

(4) Suspects often pawn what they
steal. Our detectives regularly check pawn
shops for items that have been reported
stolen and can recover them for the owner
as well as pay a visit to whoever sold them.
Many crimes have been solved in this man-
ner

So what is tolerance? What does it
do? How in the heck does tolerance
work?

Licensed ‘Tolerance Practitioners’ are

However, I am beginning to think
tolerance really doesn’t exist.

How can I
be tolerant when what [ am supposed
to be tolerant of is constantly chang-
ing?

Tolerance today is little more than a
hunting permit without expiration. The
season never ends and the list of game
one can harvest is practically infinite.

There is one possible — perhaps
even clear exception.

Tolerance can still be measured
using a monochromatic scale. It is
either black or white and void of any
gray.

An example of this would be now
former KTRS-St. Louis radio talk
show host Dave Lenihan.

Huggins to KSU

KANSAS CITY, Mo. (AP) — Bob
Huggins, who turned Cincinnati into a
national basketball power during 16
sometimes-stormy years, has accepted
an offer to coach Kansds State, a per-
son familiar with the negotiations told
The Associated Press today.

Huggins was to be introduced at a
news conference later in the day, said
the person, who spoke on condition of
anonymity because Huggins had not
yet signed a contract.

Huggins, who was ousted from
Cincinnati in 2005 and did not coach
this season, will replace Jim
Wooldridge, who was 15-13 this year.

The Wildcats have not been to the
NCAA tournament since 1996, but
Huggins will be stepping into a prom-
ising situation with most of the team’s
top scorers returning next season.

Huggins was 399-127 in 16 seasons
with Cincinnati, leading the Bearcats
to 14 consecutive NCAA tournament
appearances, including the 1992 Final
Four. He won 10 regular-season
Conference USA titles and was hon-
ored as the league’s coach of the
decade. He also coached at Walsh and
Akron and has a record of 567-199
during a 24-year career.

He agreed to leave Cincinnati last
August when university president
Nancy Zimpher refused to extend his
four-year contract rollover following
his arrest and conviction for drunken
driving in 2004. Huggins received a $3
million buyout, and Zimpher’s deci-
sion proved unpopular with many fans.

Cincinnati cited the arrest as the cul-
mination of many problems. He also
had been criticized for a low gradua-
tion rate and for several off-court inci-
dents involving players.

Book suggests Sheffield knew he was doping,
Jason Giambi wanted to please his father

SAN FRANCISCO (AP) Gary
Sheffield knew full well he was dop-
ing, and Jason Giambi was turned on
to a cocktail of performance-enhanc-
ing drugs similar to what Barry Bonds
was taking, according to a new book.

“Game of Shadows,” set for release
T'hursday, says BALCO’s perform-
ance-enhancing drugs were used by
several athletes, including track stars
Marion Jones and Tim Montgomery,
NFL players such as Bill
Romanowski, and sluggers including
Bonds, Sheffield and Giambi.

It centers on Bonds’ allegedly
extensive drug regimen — steroids,
human growth hormone, insulin and
more — but also undercuts
Sheffield’s claims that he took
designer steroids unwittingly.

Sheffield has admitted that he used
a cream two years ago, but said he did
not know it contained illegal steroids.
The authors, however, say Bonds’
trainer, Greg Anderson, put Sheffield
on injectable testosterone and a
human growth hormone i 2002, and
later sold him designer steroids
known as the “cream” and the “‘clear.”

Sheffield adopted ‘Bonds™ heavy
training program when he visited the
San Francisco star after the 2001 sea-
son and lived in his home in

Hillsborough, Calif., for two months,
according to the book.

T'hough the two had a personal
falling out, Sheffield wanted to main-
tain a relationship with Anderson so
he could keep getting the drugs, the
authors wrote.

On Wednesday in Tampa, Sheffield
denied using any drugs mentioned in
the book.

“What can I do? I’m not going to
defend myself my whole life,” he
said. “It doesn’t matter to me. I don’t
have anything to say. No need to. It is
what it is.”

The book describes how Bonds
started using steroids because he was
jealous of the attention paid to Mark
McGwire’s home run race with
Sammy Sosa in 1998, and felt he
needed to bulk up significantly to
compete with the St. Louis Cardinals’
slugger. Bonds broke McGwire’s sin-
gle-season record with 73 home runs
in 2001.

Bonds used a vast array of per-
formance-enhancing drugs for at least’
five seasons beginning in 1998,
according to the book, written by two
San Francisco Chronicle reporters.
Excerpts from the book, scheduled
for release Thursday, were released
earlier this month.
