'' Simoneau graduated from high school in 
Piftsburgh and started college there at 
Point Park College where she meti^^d mar­
ried a man who also worked at the library.

Her former husband joined the Air Force 
and the couple moved to Maine where she 
finished her bachelor’s degree in second­
ary education English at the University of 
Maine at Presque Isle.

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Delay will resign from Congress
WASHINGTON (AP) — Succumbing to 

scwdal, former Majority Leader Tom Delay 
said today he is resigning from Congress in 
the face of a tough re-election race, closing 
out a career that blended-unflinching conser­
vatism with a bare-knuckled political style.

“I think I could have won this seat but it 
would have been nasty. It would have cost a 
fortune to do it,” said the Texas Republican, 
first elected in 1984.

DeLay said in an interview with Fox 
News that he wais “looking forward to being 
liberated outside the House, doing whatever 
I ean to unify the conservative cause.”

DeLay relinquished the post as House 
majority leader last fall after his indictment 
in Texas as part of an investigation into the 
allegedly illegal use of funds for state leg­
islative races. He decided in January against 
trying to get the leadership post back as an 
election-year corruption scandal staggered 
Republicans and emboldened minority 
Democrats.

Republicans said they expected DeLay to 
resign later this spring.

“He has served our nation with integrity

and honor,” said Majority Leader !lohn 
Boehner, R-Ohio, who succeeded D e ^ y  in 
his leadership post earlier this year. \

But Democrats said the developments 
marked 'more than the end to one man’s 
career in Congress.

“Tom DeLay’s decision to leave Congress 
is just the latest piece of evidence that the 
Republican Party is a party in disarray, a 
party out of ideas and out of energy,” said 
Bill Burton, a spokesman for the Democratic 
Congressional Campaign Committee.

Delay called President Bush on Monday 
and the two talked while the president was 
flying on Air Force One on his way back 
from Cincinnati, White House press secre­
tary Scott McClellan said today.

“The president thanked him for his service 
and all that he accomplished and wished him 
all the best,” McClellan said. “Congressman 
DeLay has been a good ally whom the pres­
ident has worked very closely with.” Asked 
whether Bush tried to talk him but of it, 
McClellan said, ’This is a decision that 
Congressman DeLay made and we respect 
his decision.”

“[M]y fellow Alabama jus­
tices freed Adams from 
death row not because of any 
error of our courts but 
because they chose to pas­
sively accommodate -  rather 
than actively resist -• the 
unconstitutional opinion of 
five liberal justices, on the 
U.S. Supreme Court.”

Judge Parker added, “By 
keeping Adams on death 
row,'  our Supreme Court 
would have defended both 
the U.S. Constitution and 
Alabama law (thereby 
upholding their judicial 
oaths of office) and, at the 
same time, provided an’ 
occasion for the U.S. 
Supreme Court, with at least 
two new members, to recon­
sider the Roper decision.”

Joel Sogol, former chair­
man of the American Civil 
Liberties’ Union’s (ACLU) 
litigation committee, filed a 
complaint against Judge

This, despite the fact that 
Accenture possessed a copy of her birth 
ce^ficate.

Betg’s daughter was one of 28,0(X) 
Texas children who lost government 
health coverage' in just a three-month 
period, thanks to a disastrous mix of

policy changes and incompetent data 
processing.

The Children’s Health Insurance 
Program, known as CHIP, is a state and 
federally funded plan for children of 
the working poor. Last year, two major 
changes hit CHIP at Uie same time: 
strict new eligibility rules were imple­
mented, and the Accenture firm took 
over CHIP screening. The state needs 
to learn quickly how these events might 
have im {^ed health coverage for eligi­
ble children. In the meantime, it should 
suspend all-policy changes that could 
nmiove more children fiom CHIP rolls.

To date, at least 6,000 children clear­
ly arc victims of Accenture misman-. 
agement. This month, the state Health 
and Human Services* Commission 
found these children lost coverage

when Accenture failed to notify their 
families about new enrollment fees. 
The state is reinstating their insurance.

No one yet can say, though, how 
many of the other 22,000 rejected chil- ‘ 
dren also wrongly lost their coverage.
Of the children disenrolled from CHIP 
last month, however, it is known that 
more than half were rejected because 
they had “missing information” o n ^  
their forms or did not receive renewal 
forms.

Child advocates warn that at least 
some of these rejections stem from pro­
cessing errors. Hundred of families, 
they say, have reported applying to 
CHIP but getting no response. Other 
parents have been s u rp r i^  by cover-

Parker with Alabama’s Judicial Inquiry 
Commission. The complaint charges 
Parker with violating Alabama’s judicial 
ethics standards when he publicly criti­
cized his eight Supreme Court co^agues 
and the Roper v. Simmons U.S. Supreme 
Court decision. Sogol says that Judge 
Parker’s criticism breeds contempt for the 
law.

rSogol has it wrong. It’s the court’s fail­
ure to meet its constitutional duties that 
breeds contempt for the law. The Judicial 
Inquiry Commission can send the com­
plaint to Alabama’s Court of the Judiciary 
for trial. If the court finds the complaint is

justified, it can reprimand Judge Parker or 
remove him from office. The ACLU 
would love the chilling effect of repri­
mand or removal.

Too many of us accept the notion that 
judges have a. monopoly on the 
Constitution’s interpretation. In an 1820 
letter to William C. Jarvis, Thomas 
Jefferson warned: “To consider the judges 
as the ultimate arbiters of all constitution­
al qudstions [is] a very dangerous doctrine 
indeed, and one which would place us 
under the despotistiMf aft oligarchy.”

Judge Tom Parker, aftd other justices 
who exhibit true faith and allegiance to 
their oaths of office, are a rare and disap­
pearing breed. It’s men like Judge Parker 
we should support in our struggle against' 
constitutional contempt by government 
officials.

age-termination letters that gave them 
only one or two days’ notice.

“Parents are submitting all their infor­
mation, paper work is being lost or not 
processed, people are wrongly being 
denied for being noncitizens,” Barbara 
Best, director of the Children’s Defense 
Fund of Texas, said this week. “The bot­
tom line is they need to suspend these 
policy changes and institute a proper 
appeals process until they can fix Ais.”

Because the number of known errors is 
so egregious, the culling of children from 
CHIP inde^  should stop until the state 
gets a better' handle on die problem. 
Families who have already received ter-

mination notices should get at least 30 
days’ appeal time.

And - as a petition from more than 100 
service providers now demands Texas 
promptly should form a task force to vet 
Accenture’s procedures.

This debacle also should prompt a 
larger correction. Even if Accenture’s 
errors only reflect a learning curve, it 
makes no sense to gather CHIP enroll­
ment data one house at a time. Instead, 
insurance status should be filed at 
schools, where parents already supply 
nearly identical information when they 
register their children.

Connecticut, California and other 
states all gather child insurance data this 
way. If Texans truly want to insure all 
children we do, don’t we? the state 
should gather child health data with the 
same efficiency.
