Gray County commissioners
approved submission of a grant
application by the 31st District
Attorney’s office at this morning’s
commissioners’ meeting in the coun-
ty courthouse.

District Attorney Lynn Switzer
explained the details of the grant,
which will be applied to the position
of the victim’s assistance coordina-
tor, Xochitl Valenzuela.

The grant is available through the
criminal  justice division of
Panhandle Regional Planning
Commission and is a matching funds
grant. Switzer is asking for $54,633.

“We will point out that Xochitl is
bilingual and in addition, she’s going

to be able to direct victims to various
other agencies for whatever service
they need, such as medical attention
or temporary housing,” Switzer said.

The matching funds to be pledged
by the district attorney’s office
include $17,618 for office expenses
and other such costs, and $14,937 for
providing work.

“We will also be re-applying for
the Attorney General’s office grant
that was denied last year because
they were concerned at how the vic-
tim’s assistance coordinator was
doing their job while the previous
district attorney was in office,”
Switzer said.

“I’ve been paying for Xochitl out
of my forfeiture funds,” she said.

MCLEAN -- Pampa veterinarian Belinda
Andrews said she’s still worrted about
ranchers who may need help for their ani-

* mals injured in last month’s wildfires but

haven’t sought it.

A native of the Oklahoma Panhandle, she
said she realizes that many ranchers tend to
be self-reliant, but with medicines being
donated and volunteers at the Gerald Tate
Agricultural Center south of town here,
there is assistance available.

Andrews herself is a volunteer, coming
down from her practice in Pampa after
hours and on weekends.

Although her practice at the Gray County
Veterinary Clinic is a mixed practive, treat-
ing everything from hamsters to potbellied
pigs, she admitted that she really loves
horses.

Growing up on a ranch near Beaver,
Okla., Andrews has been around animals
all her life, but she says she really didn’t
consider veterinary school until after high
school.

While working on her undergraduate
degree at the University of Oklahoma, she
decided that veterinary studies sounded
interesting and began taking the prerequi-
site classes for veterinarian school.

“It was kind of an epiphany,” she said.

She graduated from veterinary school at
Oklahoma State University, class of 1997.

After a residency and an internship, she
accepted the position in Pampa.

“l finally decided that’s there no place
like home,” she said. “Pampa’s two hours
from my parents. It’s a great place to live.
It’s probably the best move I ever made. It’s

Bush staft shake-up looming

WASHINGTON (AP) — Signaling a pos-
sible shake-up among President Bush’s sen-
ior advisers, the new White House chief of
staff told top presidential aides Monday to
expect changes that “refresh and re-energize
the team.” He invited anyone who is thinking
of leaving before year’s end to do so now.

Joshua Bolten, who took over the top staff
job late Friddy, did not ask for anyone’s res-
ignation in his first Monday morning staff
meeting with the president’s senior aides,
presidential spokesman Scott McClellan
said. No one stepped forward to say: they
would leave, either, McClellan said.

Bolten has Bush’s full authority to make
changes to the president’s staff, which has
had a low turnover rate, with many aides
serving him for years. Bolten already has had
closed door meetings with some top advisers
and plans more in the coming 10 days or so
to talk about their roles going forward,

the staff.

McClellan said Bolten told the aides to
expect “some changes and adjustments*“after
he’s gone through the process of talking to

“Josh talked to us and talked about how he
is assuming his new position and responsibil-
ities 'during a challenging time period,”
McClellan said. “We remain engaged in an
ongoing global war on terrorism, and that is
of course our highest priority. But there are a
number of other priorities that we are work-
ing to accomplish as well. And Josh talked
about how this will refresh and re-energize
the team and for all of us to renew our com-
mitment as we go forward.”

Bolten is only Bush’s second chief of staff.
His predecessor, Andy Card, served Bush for
more than five years but resigned amid ten-
sions with Congress, all-time low approval
ratings for Bush and calls from Democrats
and Republicans to bring in a fresh perspec-

Panhandle sky was
brown. Visibility along
Texas Highway 273 from
McLean to Lefors was at
times close to zero.

While  stretches  of
Interstate 40 that had been
blackened by the March
wildfires are turning green
with newly sprouted grass,
much -of the sandy hills
along Highway 273 remains
a desert, denuded of vegeta-

tion.

The half dozen horses in
the ag barn here are protect-
ed from the wind and dirt,
Andrews said.

As the volunteers’ mis-
sion changes from emer-
gency care to rehabilitation,
Andrews said the work
they’re doing with the hors-
es remains important.

The veterinarian said that
working with the horses,
grooming them and exercis-
ing them, is as important as
medicating them in the days
immediately following the
fires and their injuries.

“It’s important for these

guys to get out,” she says.

Andrews says it's inter-
esting with the horses that
weren’t handled a lot before
coming here seem to enjoy
the attention as the volun-
teer’s treatment, wash them
and exercise them.,

She said the horses get
bored being kept in their
stalls. The attention they’re
getting from the volunteers
is helping -the healing
process. '

Andrews said it will take
time for the horses to heal,
but she’s amazed how far
they’ve come in such a
short time.
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Tax-writing lawmakers don’t
fill out their own tax returns

WASHINGTON (AP) —
When it comes to their own
tax returns, many members
of Congress who specialize
in writing tax laws tumn to
professional preparers rather
than completing the paper-
work themselves.

“It’s onerous and every-
body knows it,” said Rep.
Richard Neal, D-Mass.

Three of the four top law-
makers on the Senate
Finance and House Ways
and Means committees,
which are in charge of writ-
ing tax laws, pay a profes-
sional to file their annual tax
returns with the Internal
Revenue Service.

The exception is the Ways
and Means chairman, Rep.
Bill Thomas, R-Calif. The
former college professor
said he has prepared his own
return “forever” and that he
waits until close to the dead-
line to file. Monday is the
filing deadline for most peo-
ple.

“There’s no reason for me
to pay Uncle Sam — pay,
you heard that — until I
have to,” he said.

How about one of the tax
writers who could become
chairman after Thomas
retires at year’s end?

“Absolutely not,” said
Rep. Jim McCrery, R-La.
“I’m not an accountant. I’'m
a lawyer.”

New York Rep. Charles
Rangel, the top Democrat on
the Ways and Means
Committee, and Sens.
Charles Grassley, R-lowa,
and Max Baucus, D-Mont.,
the Finance Committee
chairman and ranking
Democrat, all depend on
professional tax preparers.

According to IRS statis-
tics,-that makes these mem-
bers of Congress much like
the public. More than 60 per-
cent of taxpayers turn to a
paid professional to prepare
their returns. The number
typically increases a little
each year.

Some lawmakers have
more complicated financial
lives than the average tax-
payer, making their returns
more complicated. Some
said they had a professional
do the job to guarantee the
return’s accuracy.

David Keating, senior
counselor at the National
Taxpayers Union, said law-
makers should at least try to
complete their own returns.

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Members of tax-writing
committees should have to
spend 20 hours working on
their tax returns before giv-
ing up and handing the job to
a professional, he suggested.

“If they’re going to siton a

tax-writing committee, it cer--

tainly makes a lot of sense
for them at least to attempt to
“do their own tax return,”
Keating said. “And when
they scream out ’Torture!’ to
their tax preparer, at least
they’d have a better view.” 7

A few do dive in on their
own.

Rep. Paul Ryan, R-Wis.,
said he does them “just so |
can go through the process.”
Theh he asks an accountant
to check for mistakes.

Sen. Rick Santorum, R-
Pa., usually prepares his own
taxes using computer soft-
ware. Sen. Mike Crapo, R-
Idaho, does his tax return and
his children’s.

Rep. Kevin Brady’s wife, a
former banker, prepares the
tax -returns for the Texas
Republican’s family.

Rep. Jim -  Ramstad, R-

Minn., does not do his own
returns, but he agreed it
might be a good idea to try. “I
think it is important that we
operate in the real world,” he
said.

These lawmakers have
offered ideas to simplify the
tax system, but none has got-
ten close to enactment.

Rep. John Linder, R-Ga.,
dislikes the tax system so
much that he wants to scrap
individual tax filing and the
Internal Revenue Service. He
would trade the income tax
system for a consumption
tax.

A less drastic change is
advocated by Sen. Ron
Wyden, D-Ore. He did not
prepare his real tax returns,
but he was able to prepare a
hypothetical tax return in 30
minutes based on his pro-
posed simplified tax system.

“This last fact.is truly rev-
olutionary because no one
can remember the last time a
member of the tax-writing
Senate Finance Committee
actually completed their own
tax return,” he said.

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Tale of Santa Anna’s gold cache persists along Navidad River

The Navidad River is only 74
miles long but it is as tangled in
history and folklore as the vines
and trees along its banks.

T'he tales range from a belief by
some that Gen. Antonio Lopez de
Santa Anna ordered a cache of gold
buried near the river to the story of
the Wild Woman of the Navidad.

A west and east fork of the
Navidad rise in Fayette County and
merge into one stream just to the
northwest of Oakland, a small

community on the western edge of

Colorado County.

An old Spanish trail from
Louisiana to Mexico, locally
known as the Gonzales-San Felipe
Road, crossed the Navidad near
Oakland, first known as Prairie
Point. On April 7, 1836 -- azmonth
and a day after the fall of the
Alamo -- Santa Anna’s army
crossed the Navidad here as it
headed east in pursuit of Sam
Houston.

One of Santa Anna’s soldiers, Lt.
Jose Enrique de la Pena, wrote:
“We halted in order to organize a
passage over a creek, the name of
which | did not know [the stream
we had just crossed?]. . . . We
camped on the left bank of
Navidad Creek [River] after we
had traveled twelve miles. We also
found houses that had been burned,
and one usable but without furni-
ture. There were also tilled fields,
and in on¢ of these we found the
corpse of a man that must have
belonged to Ramirez y Sesma’s
division.” )
The next day, the Mexican sol-
diers marched on, moving over “an
ever-changing and beautiful road.”
De la Pena wrote that the sol-

diers had to leave behind some of

the wagons they had been unable to
get across the creek. Also left
behind, though de la Pena does not
mention it, was an artilleryman’s

found the long blade in the early

1970s while plowing a hillside.

County ran across an intriguing let-
ter while doing some work at a
research library. Purportedly writ-
ten in Matamoras, Mexico, by a
man to his son, the letter details
fairly specifically the location of
buried gold near the Navidad and

The diarist de la Pena makes no
mention of lost treasure, by the
way. But de la Pena did complain,
in several places, that Santa Anna
was very sparing in the coin he fur-
nished his men. Reading between
the lines, it is obvious the Mexican
Army was traveling with a fair

amount of money for the time.

Clearly, it was in coin. But Santa
Anna wasn’t sharing much of it.

Santa Anna found the traveling
hard that rainy spring, and it made
sense to travel light when your
wagons often were hub deep in
mud. But burying a fortune in gold
seems an unlikely course of action.
It is well documented that the gen-
eral was used to the finer things of
life and in those pre-plastic days,
that took silver and gold.

Someone else who was there
along the Navidad was the Wild
Woman. People began seeing her
tracks, and missing food and prop-

settled after the revolution.
Theories on the origin of the mys-
terious creature ranged from its
being a child, lost as settlers fled
ahead of Santa Anna during the so-
called Runaway Scrape, to a run-
away slave.

J. Frank Dobie told the story of
the Wild Woman of the Navidad in
his “Tales of Old-Time Texas,”
first published in 1928.

No one knows if Santa Anna
buried any money for safe-keep-
ing. It’s probably just another
treasure story, as thin in plausibili-
ty as gold is dense. The paper
McKee found dates the gold burial
to 1846, but an 1836 date seems
much more likely if any gold was
ever hidden.

Like the fate of the Wild Woman
of the Navidad, we’ll probably-
never know for sure.

There’s a constant drone
about the
Immigrants” America has
always proudly claimed to
be, but now it’s being used
as a slogan for those who
believe we should accept

absolutely anybody — even if

they have absolutely no legal
right to be here.

Yes, we are a nation of

immigrants — all our ances-
tors came here from some-
place else — but the differ-
ence is they all came here
legally and came to be
American citizens.

The illegals that come
here for a job or for some
other reason don’t come to
become American citizens.

In 1919, Theodore
Roosevelt said it best: “In
the first place we should
insist that if the immigrant
who comes here in good
faith becomes an American
and assimilates himself to
us, he shall be treated on an
exact equality with everyone
else, for it is an outrage to
discriminate against any
such man because of creed,
or birthplace, or origin. But
this is predicated upon the
man’s becoming in very fact
an American, and nothing
but an American.

Article 55 denies immi-
grants the right to become
federal lawmakers. A
Mexican congressman or
senator must be “a Mexican
citizen by birth.”

Article 91 further stipu-
lates that immigrants may
never aspire to become cabi-
net officers as they are
required to be Mexican by
same about Supreme Court

justices.
In accordance with Article

130, immigrants — even legal

ones. — may not. became
members of the clergy,
either.

v

Article 27 states, “Only
Mexicans by birth or natu-
ralization and Mexican com-
panies have the right to
acquire ownership of lands,
waters, and their appurte-
nances, or to obtain conces-
sions for the exploitation of
mines or of waters.”

Article 11 guarantees fed-
eral protection against
“ungdesirable aliens resident
in/the country.” What is
more, private individuals are
authorized to make citizen’s
arrests.

Article 16 states, “In cases
of flagrante delicto, any per-
son may arrest the offender
and his accomplices, turning
them over without delay to
the nearest authorities.”

According to Article 33,
“the Federal Executive shall
have the exclusive power to
compel any foreigner Whose
remaining he may deem
inexpedient to abandon the
national territory immediate-
ly and without the necessity
of previous legal action.”

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Durham rally prays
for healing in Duke
lacrosse scandal

DURHAM, N.C. (AP) - A bishop who
led a prayer rally Sunday called for healing
in the community inflamed by racial ten-
sions after a black woman alleged she was
sexually assaulted by white members of the
Duke University lacrosse team.

“This is not a racial protest,” said Bishop
John Bennett told more than 100 people
gathered in front of the house where the
woman told police she was assaulted. “It
should not be a question of ‘Where are the
Afro-American churches?’ The question
should be, ‘Where are the Christians?””

No charges have been filed in the case,
and defense attorneys have said that DNA
testing failed to connect any members of the
lacrosse team to the alleged rape. They have
also said District Attorney Mike Nifong
could ask a grand jury for charges as early
as today.

The woman, a student at nearby North
Carolina Central University, said she and
another exotic dancer were hired to perform
March 13 at a team party at the house.

The second dancer, who authorities said
in court documents was separated from the
woman before the alleged attack, told
WNCN-TV in Raleigh in an interview air-
ing late Sunday that the other dancer was
“definitely under some sort of substance”
when she left the party.

She said the alleged victim looked fine
when she arrived at the party, but her
demeanor changed dramatically later in the
night. “She was, um, definitely a totally dif-
ferent woman than she was when I first met
her,” she told the station.

The woman, whose  identity was not
revealed, said sheé doesn’t believe Durham
authorities would be investigating if no
crime had occurred.

At the rally, Bennett criticized authorities
for failing to make an arrest nearly a month
into the case, describing a cry from the
house that “has not been answered.” The
rally also included prayers for the alleged
victim and the accused by members of
Bennett's Church of the Apostolic Revival
International.

Bennett also said he received a phone
message this week from a caller who used
racial epithets and criticized his support of
the accuser. Bennett played the message for
the crowd, then told them, “We have to pray
for him, too.”
