Rural veterinarians checking
on livestock injured in fires

McCLEAN -- Doctors from a rural veteri-
narian association were expected in McLéan
today to assess the needs of livestock
injuries in last month’s wildfires.

Rebecca Simmons, a retired horse trainer
and riding instructor who has headed up
local volunteers here to help with livestock
injuries, said two veterinarians were to. fly
into Amarillo today and travel the Panhandle
to find out what medical services might be
needed for livestock burned in the wildfires
that swept across the Panhandle in March.

“When there’s a disaster,” Simmons said,
“they go in and provide veterinary services.
They have mobile units. Depending upon
what our needs are, they’ll go out and take
care of it.”

The veterinarians are a volunteer group,
like the American Humane Society and
Habitat for Horses, that don’t usually send
people into a disaster area unless they are
invited by the state.

Simmons, who was disappointed that the
state had failed to take action a month after
the fire, called Jeff Chisum, who in turn
called his father, State Rep. Warren Chisum,
who was in Austin for the special session of
Texas Legislature dealing with school
finance.

The invitation was issued soon after the
calls were made.

“I don’t understand why it’s taken the
state so long,” Simmons said. “The reason

they haven’t been in here before is because
the state hasn’t requested them.”

She said now that the state had taken
action, the veterinarians are on their way and
the American Humaneé Association and
Habitat for Horses are returning.

Tracy Reis with the American Humane
Association’ out of Denver is scheduled to
return to McLean this week with some vol-
unteers and donated supplies.

Both the American ‘Humane Association
and Habitat for Horses have had people in
McLean the past few weeks to assess the
needs of the area, but there was little that
they could do before the state became
involved.

Gray County Commissioner James
Hefley, several weeks ago, gave Simmons
and her local volunteers permission to use
the county barn here as a hospital for some
of the badly burned horses and an orphaned
calf.

Simmons said that with the help of the
volunteers, including Dr. Belinda Andrews,
a Pampa veterinarian, most of the horses
they have at the barn are doing better.

One of the horses, Cherokee, is well
enough to leave the barn, but she has no
place to go, Simmons said. The pasture
where she once lived is now nothing but
charred brush stubble and sand.

“She’s doing great, and Geronimo is S not
far behind her,” Simmons said.

‘World finance leaders
try to tackle problems

WASHINGTON (AP)
The International Monetary
Fund and the World Bank
received new guidelines to
deal with high and rising oil
prices, trade gaps and other
problems that threaten to
disrupt global economic
growth.

The policy-setting ‘com-
mittees for the 184-nation
IMF and the World Bank
told the two lending institu-
tions over the weekend to
attack corruption. It told the
IMF to reapportion voting
power so underrepresented
nations such as China, South
Korea and Mexico get more
of a say in the fund’s deci-
sion-making.

The IMF also will play a
greater role in trying to
resolve global financial
problems, such as the soar-
ing U.S. trade deficit and
corresponding surpluses in
Asian nations, and dealing
with other problems before
they get out of hand and
threaten the markets.

Rodrigo Rato, the IMF
chief, said work would begin
Monday to draft proposals
on increasing voting rights
and holding multilateral
consultations on economic
problems to be presented to
the annual meeting of the
IMF in Singapore in
September.

Oil prices, now at a record
$75-plus per barrel, were
among the developments
causing officials  from

Europe, the U.S. and other
countries at the institutions’
spring meetings to worry
about the prospects for long-
term growth.

At the outset of the meet-
ings, the IMF predicted the
global economy would grow
by 4.9 percent this year, the
fourth straight year of global
growth over 4 percent, the
best performance since the
early 1970s.

“It would be fair to say to
say to the world: ’You never
had it so good,” said the
IMF’s chief economist,
Raghuram Rajan. “But chal-
lenges are building in the
background.”

In talks that wrapped up
Sunday, ministers resolved a
dispute over anti-corruption
efforts by pledging “to
improve governance in all
countries.”

Some European nations
complained that the World
Bank’s president, Paul
Wolfowitz, was emphasizing
corruption-fighting at the
expense of poverty reduc-
tion. The former top
Pentagon official began his
five-year term in June.

Wolfowitz told a closing
news conference that he was
satisfied with how the
debate was resolved.

“These are complex and
nuanced issues, but we must
develop a common approach
if we want to deliver results
for the poor,” he said.

Japan’s military greater responsibility
for security in the Asia-Pacific.

find jobs at wages that allow
them to support their fami-
lies or pay the ever-present
mordida — “the bite,” as they
call bribes.

Want a driver’s
license, cough up the pesos.
You name it, it costs.

In a series of papers,
Shang-Jin Wei, formerly of
the Kennedy School at
Harvard, explored the eco-
nomic effect of corruption.
Contrary to the notion that
corruption is a relatively
minor cost of doing busi-
ness, Wei found that corrup-
tion has a stifling effect on
foreign investment and eco-
nomic growth.

In his classic study
“Ritual, Rumor and
Corruption in the

Constitution of Polity in
Modern Mexico,” Professor

PALM SPRINGS, Calif.
(AP) — As Congress headed
back today from a two-week
recess, President Bush was
in the country’s most immi-
grant-rich state to push a
stalled bill_that would allow
more foreigners to work
legally in the Upited States.

Lawmakers, with an eye
on Election Day in just over
six months, remain far apart
on whether to crack down on
illegal immigrants or
embrace them as vital con-
tributors to the U.S. econo-
my.

Bush wants a law that
would give temporary guest
worker permits to foreigners
in low-paying jobs while
strengthening border securi-
ty. He was to push his idea in
a speech Monday in Irvine,
Calif., a state that has seen
massive protests in recent
