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Pampa author’s book examines 
roles of women in Christianity

A Pampa author’s inspirational book 
which was released Feb. 1 has already gone 
international, with copies available in 
France, Germany, all English-speaking 
countries, and soon to be in Indonesia.

“God, What’s Missing?” by Carol Peet 
has been published by Destiny Image 
Publishers, Inc. and is being distributed 
online and in Christian bookstores.

“I have had excellent comments on the 
book. In fact, I have already received a roy­
alty check from a publishing house in 
Indonesia to publish it there,” Peet said.

One reason the publication of the book in 
Indonesia is noteworthy is because that 
country is 88 percent Muslim, she said.

The book’s subject is the stereotypical 
roles of women in the Christian church and 
in other aspects of their lives.

“It’s talking about the gender mentality 
that is in the church and in the world, some­
what, that has put stereotypes on women and 
their roles,” Peet said.

“God did not create Eve to wash Adam’s 
clothes, clean his house or cook his meals,” 
she said. “They didn’t wear clothes, live in a 
house or cook their food. They ate from the 
fruit of the garden. So why was Eve created? 
This book answers that question.”

“Any time God’s word gets twisted, it 
brings bondage. It’s only the true word of 
God that brings liberty,” Peet said.

Peet has had her own struggles to over­
come stereotypes and do what she feels God 
has called her to accomplish.

“I’ve been an ordained minister for five 
years. But I started my ministry right out of 
college as a parochial school teacher in the 
Lutheran church.-

“1 have always wanted to do work for the 
Lord. That’s all I ever wanted to do. That’s 
what drove me.

“Things I felt God had put in me to do, 
the church told me 1 couldn’t do,” Peet said.

Her efforts to hilfill God’s plan for her 
resulted in the founding of Carol Peet

WASHINGTON (AP) — 
The Postal Service said 
today it wants to raise the 
price of a first-class stamp 
by 3 cents — to 42 cents — 
and proposed a “forever” 
stamp that people could use 
as hedge against future rate 
increases.

The changes would take 
effect in the spring o f2007 if 
approved by ^ e  independent 
Postal Rate Commission.

“A forever stamp would 
help ease the transition to 
any future price adjust­
ments,” board CJ^irman 
James C. Miller

Postmaster General John 
E. Potter said the agency 
would not be making a rate 
change if it were not neces­
sary.

“The Postal Service is not 
immune to the cost pressures 
affecting every household 
and business in America,” he 
said.

Ministries, of which she 
is president.

“All I really wanted to do 
was teach the word of God, 
because I’ve always been a 
student of the word of God 
and the truth.

There are currently 21 
members of the Christian 
ministry who meet twice 
weekly for Bible study, plus 
a Saturday night service. 
The group meets in mem­
bers’ homes and at Peet’s 
house, and has been in exis­
tence for more than 10 
years.

The goals of her ministry 
are to bring healing to the 
soul of the believer and to 
bring matiunty to the mem­
bers so they may become 
fhiitful and discover their 
destiny, Peet said.

She has plans to expand 
her ministry to offer more 
services and reach out to

other areas.
“We’re eventually going 

to have a ministry in, the 
Worley Hospital building. 
I’m eventually going to be 
doing more of a traveling 
ministry, and some of the 
members will be doing 
more here,” Peet said.

Carol Peet Ministries 
owns the hospital, at 
Somerville and Foster 
Streets, but has not yet start­
ed renovations to make it 
usable.

“1 had a structural engi­
neer look at it,” she said. 
“We expect it to cost $3.5 
million to get it where we 
want it.”

Plans are to use the hos­
pital, which has been vacant 
for more than 20 years, to 
provide conferences, 
retreats, how-to classes, a 
resource room and Bible 
study.

“1 felt God spoke to my 
heart, five years before they 
gave the building to me, 
that I was going to have it,” 
Peet said.

Is Bush the Republican Jinuny Carter?

George W. Bush is a one- 
term president now serving 
deep into his second term. 
Like his father, he shot his 
bolt during his first four 
years. Unlike his dad, he was 
able to persuade America to 
keep him around for another 
term. But he seems destined 
to spend the remainder of his 
tenure, a la Nixon, “twisting 
slowly in the wind.”

Bush has truly become the 
Republican equivalent of 
President Jimmy Carter, out 
of control, dropping in popu­
larity, unable to resume com­
mand. He barely skated 
through 2004 using the issue 
of terrorism. But his very 
success in preventing further 
attacks has eroded the 
strength of the issue and has 
undermined its political

Yet Bush, like his father, 
fails to invent issues to give 
his presidency a new lease 
on life.

-  as Carter was with the 
hostage crisis -  that he can’t 
divert his attention to new 
issues?

Even when he seeks to 
develop an issue, his 
approach is half-hearted and 
ineffective. It seems that on

That’s what all the young 
men and now women are 
dying for -  lies and a 
botched civilization. They 
are not dying for freedom or 
to defend their homes and 
loved ones. They are dying 
so corporations can make 
big profits, so evil old men 
who presume to re-arrange 
the world to suit their 
notions can test their theo­
ries. They are dying for 
money, oil and ego, and 
none of it is worth the life of 
single boy or girl.

WT men’s rodeo team wins regional title
CANYON Ihc West 

lexas’ A&M University 
men's rodeo team had a 
roller-coaster regular season 
that kept coach Mark Eakin 
ciphering point totals to the 
bitter end of the Howard 
County Junior College rodeo 
April 27-29 in Big Spring.

Wl AMU placed ninth at 
that 10th and final rodeo of 
the Southwest Region sea­
son, but it was good enough 
to squeeze out the team's 
first regional title since 1998 
and send six Buffs to the 
College National Finals 
Rodeo (CNFR) June 11-17 
in Casper, Wyo.

“It was so close that 1 was 
getting scared," said Eakin, 
whose team held a 163-point 
lead after the first four 
rodeos of the season only to 
see that lead evaporate as the 
season drew on. “1 was doing 
more math than 1 was watch­

ing rodeo. I’ve never seen so 
many teams so close at the 
end in the seven years I’ve 
been coaching here.’’

West Texas A&M finished 
the season with 3,283.33 
first-place points, only 25 in 
front of Tarleton State 
University, which scored 
3,258.33 points through 10 
rodeos. Texas Tech 
University finished third 
with 3,244.16 points. Each 
of the top three teams in the 
region qualify for the CNFR.

Among the six Buffs 
headed to nationals are two 
veterans with seven CNFR 
appearances between them. 
The other four will be mak­
ing their first appearances on 
the national stage.

Marty Eakin, Mark’s 
younger brother, is a junior 
general studies major from 
Amarillo, who finished sec­
ond in the region in saddle-

bronc competition and will 
be making his fourth trip to 
the CNFR. It will be the third 
such trip for Wes Bums, a 
junior agricultural business 
and economics major from 
Sedan, N.M., who placed 
third in regional saddle- 
bronc riding.

The other Buffs headed to 
the CNFR are Zach Cobb, a 
junior animal science major 
from Pampa and second in 
the region in steer wrestling; 
James “Ike” Hanes, a junior 
marketing major from 
McLean, who sits in 11th 
place in team roping; Chad 
Mask, a freshman unde­
clared major from Amarillo, 
who finished fourth in the 
region in bareback riding; 
and Jarett Stovall, a sopho­
more engineering technolo­
gy major from Roswell, 
N.M.,-the 12th-place calf 
roper. ’

“This team has the best 
chance to win a national title 
since I’ve coached here,” 
Mark Eakin said. “1 think the 
Southwest Region is the 
toughest region in the 
National Intercollegiate 
Rodeo Association. Last year 
we had two teams finish in 
the top 10 at nationals, and 
the year before that one of 
our schools -  Vernon 
College -  won both the 
men’s and the women’s 
titles.

“If we can compete in this 
region, we should be able to 
compete nationally.”

The competition for 
Eakin’s kid brother, Marty, 
won’t be limited to the sad­
dle broncs alone; he also has 
been named regional winner 
of the Walt Garrison Award, 
a top-hand honor that goes to 
only one wrangler per 
region.
