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New jobs slow, but unemployment rate holds steady at 4. 7%

WASHINGTON (AP) —
New hiring slackened last
month to the slowest pace
since last fall, as retailers cut
thousands of jobs.
Manufacturers and other
businesses boosted employ-
ment, though, and the
national jobless rate held
steady at 4.7 percent.

The latest snapshot,
released by the Labor
Department on Friday, paint-
ed a mixed picture of the
country’s employment cli-
mate and suggested the
economy is heading for more
moderate but still healthy
growth, analysts said.

“It is consistent with the
idea that the economy —
which had been bounding
ahéad — is throttling back a
notch,” said Mark Zandi,
chief economist at Moody’s
Economy.com.

Employers boosted pay-
rolls by just 138,000 in

April. That was the smallest
increase since October when
businesses still reeling from
the blows of the Gulf Coast

hurricanes added only
37,000 jobs.

Stephen Stanley, chief
economist at RBS

Greenwich Capital, viewed
the slower overall job
growth in April more akin to
a “a one-time bump in the
road” rather than a harbinger
of a serious backslide in
labor market activity.

The sluggishness in
April’s payrolls mostly
reflected job losses in retail-
ing. Manufacturers actually
added the most number of
jobs in nearly two years.
Financial firms, professional
services, construction and
other companies all boosted
employment during the
month.

Workers’ wages went up
sharply in April.

Average hourly earnings
climbed to $16.61, a big 0.5
percent jump from March.
Over the last 12 months,
earnings rose 3.8 percent, the
largest 12-month gain in
nearly five years.

Wage growth is good for
workers but a rapid, sus-
tained acceleration can ignite
inflation concerns.

Some economists said the
big acceleration in wages
last month was probably
affected by the mix of jobs:
the addition of more higher-
paying factories jobs and the
loss of lower-paying retail
positions during the-month.

Because of that, some
economists said they weren’t
overly worried that overall
wage inflation was taking
off. ,
To fend off inflation,
Federal Reserve .Chairman
Ben Bernanke and his col-
leagues are expected to

Patrick Kennedy to enter drug
rehab after car crash near Capitol

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Rep. Patrick Kennedy said
Friday he was entering treat-
ment for addiction to pre-
scription pain medication, a
decision made after a highly
publicized car crash near the
Capitol that the congressman
said he cannot recall.

Kennedy, D-R.1., said he
would seek immediate treat-
ment at the Mayo Clinic in
Rochesteér, Minn.

He announced his decision
to reporters at a Capitol Hill

" news conference. He walked

in alone, gripped the lectern,
cleared his throat and began
haltingly.

Kennedy, who has strug-
gled with addiction and
depression, said he had
checked into the Mayo
Clinic over the Christmas
holidays and returned to
Congress “reinvigorated and
healthy.”

“Of course, in every
recovery, each day has its
ups and downs, but I have
been strong, focused and
productive since my return,”
Kennedy said.

The congressman said he
again became concerned
about his condition after the
Thursday morning car acci-
dent.

“I simply do not remem-
ber getting out of bed, being
pulled over by the police, or
being cited for three driving
infractions,” Kennedy said.
“That’s not how I want to
live my life. And that’s not
how I want to represent the
people of Rhode Island.”

As he was leaving the
room, Kennedy was asked
whether he might resign, and
he shook his head no. “I need
to stay in the fight,” he said.
He did not take other ques-
tions.

Kennedy — nephew of
the late President Kennedy
— was elected to Congress
in 1994.

The congressman’s father,
Sen. ‘Edward Kennedy, D-
Mass., issued a statement
saying he was proud of his
son for admitting his prob-
lem and taking steps to cor-
rect it.

“He has taken full respon-
sibility for events that
occurred ... and he will -con-
tinue to cooperate fully with
any investigation,” the elder
Kennedy said.

The younger Kennedy
said he hoped that his “open-
ness today and in the past,
and my acknowledgment
that I need help, will' give
others the courage to get
help if they need it.”

Kennedy was cited for
three traffic violations after
his early morning car crash
Thursday near the Capitol,
according to a police report.

The report by a U S.
Capitol Police officer said
Kennedy drove his green
1997 Ford Mustang convert-
ible into a security barrier
near the Capitol shortly
before 3 a.m. Thursday, and
that Kennedy had red,
watery eyes, slurred speech
and unsteady balance.

Kennedy had said in a
statement Thursday that he
had taken a sleeping pill and
another drug that can. cause
drowsiness, but had not been
drinking alcohol before the
accident. “Apparently, I was
disoriented from the medica-
tion,” Kennedy said.

The police report
described Kennedy as “abili-
ty impaired,” and listed alco-
hol inflyence as a contribut-
ing circumstance in the
crash.

Louis P. Cannon, presi-
dent of the Washington chap-
ter of the Fraternal Order of
Police, who was not on the
scene, said the congressman
had appeared intoxicated
when he crashed his car. The
officers involved in the acci-
dent were instructed by an
official “above the rank of
patrolman” to take Kennedy
home and no sobriety tests
were conducted at the scene,
Cannon said.

“I never asked for any
preferential treatment,”
Kennedy said to reporters as
he left his congressional
office Thursday night.

It was Kennedy’s second
auto crash in three weeks.
His car struck the passenger
rear door of a second car
while Kennedy was making
a left turn from a roadway
into a CVS pharmacy,
according to a police report
on.the April 15 accident. No
injuries were reported in the
accident in Portsmouth, R.1.,
and Kennedy was not cited.

In Washington, Kennedy,
38, told the police officer he
was “headed to the Capitol
to make a vote,” the report
said. He was cited for failure
to keep in the proper lane,
traveling at “unreasonable
speed” and failing to “give
full time and attention” to
operating his vehicle.

After that, some écono-
mists predict the Fed will
take a break in its two-year
rate-raising campaign.
Analysts in that camp said
Friday’s employment report
would justify a such pause.
However, others who are
more worried about the
prospects of an inflation
flare-up believe the Fed will
push rates even higher.

The payroll performance
in April fell short of the
200,000 jobs that econorists
were forecasting wotlld be
added during the month.

Job gains in February and
March, meanwhile, tarned
out to be less than previously
estimated.

ment and efforts are under
way to resolve differences
between the two versions,
but it also faces the threat of
a presidential veto, accord-
ing to the Associated Press.

Congress put the escrow
requirement in effect in
2003 when it passed a law
reducing the amount of

money the agency has to
pay into its retirement sys-
tem, which auditors said
was being overfunded.
Instead, Congress ordered
the money to be used to
reduce debt and, when that
was done, to be put into the
escrow fund.

The White House has
opposed the release of the
money from the fund
because placing it there
counts as income for the
federal government and
releasing it would have the
effect of raising the deficit.

Mother’s Day is also an
opportunity for mothers to
share in the achievements
and accomplishments of
their children. A 'happy and
successful child inspires’ a
special sense of pride in a
parent.

We're not sure that tomorrow’s
national boycott by immigrants and
their allies is the most effective way to
demonstrate our country’s dependence
on illegal immigrants. Never mind that
it’s also difficult to measure a boycott’s
economic impact.

If anything, the pratests should pro-
vide more fuel for Congress to push

through the contentious immigration -

The group’s consumer trends point

For
instance, Latinos were 57 percent more
likely than other Americans to have
purchased children’s furniture in the
last year.

They’re also more likely to help out

tary of agriculture as eligible for
loans to cover physical and produc-
tion losses resulting from fire and
high winds.

FSA Farm Loan Manager Larry
Goetze said farmers may be eligi-
ble for loans of up to 100 percent of
their actual logses or the operating

loan needed to continue their agri-
culture business, whichever is less.
For producers unable to obtain
credit from private commercial
lenders, the interest rate is 3.75
percent.

“As a general rule, a farmer must
have suffered at least a 30 percent

loss of production to be eligible for
an FSA emergency loan,” Goetze
said.

Producers participating in the
Federal Crop Insurance program
will have to consider proceeds
from those programs in determin-
ing their loss.

“Applications for loans under
this emergency designation will be
accepted until Dec. 18, 2006, but
farmers should apply as soon as
possible. Delays in applymg could
create backlogs in processing, with
possible delays into the new farm-
ing season,” Goetze concluded.

George Tyng wrote to
Frederic Foster: “A cou-
ple of months ago, the Railway Co.
changed the name of their siding from
Sutton to ‘PAMPA’.”

Tyng was the manager of the White
Deer Lands that had given land for the
station, and Foster was a trustee for the
British bondholders of the White Deer
Lands.

Pampa was first known as a station
named Glasgow on a map of the Santa Fe
Route in 1888. Because of confusion
with Glasgow, Kan., the name of the sta-
tion was soon changed to Sutton. Threé
years later there was confusion with
Sutton County in southwest Texas, and
railroad officials asked Tyng to choose a
new name for the station.

Tyng’s first suggestions were unsatis-
factory. Then he thought of how the
grassy plans-of this area fesemble the
“pampas” of Argentina and said to a
friend, “We will take the ‘s’ off and call
it ‘Pampa’.”

The railroad officials approved this
suggestion.

Then. Tyng began to circulate a peti-
tion for a post office, and on Oct. 29,
1892, the United States Post Office
Department established a post office at
Pampa with Thomas H. Lane as post-
master. The application for the post
office stated thdt there were 24 inhabi-
tants in the village, and that the post
office was to serve a population of 43
and new settlers coming.

The townsite consisted of 38 blocks
bounded 'by Atchison Avenue on the
south, Starkweather Street on the east,
Browning Avenue on the north and West
Street on the west. The sale of town lots
began in May.

Also on April 14, 1902, 152 qualified
voters in unorganized
Gray County filed for
petition to hold an elec-
tion for organizing the
county. On May 21,
1902, the petition was
granted.

On Feb. 17, 1912, an
election for incorpora-
tion of the town of
Pampa was held at the school house, a
red brick building at 309 N. Cuyler.

The result was 34 votes for incorpora-
tion and 28 against. On March 5, 1912,
the first election was held. On June 23,
1919, the classification of Pampa as
“town” was changed to “city.” At that
time, Pampa had 860 inhabitants.

As Nowitzki’s career ciimbs,
likewise Mavericks flourish

DALLAS (AP) — Dirk

* Nowitzki’s basketball “tool-

box” is almost full.
Once a lanky teenager

with little more than a natu- .

ral jump shot, Nowitzki’s
raw potential made him a
lottery pick at age 20. Even
when he became an All-Star
at 23, the 7-footer still had
plenty of room for improve-
ment.

Defense, especially.
Rebounding, too. And for a
big guy, he sure had a lousy
post-up game.

Now, a month shy of turn-
ing 28, Nowitzki has put it
all together.

He’s coming off his best
regular season, topping his
performance of the preyious
year, when he was third in
the MVP voting. This one
was better because he led the
Dallas Mavericks to 60 wins
— matching the franchise
record he helped set three
years before.

While Kobe Bryant,
LeBron James and others
have been dazzling in the
playoffs, Nowitzki's been
brutally efficient.

He helped Dallas build
insurmountable ~ halftime
leads in the first two games
against the  Memphis
Grizzlies. Then, with Game
3 seemingly lost, he grabbed
a loose ball, smartly maneu-
vered behind the 3-point line
and swished a shot that
forced overtime and essen-
tially wrapped up the series.

Since finishing the sweep
Monday, the Mavs ‘spent all
week waiting for San
Antonio and Sacramento to
finish their series. The Spurs
closed it out Friday night,
setting up a second-round
series that starts Sunday.

Nowitzki didn’t like the
layoff. He fretted about los-
ing his rhythm, a statement
typical of his desire and
almost comical to those who
know better.

After all, he’s no longer a
wunderkind. He’s an estab-
lished, dominant player
going into the prime of his
career and — this is the part
the Mavericks really love —
he’s still striving to improve.

“We’ve been asking our-
selves the last nine years,
"When-are we going to hit
the ceiling on this guy?”
said Donnie Nelson, Dallas’
president of basketball oper-
ations and the man most
responsible for bringing
‘Nowitzki to the NBA.

“The thing that continues
to baffle our minds is how he
grows as a player in every
situation.

Even after he established
himself in the pros,
Nowitzki went home every
summer to work on round-
ing out his game. “Filling
the toolbox™ is what the
molder of his career, Holger
Geschwindner, calls it.

Geschwindner visits sev-
eral times per season, and
was in town at the start of
the playoffs. Meanwhile,
Nowitzki has been a regular
at the team’s practice court,
refining the shot that’s pro-
duced at least 20 points in 31
straight games and an aver-
age of 31.3 in the playoffs.

Coach Avery Johnson
sometimes threatens fines
when he fears Nowitzki is
overworking himself. He
relented this week, even
sending a coach to the gym
for nighttime workouts.

“l love working on. my
game, love improving,”
Nowitzki said this week,
sweat dripping from a thick,
shaggy beard. “I just love
the sport so much, I think
there’s always stuff to work
on, get better.

“Ultimately, our goal, my
goal, is to take this team to a
championship level. The
we lose in the second round.

Nowitzki didn’t do any-
thing heroic, unless you con-
sider how other All-NBA
first-teamers might have
reacted. Think about it:
Offensive-oriented player
loses his beloved offensive-
oriented coach and is told to
play defense and go get
banged around in the paint.

Tough sell? Not with
Nowitzki.

“There’s no ego,” said
teammate Darrell
Armstrong, who over 12
NBA seasons has seen all
kinds. “It’s unbelievable.
That makes Dirk Dirk.”

Nowitzki had a forget-
table postseason in '05.

His shot was off and so
was his temper, leading to
embarrassing scenes with
teammates Erick Dampier
and Jason Terry. Dallas
needed seven games to beat
Houston in the first round,
then was knocked out the
next round by Nash and his
new teammates in Phoenix.

This season, Nowitzki
averaged a career-best 26.6
points despite the Mavs
scoring their fewest points
since his rookie year. Part of
the increase came from his
confidence in the low post.
Johnson said that on a 10-
point scale, Nowitzki has
ﬁ;e from about three to 6

“When you get older, you
get more experienced,”
Nowitzki said. “I'm not a
great post-up player, but I'm
more comfortable.”

Those easy baskets helped
Nowitzki shoot a career-best
48 percent from the field this
season. He also set personal
bests by making 90 percent
of his free throws and 41

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Busch celebrates 21st bii‘thdéy amid intense scrutiny

CHARLOTTE, N.C. (AP) — If
the NASCAR community had one
universal wish for Kyle Busch on
his 21st birthday, it probably would
be for him to start behaving like an
adult.

Busch, one of the youngest driv-
ers in the Nextel Cup series, has
been under constant criticism this
season for reckless or immature
behavior. He'’s twice tangled with
series champion Tony Stewart,
wrecked race leader Michel
Jourdain Jr. in Mexico City, took
the brunt of the blame for aggres-
sive driving in Daytona and was
ticketed for reckless driving in
Richmond, Va.

Most recently, he gave Casey

Mears a retaliatory bump under the
red flag at Phoenix that earned him
a five-lap penalty and a severe
tongue-lashing from NASCAR
president Mike Helton.

“The guy is really fast and he’s
got a lot of talent, but he really
does a lot of stupid stuff — and
that’s across the board, that feeling
throughout the garage,” Mears
said. “When he grows ‘up, he’s
going to be a real good race car
driver.”

Busch’s rivals eagerly await that
day. He celebrated his 21st birth-
day on Tuesday and is rapidly clos-
ing in on a time when he won’t be
able to shrug off his errors as
youthful mistakes.

For now, much of what he’s
done can be attributed to immaturi-

“You’ve got to remember how
old he is,” said four-time series
champion Jeff Gordon, Busch’s
teammate at Hendrick
Motorsports. “He’s got pressure on
him. He’s got a tremendous amount
of talent. He has a great team.

“l think a lot of times when
you’re young you’re so under the

‘microscope, everybody is coming

down on you and the whole world
is watching and it’s hard for you to
take all that in at times. It only
makes it tougher for yourself.”

It doesn’t help that he’s the kid
brother of Kurt Busch, who had

more than his share of missteps in
his first four Nextel Cup seasons.
During that time, Kurt Busch
became one of the most disliked
drivers in NASCAR — both in the
garage and the grandstands.

It’s possible that Kyle is paying
the price for some of his brother’s
sins. He’s been cut very little slack
since graduating to the Cup series
last season, and the criticism
directed at him has seemed harsher

than what’s leveled at the rest of

the young drivers.

“He’s definitely guilty by associ-
ation,” Kurt Busch said. “But he’s
also young and an aggressive racer
who likes to race hard. Mix it all up
and it sometimes breeds the ques-

tion: ‘Is he over the line or not?”’

Kyle Busch himself has won-
dered if he’s not judged in a harsh-
er light, if he’d maybe have a bit of
a smoother ride if he wasn’t one of
the “Busch Brothers.”

“I have that feeling sometimes,
that it’s difficult to show your dif-
ferences between each other,” Kyle
Busch said. “It’s very difficult to be
in the news, and yet to try to be in
the good news. What I've noticed
here lately is that any little thing
that is out of the ordinary, I get
shamed on.

“It’s very difficult to get the
amount of respect that you wish
you could get in the right way.”

Bonds: A lot of reasons to dislike him,
but there are some reasons to like him

MILWAUKEE (AP) —
They booed Barry Bonds
when he was announced, and
booed him every time hée
came to bat. Chants of
“steroids, steroids™ followed
the slugger when he lum-
bered out to left field, where
he was greeted with other
chants that aren’t as print-
able.

The normally genteel fans
at Miller Park hadn’t been
this upset at an opposing
player since Randall Simon
took a baseball bat to a
ssausage racer a few years
back.

That, of course, .was per-

*sonal. You don’t mess with

sausages in Brat City.

Booing Bonds, though, is
rapidly becoming as much a
baseball tradition as the sev-
enth-inning stretch. Think
Johnny Damon in a Yankees
uniform in Fenway Park
every night as Bonds brings
his’own personal road show
to National League cities.

Marlins ballpark advances

TALLAHASSEE, Fla.
(AP) — The Florida Senate
approved an amendment last
week that put the Florida
Marlins back in the game for
a new ballpark at a site in
northwest Miami-Dade
County. ‘

The amendment was
approved by a voice vote
that sets up a floor vote, pos-
sibly as early as Thursday.
The vote could certify the
baseball team as Florida’s
ninth professional sports
franchise eligible for a $60
million subsidy over a 30-
year period.

Marlins president David
Samson, in Washington to
watch the club against the
Nat{onals, was elated at the
development.

“I got acall today telling
me the amendment passed,”
Samson said Wednesday
evening. “It was a good
phone call to get.”

Samson and Marlins’
executives and players have
lobbied lawmakers for sev-
eral years to qualify the

state’s assistance, but they
were hurt by the fact that
Miami Dolphins owner
Wayne Huizenga, who for-
merly owned the Marlins,
had already received one of
the awards after initially
bringing the baseball team to
South Florida.

The Marlins have also
been wooed strongly in
recent weeks by Bexar
County, which wanted the
team to move to San Antonio
if they were unable to come
up with an acceptable pack-
age for a new ballpark in
South Florida.

Three Miami area
Republican senators, Rudy
Garcia, Alex Diaz de la
Portilla, and Alex Villalobos,
engineered the surprising
late afternoon development
that came after the Senate
formally extended past a 7
p-m. deadline.

The project ballpark
would be located in the
Miami suburb of Hialeah,
about a 20-minute drive
from downtown Miami.

— He’s quick in the bat-
ter’s box: If you've ever
watched a four-hour baseball
gai ou’ve got to appreci-
ate the way Bonds gets into
the box and does his busi-
ness. No taking four or five
practice swings outside the

box. No pulling at batting
gloves, adjusting pants, or
spitting between pitches.
Bonds just waggles the bat
and dares the pitcher to
throw. It’s a good thing,
because he takes forever to
circle the bases.

He doesn’t disappoint
autograph seekers: They
come to the stadium already
knowing Bonds will blow
them off.

He’s committed to
medical research: While
America’s top- drug con-
glomerates were busy trying
to lower cholesterol and
improve people’s sex lives,
Bonds took it upon himself
to discover the potential
health benefits of flaxseed
oil. His willingness to
advance the cause of a more
healthy America saved the
lives of an estimated 1,263
lab rats a year.

He’s encouraging the
use of dictionaries at a time
when they’ve gone out of
style. Asked before the game
whether pitchers are chal-
lenging him more, Bonds
said:

“What do you call a chal-
lenge? Define your word
challenge.”

“Up and in is not a chal-
lenge. When you figure out
the definition of challenge,
then I'll answer your ques-
tion.”

— He’s an advocate of the
American legal system: His
child support case with a for-
mer wife is now case law in
California, but that wasn’t
enough for Bonds. He’s a
real legal beagle, going to
court a few weeks ago in an
effort to protect the grand
jury system.

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YAKIMA, Wash. (AP) —
Cherry growers in the Northwest
are optimistic they could top last
year’s record harvest — and pro-
vide a long, cherry-filled summer
for consumers.

It’s good news after a year in
which growers couldn’t meet
demand.

“Last year we had a record crop,
and we still couldn’t provide all
the cherries we needed,” said B.J.
Thurlby, president of Northwest
Cherry Growers, a promotional
group for growers and shippers.

The group is aiming to increase
sales by as much as 30 percent this
year, getting more cherries —
mcludmg new varieties that ripen
later in the summer — to con-
sumers both in the U.S. and other
countries.

The Northwest, along with
California, produces the bulk of
the nation’s sweet cherries.

Growers in Washington, Idaho,
Oregon and Utah harvested a
record 117,000 tons of fresh cher-
ries last year. The early estimate
for the 2006 four-state fresh crop
ranges between 110,000 and
130,000 tons, with much of the
harvest in Washington.

If the weather stays warm, with
no extend®® heavy rain, growers
see potential for the harvest to
come in at the higher end of that

range, Thurlby said.

Washington state has an esti-
mated 29,000 acres of cherry
orchards, up frem about 25,000
acres in 2004. That number contin-
ues to increase as growers tear out
apple orchards and replace them
with cherry trees and wine grape
vineyards, which have been more
profitable in recent years.

Many growers have planted
varieties that ripen later in the sea-
son, extending the normal June-to-
July season into August.

Bing cherries make up 60 per-
cent of the Washington state crop,
down from 80 percent about 10
years ago. They have been
replaced by the later-ripening vari-
eties, such as Sweetheart and
Lapin. As a result, the harvest
from mid-July to mid-August
should grow by about 5 percent,
Thurlby said.

Susan Fox, who operates C & S
Orchards on Stemilt Hill near
Wenatchee with her husband,
hopes to contribute to ~ that
increase. They don’t usually start
picking cherries until mid-July.

“Depending on Mother Nature,
we should have no trouble setting
fruit,” Fox said, noting that the
orchard produced about 1,100 tons
last year. “It should be larger.
We’re hoping it’s more.”

Northwest Cherry Growers is

5 Pacific island nations not
on tsunami warning list

EWA BEACH, Hawaii (AP) —
A computer glitch left five Pacific
island nations off a list of areas at
risk of being hit by a tsunami after
a powerful underwater earthquake
struck near the South Pacific
nation of Tonga, an official said.

Though a major tsunami never
occurred after Thursday’s earth-
quake, the error resulted in Tonga,
the country closest to the epicen-
ter, and four other nations being
left off an initial alert transmitted
from the Hawaii-based Pacific
Tsunami Warning Center.

Gerard Fryer, the center’s acting
director, told The Associated Press
that a problem with the center’s
computer database resulted in the
omission, and a staffer failed to
catch it while rushing to get out the
alerts.

“That was a foul-up,” Fryer
said. “They were so eager to get
the message out that all they did
was to check the earthquake had
the right parameters. They didn’t
check to see who was on the warn-
mg.’9

Officials had said Tonga — a
170-island archipelago about
halfway between Australia and
Tahiti with a population of about
108,000 — did not receive an alert
because of a power failure.

Except for Tonga, the other
countries received the center’s bul-
letins, even if they were not listed
as being under a tsunami waming
or watch in the initial alert, Fryer
said. The center has said an alter-
nate messagmg system may be

for Tonga.

The first alert warned that an
earthquake occurred near Tonga
early Thursday and a tsunami

was in eﬂ’ect for Fiji and

warning
New Zealand. But Tonga and four

other nearby nations were not

given tsunami ‘“warning” or
“watch” status on the initial alert.

A second bulletin issued 49
minutes later correctly included
Tonga, Niue, American Samoa,
Samoa and Wallis-Futuna as coun-
tries also under the tsunami warn-
ing, Fryer said.

By that time, it would have been
too late if a destructive tsunami
materialized — it would have
already hit Tonga, Niue and
American Samoa, according to
forecasts.

There were no reports of
injuries from the magnitude-7.9
temblor, which struck about 95
miles south of Neiafu, Tonga, and
1,340 miles north-northeast of
Auckland, New Zealand.
Authorities lifted the tsunami
warnings within two hours, and
waves never exceeded 2 feet.

On Friday, aftershocks with
magnitudes of 6.0, 5.7 and 5.4 hit
the same region of Tonga, damag-
ing a hospital and several other
buildings in the Ha’apai island
group, officials said.

Severe cracks in the main walls
of Nui’ui Hospital could mean its
patients will have to be moved,
Ha’apai Governor Malu Po said.

“The cracks are pretty serious
— all over the building,” Po told
The Associated Press.

Rumsfeld faces hostile protesters

ATLANTA (AP) — Already under fire
from some retired military brass who want
him to resign, Defense Secretary Donald H.

“This man needs to be in prison for war secre
crimes,” shouted Gloria Tatum, 63, of near-
by Decatur, Ga., before being hauled away
by security officials.

Ray McGovern, a former CIA analyst and
noted critic of the war in Iraq, waited
patiently in line to question Rumsfeld, then

stood in the middle of the room

with his back to Rumsfeld in silent protest.
Officials reported no arrests. The protesters
said afterward they had purchased tickets for
the event in order to confront the.defense

Rumsfeld also faced tough questions from
a woman identifying herself as Patricia
Roberts of Lithonia, Ga., who said her son,
22-year-old Spc.
