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DeFever to lead Pampa school board another year

Lance DeFever remains president 

of the Pampa Independent School 
District board of trustees today.

DeFever, in keeping with the 
school board’s tradition of reelecting 
presidents to a second term after 
their first year as president, was 
elected president for a second term at 
Thursday night’s PISD school board 
meeting.

“I’m honored,” DeFever said. “It’s 
been an honor to serve.”

Charles Smith was elected vice 
president after committing himself to 
two years of service to follow

DeFever.
Greg Brown was re-elected as sec­

retary.
The board also approved bids for 

athletic equipment and supplies for 
winter sports. The bids totaled 
$2,575 for golf, $1,860.48 for high 
school wrestling, $613.09 for junior 
high wrestling, $1,993.10 for high 
school swimming, $1,212 for junior 
high swimming, $2,383.85 for boys 
high school basketball, $3,093.41 for 
girls high school basketball, 
$1,202.35 for boys jimior high bas­
ketball, $453.42 for girls junior high 
basketball, $5,215.94 for girl soccer, 
$6,555.35 for boys soccer.

$10,581.65 for high school tennis, 
$4,488.85 for junior high tennis and 
$8,728.85 for the training room.

The school board approved a bid 
of $15,368 to Interstate, $19,278 to 
Tarpley and $27,089 to Tuba 
Exchange for band instruments.

They also accepted the quotes of 
$2,310 for shoes, $2,293.80 for 
green uniforms and $2,293.80 for 
white uniforms for the Pampa High 
School Basketball team.

The board hired Gloria Robbins, 
Jan Cleek, Gina Mann, Jennifer 
Bonnell, Bree Reid, Troy 
McClendon, John True, Nissa 
Dunnam, Chad Dunnam, Brian

Hulett, Chelsea Goodwin and Jill 
Faubion.

The board o f trustees also 
approved the nominations of 
Michael J. Stevens of The Pampa 
News and Mike Ehrle with 
KGRO/KMOX radio for the Texas 
Association of School Board Media 
Honor Roll.

The school board made adjust­
ments to the 2006-2007 school cal­
endar for a change in the state 
required TAKS test. They had been 
scheduled for Feb. 13 though 16. 
They will now be given Feb. 20

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In accordance with the 
Texas Election Code, the 
Texas Silver-Haired
Legislature Area Steering 
Committee has called for an 
election to be held on 
Tuesday to elect four candi­
dates to represent the 
Panhandle at large in the 
11th Texas Silver-Haired 
Legislature in Austin. 
Twelve senior citizens cen­
ters across the Panhandle 
have been designated as offi­
cial polling places.

Polls will be open in 
Pampa at the Pampa Senior 
Citizen Center from 10 a.m. 
until 3 p.m. on Tuesday 
under the direction of elec­
tion judge Nancy Looper. 
Eligible voters do not have 
to be a member of the senior 
citizens center, but they must 
be at least 60 years old, a 
registered voter and a resi­

dent of the Panhandle. Each 
voter gets one ballot, and 
may vote for four candi­
dates.

Six candidates are com­
peting for the four positions. 
Five candidates, Alan 
Abraham, Jean Clark, 
Sandra Henderson, Herman 
Hill and Betty Trotter are 
from Amarillo. Chester 
Cunningham from Fritch is 
the only candidate seeking 
office from outside 
Amarillo.

The 11th Texas Silver- 
Haired Legislature will meet 
in the House Cluunber dur­
ing September of 2006 to 
advocate for senior citizens 
and adopt resolutions that 
will be presented to the gov­
ernor, lieutenant governor 
and the 80th legislature dur­
ing the regular session in 
January 2007.

Any driver or passenger who normally 
doesn’t buckle up might want to take up that 
habit before Monday to avoid a fine of up to 
$200.

Pampa Police Department is participating 
in the National Highway Traffic Safety 
Administration’s “Click It Or Ticket” cam­
paign, scheduled for May 22 through June 4. 
The campaign is meant to educate and 
encourage people to wear their seat belts, 
said Pampa Police Sgt. Colby Brown.

“Starting May 22, there will be extra offi­
cers on duty doing seat belt enforcement,” 
Brown said. “The things that we are looking

for are non-use and improper use.”
A seat belt or child safety seat must be 

used as the manufacturer designed and 
intended in order for it to protect the person. 
Brown said.

“An example of improper use of a seat 
belt would be wearing it under the arm,” he 
said. “It is a shoulder strap and for it to work 
properly, it has to be over the shoulder.” 

Nearly one in five Americans still fail to 
regularly wear their safety belts when driv­
ing or riding in a motor vehicle, according to 
the NHTSA.

The board also approved

The PISD board of 
trustees voted to stay with 
the aggregate deductible 
option of the workers com­
pensation program. Dr. 
Barry Haenisch told the 
board the school district

The 
tower would be three to 
five feet tall, and the com­
pany proposed to pay the 
district $500 a month, but 
Haenisch said the interfer­
ence clause in the contract 
was unacceptable for future 
technological growth.

The board heard from 
the Pampa Soccer Club,

which wants to solicit 
donations for a scoreboard 
and signs for the soccer 
field. The scoreboard 
would cost between $2,500 
and $4,000. The signs 
would be between $2,300 
and $5,000. The soccer 
club wanted the school dis­
trict to pay for installation 
and running electricity to 
the signs and scoreboard. 
They will work with the 
district to estimate installa­
tion and electrical costs and 
to get quotes.

The Tennis Booster Club 
has resurfaced some of the 
courts at the high school 
and plans on finishing the 
rest of them this summer 
along with the awnings and 
windscreens.

The school board also 
heard from representatives 
of Parkhill, Smith and 
Cooper Architectural Firm 
concerning the district’s 
building and facilities 
needs.

Allen Wolf and Mike 
Baker with the firm said 
that Pampa’s elementary 
schools were basically in 
good shape, the Junior high 
and high school had some 
major problems and other 
facilities like Horace Mann 
may need to be tom down.

The board also reviewed 
on first reading policy 
guidelines for wellness, 
nutrition, nutrition educa­
tion and physical activity.
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Some immigrants fear worker plan a ruse
HOUSTON (AP) — Martin 

Saucedo, an illegal inunigrant from 
Michoacan, Mexico, would like to par­
ticipate in a guest worker program like 
one Congress is considering as a part of 
sweeping immigration reform.

But he’s worried whether a proposal 
to grant millions of illegal immigrants a 
path to citizenship is really just an 
effort to find and deport them.

“It’s not a good idea. It won’t give us 
what we need, to be able to come 
back,’’ Saucedo said in Spanish during 
a break from clearing tree branches 
from power lines while working at a 
landscaping company.

A bill before the Senate calls for pro­
viding up to 200,000 new temporary 
guest worker visas a year. Guest work­
ers would be able to seek legal status on 
their own if the government determines 
American workers aren’t available to 
fill the affected jobs. Temporary work­
ers would be required to return home at 
the end of the program.

“Absolutely there is concern,” said 
Kathleen Walker, vice president of the

American Immigration Lawyers 
Association. “’The government is your 
friend’ is not the mantra of this area.... 
For those who feel they have nothing in 
their home country and have lived 
undeiground for years, how is that an 
incentive for them to come forward?”

Despite some immigrants’ fears, the 
immigration debate has recently 
inspired more to seek legal permanent 
residency and citizenship.

Nationwide, the number of applica­
tions for permanent residency has 
jumped from 57,011 in January to 
76,831 in March, said Maria Elena 
Garcia-Upson, spokeswoman for U.S. 
Citizenship and Immigration Services. 
Citizenship applications have increased 
from 53,390 to 74,943 during the same 
period.

“Anytime there is anything that 
might affect people’s status here in the 
United States, there tends to be an 
increase in applications,” said Garcia- 
Upson. “We expect these numbers to 
increase even more.”

Maria Robles, 55, an immigrant from

Monterrey, Mexico, said in Spanish she 
is glad her permanent legal residency 
application has already been approved 
because she would be afiaid to apply 
for it in the current political climate.

“Many times the government says 
one thing, but in the end they might 
want to just deport all the immigrants 
back to their countries,” she said.

Robles, who has been in the country 
for 12 years, said she doesn’t think the 
guest worker proposal will benefit ille­
gal immigrants because many of them 
won’t want to return to their home 
countries after their visas expire.

Community groups who work with 
illegal immigrants said they have been 
counseling many who are worried that 
Congress hasn’t yet decided on any­
thing.

“I think a lot of people don’t know. 
They hear talk, the president is talking 
about immigration. Congress is talking 
about legalization, and people want to 
know what’s happening and what the 
law says,” said Adam Chester, super­
vising attorney for Catholic Charities.

young males, pickup 
truck drivers and their pas­
sengers, people who live in 
rural areas, and nighttime 
drivers.

In 2005, the observed 
safety belt use rate in pick­
up trucks was only 73 per­
cent, compared to 83 f)er- 
cent in passenger cars and 
85 percent in vans and 
SUVs.

The failure of pickup 
occupants to buckle up can 
have deadly results. In 
2004, the latest year for 
which the information is 
available from NHTSA, 68 
percent of pickup drivers 
and 73 percent of pickup 
passengers who were killed 
in traffic crashes were not 
buckled up.

One type of accident in 
which seat belts can make a 
lifesaving difference is the 
rollover. Occupants of a 
vehicle involved in a 
rollover may be ejected 
fix)m the vehicle if they are

not buckled in.
In 2004, 74 percent of 

passenger vehicle occu­
pants who were totally 
ejected from their vehicle 
were killed. But only one in 
100 drivers and passengers 
in fatal crashes who were 
wearing their safety belts 
were totally ejected and 
killed, according to the 
NHTSA.

Lower safety belt usage 
on rural roadways is 
reflected in the motor vehi­
cle crash fatality rate. The 
rate in rural areas is almost 
double that in urban areas, 
according to the NHTSA.

Part of the danger to 
rural motorists comes from 
delayed recovery and emer­
gency response, but much 
of the danger is also due to 
excessive speed, increased 
alcohol use, vehicle 
rollovers and higher occu­
pant ejection rates, accord­
ing to the NHTSA.

“Seat belt use should be 
a habit. No one knows 
when they might have a 
crash, so for the seat belt to 
work, you have to wear it 
every time,” Brown said.

Republicans need to run like Dems to win

Over the past 30 years, 
there has been an inexorable 
growih of party-line politics 
in Washington. Where cross­
ing party lines was once an 
accepted and routine part of 
congressional practice, it is 
now almost as rare as in a 
parliamentary government, 
where massive defections on 
any issue could bring down 
the government.

The growth of party-line 
voting reflects a parallel ten­
dency to nationalize con­
gressional elections, a trend 
that dates back to Newt 
(iingrich’s revolution of 
1994, in which he wrested 
control of both houses from 
the Democrats. Until 
Gingrich, the maxim of his 
predecessor Tip O’Neill that 
“all politics is local” was the 
order of the day.

But national funding of 
political campaigns, central 
discipline over political con­

sultants by party appa­
ratchiks, partisan control 
over reapportionment and 
the nationalization of con­
gressional issues have 
enforced a conformity on 
candidates from both parties, 
which makes them little 
more than local stand-ins for 
the national party.

All this is terribly conven­
ient when your party is 
awash in good times. The 
money rolls in while you run 
in your comfortably gerry­
mandered district, advised 
by spin doctors who are 
adept at putting the party 
line out in ever more artful 
ways and are especially 
trained by the national party 
at eviscerating an opponent 
with negative ads.

But in bad times, the 
party’s ties bind too closely. 
They restrict a Republican 
candidate’s ability to run to 
the left or a Democrat’s to

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States must adopt own immigration laws
Illegal immigrants are not 

going to gather much sym­
pathy by waving a Mexican 
flag in the face of 
Americans. I’m glad they’re 
doing it, however, because it 
might awaken the American 
people from their stupor.

The first step in dealing 
with illegal immigration is to 
seal the border. Don’t say it 
can’t be done. It can be done. 
All that is lacking is the 
political will. Barbed wire is 
cheap, and if necessary, we 
can build an electrified fence 
from the Pacific to the Gulf 
of Mexico. Furthermore, 
there are about 50,000 
Marines in the Pacific with 
nobody to fight and another 
70,000 or so troops in 
Europe with nobody to fight. 
They should be brought 
home to seal the border, 
which is, after all, a federal 
responsibility.

Only after the border is 
sealed and the flow cut off 
should we even think about 
dealing with the illegals who 
are already here.

Step two should be to 
offer all illegal immigrants 
citizenship on three condi­
tions: one, they learn to 
speak and write English; 
two, if they are able-bodied, 
they enlist for three years in 
the armed forces; and three, 
once ' granted citizenship, 
they forfeit the right to bring 
relatives into the U.S.

The loophole about bring­
ing in relatives is especially 
important not only for the 
illegals but for legal immi­
grants. Otherwise, if  you 
give citizenship to 10 mil­
lion people, you are really

doing it for 40 million to 50 
million. We ought, in fact, to 
declare a moratorium on all 
immigration to give us time 

to assimi­
late every­
one already 
here.

I’d give 
illegals one 
year to sign 
up for the 
p r o g r a m  

and then the door slams shut. 
After that, all illegals will be 
arrested and detained until 
they are deported.

Next, Congress should 
pass a zero-tolerance law. 
The way to get people to 
obey the law is to remove 
their economic incentive for 
disobeying the law. Hence, if 
you find an illegal alien in a 
home, confiscate the home; 
in a business, confiscate the 
business; and in a church, 
confiscate the church build­
ing. Christians who believe 
they are doing God’s woik 
by breaking the law should 
remember that Caesar must

also do Caesar’s work.
All of the above is pure 

fantasy. Congress is not 
going to enforce the laws or 
enact tougher ones, and nei­
ther is the president going to 
do anything to stem the flow 
of illegal aliens.

No one would wish for the life ahead 
for Moussaoui. He will, as U.S. District 
Judge Leonie Brinkema said as she 
sentenced him to six life terms without 
possibility of parole, “die with a whim- 
per.

You do not have to give 
your children all the details at once, and it 
may be better that you don't. As for being 
"destined to be a lonely widow," nothing 
could be further from the truth. But you 
will first have to deal with your own feel­
ings about what happened.

Which would it 
be with you? So take a moment and 
ask yourself what kind of influence 
you would have?

Whatever your answer is, it is not 
only the kind of influence you “could 
have,” but it is the influence that 
“you are having” and have been hav­
ing for a long time in your own 
church. So maybe it is time for a lit­
tle “self inspection.”

One of my favorite singers is Ray 
Stevens. Here is Ray’s advice, in his 
song: “Have A Little Talk With 
Myself’:

“And I think it’s just about time to 
have a little talk with myself. Have a 
little private conversation, a little 
self-examination, a little attitude cor­
rection, a little soul search and 
inspection. Then start heading in the 
right direction.”

Suddenly, Astros reeling after fast start
HOUSTON (AP) — All of a sudden, the 

Houston Astros look nothing like the 
defending NL champions.

Since opening 19-9 — the best 28-game 
start in franchise history — the Astros have 
dropped 10 of 13, capped by a three-game 
dusting by the San Francisco Giants in 
which they were outscored 34-5 at Minute 
Maid Park.

“This is about as bad a series as I can 
recall,” manager Phil Gamer said after 
Wednesday’s 10-1 loss. “We didn’t pitch it, 
we didn’t hit it, we didn’t catch it. That 
about sums it up.”

The Astros allowed at least 10 runs in all 
three losses and were swept in a three-game 
series at home for the first time since April 
2004.

“We got pummeled,” said catcher Brad 
Ausmus. “'niere’s no other way to say it. 
The Giants beat the snot out of us.”

All three of the Astros’ starters in the 
series '— Taylor Buchholz, Wandy 
Rodriguez or Fernando Nieve — gave up 
runs in the first inning, and none reached 
the fifth.

Buchholz and Nieve are rookies, and

Rodriguez is in his second year. Gamer 
expected them to stmggle at times this sea­
son.

But more than ever, the Astros would 
seem to need Roger Clemens, who’s still 
mulling a return for a 23rd season. The 
seven-time Cy Young winner is expected to 
decide by early next month, and the Astros, 
New York Yankees, Boston Red Sox and 
Texas Rangers are in the running to sign 
him if he comes back.

Andy Pettitte, one of Clemens’ closest 
friends, talked to him this week but would­
n’t speculate on Clemens’ intentions.

“I’ll leave the odds and everything else 
up to him to let everybody know,” said 
Pettitte.

For now, it’s laigely up to Pettitte and 
right-hand^ ace Roy Oswalt to keep the 
Astros afloat.

Pettitte looked as strong as he has alf sea­
son on Sunday, hurling a three-hit, com­
plete-game shutout against the Rockies. 
Oswalt, who will start against Texas on 
Friday, has lost his last two decisions, but 
his 3.50 ERA still leads the regular starters.

W ilkerson, Rangers drop Yankees
NEW YORK (AP) — Brad Wilkerson 

made the most of his first series at Yankee 
Stadium, working in some sightseeing 
before helping the Texas Rangers get a 
much-needed win Thursday.

He hit a two-run homer and Vicente 
Padilla pitched into the seventh inning in 
the Rangers’ 6-2 victory over the Yankees.

Wilkerson, a six-year veteran who was 
acquired by Texas in the offseason, hit three 
homers in his first series against the 
Yankees in New York, helping the Rangers 
earn a split of the four-game set.

“The first day I was here, I was really 
excited to finally play here,” he said. “I 
went out early and went through monument 
paric and just looked around. It’s really dif­
ferent how the ballpark is laid out. You can 
see the ball really good in this ballpark and 
that helped me a lot.”

Kevin Mench and Rod Barajas also had 
two hits for the Rangers. Padilla (4-3), 
whose last start was May 10 against 
Minnesota, allowed two runs and three hits 
in 6 2-3 innings.

“He had a couple of days extra rest,”

Rangers manager Buck Showalter said. “I 
thought he was real strong, strong with his 
fastball.”

Yankees starter Jaret Wright (2-2) 
pitched well in the first six innings but ran 
into trouble in the seventh when the 
Rangers broke through for four runs. 
Mench led off with a single and Wilkerson 
then hit a 2-2 pitch from Wright into ftie 
first row of the upper deck in right for his 
seventh homer.

Wright hit Mark DeRosa with a pitch 
before he was pulled for Scott Erickson. A 
walk and a sacrifice forced the Yankees to 
play their infield in and Gary Matthews Jr. 
hit a slow roller to second baseman 
Robinson Cano, who hobbled the grounder 
and threw the ball past catcher Kelly 
Stiimett.

DeRosa and D’Angelo Jimenez scored to 
give Texas a 4-0 lead. Cano’s off-target 
throw was New York’s second error of the 
game and its 17th miscue in its last 11.

Brottier Derek, Sweetnorttiemsaint 
pose Preakness ch^enge for Barbaro

BALTIMORE (AP) — A Kentucky 
Derby loser isn’t necessarily a Preakness 
loser.

Afleet Alex proved that last year by 
rebounding to win not just the Preakness 
but the Belmont Stakes. Pdint Given did the 
same thing in 2001.

And while 20 of the past 22 Preakness 
winners also ran in the Derby, more than 
half— 12 — didn’t win the first of the three 
Triple Crown races.

With that in mind, the trainers of Brother 
Derek and Sweetnoithemsaint hope history 
is on their side Saturday.

“There are a lot of nice horses that get an 
opportunity to run in the Derby every year 
that don’t always get the best chance to win 
the race,’’ said Sweetnorthemsaint’s trainer, 
Michael Trombetta. “I’m going to give 
favoritism to the horses who went a mile- 
and-a-quarter and are shortening up.”

A nine-horse field and a two-week turn­
around could be the great equalizers for 
rivals of Kentucky Deiby winner Barbaro. 
At least that’s what Trombetta and Brother 
Derek’s trainer, Dan Hendricks, are hoping.

Barbaro’s win in the Derby was so over­
powering against a 20-horse field that 
Brother Derek (fourth) and 
Sweetnoithemsaint (seventh) are the only 
E)erby rivals coming back to face the hand­
some colt at Pimlico.

Their roles are reversed this time — 
Barbaro is the even-money favorite. 
Brother Derek is 3-1 and 
Sweetnoithemsaint 4-1. In Louisville, 
Brother Derek was the early favorite and 
Sweetnoithemsaint went off as the top 
choice on Derby day.

Barbaro ran his unbeaten record to 6-for- 
6 with a 6 1/2-length victory in the Derby 
— the largest winning margin since Triple 
Crown winner Assault won by eight lengths 
60 years ago. While Barbaro and Edgar 
Prado had clear sailing in the 1 I/4-mile 
race at Churchill Downs, his chief rivals 
were compromised nearly everywhere on 
the track.

Brother Derek, leaving from the far out­
side No. 18 post under Alex Solis, was 
forced to stay wide most of the race but still 
made a late run and dead-heated for fourth. 
Sweetnorthemsaint, with Kent Desormeaux 
aboard, got off to a slow start, made a run 
around the far turn but faded to seventh.

“I always said the Preakness should be 
our race more than the Derby,” Hendricks 
said Thursday at the Pimlico stakes bam.

“You’ve got to run in Ae Derby with a top 
horse. The Preakness should be a cleaner- 
run race. There is more certainty. You can 
run your race and not worry about four or 
five speed horses.”

A win for Barbaro in the Preakness 
would set iq> a seventh Triple Crown try 
over the last 10 years in the Belmont 
Stakes. The son of Dynaformer will be the 
sixth unbeaten Derby wiimer entering the 
Preakness — the last three won (Smarty 
Jones in 2004, Seattle Slew in 1977 and 
Majestic Prince in 1969).

It’s been 28 years since Affirmed became 
the last Triple Crown champion, and there 
aren’t many rooting against Barbaro.

“1 hate to see him not win it this year 
because I think he is a deserving horse to 
win it,” Hendricks said. “But we’re out to 
win. TTiat’s all there is to it.”

Desormeaux, who won the Preakness in 
1998 with Real Quiet, is looking forward to 
another chance at Barbaro.

“Barbaro may be the best horse that ever 
looked through a bridle, but I would at least 
like to challenge him with an unaltered 
trip,” the jockey said.

Trombetta’s confidence is growing, too. 
“Time heals all wounds,” the Maryland- 
based trainer said. “It takes a little bit to get 
over it. I got a good horse and I got him 
home healthy. We’re woricing real hard to 
win this race.”

The rest of the field for the 1 3-16-mile 
race is filled with new shooters, with 
Withers winner Bemardini (8-1) and 
Gotham winner Like Now (12-1) the most 
formidable of the group. Long shots include 
Greeley’s Legacy (20-1), Diabolical and 
Hemingway’s Key (both 30-1) and 
Platinum Couple (50-1).

Michael Matz, who trains Barbaro, has 
kept a low profile at Fair Hill Training 
Center 60 miles away in Elkton, Md. But 
his colt has thrived in the tranquil setting, 
his gallops looking more powerful every 
day.

“We’re probably not as fresh going into 
the Preakness than we were in the Derby, 
but the three of us are all in the same boat,” 
Matz said, referring to Brother Derek and 
Sweetnorthemsaint. “But Barbaro’s a big 
strong colt and I’m sure he’ll hold his Qwn.”

UiUike the Derby, the three favorites will 
line up next to each other in the starting 
gate: Brother Derek breaks from the No. 5 
gate, Barbaro from No. 6 and 
Sweetnorthemsaint from No. 7.

Brandon Backe was the 

No. 3 starter when the sea­
son began, but he’s been out 
since April 13 with a 
strained right elbow. He’s 
expected to return by the 
middle of next month, leav­
ing Buchholz, Rodriguez 
and Nieve to hold down the 
back of the rotation.

Gamer has no immediate 
plans to mix up the order.

“I don’t think the way the 
rotation is set up is the prob­
lem,” Gamer said.

It’s not the only thing con­
tributing to the Astros’ strug­
gles, ei^er.

The Astros won six of 
their first seven series, but 
they’ve now been swept 
twice this month — the first 
time by Colorado at the start 
of a 1-6 road trip.

Osterman is winding down a college 
career in which she owns the N C ^^  
strikeouts record and has twice led the 
Longhorns to the Women’s College 
World Series.

But a national championship, a goal 
she had long before sm  ever dreamed 
of being an Olympian, has eluded her.

The Longhorns (49-7) host the 
Austin Regional begiiming Friday 
with Utah (38-19), Indiana f29-23-l) 
and Texas-San Antonio (37-12).

“I wanted to bring the first national 
championship to Texas softball,” 
Osterman said. “1 feel like I’ve accom­

plished a lot of the other things I set 
goab for.

W heat prices clim bing amid global drought
WICHITA, Kan. (AP) — A global 

drought in major wheat-producing 
countries coupled with the lowest world 
grain stocks in a quarter century are fuel­
ing rising wheat prices amid predictions 
of shortages, farm economists said.

“It has been a steady climb," Mike 
Woolverton, a grain marketing econo­
mist at Kansas State University said 
Ihursday, adding that he expects prices 
to continue rising.

Among the latest indicators is a 10- 
day forecast for the Cireat Plains show-

ing hot and dry weather, he said.
Wheat prices have surged to well over 

$5 a bushel on major commodity 
exchanges since the Agricultural 
Statistics Service released its forecast 
last week for the nation’s winter wheat 
crop, down 12 percent to 1.32 billion 
bushels.

Hard red winter wheat, the premier 
wheat used to make bread, is forecast to 
be down 23 percent. The last time wheat 
prices surpassed $5 a bushel was 2002.

But not since the winter of 1995-96

have prices stayed at that level or higher 
for months, said Terry Kastens, an agri­
cultural economist at Kansas State 
University.

Prices then briefly hit $7.50 on the 
futures markets after drought and mas­
sive freezes in Kansas.
,, Prices for wheat have been on a 

steady upturn as drought decimated U.S. 
winter wheat crops in the nation’s 
Southern Plains, where the hard red win­
ter wheat Is grown.
