Littlest cowboy 
‘didn’t eat diit’

Finally, the first rodeo 

of the season. His fifth 
year to rodeo but only his 
second year in the rough 
stock. He gets out of the 
pickup, after the 2-hour 
drive to get there, carrying 
his equipment bag (filled 
with his vest, chaps, spurs, 
glove, resin, and rope) just 
like all the other bull riders 
and cowboys. His boots 
are dusty and his hat sits a 
little askew on his brown, 
curly hair. Nice day for a 
rodeo. Not too hot and at 
least it’s not raining. He 
walks over to the office 
trailer to get signed in and 
see what number he has 
drawn. Now he puts his 
bag by the fence and has a 
little time to kill before he 
rides. Plenty of time for a 
candy bar and a soft drink 
and enough time to play in 
the sand with his friends 
for a wdiile. This cowboy 
just turned S in March.

A cowboy is a very spe­
cial breed of man and he 
already has the cowboy 
attitude. He’ll give you the 
shirt off his back and any­
thing else you need except 
for his hat. (A cowboy 
doesn’t let anybody wear 
his hat unless it is his 
woman.) He is already 
kind and compassionate 
and genuinely hopes his 
buddies make their ride.

He’s extremely polite and 
well mannered but he is 
also tough as nails and 
doesn’t care too much for 
the whiners and the cryba­
bies.

Today is just rough 
stock but in a couple of 
months he’ll be riding 
Fencer and running barrels 
and poles. He started par­
ticipating at age 16 months 
in the walking lead and the 
goat ribbon race at the Kid 
Pony Show. His little sister 
is 18 months old and was 
in her first rodeo at age 11 
months. She’ll be doing 
the stick horse race and the 
goat ribbon race at the 
rodeos this season, and of 
course the walking lead at 
the Kid Pony Show in 
June. Rodeo is a sport all 
the family can be involved 
in.

His event. Mutton 
Busting, is up first. He 
goes behind the chutes to 
don his gear and wait his 
turn to try and make that 6- 
second ride. His Daddy is 
talking softly to him to get 
him prepared to ride. 
Finally his name is called 
and he slides down into the 
chute astride his sheep. He 
pulls his rope a little 
tighter and throws his fi«e 
hand up in the air. He 
slowly nods his head to 
signal that he is ready for

Thornberry has hopes House 
can avoid bipartisan politics

AMARILLO -  When the U.S. House of 
Representatives takes up the debate on Iraq 
next week after its weeklong Memorial Day 
holiday, Pampa’s Congressman Mac 
Thornberry said he hopes the opinions will 
center on what’s good for the nation and not 
on partisan politics.

“Next week the House of Representatives 
is going to have at least 10 hours of debate on 
the Iraq battlefield and the war on terror,” 
Thornberry said. “1 think it’s a good thing. 
There were calls from people with a variety 
of views to have this kind of debate. It’s 
important to allow people to express them­
selves, but to do so in a way that keeps the 
country first, not their partisan interests, not 
other sorts of selfish interests.”

In Amarillo Tuesday afternoon,

Thornberry defended the National Security 
Agency’s domestic spying program and said 
the administration should not set a timetable 
for getting out of Iraq.

Thornberry serves on both the House 
Armed Services Committee and House 
Intelligence Committee.

He said he’s been briefed extensively on 
the NSA’s phone record data mining program 
and eavesdropping program many times.

“1 have seen the people doing it,” 
Thornberry said. “I think 1 fully understand 
what has happened. It is important for people 
to know that if they have not been calling 
Osama and his friends, the government is not 
interested in you, in your conversations or in 
records of your conversations. If you have 
been calling Osama and his friends, the gov-

“That’s the only kind we 
can regulate, by the way,” 
said County Judge Richard 
Peet concerning aerial fire­
works at the May 15 meet­
ing. Aerial fireworks 
become airborne on their 
own when ignited, and

Getting tough on junk vehicles

Keep America Beautifiil 
... Keep Texas Beautiful ...
Keep Pampa Beautiful.

These slogans may seem 
a little old fashioned to 
some people, but to me 
they mean a lot. I try to 
make my home as nice as 
possible and keep up the 
yard and the flowers. I also 
try to keep my alley as best 
as I can.

In the same way the City 
of Pampa does the same 
thing. What would it be 
like if the trash trucks did 
not come? The City of 
Pampa has a responsibility 
to ensure the city is well 
groomed to promote gener­
al health, fire safety, a good 
business climate, reduce 
crime, and to ensure the 
children are protected.

One of the ways the city 
is carrying out its responsi­
bility is through “Clean 
Pampa” a non-profit group 
that sponsors the house­
hold hazardous waste 
cleanup day, among other 
projects.

Another way is by 
demolishing old homes and 
buildings. What we will 
discuss today is junk vehi­
cles on the street. Junk 
vehicles are a major blight 
in our city. There are some 
that estimate as many as 
5,000 junk cars or major 
parts of junked cars are in 
the city limits.

Now some of the cars I 
have driven have been 
pretty junky looking, but 
that is not what 1 am talk­
ing about. The definition of 
a junk vehicle is not having 
current registration or a 
valid inspection; is 
wrecked, dismantled, or 
partially dismantled or dis­
carded; or inoperable and 
has remained inoperable 
for more than 72 consecu­
tive hours if the vehicle is 
on public property, oc,30 
consecutive days if the

vehicle is on private prop­
erty.

Do you have a vehicle 
parked on the street that 
meets this definition? If so, 
Pampa Police Officer 
Donny Brown will be com­
ing to visit with you. He is 
going to try to hammer out 
an agreement with you 
concerning the vehicle,
S  something will 

be done.

re asking for your 
tion in cleaning up 
munity. We will try 
d the enforcement 

actions given to us by the 
State of Texas and Pampa 
City Ordinances, but if 
forced to do so, we will go 
through the “Procedures 
for Abating a Nuisance.” 

Junk vehicles are a nui­
sance! "rtie junk cars on the 
street are a detriment to the 
public welfare and public 
safety, they tend to reduce 
property values, they invite 
vandalism, they create a 
fire hazard, they tend to 
attract the attention of 
rninors who think it is a 
“cool” place to play, and 
they hinder the continuing 
development of the com­
munity as a whole.

1 hope everyone will join 
with the Police Department 
on this issue. There can 
only be positive outcomes 
from making Pampa a bet­
ter place to live.

emment is very interest­
ed in trying to find out 
everything they can about 
what you’ve been doing 
and who you’ve been talk­
ing to. That’s what it boils 
down to.”

He said there are lots of 
databases about what U.S. 
citizens do 
and ' with 
whpm they 
communicate.

“Some'of it 
is in private 
h a n d s , ”  
T h o rn b e rry  
s a i d . 
“ O bviously , 
the govern­
ment has data­
bases with 
your tax 
records and 
other things.
Of course, we 
all ought to be 
c o n c e r n e d  
about privacy 
and about 
records and 
about how 
they are treat­
ed. It’s a very legitimate 
concern. It is very narrowly 
targeted toward known ter­
rorists.”

He said the war on terror 
isn’t limited to the battle­
fields in Iraq and 
Afghanistan.

“As we have studied and 
learned more and listened 
to what terrorists say, it is 
clear that their primary 
objective is the political 
will of the United States,” 
Thornberry said. “They can 
never beat us militarily on 
the battlefield, but what 
they could do is cause us to 
defeat ourselves. It’s impor­
tant that we not let that hap­
pen. It’s important that Iraq 
not be a political football.”

It’s in the long-term best 
interests of the country, he 
said.

“One thing that is clear is 
that our enemy in this war

is very patient,” Thornberry 
said. “They waited eight 
years from the first time 
they attacked the World 
Trade Center until 9-11. 
They are dangerous, and 
they clearly try to calculate 
what can have' the maxi­
mum impact on us. 'They 
think we’re soft and that we 
don’t have staying power.” 

He said it is important to 
use all the tools available to 
fight the war on terrorism.

“ F r o m  
the terrorist 
s u r V e i 1 - 
lance pro­
gram and 
the NS A to 
the other 
intelligence 
r e l a t e d  
tools we 
have, it’s 
im portan t 
that we

best asset and our most 
valuable resource, whether 
it’s the military folks or 
whether it’s the intelligence 
folks that don’t wear the 
uniform and don’t get the 
kind of public accolades 
that the military people do, 
it’s people who are critical 
for winning this war and all 
our national security.” 

Thornberry claims that 
terrorist attacks have been 
stopped since Sept. 11, 
2001.

“We’re a lot safer than 
we were that day,” 
Thornberry said. “Are we 
safe enough to prevent 
another attack from every 
occurring? No, and we may 
never be, but it’s important 
to do what we can at home 
and take the fight to them. 
Thai’s-what’s happening in 
Iraq.”

Having been on the receiving end 
of many high school and college 
speeches, none inspired more than 
the nine words found nestled in the 
second book of Chronicles in the 
31 St chapter at the end of verse 21;

... he did it with all his heart and 
prospered

From these nine words 1 discov­
ered the three rules of success and 
1 gladly offer them to the graduat­
ing class of 2006:

The first rule of success is hid­
den in the fact that “he did it.” 
Many look for short cuts or a free 
ride to achieve success without

hard work. There will always be 
the rare few that appear to fall into 
success. Success is directly propor­
tional to sweat equity. The more 
you sweat the more likely you will 
be successful.

Don’t adopt the attitude that you 
are just going to sit and wait on 
God to drop a million dollars from 
heaven right into your lap. He may 
feed the birds, but even they have 
to get up and go get it. If you want 
success, then you have to get up 
and go get it.

The second rule of success is 
hidden in the fact that “he did it 
with all his heart.” Pound for 
pound, the human heart is the 
strongest muscle in the body. It

performs the largest quantity of 
work than any other muscle over 
the course of a lifetime, without

pausing unless there is a medical 
condition. Hidden within it is an 
unlimited source of emotional 
power. Successful people know.

If 
you want success, then put your 
heart into it.

If you want to be 
successful at something, don’t 
chase it because of the money, 
fame, or glory...chase it because it 
feels like it has been ordered just 
for you.

There are a lot of great com­
mencement speeches out there. 
Many of them are far more elo­
quent and moving. Still, I’m con­
vinced that the power released 
within these nine words is just as 
powerful. Put your heart into your 
future and you will achieve success 
beyond your wildest dreams.

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Bush adm inistration arrogant, stupid
In a recent column, 1 wrote that the 

White House was both stupid and arro­
gant.

Says the Heritage report; “If enacted, 
the Comprehensive Immigration 
Reform Act (CIRA, S.2611) would be 
the most dramatic change in immigra-

tion law in 80 years, allowing an esti­
mated 103 million persons to legally 
immigrate to the U.S. over the next 20 
years -  fully one-third of the current 
population of the United States.

“In contrast to the 103 million immi­
grants permitted under CIRA, current 
law allows 19 million legal immigrants 
over the next 20 years. Relative to cur­
rent law, then, CIRA would add an 
extra 84 million legal immigrants to the 
nation’s population.”

Total federal welfare benefits would 
reach around $9,500 per household, or 
$35 billion per year total. The study 
estimates that the net cost to the feder­
al government of granting amnesty to 
some 3.8 million illegal alien house­
holds would be around $5,000 per 
household, for a total federal fiscal cost 
of $ 19 billion per year.

Until just two hours before he spoke, 
the president had failed to alert the gov­
ernors of the Mexican border states that 
he plans to use the National Guard for 
border security. That’s just plain arro­
gant.

Finally, it’s just plain stupid to ignore 
the fact that the immigration issue is 
the hottest political issue around.And 
that’s just for starters.

Many businesses in America do not 
have stock that is traded on the

exchanges. People who get raises think 
the economy is good, and people who 
get laid off think it is bad.

It's important that you remember that you 
are no longer the inexperienced young 
woman who was victimized by that sexual 
predator. Contact the reunion committee 
and inquire if the former classmates you 
want to see plan to attend. (If they don't, 
you may not want to go.) If they do, then 
go to the reunion, reconnect and have a 
good time. And if any of the others are so 
insensitive as to raise the subject of your 
abuse, inform them that it took years for 
you to get over the damage that teacher 
did, and the trauma they perpetuated 
because of their cruel and ignorant gossip. 
Say you don't care to discuss it, then 
change the subject.

Bell, Suns dominate Dallas, 106-86
PHOENIX (AP) — A tom calf mus­

cle wasn't going to keep Raja Bell out 
of a game this cmcial to the Phoenix 
Suns. ,

His surprise start in Game 4 of the 
Western Conference fmals gave his 
team a sorely needed injection of 
intensity, and the result was a 106-86 
blowout Phoenix victory over the 
Dallas Mavericks that squared the 
series 2-2.

Game 5 is Thursday night in Dallas.
“It’s up for grabs now,” said the 

Mavericks’ Dirk Nowitzki, who strug­
gled through his lowest-scoring game 
— 11 points — of the season.

Back in his more comfortable 
reserve role, Leandro Barbosa led the 
Suns with 24 points on lO-for-13 
shooting, including 4-of-6 3-pointers. 
The “Brazilian Blur” was equally fast 
after the game, speeding out of the 
locker room without talking to 
reporters.

Others had plenty to say, though.
“I think Barbosa was the key,” 

Dallas coach Avery Johnson said. “He 
had his inside game and outside game 
going tonight.”

Boris Diaw added 20 points, includ­
ing a pair of emphatic fourth-quarter 
dunks that helped the Suns build a 25- 
point lead.

Steve Nash had 21 points and eight 
assists, and Shawn .Marion scored IS 
points.

Bell had missed the last two games 
with a slight tear in his left calf, and all 
indications had been that he would sit 
out this one, too.

He had only nine points, but gave 
Phoenix some much-needed intensity 
in 32 minutes.

“Half our team is a bunch of quiet 
guys,” Nash said. “He gives us anoth­
er guy that opens his mouth once in a 
while, gives us some toughness, some 
bravado. I can’t say enough about how 
much his personality means to our 
team.”

D'Antoni called Bell “a team guy. 
He’s never asked for anything. He’s 
been a team guy. He just plays hard 
every night. And, you know, to be able 
to coach a guy like that is precious.”

Bell said he was cleared to play 
about a half-hour before tipoflf.

“I had to promise them that if I felt 
like 1 couldn’t do it, I would let them 
know,” Bell said. “1 had no idea if it 
was going to move the way 1 needed to 
move. 1 still hadn't moved up and 
down the court full speed. It was better 
than I thought in a running situation, 
but it wasn't 100 percent.”

Bell expected to only spell Barbosa

off the bench, but D'Antoni started 
him. A day earlier. Bell seemed to be 
the only one who thought he would be 
able to play.

“The training staff and the doctors, 
they were real cautious. They really 
didn’t think he should play,” D'Antoni 
said.

“And I get a call last night from his 
agent that, you know, if we don’t want 
him to play we might have to shoot 
him. So it was like, do we kill the guy 
or let him play? We kind of needed 
him.”

Bell said he knew it would be 
extremely painful Wednesday but 
hoped it would be better by Thursday 
so he could play again.

Nowitzki made 3-of-13 shooting, 
ending a string of 42 games when he’s 
scored at least 20 points.

It was the first time he’s scored 
fewer than 25 points in the Mavs’ eight 
games against Phoenix this season.

“We turned the ball over way too 
many times, especially early,” 
Nowitzki said, “and we made mistakes 
all over the place.”

Josh Howard led the Mavericks with 
16, but left with an apparent shin 
injury with 5:47 to play. Johnson said 
atUrward that "Josh is fine."

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Jarrett on top in his second year
Memo to the ProRodeo 

world: There’s a new sheriff 
in town. All-around standout 
Ryan Jarrett, in just his sec­
ond full season in the PRCA, 
put together a stellar season 
that ended with his first 
world all-around title.

Jarrett, of Siunmerville,
Ga., combined his exploits in 
tie-down roping and steer 
wrestling - as well as some 
additional money won in 
team roping - to become the 
second-youngest all-around 
world champion in PRCA 
history and end Trevor 
Brazile’s run of consecutive 
crowns at three. Only the 
legendary Ty Murray was a 
younger all-around champ at 
20 when he won his first of a 
record seven all-around titles 
in 1989.

“It’s quite an accomplish­
ment to break his streak,”
Jarrett said of Brazile. “I’ve 
got some big shoes to fill 
behind him. He’s a man of 
his own, and is one of the 
greatest guys ever. This 
means a bunch, and it’s real­
ly something. It was a lot of 
hard work, for sure.”

Despite his age, Jarrett 
didn’t shock too many pieo- 
ple by his performance in 
Las Vegas and his ascension 
to the top of the ProRodeo 
ranks. After all, he had been 
red-hot in the fall and was 
the only two-event competi­
tor at the Thomas & Mack 
Center after qualifying in 
steer wrestling and tie-down 
roping.

Jarrett not only excelled in 
tie-down roping, he won the 
Wrangler National Finals 
Rodeo average title with a 
total time of 89 seconds on 
10 head. He didn’t win a 
round, but placed in six out 
of 10 rounds to earn 
$80,517.

He finished fifth in the 
first and fourth rounds, in a 
tie for second in the sixth 
round, second in the seventh 
round, fourth in the eighth 
round and sixth in the final 
round en route to the average
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Ryan Jarrett in action in Las Vegas where he won 
his first world all-around title.
victory. Combine that with 
the $34,201 he won in steer 
wrestling, and the allaround 
title was his.

Jarrett came into the 
Wrangler NFR nearly 
$27,000 behind Brazile, but 
quickly made up ground and 
took over the all-around lead 
for good after Round 7. His 
title was a likelihood, but not 
an assurance. He still had to 
work for it, and he did exact­
ly that.

“It looks easy up there 
from the 10th row, but it 
isn’t, 1 promise you,” Jarrett 
said of his victory.

There was no doubt Jarrett 
knew tie-down roping would 
be the key to his run for the 
title.

“1 just tried to score well 
and 1^ at the barrier and get 
it on them quick,” Jarrett 
said. “I just came here to 
rope like Ryan ropes, not to 
rope for the go-rounds. That 
is what 1 tried to do. That 
average buckle is icing on

the cake.”
He was strong in tie-down 

roping and didn’t exactly 
struggle in bulldogging. 
Jarrett finished fourth in the 
average at 55.3 seconds on 
10 head and won a share of 
first place with his 3.4-sec- 
ond run in Round 5.

Jarrett finished the year 
with $263,665, more than 
$50,000 ahead of second- 
place Lee Graves, who dom­
inated steer wrestling en 
route to his first Wrangler 
NFR average and world 
titles. Brazile, who was ham­
pered by the fact that he did 
not qualify for the Wrangler 
NFR in team roping as he 
had the previous year, fin­
ished third with $197,400 
after earning just $30,004 in 
tie-down roping.

Jarrett, who emerged vic­
torious and at the top of the 
PRCA heap, is now automat­
ically one of ProRodeo’s 
most esteemed athletes.
