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Drug raid nets 
seven arrests

Staff Writer
Seven persons were 

arrested as the result of a 
narcotics search warrant 
served Thursday morning at 
1210 E. Francis.

Four of the seven were 
found at the house, and the 
other three were added to the 
total after peace officers at 
the scene noticed a red SUV 
driving by the address and 
stopped the vehicle on 
Browning Street, according 
to a news release from Lt. 
Fred Courtney of Pampa 
Police Department.

The search warrant was 
served at 8:55 a.m. by the 
Pampa Special Response 
Team as the result of an 
investigation involving 
PPD’s narcotics and criminal 
investigation divisions and 
Gray County Sheriff’s 
Office, Courtney said.

The SRT, assisted by sher­
iffs  deputies and PPD detec­
tives, found four persons at 
the home when the search

warrant was served. The four 
were taken into custody 
while the residence was 
searched. •er

“The officers found mari­
juana in plain sight in the liv­
ing room of the house. 
During the actual search of 
the house, officers found 
additional amounts of mari­
juana and approximately 20 
‘rocks’ of crack cocaine,” 
Courtney said.

More than $800 was also 
recovered, and officers 
believe the money is the 
profits from sale of the 
drugs, Courtney said.

“Many items of parapher­
nalia were found. Much of 
the paraphernalia was used 
to package the drugs into 
smaller amounts for sale,” he 
said.

The quantity of the drugs 
reportedly found has an esti­
mated street value of $800 to 
$ 1,000.

DPS continues success 
in iUegal drug se izu i^

Texas Department of 
Public Safety troopers have 
seized about $160 million 
worth of illegal drugs during 
routine traffic stops in 2005.

“Our troopers, who are 
trained to be on alert for 
criminal activity during traf­
fic stops, have been rewrit­
ing the record books the last 
several years” said DPS 
Director Col. Thomas Davis 
Jr. “Three of the four top 
years in terms of the value of 
drugs seized have been 
recorded since 2001.”

Some of the drug seizure 
highlights in 2005:

• Nearly two tons (2,825 
pounds) of cocaine -  the 
third most ever by DPS

troopers;
• 53 pounds of metham- 

phetamine-the second most 
in DPS history;

• Nearly 23 tons (45,952 
pounds) of marijuana;

• Almost 1,800 drug 
arrests.

The $160 million worth of 
drugs is a conservative esti­
mate and ranks fourth in 
DPS history. DPS generally 
leads the nation in highway 
drug seizures.

“Putting drug smugglers 
behind bars and taking thou­
sands of pounds of drugs off 
the streets every year is a 
positive step in increasing 
public safety,” said Davis.

which was found at the 
scene was stolen from a per­
son in Wheeler County, 
Courtney said, and several 
other items suspected of 
being stolen were taken as 
evidence.

The youngest of the four 
arrested at the home was a 
15-year-old male who had 
both marijuana and $240 
cash in his trousers, 
Courtney said.

Maddox was also charged 
with theft over $50 and 
under $500, and manufac-

ture/delivery of over four 
ounces and under 200 
ounces of a controlled sub­
stance.

Maddox’ theft charge was 
a result of the camera which 
is suspected of being stolen 
from Wheeler County being 
in her possession, Courtney 
said.

A red SUV was noticed 
driving by the scene as ofTi- 
cers were conducting the 
search.

“Officers thought the per­
sons in the car might have 
some information on an 
unrelated matter,” Courtney 
said.

Officer Donny Brown 
and Deputy Robert Baker 
stopped the SUV on 
Browning Street and asked 
the occupants to return to 
the address on Francis 
Street and talk, Courtney 
said.

He is also awaiting 
extradition to Beckham 
County, Okla. on four 
charges pending there 
against him, according to 
jail records.

Burris was released to 
pay her fine at a later date, 
while Klotz and Barker 
remain in jail as of press 
time, according to jail 
records.

“This is an example of 
what can be accomplished 
when the community and 
law enforcement work 
together,” Courtney said.

by 52-40.

And everybody supports 
increasing the Border Patrol 
force. Voters as a whole back 
the addition of thousands of 
new agents by 79-17, and 
Democrats go along by 73- 
2 2 .

So why is our politics so 
polarized when our voters 
are not?

The 
left sees no reason why we 
should not drill for more oil 
and the right strongly sup­
ports alternative fuels. While 
it is possible to ask the

polling questions in such a 
way as to show disagree­
ment where there really isn’t 
any, it is striking how voters 
essentially favor whatever 
worits to solve the key prob­
lems.

When he was the U.S. 
ambassador to France, Felix 
Rohatyn reputedly said that 
the difference between the 
French and the American 
people was that the “French 
value ideas over facts while 
Americans value facts over 
ideas.” His point was that we 
want what works while the 
French have to stop to see if 
the remedy to the problem 
fits in with their ideological 
worldview.

But our politicians .are 
increasingly following the 
French model, attacking one 
another’s solutions when the 
people simply want their 
elected officials to pass

everything that will work 
and get on with it.

I suspect that the real rea­
son for the Republican oppo­
sition to the Bush proposals 
for an earned path to citizen­
ship is that they are worried 
about a massive number of 
new Latino citizens and 
therefore voters.

As with thè motor-voter 
legislation, they can’t admit 
it but Republicans like to 
keep the franchise limited to 
those upon whom they can 
count. This policy, if such an 
evil motivation lurks under­
neath GOP rhetoric, is short­
sighted. The Hispanics are 
going to vote in large num­
bers eventually anyway. 
Only the question of for 
whom they will vote is up 
for grabs.

How do you persuade a 

man who has a wife and 
children and who works hard 
but can barely make ends 
meet to take a pay cut and go 
do something that has a high 
probability of getting him 
killed or seriously injured?

Clearly, it is not in a man’s 
self-interest to go to a for­
eign country and fight in a 
war, the outcome of which 
won’t affect him or his fami­
ly. So how do you persuade 
him to do it?

The answer lies in the 
nature of the human being.

We act on the basis of 
our beliefs. Therefore, if you 
can control what people 
believe, you can control 
what they do. That’s the 
whole purpose of advertis­
ing, for example -  to instill 
in people’s minds the belief 
that a product or service will 
be beneficial to them.

Persuading people to go to 
war is much more compli­
cated and involves identity, 
which is constructed of 
beliefs. When we are bom, 
we don’t know who we are 
or where we are. We only 
know we’ve just been 
pushed out o f the warm 
womb into the drafty world 
of giants who can pick us up 
by our feet and whack our 
backsides. We protest the 
only way we can -  by 
yelling.

The first beliefs that will 
come to constitute our iden­
tity come from parents or 
caregivers. Any psychiatrist 
can tell you how important 
these beliefs are and how 
difficult they are to shed. 
Then we 
begin to add

Millions of men have 
gone to war because, as 
Americans or British or 
French or Germans or 
Russians or Japanese, they 
believed it was their duty.

But, as an 
American, I believed it was 
my duty, so I went, and if the 
Army had said to go to 
Vietnam, I would have gone 
without question. My identi­
ty as an American was based 
on my beliefs, and part of 
those beliefs was that every 
American had a duty to take 
his hun on watch.

people to go to war even 
though it is not in their coun­
try’s interest, much less their 
own. Unless there is an 
invader threatening, one’s 
home and hearth, it is never 
in the interest of an individ­
ual to go war -  unless he 
decides to be a mercenary.

It is an evil paradox that 
men with the lowest motives 
can launch wars by appeal­
ing to the highest ideals of 
better men.

The millitms killed in all 
the wars were nobodies as 
far as the leaders who sent 
them into war were con­
cerned. They were cannon 
fodder. They all shared in 
common the fact that their 
political leaders were willing 
to sacrifice them for greed or 
ego. For all practical purpos­
es, all of the dead in wars are 
unknown soldiers in the war 
leaders’ eyes. The dead are

known only to the people 
who loved them.

The trick is to remember 
to make the distinction 
between America in the 
abstract and America in real­
ity. The America in the 
abstract is made up of all our 
experiences, memories, sto­
ries, legends and myths. The 
America in reality consists 
of what exists right at this 
moment.

And what exists right at 
this moment is a comqit fed­
eral government with a fool­
ish man in the White House. 
What exists at this moment 
is a military-industrial com­
plex with a vested interest in 
war and conflict. What exists 
at this moment are unneces­
sary wars in Afghanistan and 
Iraq. What exists at this, 
moment is a government 
solicitous of corporate wel- 
fwe, but one that doesn’t 
give a hoot about the indi­
vidual America.

, Rudyard Kipling said it so 
well vdien in a poem he 
wrote: “If any question ^ y  
we died / Tell them, because 
our fathers lied.” Be alert 
when you hear politicians talk 
about abstractions like patri­
otism, national security and 
international stability. They 
are try i^  to control you by 
controlling your mind.

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COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) 
— The Episcopal Church is 
poised to apologize for failing 
to oppose slavery, but making 
up for its 19th century inac­
tion won’t come without 21st 
century controversy.

At its national convention 
beginning June 13, the church 
is expected to approve a reso­
lution expressing regret for 
supporting slavery and segre­
gation. But the debate will 
likely get more heated when a 
second resolution comes up, 
calling for a study of possible 
reparations for black 
Episcopalians.

The church, already divid­

ed over the separate issue of 
gays’ role in the church, is 
struggling over whether repa­
rations would be a meaning­
ful gesture 141 years after the 
Civil War ended.

The Rev. Harold Lewis, a 
black priest and rector at 
Calvary Episcopal in 
Pittsburgh, called the idea of 
reparations outrageous and 
impractical.

“The better thing to do is to 
talk about how we can work 
to eradicate racism and how 
we can f i^ t  to eliminate eco­
nomic disparities regardless 
of racism,” said Lewis.

Nowitzki scorches Suns with 50 points
DALLAS ( AP) - Coming ofT his worst 

game in months, Dirk Nowitzki wanted to 
get off to a strong start in Game 5 of the 
Western Conference finals. So the first two 
times the Dallas Mavericks had the ball, he 
took it straight to the basket.

■And he missed them both.
Yet Nowitzki wasn't about to be denied - 

not after getting chewed out by his coach, 
and especially not when he felt a tremen­
dous season was slipping away.

Nowitzki set a franchise playotT record 
with 50 points, scoring 15 in a row during a 
fourth-quarter surge that turned a tight 
game into a rout, sending the Mavericks 
past the Phoenix Suns 117-101 and putting 
them within a victory of reaching the NBA 
Finals for the first time in their 26-year his­
tory.

“We’re watching Dirk grow as a player," 
said Adrian Griffin, the only player other 
than Nowitzki who was with the Mavs 
when they made the conference finals three 
years ago. “He’s developed into an extraor­
dinary player."

The details are even more extraordinary, 
fonning a tale that’s instantly part of team 
lore, one that will grow in significance 
should they break through the champi­
onship round - and especially if they win it 
all.

Nowitzki scored only 11 points in Game 
4 and Dallas lost by 20. So on Wednesday, 
coach Avery Johnson “let me have it," 
Nowitzki said, during a film .se.ssion. He 
responded with 13 points in the first quarter, 
helping the Mavericks go up by 14.

Led by 26 points from Tim Thomas, the 
Suns took a seven-point lead late in the 
third quarter, with Thomas and Nowitzki 
exchanging words and technical fouls along 
the way. Sensing that a 60-win sea.son and a 
playoff run that included a first-round

sweep and a thrilling .seven-game kncKkout 
of the reigning champs was in jeopardy, 
Nowitzki turned to his teammates during a 
huddle with 3:24 left and said, “Let’s go.”

Then the big German led the way, scoring 
seven points during a 10-0 run that helped 
Dallas take a one-point lead in the fourth 
quarter. Soon after, Phoenix’s Raja Bell let 
a foul escalate into a technical, and coach 
Mike D’Antoni got one, too, even shatter­
ing a clipboard in anger.

Nowitzki responded by making both tree 
throws - and the rout was on.

The Mavericks went from leading 89-88 
to having a 104-93 cushion with 4:59 left. 
Although Dallas blew a late nine-point lead 
in the opener, this one held up easily, espe­
cially with NowitzJ<i continuing to throw in 
baskets.

He reached 50 with a 3-pointer he was so 
sure was going to fall that he was nearly at 
halfcourt celebrating when it did. He left to 
a big ovation with 1:12 left.

“The last game, I never really found my 
rhythm,” Nowitzki said. “Today, I just 
wanted to be aggressive, no matter what 
happens.”

Nowitzki broke his own club postseason 
scoring record of 46 points (set in the first 
round in 2003) and matched Kobe Bryant 
for the most by anyone this postseason. 
Bryant also did it against Phoenix, but in 
overtime.

“He played unbelievable,” said Suns star 
Steve Nash, the league’s two-time MVP and 
one of Nowitzki’s closest friends from their 
years together in Dallas. “1 didn’t feel like 
he missed very often.”

Nowitzki was 14-for-26 from the floor, 
including 5-of-6 on 3-pointers, and 17-for- 
18 from the line. He had 12 rebounds and 
three assists.

tiful river with four branches 
which watered the garden.
