Texas loses appeal In case
involving retarded inmate

WASHINGTON (AP)
The Supreme Court refused
Monday to reinstate the
death sentence of Johnny
Paul Penry, a Texas inmate
who has twice won reprieves
from the justices.

Penry has been one of the
most high-profile death row
cases at the high court over
the past two decades, stirring
national debate over whether
mentally retarded inmates
should be executed.

After losing ‘the appeal,
Texas will likely again ask a
jury to sentence Penry to die
for the 1979 stabbing death
of a 22-year-old woman. It
will be Penry’s fourth sen-
tencing trial.

Pamela Moseley
Carpenter identified him as
her killer as she lay dying
from her wounds. She was
the sister of former
Washington Redskins kicker
Mark Moseley.

Penry confessed to break-
mg into her home and beat-
ing, raping and stabbing her
with scissors. His lawyers
contend he has the reasoning
capacity of a 7-year-old.

The Supreme Court
agreed to hear Penry’s case
in 1988 and the following
year overturned his death
sentence on a 5-4 vote. In
that same decision, justices
clashed over whether men-
tally retarded people can be
executed, although it was
more than a decade later
before they took the issue up

again and barred capital pun-

ishment for retarded killers.
Penry was resentenced to
death and in 2001- the

Supreme Court on a 6-3 vote
voided that death sentence
too. Both times the high
court reasoned the jury was

properly

It took a good woman to get Sam Houston under control

Sam Houston’s marriage had a
lot going against it.

For one thing, he was almost as
well kpown as a big drunk as the
hero of San Jacinto and the
Republic of Texas’ first president.
For another, the woman he asked to
marry him was 26 years his junior.
For yet another reason, the bride’s
family did not approve of the
union.

But no one counted on the per-
sonality of Margaret Lea, who suc-
ceeded first in getting the rough-
hewn general to permanently put
the plug in the jug and second, in
getting him baptized. She also
maintained a household that
Houston always found it easy to
come home to and hard to leave.

Their surviving letters, as biog-
raphers have pointed out, reflect
that they truly loved each other.

At some point early in their
relationship, perhaps for their
anniversary, or the birth of their
first child, or as a birthday present

or just because, Houston gave his
wife a gold ring with a burnt
orange topaz mounted on it. He had
the words “Sam Houston to
Margaret Lea” engraved inside the
band.

The Houstons stayed married for
23 years, separated only by his
death of heart disease at Huntsville
in 1863. Margaret made it another
four years, dying of yellow fever
on Dec. 3, 1867 at Independence.
The ring was not buried with her,
as often occurred.

Rather, it must have stayed in the
Houston family, with son Andrew
Jackson Houston being the last sur-
vivor. Following his death in 1941,
many Houston items hit the market
or went to archival holdings. That
may have included the ring, though
no one knows for sure.

In 1946, Texana collector Bill
Morrow went to a sale of Houston
memorabilia at Turk’s Gift and
Antique Shop at 417 Main St. in
the city named after Sam. There,

the topaz ring caught the Snyder
native’s eye.

Morrow bought the ring and
gave it to his wife, Dora, as a birth-
day present. When Mrs. Morrow
tried it on, she discovered that
Margaret must have had larger
hands, because the gold band
proved too large for any of Dora’s
fingers.

Not being able to wear it did not

detract from its historical value, of

course. The ring stayed in Mrs.
Morrow’s possession, kept in a
nice box, until 1977. Then, follow-
ing the birth of their first grand-
child, she gave the Houston ring to
their only daughter, Dana.

Dana and husband Denwood

Butler of Mason decided to offer
the ring at a fund-raising gala for
the Texas State Historical
Association touted as the organiza-
tion’s auction of the century. Held
at the Austin Convention Center on
March 4, the Texana sale brought
in about $1 million.

Though the auction catalog esti-
mated the Houston ring as worth
somewhere between $15,000 and
$35,000, the historic piece of jew-
elry went for $45,000 at the black
tie event.

The highest price realized for
any of the 188 items on the block
that night was $260,000 for the
right to pick a temporary home for
a collection of Republic of Texas
era documents related to the repub-
lic’s legation in Washington, D.C.
After five years, the 71 documents,
never before examined by histori-
ans because they have been pri-
vately held, will revért to the Texas
State Archives.

Second-highest price realized

was $105,000 for a document
signed by Alamo defender Jim
Bowie on Jan. 5, 1836, two months
and a day before his violent demise
when the Mexican Army overran
the old Spanish mission in the
predawn of March 6.

One of only eight known life
paintings of Texas colonizer
Stephen F. Austin fetched
$100,000. An early Texas map by
Jacob de Cordova brought $75,000
and a collection of papers ¢onnect-
ed to Civil War fighter and former
Texas Ranger William Carroll
Adams went for $65,000.

Proceeds from the auction will
go toward an expansion of the
association’s 4-million-plus-hits-a-
month Handbook of Texas Online,
a project that even someone as
visionary as Sam Houston could
not have foreseen — even after a
few drinks.

Whew! Glo-Valve survives

Cody Davis and Dane Pereira were like a
pair of heavyweight boxers slugging it out
toe-to-toe in a superbly pitched Pampa
Optimist 11-12 Cal Ripken gathe Friday at
Optimist Park. Glo-Valve Service won it
over Duncan, Fraser & Bridges Insurance
Agency 2-0 with aggressive baserunning
and tight defense.

At the end of four innings the score was
0-0. Davis had allowed a pair of walks in
the second inning and a single in the fourth
throwing just 56 pitches. Pereira limited
Glo-Valve to a walk in the first and a
baserunner by an error in the third throwing
only 48 pitches.  Both pitchers had only
five innings of eligibility under Cal Ripken
rules limiting regular season pitchers to six
innings in one week.

Dallas rolls Miami, 99-85

DALLAS (AP) - Jerry Stackhouse’s 3-
pointer split the net while he tumbled into
his teammates’ arms.

He extricated himself from the jubilant
Dallas bench and headed upcourt, pausing
momentarily for a wide-eyed hug with
coach Avery Johnson.

It wasn’'t even halftime, and the
Mavericks were firmly in control of Game
2 of the NBA finals. Incredibly, they even
had a handle on Shaquille O'Neal, who had
the worst playoff game of his career.

Though they’re still two games away
from their first championship, the Mavs
could celebrate a rip-roaring opening week
in their thrilled Texas town.

Dirk Nowitzki had 26 points and 16
rebounds in the Mavericks' 99-85 victory
Sunday night, leading a balanced attack that
came at the Heat in waves and eventually
put Dallas up 2-0 in the series.

“We feel that this is an opportunity for
us,” Stackhouse said. “We want to do all-we

can to prepare ourselves to be able to fulfill
a dream of ours, and fulfill the dream of our
city. We’re one more step closer to that.”

An offensive explosion is no surprise in
Dallas, where fans have been treated to one
of the NBA’s most exciting teams for years.

O'Neal's statistics were the real eye-
catchers in Game 2: A career playoff-low
five points, six rebounds and a fourth-quar-
ter benching for the three-time finals MVP.
Wary of simple double-teams, he frequent-
ly passed the ball out of the low post even
before Dallas' second defender arrived.

Was he afraid of being fouled and going
to the line, where he went 1-for-9 in Game
1 and 1-for-7 in this one? The self-
described “quotacious” center wouldn't talk
about what went wrong: He skipped the
postgame interview session, earning a
$10,000 fine from the NBA and socking his
team with a $25,000 bill.

(AP) - The last time Shawn Hill got
a victory in the major leagues, the
Washington Nationals were still in
Montreal and playing games in Puerto
Rico.

Hill pitched seven strong i S
and Jose Guillen hit a two-run doub%c
to lead the Nationals to a 6-0 victory
Sunday over the Philadelphia Phillies.

Hill (1-1) walked three and struck
out four in winning for the first time
since July 4, 2004, with Montreal _his
only previous major league victory. In
that game, he won his second career
start as the Expos beat the Toronto
Blue Jays in San Juan, Puerto Rico.

The right-hander didn’t pitch in
2005 after undergoing F ament
replacement surgery in his elbow in
September 2004.

“Coming off the rehab, 1 had to go
through some hurdles there,” Hill said.
“You learn to calm yourself down,
compose yourself to get through one
hitter at a time instead of jumping
ahead.”

The only Phillies hitter to have suc-
cess against him was Ryan Howard,
who singled to left in the second and
doubled to right in the fourth. Howard

Rock. Clemens is a minori-
ty shareholder for both
teams.

“He’s very good about
sharing his thoughts with
other players,” Ryan said.
“Roger likes being in a
position to be a mentor to
these players. Those are
fringe benefits the Astros
are getting by having him.

“This type of farewell
tour has never been done
before, \if that's what it is.”

Clemens joked that Ryan
should’ve finished
Sunday’s game.

“I saw him earlier,”
Clemens joked, “and I
thought he could do it.”

Relaxed Smgh wins

HARRISON, N.Y. (AP) -
Vijay Singh knew he had to
lighten up to play some
serious golf.

Quigley with a 25-foot
birdie putt on the 218-yard
16th and also birdied the
par-5 18th to finish at 10-
under 274 - two strokes
ahead of Adam Scott in the
final event before the U.S.
Open at nearby Winged
Foot.

“If T keep my head
straight next week, | think
I'll be a big factor,” Singh

said. “This gives me a lot of

confidence. It gives me the
feeling that, ‘Hey, if I get in
contention, | can finish it
oftf.”

Also the 1993 and '95
champion, Singh is the first
three-time winner in the 40-
year-old tournament and
only the second player to
win three PGA Tour titles
on the Westchester course.
Jack Nicklaus won the 1965
Thunderbird on the hilly,
tree-lined layout and added
Westchester Classic titles in
1967 and 1972.

The 43-year-old Fijian
won for the first time since
the Buick Open last July to
raise his PGA Tour victory
total to 29 and tie Sam
Snead's tour record for vic-
tories over 40 with 17.

And when an injury in

the playoffs last year limit-

When the Heat take the
court for Game 3 back
home Tuesday night, some-
body had better speak up.
For two games, the Mavs
have shackled one of his
generation’s greatest post-
season performers, as his
three NBA finals MVP
awards attest.

Though Johnson claims
no special insight, the
Mavs’ defense on O'Neal
was unprecedented. After
Shaq scored on Miami’s
first possession, he waited
20 1/2 minutes to get his
only other field goal. He
spent the final 15:13 on the
bench, a towel draped on
his head.

“He can’t be as dominant
as he wants to be right
now,” said Dwyane Wade,
who had 23 points but also
struggled. “He’s been in
this situation more than
anybody, so I'm sure we’ll
bounce back.”

Stackhouse added 10 of
his 19 points in a fantastic
79-second stretch to close
the first half, when Dallas
completed a 27-6 run that
essentially finished the
Heat. His three straight 3-
pointers included a four-
point play.

Dallas also played the
best defensive half in fran-
chise playoff history, hold-
ing Miami to 34 points in
the first half - after limiting
the Heat to 36 in the second
half of the Mavs' 90-80 vic-
tory in Game 1.

“That sent us into the
locker room obviously not
in a very good state of
mind,” Miami coach Pat
Riley said of Stackhouse’s
theatrics. “They did what
they had to do at home.
We'll have to play the game
a lot better than we played
it here in Dallas. Whatever
adjustments we make over
the next couple of days are
going to have to work.

Only Boston (1969) and
Portland (1977) have rallied
from an 0-2 deficit to win
the finals. Unless the Heat
figure out a solution to the

er - 25 of the 27 that took a
2-0 lead have gone on to
win - but most respond by
changing things up in a
hurry. Riley’s strong suit as
a coach has always been
motivation, as opposed to
strategy, but he looks like
someone who has run out of
answers.

When he deep-sixed Stan
Van Gundy and traded a
seat in the executive suite
for one on the bench, the
plan was to coax more
effort from a veteran team.

“I don’t think it had any-
thing to do with energy,”
Riley said about Sunday
night’s loss. “The whole
thing now is about the next
game, and trying to leave
this behind us. Maybe set a
fire under us to do some-
thing different than what
we did here.”

Of course, that was the
plan after the Heat got
pounded in Game 1. Miami
is fighting a deficit in the
effort department, but it’s
hardly the only one. O'Neal
can rouse himself to take
over games for a short time,
but the cavalry isn’t going
to arrive in time. The Heat
still have no answer for
Nowitzki, or Josh Howard
or Stackhouse. And no mat-
ter how many inspirational
ploys Riley cooks up in the
locker room, it’s clear he’s
out of ideas once Miami
sets foot on the court.

For different reasons, he
and Shaq got so swept up in
the idea that these finals
would be their crowning
achievement, the payoff for
doing things the way they
always had in the past, that
they never drew up a Plan
B. And now it’s too late.

Yet when someone asked
Dwyane Wade, the young
superstar who -was sup-

-posed to pick up the slack,

what the Heat had to
change heading into Game
3, he didn't hesitate.

group malaise that’s left
Wade on the perimeter and
kept the ball away from
O'Neal, there will be a
parade in Dallas.

Jason Terry had 16 points
and Howard had 15 - and
Howard also completed a
four-point play - the elusive
act of hitting a 3-pointer
while getting fouled. There
were just six four-point
plays in NBA finals history
before the game, and Dallas
was the first team to get two
in the same game.

But the Mavericks did
something much more his-
toric and important on the
other end: They limited
O'Neal to his worst postsea-
son performance. In 190
career playoff games, Shaq
finished with a single-digit
point total just three times.

“It was a team effort,”
Nowitzki said. “No one can
stop Shaq one-on-one. It
was a team effort, and our
big men did a decent job.”

O'Neal scored on the
Heat’s first possession
while being fouled, but he
missed the ensuing free
throw - and then went 20
1/2 minutes without another
basket, taking just five
shots all night. He was 2-
for-5 from the field - both
career playoff lows.

Antoine Walker scored
20 points, hitting four 3-
pointers and leading a late
run that never got closer
than 12 points.

“This series is far from
over,” Walker said. “We
know that, and hopefully
they know that. We’re a
veteran group of guys. A lot
of us have worked our
whole career to get to this
point, and we ain’t going to
lay down now.”
