By the end of WWII,
James Earl Rudder had risen
to the rank of Colonel. Upon
his return to Texas, he
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obtained bureau background reports on at least 408 people
without justification. World copper markets were thrown
into turmoil following disclosure by Sumitomo Corporation

that a rogue trader had hidden multibillion-dollar losses.
Five years ago: The Bush administration announced the
Navy would end its bombing exercises on Vieques Island off
the coast of Puerto Rico by May 2003. President Bush
sparred with European leaders in Sweden over climate
change, unwavering in his opposition to a global warming

treaty
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remained active in the Army
Reserves as he began a
career in public service. He
eventually became major
general of the Army
Reserves and later president
of the Texas A&M
University System.

The most decorated solid-
er of WWII was Audie
Murphy, from Farmersville,
Texas. Rejected by the Navy,
Marines and Army para-
troopers because, at just 5
feet 5 inches tall, he did not
meet their height require-
ments, Audie Murphy joined
the Army and built a record
that has never been sur-
passed. He earned 33 awards
and dedications, including
the Congressional Medal of
Honor, and was credited
with killing over 240 enemy
soldiers.

big cities. It’s been more or less
downhill ever since.

The Founding Fathers rejected the
parliamentary system, in which the
executive and the legislative majori-
ty are one. They wanted a House and
Senate that were elected independ-
ently of the president. They intended
for Congress to act as a check
against attempts by the executive
branch to usurp power, and they
intended for the president, wielding
his veto, to act as a check on
Congress.

The modern two-party system has
nullified this safeguard. Both
Democrats and Republicans act like
slaves to the man in the White

House if he shares their party label,

thus nullifying the most important of

the checks and balances the
Founding Fathers built into the
Constitution. By acting like lap dogs
when their man wins' the White
House, both Democrats and
Republicans have imposed a parlia-
mentary system on us.

Americans, in defense of their
own liberty, should make sure that
whatever party holds the White
House does NOT have a majority in
Congress. It is to our advantage and
was so-intended by the Founding
Fathers that the president and
Congress be at odds on all but the
most important issues.

To ensure an independent judici-
ary, they made those appointments
for life, which has turned out to be a
mistake, given how reluctant
Congress is to impeach a federal
judge. My Confederate ancestors

recognized this problem, and in their
constitution a federal judge could be
impeached by the state legislature of
the state in which he sat. That would
cure a lot of abuses committed by
the federal judiciary.

A reading of the Constitution
makes it_clear that the federal gov-
ernment was designed to be an agent
of the states and authorized to act
only on behalf of all the states in a
few, clearly specified areas. None of
those includes education, welfare,
medical care, foreign aid and
domestic pork-barrel projects.

Future historians, when they
come to write the obituary of the
United States, will note that we
started out with the best system ever
devised by man and willingly dis-
mantled it for a bowl of federal por-
ridge.

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Sculptor killed in industrial
accident while in his studio

HONDO, N.M. (AP) — Luis Jimenez, a successful but
often controversial sculptor whose work has been displayed
at the Smithsonian and the Museum of Modern Art, died
Tuesday in what authorities called an industrial accident.

The Lincoln County Sheriff’s Office said part of a sculp-
ture was being moved with a hoist at Jimenez’s New Mexico
studio when it came loose and struck the artist, pinning him
against a steel support. The 65-year-old was taken to the
Lincoln County Medical Center, where he was later pro-
nounced dead.

The accident remained under investigation late Tuesday.

“Luis Jimenez’s loss to the United States, to New Mexico,
to the Chicano community is great,” friend David Hall told
Albuquerque TV station KRQE. “He was an icon, he was a
very famous and well-respected artist. ... We will dearly miss
him.”

Jimenez, a native of El Paso, Texas, was known for his
large and colorful fiberglass sculptures that depicted fiesta
dancers, a mourning Aztec warrior, steelworkers and illegal
immigrants. His work often started arguments and spurred
emotions.

“It is not my job to censor myself,” Jimenez once said.
“An artist’s job is to constantly test the boundaries.”

Jimenez’s “Vaquero” and “Plaza de Los Lagartos” sculp-
tures have become civic landmarks in El Paso, where he
grew up learning to paint and fashion large works out of
metal in his father’s sign shop.

At that point, he was 25-of-
27 from the line in the series, but could only
make the first. When he misfired on the second,
he triggered a roar inside AmericanAirlines
Arena that could be heard back in Dallas.

The Mavericks appeared on their way when
they outscored the Heat 34-16 in the third quar-
ter to open a 77-68 lead entering the final 12
minutes.

Josh Howard scored 21 points for Dallas,
which came in 25-0 in games in which he
scores at least 20. Erick Dampier added 14
points and Jerry Stackhouse, who had 19 in
Game 2, managed just four points on 1-of-9
shooting.

“We definitely feel like we gave this game
away,” Stackhouse said.

Athletes and their motorcycles
just aren’t a good combination

(AP) - The list is startling, mainly
because it is so long.

Jason Williams may never play in
the NBA again because he couldn’t
stay off his motorcycle. A ride on his
bike in a parking lot cost Kellen
Winslow Jr. $3 million and nearly his
career with the Cleveland Browns.

Dennis Rodman wrecked his twice,
the second time in front of a strip club
for added effect.

And now Ben Roethlisberger is in a
Pittsburgh hospital recovering after
seven hours of surgery for a broken
jaw, nose and who knows what else
after his bike hit a car.

Not just any bike. He was riding the
fastest street-legal motorcycle you can
buy.

Without a helmet.

Not the brightest thing to do. So
dumb, in fact, that even fellow Suzuki
Hayabusa riders were shaking their
heads.

“Wear a helmet on the field, but not
on a hike? Makes no sense to me,” one
wrote on a ‘Busa message board.

Doesn’t make much sense to any-
one, especially the Pittsburgh Steelers,
who lectured their young quarterback
to no avail about his motorcycle
habits. Of course, had the Steelers
shown some backbone and put a clause
in Roethlisberger’s contract prohibit-
ing motorcycle riding, he might not be
in the hospital today.

Just what is it about these men and
their. machines? More to the point,
what is it that makes Roethlisberger
want to drive the Pittsburgh streets
with his hair flowing in the wind on a
motorcycle that reaches 139 mph in
the quarter mile?

Taking hits from Ray Lewis can ruin
your day. Taking them from a Chrysler
New Yorker can ruin your life.

Joey Porter had it right last year

when asked about his quarterback rid-
ing motorcycles.

“What I say about motorcycles is
that concrete is undefeated,” Porter
said.

Unfortunately, there’re a lot of ath-
letes who can’t seem to figure that out.
Roethlisberger was one of those,
insisting on riding his bike even after
Winslow crashed his last year and was
hurt so badly that his young career was
in jeopardy.

Steelers coach Bill Cowher used the
Winslow accident to caution his quar-
terback, apparently to no avail. Maybe
he should have tacked up a list of ath-
letes injured in motorcycle crashes
above Roethlisberger’s locker to get
his attention.

Topping that list would be Williams
who, like Roethlisberger, had the
world at his feet after a fine rookie sea-
son with the Chicago Bulls. Shortly
after the season ended, Williams
crashed his new motorcycle into a light
pole, fractured his pelvis, tore knee lig-
aments and damaged nerves in his left
leg.

The Bulls released him, and the for-
mer No. 2 draft pick hasn’t played in
the NBA since.

The list goes on, littered with names
and lost careers. Even the Herminator
wasn’t immune, breaking both legs in
a 2001 wreck and nearly losing one.
Olympic skier Hermann Maier was
told he would never walk again,
though he came back to win two
medals this year at the Turin Games.

Whether Roethlisberger can come
back won’t be known for months,
maybe years. His mother cried as she
entered the hospital Monday, and most
of Pittsburgh was crying along with
her at the possible loss of the quarter-
back who helped win them win the
Super Bowl.

At the age of 24, Roethlisberger
seemed to have everything. He was
rich, loved by Steelers fans and

already had one Super Bowl ring on
his finger.

Though there’s no evidence
Roethlisberger was speeding, the urge
to ride and the feeling that you're inde-
structible can be a bad combination.

Athletes by their very nature tend to
be risk takers. Some get their rush on
motorcycles, others turn to alcohol and
drugs. Still others - John Daly and
Charles Barkley come to mind - get
their kicks by betting millions of dol-
lars in casinos.

Tiger Woods went bungee jumping
recéntly, and drove a race car.

“I look at it this way: I'll live once,
and I enjoy going for par 5s in two,”
Woods said Tuesday at the U.S. Open.
“It’s an adrenalin rush, to compete and
try and get ourselves in the biggest
mix. It’s a fun thing to have.”

According to a report in Psychology
Today, researchers believe this behav-
ior is more than a simple death wish.
The need to take risks may be some-
thing addictive deep in their brains
linked to arousal and pleasure.

The good news is the tendency
affects mostly young males and
declines with age. Some outside the
world of shrinks call that growing up.

Some risk, of course, is necessary in
life. Without risk, the new world
wouldn’t have been discovered and
man would have never landed on the
moon.

But those were calculated risks,
undertaken with a final goal in mind.
Riding a souped-up motorcycle with-
out a helmet doesn’t qualify, unless
landing in the hospital counts as a goal.

Hurricane assistance spent in variety of ways

WASHINGTON (AP)
Houston divorce lawyer
Mark Lipkin says he can’t
recall anyone paying for his
services with a FEMA debit
card, but congressional
investigators say one of his
clients did just that.

The $1,000 payment was
just one example cited in an
audit that concluded that up
to $1.4 billion — perhaps as
much as 16 percent of the
billions of dollars in assis-
tance expended after
Hurricanes Katrina and Rita

was spent for bogus rea-
sons.

The Federal Emergency
Management Agency also
was hoodwinked to pay for
season football tickets, a
tropical vacation and a sex
change operation, the audit
found.

Prison inmates, a sup-
posed victim who used a
New Orleans cemetery for a
home address and a person
who spent 70 days at a
Hawaiian hotel all were able
to get taxpayer help, accord-
ing to evidence that gives a
new black eye to the nation’s
disaster relief agency.

“l do Katrina victims all
the time,” Lipkin, the
divorce attorney, told The

Associated Press. “l didn’t
know anybody did that with
me. | don’t think it’s right,
obviously.”

Government
Accountability Office offi-
cials were testifying before a
House committee
Wednesday on their find-
ings.

Rep. Michael McCaul, R-
Texas, chairman of the sub-
committee overseeing an
investigation of post-hurri-
cane aid, called the bogus
spending “an assault on the
American taxpayer.”

“Prosecutors from the fed-
eral level down should be
looking at prosecuting these
crimes and putting the crim-

inals who committed them in
jail for a long time,” he said.

To dramatize the problem,
investigators provided law-
makers with a copy of a
$2,358 U.S. Treasury check
for rental assistance that an
undercover agent received
using a bogus address.

The money was paid even
after FEMA learned from its
inspector that the undercover
applicant did not live at the
address.

FEMA spokesman Aaron
Walker said Tuesday that the
agency, already criticized for
a poor response to Katrina,
makes its highsst priority
during a disaster “to get help
quickly to those in desperate

need of our assistance.”

“Even as we put victims
first, we take very seriously
our responsibility to be out-
standing stewards of taxpay-
er dollars, and we are careful
to make sure that funds are
distributed appropriately,”
Walker said.

Report takes aim
at natlon s ERS

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Half a million times a year
— about once every minute
— an ambulance carrying a
sick patient is turned away
from a full emergency room
and sent to another one far-
ther away.

It’s a sobering symptom
of how the nation’s emer-
gency-care system is over-
crowded and overwhelmed,
“at its breaking point,” con-
cludes a major investigation

by the influential Institute of

Medicine.

That crisis comes from
just day-to-day emergencies.
Emergency rooms are far
from ready to handle the
mass casualties that a bird
flu epidemic or terrorist
strike would bring, the insti-
tute warned Wednesday in a
three-volume report.

“If you can barely get
through the night’s 911 calls,
how on earth can you handle
a disaster?” asked report co-
author Dr. Arthur
Kellerman, Emory
University’s emergency
medicine chief.

That ERs are overbur-
dened isn’t new. But the
probe by the IOM, an inde-
pendent scientific group that
advises the government, pro-
vides an unprecedented look
at the scope of the problems
— and recommends urgent
steps for health organiza-
tions and local and federal
officials to start fixing it.

Topping that list is a call
for coordinating care so that
ambulances don’t waste

potentially lifesaving min-
utes wandering from hospi-
tal to hospital in search of an
ER with room. The idea is to

set up regionalized systems
that manage the flow much
like airports direct flight
traffic. That also should
direct patients not just to the
nearest ER but to the one
best equipped to treat their
particular condition — mak-
ing sure stroke victims go to
stroke centers, for example.

Other recommendations:

—Congress should estab-
lish a pool of $50 million to
reimburse hospitals for the
unpaid emergency care they
provide to the poor and
uninsured.

—Congress should ensure
that more of the nation’s dis-
aster-preparedness funding
goes to the' hospitals and
emergency workers who
will provide that care.
Typical government grants
to hospitals for bioterrorism
preparation are $5,000 to
$10,000 — not enough to
equip one critical-care room.
When it comes to getting
ready for a bird flu outbreak,
few hospitals even have the
ventilation equipment need-
ed to isolate patients. And
emergency medical services
received only 4 percent.of
the $3 billion distributed by
the Department of
Homeland Security in 2002
and 2003 for emergency pre-
paredness.
