Relay for Life hero 
fought brain tumor

This year’s Relay for Life 
Hero is Taylor Ann Smith.

Taylor, 9, recently com­
pleted the fourth grade at 
Austin Elementary.,

In January of 2005 Taylor 
was diagnosed with a brain 
tumor after experiencing 
severe migraines and nausea 
for several weeks.

An MRI discovered a 
mass at the top of the brain 
stem on her cerebellum. The 
first diagnosis was a tumor 
where typically the patient 
had a 32 percent chance of 
survival.

Taylor’s devastated family 
sought a second opinion at 
M.D. Anderson in Houston, 
where a diagnosis gave them 
more hope that the tumor 
would be benign and surgery 
might be the cure.

There were no guarantees 
until the surgery was com­
plete.

After much prayer and a 7 
1/2-hour surgery it was 
found that the tumor was a 
Juvenile Polycystic
Astrocytoma.

JPA is a common type of 
tumor found in children, and 
those diagnosed with it usu­
ally have life altering disabil­
ities caused by the surgery.

Taylor’s family was told 
that she might have trouble 
with her speech, her motor 
skills, her sight and numer­
ous other problems.

Smith
Taylor left the hospital in a 

wheelchair but was walking 
on her own in no time.

Taylor is doing well now 
and recently underwent at 
eye surgery to correct a 
fourth optic nerve palsy that 
was caused by her original 
surgery.

She enjoys playing basket­
ball, tap, ballet jazz, singing, 
playing the guitar and being 
with her friends.

She is the daughter o f 
Stuart and Kristi Smith and 
the sister o f Hunter Smith.

Taylor will be at the Relay 
for Life event at 6:30 p.m. 
Friday at Recreation Park.

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^Ancient Southwest’ author 
to sign books in Panhandle

PANHANDLE —  Carson County Square 
House Museum o f Panhandle has 
announced a book signing with Michael H. 
Price, former city ^ ito r o f the Amarillo 
Globe-News and author o f “The Ancient 
Southwest.”

Price, a historian and illustrator, will be at 
the museum at 2:30 p.m. Sunday.

“The Square House Museum has 
remained a favorite place with me since long 
before its development as a museum,” Price 
said. “So the Square House makes an ideal 
place for a book launching appearance.”

“The Ancient Southwest” is a collection 
of educational comic strips focusing on the 
prehistory and early-day settlement o f the 
Panhandle-Plains region o f Texas.

Price is currently an editor and columnist 
with the Business Press o f Fort Worth.

He geew up in the Panhandle area and 
says he is fascinated with early-day build­

ings. As a reporter and editor in Amarillo in 
the 1960s and 1970s, Price helped cover the 
preservation and development o f the Square 
House.

“The Ancient Southwest & Other 
Dispatches from a Cruel Frontier” contains 
the complete restoration of a comic strip 
called “The Ancient Southwest,” created in 
the early 1950s by Price’s mentor, the late 
George E. Turner.

It depicts the early primitive marine life, 
dinosaurs and early mammals o f the area 
before the arrival o f humans. The book also 
contains a complete restoration o f Turner’s 
“The Palo Duro Story,” a later comic strip 
that relates the expeditions of Spanish con­
quistadors into North America.

Neither strip has been published since 
their original newspaper appearances in 
1951-52.

Senate snubs Democrats’ calls 
to withdraw troops from Iraq

WASHINGTON (AP) —  The GOP-con- 
trolled Senate today rejected Democratic 
calls to start withdrawing U.S. troops from 
Iraq by years’ end, as the tvyo parties sought 
to defíne their election-year positions on a 
war that has grown increasingly unpopular.

“Withdrawal is not an option. Surrender is 
not a solution,” declared Senate Majority 
Leader Bill Frist of Tennessee, who charac­
terized Democrats as defeatists wanting to 
abandon Iraq before the mission is com­
plete.

Senate Democratic leader Harry Reid of 
Nevada, in turn, portrayed Republican lead­
ers as blindly following President Bush’s 
“failed” stay-the-course strategy.,“It is long 
past time to change course m-lraq-«nd-start 
to-end the president’s open-ended commit­
ment,” he said.

In an 86-13 vote, the Senate turned back a 
proposal from some Democrats that would 
require the administration to withdraw all 
combat troops from Iraq by July 1, 2007, 
with redeployments beginning this year.

Minutes later, the Senate rejected by 60- 
39 the proposal more popular with 
Democrats, a nonbinding resolution that,,  
would call for the administratioa to begin,;, 
withdrawing troops, but with no timetable 
for the war’s end.

The votes come a week after both houses 
of Congress soundly rejected withdrawal 
timetables for the 127,000 troops in Iraq and 
as polls show voters are weary about the war 
in its fourth year.

Republicans argued the United States

must stay put to help the fledgling Iraqi gov­
ernment, while Democrats demanded that 
the Bush administration make clear that 
Amwican forces won’t be in Iraq forever.

“We must give them that support and not 
send a signal that we’re going to pull possi­
bly the nig out from under them,” Sen. John 
Warner, R-Va., said.

“The United States, with our Iraqi part­
ners, has the responsibility to see this 
through,” Sen. John McCain, R-Ariz., 
added.

But Sen. Russ Feingold, D-Wis., said: “It 
is time to tell the Iraqis that we have done 
what we can do militarily.”

“Maintaining the status quo is a recipe for 
continuing instability and failure,” Sen. Carl 
Levin, D-Mich., said.

Republicans and Democrats on Capitol 
Hill have staged bitter partisan debates on 
Iraq for two weeks, with both sides maneu­
vering for the political upper-hand in a 
midterm election year.

This week. Senate Republicans welcomed 
the Democratic-engineered debate because 
it highlighted divisions in the Democratic 
Party little, mor^ than four months before 
Election Day and as the GOP is trying to 
overcome polls showing the public favors a 
power shift in Congress to Democrats.

Democrats, for their part, tried to deflect 
attention from differences in their party on 
Iraq, even though the debate was over two 
separate Democratic proposals on the fate of 
U.S. troops.

night jam sessions that 
people began bringing cov­
ered dishes, and Gifford had 
to add on a large room on 
the side to the house to 
accommodate everybody.

The ceiling o f the old 
house is covered with the 
signatures o f visitors over 
the years. They range from 
itinerant newspaper
reporters to Arlo Guthrie.

“He was a picker,” 
Gifford said o f Guthrie.

Perhaps best known for 
his song “Alice’s 
Restaurant” and movie o f 
the same name, Arlo 
Guthrie is the son o f folk 
music legend Woody 
Guthrie, who began his

musical career 15 miles up 
the road in Pampa in the 
1930s.

Originally from
Comanche County, Okla., 
Gifford moved to the Texas 
Panhandle with his family 
as a child during World War 
II, when his father went to 
work at the carbon black 
plant in Borger. Gifford and 
his brother Melvin rode 
atop the furniture piled on 
the back o f a truck.

“We got pretty sun­
burned,” Giffoi^ grinned.

Growing up south of 
Borger, Gifford and his 
brother worked at a dairy. It 
was at the dairy, in an old 
bunkhouse, that Gifford 
found a dusty guitar and 
began a life-long love of 
music.

“Both my parents were 
musicians,” Gifford said.

His parents taught him 
how to play the stringed 
instrument, but it wasn’t 
until he joined the Navy 
when he was 17 that his 
musical talents flourished.

“There was always some­
one with a guitar,” Gifford 
said.

By the time he got out of 
the Navy, he was writing 
songs and went to 
Nashville. There he met a 
man named Fred Rose, who 
was a partner with country 
music legend Roy Acuff in 
Acuff-Rose Music.

Rose showed an interest 
in Gifford’s musical abili­
ties and asked Gifford to 
record some songs and send 
them to him, but by the time 
Gifford got back home, got 
a tape recorder and recorded 
his songs. Rose had died.

Manipulating the all powerful Clipboard
Ever wanted to move or 

copy information from one 
application to another? How 
about copying a document’s 
contents into an e-mail mes­
sage? Sure beats typing it all 
over again. Well, you can do 
that, and much more using 
one of the most powerful 
and least used features o f the 
Windows Operating System: 
the Clipboard.

Thirik of the Clipboard as 
a “temporary storage place 
for information.” It can only 
hold one thing at a time, but 
it will hold it until it is 
replaced by something else. 
Any type of information can 
be stored there, from a single 
book title to an entire sonnet 
from Shakespeare. Pictures 
and other multimedia bits o f 
data can also be stored. Once 
you learn a few Clipboard 
tricks, you’ll wonder how 
you survived without it.

The Clipboard is available 
to every program in 
Windows. Word Processors, 
Spreadsheets, Databases, 
and even Web Browsers all

benefit from its many fea­
tures.

Here’s how: First, decide 
whether you will be “mov­
ing” or “copying” the infor­
mation. Then, decide which

The second technique 
involves the toolbar (you 
know, that row o f buttons 
under the Menu bar.) You’ll 
notice one of them looks like

a pair o f scissors. That’s 
“Cut.” The other resembles 
two sheets o f paper stacked 
on top of each other. That’s 
“Copy.” The button with a 
Clipboard picture on it is 
“Paste.” Using the toolbar 
rather than the “Edit” menu 
will save you a couple of 
mouse clicks.

The third method uses 
your right mouse button. 
Select the text or graphic 
you want to cut or paste. 
Position your pointer over 
the selected data and hit your 
right mouse button.

Finally, the fourth 
method, at least in my opin­
ion, is the easiest o f all.

flag burning:
With Flag Day approaching in two 

days, legislators and citizens alike con­
tinue to debate how the flag should be 
respected.

An amendment to ban flag desecra­
tion, which is scheduled for a vote in 
the U.S. Senate in two weeks, claims to 
respect the flag by criminalizing its 
desecration. But the right way to 
respect the flag is by upholding the val­
ues it represents: foose o f democracy 
and freedom.

Freedom o f speech is at the very core 
o f America’s values. It is what our 
founding fathers envisioned as they

struggled to write our Constitution. It is 
what sets our Constitution apart. We 
have enshrined free speech as a top pri­
ority in our Constitution as the First 
Amendment in the Bill of Rights.

So why are we trying to curtail it? 
Political expediency? Please, not at the 
cost o f our most valued freedom.

The amendment says: “Congress 
shall make no law . . . abridging the 
freedom o f speech.” It says there shall 
be “no law” at all, not even one that 
prohibits the burning of our flag. To 
add the flag desecration amendment to 
the Constitution makes the document 
contradictory.

Our First Amendment clearly says 
Congress cannot abridge freedom of 
speech. But an amen^nent banning 
flag burning does just that, essentially 
setting fire to an important part o f the 
Constitution.

We hold our Constitution in thtf high­
est regard, and citizens of this country 
have been willing to fight to preserve it. 
It is amended rarely, only 27 times in 
217 years.

WTiat is the crisis necessitating the 
flag desecration amendment? Does the 
mere act o f burning a flag put our 
democracy at risk?

Yes, the flag should be treated with 
respect as a symbol o f this nation’s sov­
ereignty, but defiling it does not weak­
en the nation.

This amendment should not be 
enshrined in a Constitution that pre­
serves the nation and the rights o f its 
citizens.

On Wednesday, as Americans 
remember the flag as a physical repre­
sentation o f this country’s values, it is 
equally important to celebrate what 
those values are.

Knicks fire Brown

NEW YORK (AP) —  
The New York Knicks put 
Larry Brown out o f his 
coaching misery today, 
ending weeks of uncertain­
ty by firing the Hall o f 
Fame coach with four years 
and $40 million left on his 
contract. President and gen­
eral manager Isiah Thomas 
was named to replace 
Brown as coach.

In Brown’s one season in 
New York, the Knicks 
stumbled to a 23-59 record 
—  second worst in the 
NBA and matching the 
most losses in club history.

But the postseason may 
have been even more diffi­
cult for Brown.

His coaching status had 
I been in limbo for months, 

and reports surfaced in May 
that owner James Dolan 
was looking to buy out 
Brown’s contract. It was at 
about that time that Brown 
called himself a “dead man 
walking” because o f the 
uncertainty.

“No one in our organiza­
tion is happy with last sea­
son and we all accept 
responsibility for our per­
formance,” Thomas said in 
a statement released by the 
Knicks. “This has been a 
difficult time for the entire 
organization and our fans.

“Larry Brown is a great 
coach, but for various rea­
sons, bringing him to the 
Knicks did not turn out the 
way we had hoped and we 
wish him the best in the 
future.”

Brown endured a miser­

able season with the
Knicks, squabbling with 
star guard Stephen 
Marbury and other players 
and missing three games in 
April because o f illness. He 
had only one worse season 
as a coach, when he went 
21-61 with the San Antonio 
Spurs in 1988-89.

The Hall of Fame coach 
signed a five-year deal with 
the Knicks before last sea­
son worth a reported $50 
million.

A message seeking com­
ment was left Thursday 
morning for Brown at his 
home in East Hampton, 
N.Y.

Brown, a Brooklyn 
native, described his hiring 
last year as a “dream job,” 
and the Knicks hoped his 
homecoming would lead to 
a long-awaited return to the 
playoffs.

Daniel Turpén’s surpris­
ing performance on the 
mound allowed Oregon 
State to cling to its champi­
onship hopes.

Cox homered twice and 
made a great catch in the 
ninth inning to help North 
Carolina move to the best- 
of-three final with a 6-5 
victory over Cal State 
Fullerton on Wednesday 
night.

13) will play Oregon State 
or Rice in the championship 
series ^ at begins Saturday.

“It’s obviously exciting 
to think about and say the 
words that we’re playing 
for a national champi­
onship,” said North

vious CWS appearances.

The Tar Heels will have 
to wait a bit before finding 
out who their opponent will 
be.

Turpén, who made only

11 previous appearances, 
started for the first time in 
nearly two months and 
combined with Joe Paterson 
on a five-hitter in a 5-0 vic­
tory over Rice.

“We were on our last leg,
