District has a new,budget today.

trustees passed a $24,516,674 budg-
et. :

The district staff presented two
balanced budgets for the school
board’s consideration. One was
based on a $1.33 per $100 valuation
for the general operating budget and
the other was based on a $1.37.

Under pressure from the Texas

Supreme Court, the Legislature in a
special session in May capped the
tax rate at $1.33 this year, but left

school districts with the option of

adding four cents at the local level.
Next year, the tax rate will be low-
ered to one dollar.

“It was a chicken thing for the
Legislature to do,” said Place |
board member Derrell DeLoach.
“They put us in a bad position.”

DeLoach accused the Legislature
of taking the burden off themselves
and putting it on the local school
boards.

A portion of the roof at
Pampa Independent School
District’s Mann campus col-
lapsed late last week, the
result of rainwater pooling at
a weak point on the roof.
The location of the col-
lapse is above the school’s
cafeteria and a part of the
Food Serviges Director’s
office, according to informa-
tion from Superintendent
Barry Haenisch.
“As a result of our facility
study, the engineers who
performed the work made

the administration aware of

several deficiencies in the
roof support in various parts
of the building,” Haenisch
said.

Continued dry conditions despite
recent rains in some parts of the
county prompted Gray County com-
missioners this morning to continue
the emergency disaster declaration,
burn ban and ban of sales and use of
certain aerial fireworks.

Fireworks stand at Highway 60 and

Police uncover meth lab here

Price Road, was the only one to
address commissioners and spoke on
the ban of certain fireworks.

“I would be definitely in favor of
continuing the aerial ban,” Kotara
said. “We’ve been in this business
for 45 years. This is not the worst,
but one of the worst times.

Kotara said he and Milligan had
stocked their stand with approxi-
mately 90 percent “kid stuff,” such
as snakes, tanks and sparklers. They
also sell some of the aerials not
included in the ban and which travel
high into the air to explode and dis-

integrate.

“We’ve tried to remove all the in-
between stuff,” Kotara said.

He suggested naming a designated
area in the county where residents
could safely and legally use their
fireworks, and said some area cities
including White Deer and Panhandle
had done so.

Commissioners took no action on
naming such a designated area.

rate instead of the $1.33
tax rate.

Board member Lee Porter
indicated he didn’t believe
the school board could ask
taxpayers to approve the
bond issue without approv-
ing the money to maintain
any new or renovated facili-
ties.

Ultimately, DeLoach was
the one who made the motion
to adopt the budget using the
$1.37 tax rate.

Porter noted fhat the
school board doesn’t have to
set a tax rate, however, until
August. At that point, the tax
rate may change or the
school board could amend
the budget.

“We can amend the budg-
et,” Porter said, “but the tax
rate is set in stone.”

_That, coupled with a 6.5-
cent tax rate for debt service,
brings the proposed total tax
rate up to $1.435 per $100
valuation.

While the tax rate for
property taxes was pushed
down, Fields said that most
people in Pampa will proba-
bly see a rise in their proper-
ty taxes because of increased
appraisals.

During a public hearing on
the budget at their special
meeting Thursday night at
the Pampa High School
Library, no one came for-
ward to make any comments.

Architects from Parkhill,
Smith and Cooper, Inc., the
firm studying facility needs
for the district, said their ini-
tial study was complete, and
they would move on to the
master planning phase of the
project.

Pampa Learning Center all
are housed at Mann.

“There are some
asbestos clean-up issues
that we are addressing as
quickly as we are able,”
Haenisch said. “Our guess
is that some in town are
aware of the roof collapse,
and the district wants to
assure the community that
the area is secured, and
cleanup of the affected
part of the buildmg is pro-
ceeding rapidly.”

Jay Edwards, a partner in
Parkhill, Smith and Cooper,
Inc., said the master-plan-
ning phase would narrow
the focus on renovating or
replacing district facilities
and set priorities.

Any
Republican strategists who
take comfort from that did
not live through 1986 or
1994, the two most recent
years when a party trend
swept through Congress like
a plague, killing the deserv-
ing and the undeserving
alike.

In both of those years, the
trend toward the party that
eventually won manifested
itself only in the last week of
polling and really only in the
last few days. So it will be in
2006. Whether there will be

a rout or not is anybody’s -

guess — mine is that there
will be and that the
Democrats will win both

houses of Congress. But you
won’t see the process one

way or the other in today’s
polling data.

In 1986, the Republicans
had no idea they would face
a decimation of their Senate
delegation. Many party lead-
ers were insecure, because
the Reagan Revolution class
of 1980 was coming up for
re-election and they worried
that many of these young
senators had not sufficient
time to sink their roots and
came from states where a
Democrat would probably
win in normal times. But
nobody could foresee the
extent of the Democratic
Party victory, enough to
keep the Senate in their con-
trol until 1994 despite losing
the White House in 1988.

In 1994, the trend was
even less evident. President
Clinton traveled to the

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Hearings on Guantanamo expected to impact few detainees

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Supreme Court’s rebuff of
the Bush administration’s Guantanamo military tribunals
knocks the issue into the halls of Congress, where GOP lead-
ers are already trying to figure out how to give the president
the options he wants for dealing with suspected terror

detainees.

‘That way forward could be long and difficult. Congress
will negotiate a highly technical legal road — one fraught
with political implications in an election year — under the
scrutiny of the international community that has condemned
the continued use of the Guantanamo prison.

The ruling does little to clear up the immediate future of
the 450 prisoners inside the razor wire at the Guantanamo
Bgy Naval Base, Cuba, since most have never been charged
with crimes and may never go to trial.

Within hours of tite high court’s ruling that the military tri-
bunals were illegal under U.S. and international law,
President Bush said he would work with Congress to fix the
problem. Still, Bush vowed that the result “won’t cause
killers to be put out on the street.” '

Congress’ options include everything from legalizing the
administration’s proposed military tribunals to using the U.S.
court system or enacting laws that, as Justice John Paul
Stevens recommended, use military courts-martial as a tem-

plate.

Stevens, writing for the court in the 5-3 ruling, said the

Comfort from hurting no matter how dark the hour

One of the greatest attributes of our
Lord and Savior is the fact He can bring
comfort even in the toughest experi-
ences of life.

Comfort (Isaiah 40:1-2). The
Southern Kingdom (Judah) had sinned
against God, and He had sent several
prophets to warn them of His impend-
ing judgment on them. God calls Tsaiah
to comfort His people by telling them
He had forgiven them and their suffer-
ing was over.

The Hebrews would eventually be
released from captivity by Cyrus, King
of Persia (verse 44:28). They would
experience God’s pardon or forgive-
ness for their sins. God’s call to the
prophet sought to change. He wanted
the people of Israel to know that God
was alive and in charge.

The Bible often mentions God’s role
as comforter of His suffering people.
He is described as the Father of mercies
and the God of all comfort (II
Corinthians 1:3-4). Paul writes of His
comfort, and Jesus told His disciples in
the upper room that God would send
the Holy Spirit to be the comforter after
He offered comfort and help to those

who felt weary and burdened by life’s
demands (Matthew 11:28-30).

Revelation (Isaiah 4:3-5). God had
a construction project under way — a
highway of hope. The gospel writers
understood this text as a prediction of
the role of John the Baptist’s announc-
ing the arrival of Jesus the Messiah
(Matthew 3:3).

The description of the preparation of

the highway (verse 40:4) reflects the
ancient custom of road building for a
king.

The purpose of God’s arrival would
reveal His glory (verse 40:5). God’s
command for His people to prepare the
way reminds us to be open to His com-
ing to us. Our sin acts as road barriers
between us and God.” We need to con-
fess our sin to make smooth His way to
us.

Problem (Isaiah 40:6-8). His mes-
sage was about human limitation. Like
the grass, humans are temporary.

Like the flowers, humans flourish for
a while but pass away (verse 40:7). In
sharp contrast to the temporary nature
of humanity is the enduring word of
God that never passes away. The word
of God is not.obsolete; it is eternally
powerful and relevant.

Content (Isaiah 40:9-11). God’s
power is like a military victor. God is
strong enough to liberate His people
from their captivity. Isaiah describes
God as a shepherd gathering His flock.
He is like a gentle giant.

He is all-powerful. Isaiah’s descrip-
tion of God’s strengths and tenderness
reminds us that He is always available
to help us in‘life’s difficult times. He is
the almighty Lord of the universe but
also tender and compassionate.  °

You and I need comfort. Life is so
fragile, but God can bring comfort.
Comfort comes in God’s time. Comfort
comes in the personal presence of God.

ball coach Randy Walker died
of an apparent heart attack
Thursday night. He was 52.

Walker died after feeling
chest pains around 10 p.m. at
hjs suburban Chicago home,
said Mike Wolf, the school’s
assistant athletic director for
media services.

“This is a devastating loss,
not only for our athletic pro-
gram, But for the
e:m .t 11 @
Northwestern
community,” ath-
letic director
Mark Murphy
said in a state-
ment early today.
“Randy truly
embraced
Northwestern
and its mission,
and cared deeply
for his student-
athletes, both on
and off the field.”

Walker ogwas
the first
Northwestern
coach to lead the school to three
bowl games. The Wildcats lost
to UCLA 50-38 in the Sun
Bowl last December.

In October 2004, Walker
checked himself into a hospital
after experiencing chest pains.
He was" diagnosed with
myocarditis, an inflammation
of the heart muscle; the condi-
tion is not a common ailment,
and is usually caused by a virus.

Walker was out of the hospi-
tal in two days, and said he was
taking a new approach to his
diet and work schedule.

“I’ve really taken my doc-
tor’s orders to heart, because

frankly,. I want to see my grands,

kids someday,” he said at the
time. 3

Two months ago,
Northwestern gave Walker a
four-year extension through the
2011 season. He joined the
school in 1999 after nine years
at Miami of Ohio.

Walker’s Wildcats posted 37
wins, going 7-5 last season. He
led the team to three bowl
games since 2000.

Northwestern shared the Big
Ten title in 2000 and went to the
Alamo Bowl. The Wildcats also
went to the 2003 Motor City
Bowl.

Walker was the first Wildcats
coach to guide the team to four
seasons with at least six wins
since C.M. Hollister in 1899-
1902.

One of the
most  difficult
times during
Walker’s tenure
at Northwestern
came in August
2001, when
defensive back
Rashidi Wheeler
collapsed after
participating in a
conditioning
drill and died.
His parents sued
the school,
claiming  offi-
cials did not give
their son, an
asthmatic, timely or adequate
medical treatment.

After years of court wran-
gling, the player’s family was
awarded a $16 million settle-
ment. A judge approved the set-
tlement last August.

Walker was an assistant
coach at North Carolina from
1978-87 and then coached run-
ning backs at Northwestern in
1988 and 1989 before becom-
ing head coach at Miami of
Ohio, his alma mater. In nine
seasons he compiled a 59-35-5
record, his .621 winning per-
centage the best in school histo-
ry when he left.

Walker’s 1998 team at Miami
went 10-1.

A native of Troy, Obhio,
Walker was a fullback at Miami
of Ohio and graduated in 1976
with a degtee in social studies
education. Five years later he
got a master’s degree in educa-
tion administration.

Any family evacuation plan should include pets

HOUSTON
residents brace for what weather
experts are forecasting as another
busy hurricane season, a Texas
Cooperative Extension expert said
every family should have an evacu-
ation plan that includes the family
pet.

“Typically for a family, the first
thing on their mind would be their
kids and their family,” said Wayne
Thompson, Extension agent for
agriculture -in Harris County. “But
the pet is part of the family as well,
so preparation for that pet is criti-
cal.”

Thompson said three areas of
preparation are essential: identifi-
cation, supplies and means of trans-
portation.

“It’s hard to say exactly what the
situation will be like during an
evacuation for a disaster, so the key
is to have all the pet’s paperwork
prepared,”he said.

Thompson offered these sugges-
tions for pet identification:

- Be sure the pet has an identifi-
cation tag.

- Label all carriers, bags and pet
supplies with permanent marker or
other method besides a sticker

label, which can be removed or fall
off.

- Prepare an identification bag

that includes the pet’s shot records,
current photo and an index card
with the owner’s name, address,
and phone numbers. This card
should also include the contact
information of a neighbor or rela-

tive who knows the pet and its
owner.

When gathering pet supplies,
Thompson said to include water
and food for seyeral days; any med-
ications, clearly labeled with their
name and instructions, and bowls,
cleanup supplies, toys or other
comfort items.

Thompson represents Extension
on the Harris County Disaster
Animal Task Force, which is devel-
oping emergency plans specifically
for evacuating animals 'in the
Greater Houston area during a hur-
ricane or other emergency, such as
a toxic chemical spill or terrorist
attack.

In the wake of two major evacu-
ations on the Guif Coast last sum-
mer, many communities are includ-
ing pet evacuation plans for resi-
dents who do not have their own
transportation, he said. And
whether evacuating on your own or
relying on provided transportation,
the family pet should be ready to
travel.

“On your way out the door, get-
that ‘animal ready,”he said. “Large
dogs should be muzzled; small
pets, cats and little ddgs can be
placed in a little carrier.”

Thompson' recommended that
pes-owners let their animal practice
going in and coming out of the car-
rier several times before an actual
emergency. :

“The time to get ready for emer-
gency is well in advance of an offi-
cial warning,” he said. “If it’s going
to happen tomorrow, that means we
should be ready today.”
