LOAN DEFICIENCY PAYMENT :

. Currently the Average World Market Price (AWP)
for upland cotton is less than the National Loan
' Level. Eligible cotton on which a producer is
‘willing to forgo loan would be eligible for a
‘Loan Deficiency Payment (LDP) at this time.
‘Note, the AWP is established weekly and effective
from start of business Friday through close of
‘business the following Thursday.

So, if you have eligible cotton not intended
for loan, you may wont to present that cotton for
LDP. To receive an LDP you must bring in appli-
cable warehouse receipts and class cards. Note
all or any portion of the production from an
eligible farm may be presented for LDP. Please
call our office prior to bringing in your ware-
house receipts and class cards, because the AWP
is a varible. The LDP will be based on AWP at
the time a producer presents applicable warehouse
receipts and signs an application for LDP.

ELIGIBLE LAND FOR ACR AND CU FOR PAY
As of right now the waiver for using windstrips
less than 33 feet wide for ACR/CU for pay will
not be in effect for 1992.

A. Minimum Size and Width Requirements
Land designated for ACR or CU for pay must

And the body may
need iron to replenish the lost blood.

Iron is available in a wide variety
of foods: meat, eggs, vegetables and
cereals, such as Whole Grain Total
cereal and other fortified cereal
products. Foods rich in ascorbic
acid (vitamin C) help improve the
body’s use of iron in foods.

As with all nutrients, the best way
to get adequate iron is with a varied,
balanced diet, concludes Gunkler.
A physician can help determine if
iron supplements are needed.

Notice is hereby given that MIDWEST ELECTRIC COOPERATIVE, INC.
(the "Utility") intends to change rates for electric utility
service effective November 27, 1991, or as soon thereafter as may
be permitted by law. The Utility has not had a general rate
increase since 1986. Based upon a test year ending December 31,
1990, the increase requested over actual test year revenues is
$1,518,446 or 15.75%. Of this amount, $482,193, or approximately
5%, is attributable to an increase in the cost of wholesale power
purchased by the Utility from Texas Utilities Electric Company
'which the Utility already has authority to charge to its customers.
The increase requested over test year revenues adjusted for
annualization of this test year wholesale power increase is
$1,036,253 or 10.3%. The changes are applicable to all areas, all
customer classes, and all customers served by the Utility.

Implementation of the proposed changes is subject to approval
by the appropriate regulatory authority.
