WHITE DEER -- The Panhandle
Ground Water Conservation District
is lowering its tax rate 14 percent for
their next fiscal year.

The PGWCD board of directors
voted Wednesday to lower the dis-
trict’s tax rate to 1.24 cents per $100
valuation for their 2006-2007 fiscal
year.

They also adopted a $1.2 million
budget after shaving about $11,000
off last year’s budget.

The ground water district has low-
ered its tax raté each of the last five
years.

The board tentatively set Sept. 20
for a public hearing on rules
changes. PGWCD General Manager
C.E. Williams said most of the
changes concerned bringing the dis-
trict rules into compliance with state
legislation.

The board also accepted the resig-
nation of John McKissack, the board
member representing Potter County.
McKissack announced his decision
to resign in July, citing an increasing
workload with his job in Amarillo.

Upon McKissack’s recommenda-
tion, the board appointed Tom
Cambridge, an Amarillo oilman, to
McKissack’s position.

Robbery in Progress
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The board approved the sale of a
tax delinquent lot in Clarendon.

They also heard reports on the
production of water and transporta-
tion out of the district for the second
quarter.

The Canadian River Municipal
Water Authority with its well field in

Roberts County and the City of

Amarillo with its well field in
Carson County were the major pro-
ducers exporting water from the dis-
trict.

Conoco-Phillips and DeGussa
Engineered Carbons in Borger pro-
duced and exported smaller amounts
of water.
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The board approved driliing per-
mits for one-inch replacement wells
for Jimmy Williams in Potter
County, Raymond Custer in Potter
County, Monte Lundegreen in Potter
County, Stacey Johnson in Potter
County, Jimmy Franks in Potter
County and Lenore Ann Ayres in
Potter County.

They approved drilling permits for
a 1.5-inch well for Joe Richardson in
Gray County and a one-inch well for
Ted Hutto in Gray County

The board also approved permit
applications for a six-inch well by

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Fidel Castro looks like
he’ll soon be joining his
comrades Stalin and Mao in
the communist hereafter.
After 47 years of abusing the
Cuban people and wrecking
their economy, Fidel — hos-
pitalized, possibly dying or
already dead — has “tem-
porarily” passed his dictato-
rial powers to Raul Castro,
his vice president and
younger brother.

No one is sure what will
happen next. But Frank
Calzon knows as much
about what’s going in Cuba
and in the Cuban community
in Miami as almost anyone.

Q: Do think Fidel is really
already dead?

You don’t have a media
stakeout. You don’t have
film of a wife going into visit
him.

Q: How have the people in
Cuba reacted to the news?

A: Very quietly, very con-
cerned. The Committees for
the Defense  of the
Revolution have been called
to increase their vigilance.
The army apparently has
been mobilized in several
provinces. So the Cubans are
going to wait and even if
Castro dies, we’re dealing
with a Castro dynasty now.
We’re just going to have to
wait. We don’t know how
Cuba is going to be the day
after Castro is dead.

Q: When he dies, what do
you think will happen in the
short and medium runs?

A: In the short term,
something along the lines of
what you have now, which is
a military government. It’s

interesting that Fidel, in his
letter, not only transferred
power to Raul but issued
specific orders mentioning a
number of other generals,
and they are hard-liners in
Havana. That’s immediate.
After that ... it’s going to be
very tricky, because we
don’t know how many peo-
ple among the leaders of the
government think differently
than what they have said
until now.

Q: What would you like to
see happen in Cuba?

A: The Czech model - a
transition to democracy
along the lines of what hap-
pened in Prague. The emer-
gence of a leader with the
kind of ethical projection
that Vaclav Havel has had.
What Raul is looking for,
however, is the North
Korean model.

Q: How should U.S. poli-
cy treat this event?

A: U.S. policy should be
thoughtful and careful and
not be rushing to any deci-
sions overnight. Secondly, |
think the United States ought
to reach out and make
explicit to the Cuban people
that the United States is not
interested in controlling the
destiny of Cuba, but that the
United States is ready and
willing to help with humani-
tarian assistance, with sup-
plies, with know-how, if and
when the Cuban people ask
for it. And that’s exactly
what the administration has
done.

Q: Can you compare Fidel
the Socialist Hero with the
real Fidel?

A: Well, Fidel is not a
socialist hero if one thinks of
the socialism in Sweden or
Europe. If we are talking
about Soviet socialism,
that’s what he is. In that
sense, he’s more like Stalin.
I think Fidel has more fol-
lowers outside Cuban than
inside Cuba.

Q: The real Fidel — is he

A: The real Fidel has
always put power ahead of
everything. Ahead of his per-
sonal relationships, ahead of
the well-being of the Cuban
people. There is no reason
for Cuba to be in such poor
economic condition. Fidel
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could have easily said to
Cubans on the island, “You
get remittances from the
United States. You use that
money to buy seeds or
machinery

or to engage 2

in tragdeg." Bill

not do that,
although
that by itself
will have a
tremendous
impact on economic recov-
ery. He wants to control.
He’s running Cuba the way
his father used to run his
plantation. The old man used
to pay his workers in tickets.
They didn’t get money. They
would get these pieces of
paper and they would go to
the company store. That’s
what Castro is doing today.
Q: What is life like for the
average Cuban right now?
A: It’s a nightmare. Again,
the Czechs, the Slovaks, the
Hungarians, all those folks
would understand it very
well. Rationing after 40-
some years. Despite the
propaganda, when a child
turns seven he is no longer
entitled to milk in the
rationing system. That
means there is no milk after
age seven. The Cuban gov-
ernment has in place a sys-

tem of apartheid where
Cubans cannot enter hotels,
beaches, restaurants that are
set aside for foreigners. That
includes medical care. Cuba
has a pro-
gram called
Servimed
| for “health
tourism.”
They have
all the med-
icine and
any antibi-
otics they might need for
foreigners but there are great
shortages in Cuban hospitals
and local pharmacies.

Q: The friends of Fidel
would always argue that,
“Yeah, but they have that
free health care and free edu-
cation.”

A: It’s true that they have
education but I'm not sure
that it is free. Cuban
teenagers go to high school
in the countryside hundreds
of miles away from their
homes. Sometimes they
don’t see their parents for a
couple of months. They go
to school in the morning and
they work five or six hours
in the afternoon. So, I don’t
know how “free” that is.

As far as health care, yes,
there are many doctors in
Cuba. Fidel cares — for prop-
aganda reasons — about hav-

ing doctors. But the health
care of the Cuban people is
severely limited. If you have
food shortages, how does
that have an impact on
health? He also manipulates
the health statistics. For
example, Cuba, it is true, has
a very low infant-mortality
rate. But if you look at
another page of the report
you’ll find out that Cuba has
a very very high abortion
rate. When a woman has a
problem pregnancy, the
Cuban government policy is
to strongly encourage her to
have an abortion. So if you
kill all the sick people, of
course, you have better
health for the others.

Q: Even if Fidel dies this
weekend, is it too soon for
the exiles in Miami and else-
where to begin making plans
to return to Cuba?

A: I'm not really sure.
You’re not talking about
exiles who arrived a year
ago. You're talking about
thousands of people who
came in more than 40 years
ago. They married here.
They had children. Their
children married here. They
have had children. These are
folks who have spent two
generations in the United
States. They are elected to
Congress, they pay taxes,

they serve in the armed
forces. I am sure that some
Cuban-Americans will go
back to stay in Cuba and
many others will go back to
visit. But I think a large per-
centage of Cubans now liv-
ing in the United States after
Castro is gone are going to
discover that they see them-
selves more like Irish-
Americans in Boston or
American Jews in New York
or German-Americans in the
Pittsburgh area.

Q: Has anyone ever talked
about Cuba becoming the
51st state some day?

A: That was discussed a
couple of hundred years ago,
but I don’t think it has any
appeal beyond just a very
small number of folks. I
don’t think the United States
is ready to take over a poor
island like that. The experi-
ment with Puerto Rico con-
tinues to be an experiment. |
think it would be much bet-
ter to have a free, democrat-
ic and independent Cuba
with a Cuban-American
community here that would
certainly help Cuba. But
there’s no need or any desire
for such a thing as statehood.

Ways to link the outside world to

Throughout my career,
people have told me that
“computers will be used for
everything!” After attending
some of the high tech trade
shows and conventions, 1
find myself believing them.
The Internet, however, has
always seemed  pretty
straightforward. After all,
there’s only so much you can
do online, right?

Well, get ready folks.
Some inventive individuals
are coming up with a slew of
imaginative ideas for cyber-
space.

First, let’s start with the
Coke machines. Yes, you
heard right: Coke Machines.
Back in 1984, two students
at Carnegie Mellon
University, John Zsarnay
and Lawrence Butcher,
hooked a Coke machine up
to the college network. The
computer would monitor the
little “empty lights” on the
machine. At any time, the
students could check the sta-
tus of those lights from their
computers by typing the
“Coke” command.

Eventually, the college
network connected to the
Internet and now anyone can
check the status of the
machine. When people
asked them why they did it,
the two inventors simply
shrugged their shoulders and

said, “We got tired of mak-
ing the long trip to the
machine only to find it out of
our favorite beverage.”
After the success of the
Internet Coke machine start-
ed making the rounds, other
students started connecting
m o r e
devices, the

most popu- Eric

lar  being Spellmann
coffee .
machines. Columnist
(Funny how

all of these

inventions

revolve around caffeine.)
While trivial in their use,
these initial experiments in
connecting items to the Net
led to bigger and better
things.

Take for instance the
Telegarden (http://telegar-
den.aec.at/). Started back in
1995 by the University of
Southern California, this
project allowed people on
the Internet to plant, culti-
vate, and harvest small crops
in a small garden plot via an
industrial robot arm. The cir-
cular garden allowed thou-
sands of people to plant
whatever they wanted and
monitor the results of their
care. Recently, the whole
garden was transferred to
Austria where it is on dis-
play at the “Ars Electronica

Center.”

One of the more “useful”
sites you’ll find is the Micro
Observatory at Harvard
(http:// mo -
www.harvard.edu/MicroObs
ervatory/). Students, by invi-
tation only, can control the
movements
of five auto-
mated tele-
scopes from
their com-
puters,
viewing the
results on
€ noly
Internet-connected comput-
er. Classes halfway around
the world have used the
service to teach Astronomy.
Of course, taking your day-
time class “halfway around
the world” allows you to
view live nighttime images
from the telescopes.

For a more down to earth
experience, check out Mori
(http://memento.ieor.berke-
ley.edu/). The scientists at
Berkeley have hooked up a
seismograph to the Internet.
The device monitors the
micro-shakings of the
Hayward Fault in California.
These vibrations are then
displayed in real-time on
your screen in the form of a
planet-based EKG. I get the
feeling from the writings on
this site, that its creators are

trying to send a political
message ...

In the “most extreme”
department, a guy in the
Netherlands hooked hun-
dreds of household devices
to the Net. While you could-
n’t control them (imagine
that nightmare), you could
monitor the last time the
microwave door was
opened, or the exact moment
“Sparky” the cat used the lit-
ter box.

Nine different Web cams
monitored various events in
the house, and a barcode
scanner on the trashcan let
you know . EXACTLY what
was being discarded. It was
taken down a while back for
obvious reasons ...

Finally, in case you
haven’t had enough, yet,
check out David McAnulty’s
Web-wired remote con-
trolled car
(http://www.hellspark.com/d
m/). You can actually drive it
around his house. The screen
is updated quickly so you
can avoid bumping into
walls.

What'’s next? Well, if you
can imagine it, chances are,
someone is already working
on an interface to tie it into
the world’s largest network.
Bet on it.

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J ob claims fall by largest amount in month

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
number of newly laid off workers fil-
ing claims for unemployment bene-
fits fell last week by the largest
amount in a month.

The Labor Department reported
that 312,000 workers applied for job-
less benefits, down by 10,000 from
the previous week.

That was a larger-than-expected
drop but was not likely to change
economists’ view that the labor mar-
ket is softening under the impact of a
slowing economy.

The decline of 10,000 in jobless
applications was the biggest since a
drop of 29,000 in the week of July 15.
Even with the drop, the four-week
moving average of claims increased
slightly to 311,250, compared to
309,500 in the previous week.

The unemployment rate jumped to

a five-month high of 4.8 percent in
July as employers added just 113,000
new jobs, the fourth-straight month of
mediocre job gains.

The Federal Reserve last
week broke a two-year
string of increases in a

key interest rate,
declaring that they
believed the slowing
economy would lower
inflation pressures.

So far the economic slowdown that
began in the spring has not triggered
a sharp rise in layoffs. Employers

have been content to trim their hiring
plans but hang on to existing workers
as they wait to see how severe the
drop-off in economic activity will
become.

The Federal Reserve last week
broke a two-year string of increases
in a key interest rate, declaring that
they believed the slowing economy
would lower inflation pressures.

Reports this week that core infla-
tion, which excludes energy and food,
had declined at both the wholesale
and consumer levels spurred a big
stock market rally on Tuesday and
Wednesday.

Investors are hoping that the lower
inflation readings along with reports
showing economic growth is slowing
will convince the Fed to refrain from
raising interest rates further.
