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New junior school 
plan takes step forward

Plans for the proposed new Pampa Junior 
High School and repairs and additions to the 
existing Pampa High School were presented 
at Monday night’s special meeting of Pampa 
Independent School District’s Board of 
Trustees, held in the PHS library.

Jay Edwards and Mike Baker of Parkhill, 
Smith and Cooper, Inc., the architectural 
firm hired by PISD to evaluate the current 
PHS and PJHS structures and plan the reno­
vations, repairs and replacement, showed 
preliminary drawings of the work, complete 
with lists of new and improved features, 
costs and possibilities for future expansion.

PHS would retain most of its current 
structures, with the exception of the shop 
building, which would be demolished and 
replaced by a parking lot. The cafeteria and 
kitchen would be moved upstairs to ground 
level from their current location in the 
school basement, and would be part of a new 
structure on the north side of the main build­
ing.

The library would be moved to a new, 
larger area adjacent to the kitchen/cafeteria 
area. The cafeteria would become a common 
area which could be used for dining and 
other activities, and which could accommo­
date most or all of the school’s student body 
at one time, a feature which the current PHS 
auditorium lacks.

The current cafeteria would be converted

into classrooms, including those for art 
courses. Administrative offices would be 
located near the new cafeteria/commons.

A second-floor mezzanine will look down 
on the commons area. The science labs will 
be updated and 12 more labs will be added.

A new 20’-wide main entrance will be 
built to the east of the current main entrance; 
the current main entrance will be retained, as 
will the building’s current design elements.

Parking along Harvester Avenue on the 
south side of the school will be converted 
fi-om parallel parking to angle parking. 
Walls, ceilings, flooring, and light fixtures 
will be updated throughout the school, and 
more electrical outlets will be added, includ­
ing in each classroom.

The third floor will for the most part be 
left unchanged, although fire safety systems 
will be updated there as well as throughout 
the school. Security measures will also be 
addressed, including two-way communica­
tion with each classroom.

The new structures on the campus will be 
constructed so that they may be retained if 
the main building, which was erected in 
1941, has to be replaced in future.

Estimated cost of the high school renova­
tion is $17.8 million.

The new junior high school may be locat­
ed on 100 acres of land on the north or west 
side of the city. Individuals owning land in

Clarendon College Pampa Center gets upgrade
Clarendon College Pampa Center 

has upgraded classrooms, thanks to a 
Pampa Center Foundation grant, a 
Carl Perkins grant and from the col­
lege’s general budget.

Funds totaling $132,000 were 
spent to upgrade the instructional 
equipment in the classrooms, science 
labs and the ITV classroom at the 
Pampa Center.

“Thanks to a grant from the 
Pampa Center Foundation we have 
retired all the old classroom instruc­

tion equipment and have upgraded 
the classrooms with new teaching 
delivery systems that include 
instructor piodiums with computers 
that are connected to the Internet, 
documefiftameras, projectors, and 
DVDA^CR players,” said Jack 
McCarty, head of Computer 
Technology for the center. “This 
upgrade will create new opportuni­
ties in teaching and learning by inte­
grating networking, digital, and 
audio-visual technologies.”

The Interactive Television class­
room equipment, fimded from the 
college general fund, has been 
upgraded. The classroom is used to 
transmit or receive classes between 
the Clarendon Campus, Pampa 
Center, Wellington ISD, and the 
Childress Center.

Funded through a Perkins grant, 
the Computer Network Technology 
Program student computers are 
being replaced with upgraded com­
puters and two new servers.

McCarty said the servers will have 
two functions.

“First, they will provide quality 
technical education for our students 
in the Networking Program, and sec- 

•ond we will use the new servers as 
the platform for a tutorial lab for stu­
dents enrolled in developmental 
courses in math, reading, and 
English,” he said.

Rain causes some

The recy­
cling center is located on the 
east side of the softball fields 
on Municipal Drive.

“The city of Pampa appre­
ciates your cooperation dur­
ing this time,” Hooper said.

comment because of a gag 
order. It was unclear whether 
testimony might begin today.

He was taking antidepres­
sants when the shooting hap­
pened and his paternal grand­
parents have filed suit against 
several pharmaceutical com­
panies.

Their mother is seek­
ing custody, which was 
awarded to Lohstroh’s moth­
er and stepfather, Joanne and 
Richard Greene, after the 
shooting.

Russian jet with 170 aboard 
crashes in Ukraine, ail killed

KIEV, Ukraine (AP) — A 
Russian passenger jet carry­
ing at least 170 people — 
including 45 children — 
crashed today in eastern 
Ukraine after sending a dis­
tress signal, killing all 
aboard, authorities said.

A Russian news agency 
said officials had ruled out 
terrorism, but the cause of 
the crash was still unclear, 
with various officials citing 
turbulence, lightning and a 
fire on board.

The Pulkovo Airlines Tu- 
154 was en route from the 
Russian Black Sea resort of 
Anapa to St. Petersburg and 
disappeared from radar 
screens while flying over 
eastern Ukraine around 2:30 
p.m., Russian and Ukrainian 
emergency officials said.

The plane’s tail section 
and other burning debris 
were found north of the city 
of Donetsk, about 400 miles 
east of Kiev, by residents 
about two hours after the dis­
tress signal was sent, said 
Mykhaylo Korsakov, 
spokesman for the Donetsk 
department o f Emergency 
Situations Ministry.

The plane 
disappeared from 
radar screens two 
minutes after the 

crew sent a distress 
signal, said Yulia 

Stadnikova, another 
Russian 

spokeswoman. 
Officials could not 
confirm Russian 

agency reports that 
said the plane’s 

crew sent out four 
SOS messages 

before the crash.

“Unfortunately, we 
believe that no one managed 
to survive,” Russian 
Emergency Situations

Andriyanova said she 
received information that 
“the plane most likely was 
hit by lightning.”

“TTiere was no damage on 
the ground. After it fell, it 
broke apart and burst into 
flames,” Andriyanova said in 
televised comments.

Interfax cited witnesses as 
saying the plane was intact 
when it hit the ground. The 
RIA-Novosti news agency 
later quoted Andriyanova as 
saying ‘lerrorism has been 
ruled out.”

The plane disappeared 
from radar screens two min­
utes after the crew sent a dis­
tress signal, said Yulia 
Stadnikova, another Russian 
spokeswoman. Officials 
could not confirm Russian 
agency reports that said the 
plane’s crew sent out four 
SOS messages before the 
crash.

Pulkovo Airlines is among 
Russia’s largest carriers.

It was the third major 
plane crash in the region this 
year, and came less than two 
months after at least 124 
people died when an Airbus 
A-310 of the Russian carrier 
S7 skidded off a runway and 
burst into flames on July 9 in 
the Siberian city of Irkutsk.

On May 3, an A-320 of the 
Armenian airline Armavia 
crashed into the Black Sea 
while trying to land in the 
Russian resort city of Sochi 
in rough weather, killing all 
113 people aboard.

Russian-made Tu-154s are 
widely used by Russian air­
lines for many regional 
flights.

those areas have offered the land 
free of charge to the school district, 
said Lee Porter, school board member 
and chairman of the facilities commit* 
tee.

The proposed building resembles an 
“E” with the top third of the letter bent 
in and down. Each leg of the “E” 
would be designated for a specific 
^ d e ,  with a media center and admin­
istrative offices on either side of the 
main entrance at the bend in the upper 
portion.

The single-story building will 
include six science labs, a dividable 
gymnasium/auditorium with adjacent 
band w d fine arts areas, and separate 
areas for parent and school bus pickup 
and drop-off. Estimated cost of the 
project is $25.9 million.

Enough space was retained on the 
100-acre tract to locate a new high

school if one should need to be built in 
future.

The estimated cost to repair the cur­
rent junior high school and convert it 
to aihninistrative offices and space for 
Pampa Learning Center is $3.3 mil­
lion.

New state law requires that school 
districts’ tax rate for their maintenance 
and operating budgets be lowered. The 
current rate of $ 1.50 will drop to $ 1.37 
for 2007 and to $1.04 for 2008, Porter 
said.

An additional .055 will continue to 
be included in the PISD tax rate for the 
next 15 years to pay off a 1997 bond in 
which the district’s elementary schools 
were repaired and renovated.

An increase of approximately .36 
per $100 valuation would raise the 
needed funds to build, a new junior 
high school and renovate the current 
high school. Porter said. A homeowner 
whose property is valued at $50,000 
would paying $511 in school tax for 
2008. That same property would be 
taxed $498 for 2007 and $544 for 
2006.

Construction oh the schools would 
begin approximately three years after 
the action was approved by voters. 
Baker said.

There are several reasons for the 
proposed construction. Porter said. 
When structural problems became evi­
dent at PJHS, the school board called 
in the Texas Association of School 
Administrators to evaluate PJHS and 
PHS.

“Our classroom size is below the 
state-recommended minimum,” Porter 
said of the junior high school.

Other issues include lack of suffi­
cient science lab space. New state 
requirements which affect students in 
e i^ th  and lower grades state that stu­
dents must have four years of science 
in order to graduate from high school.

The meeting will be repeated at 6 
p.m. today in the PHS library for 
retired teachers. A meeting at 5:30 
p.m. Thursday in First Baptist 
Church’s Fellowship Hall will be for 
the public to attend and meet the archi­
tects.

Ex-investment banker settles criminal case
NEW YORK (AP) — Former star 

banker Frank Quattrone reached a deal 
with the government today that allows 
his criminal case to be dismissed with­
out a third trial. The pact would close a 
three-year effort to prosecute a man 
who earned $100 million in a single 
year as he commanded his investment 
firm’s technology portfolio at the 
height of dot-com mania.

U.S. District Court Judge George B. 
Daniels approved a one-year deferred 
prosecution agreement, calling for the 
charges to be dismissed if Quattrone 
stays out of trouble for one year.

A jubilant Quattrone said outside the 
courthouse in lower Manhattan that he 
was “very pleased that the case will be 
concluded” and looked forward to the 
dismissal of the charges.

“I plan to resume my business 
career,” (^ t tro n e  said.

The judge signed off on the deal dur­
ing a brief hearing in which Quattrone 
smiled as the agreement was approved.

In a statement, U.S. Attorney 
Michael J. Garcia called the deferred 
prosecution “an appropriate resolution 
of the case in light of all of the facts and 
circumstances and the posture of the 
case at this time.”

Quattrone’s first trial had ended in a 
deadlocked jury. Then it later seemed 
the government had succeeded when a 
jury convicted Quattrone of charges he 
obstructed a government probe of stock 
offerings as he supervised 400 technol­
ogy investment bankers from the Palo 
Alto, Calif., offices of Credit Suisse 
First Boston, which has since changed 
its name to Credit Suisse (USA) Inc.

Prosecutors alleged Quattrone 
encouraged co-workers to destroy sen­
sitive company files because he was 
aware that government investigators 
were looking at the firm’s books. 
Quattrone always maintained he did not 
and testified so at two trials.

The U.S. 2nd Circuit Court of 
Appeals in March threw out the convic­
tion and ordered a new trial, saying the 
jury was not properly instructed on the 
law before deliberations.

Four days later, federal regulators 
overturned a lifetime ban from the 
securities industry against Quattrone.

Almost immediately, the two sides 
looked to resolve the case without a 
third trial.

Before the conviction was tossed, 
Quattrone was sentenced to 18 months 
in prison but he was free on bail pend­

ing the appeal.
(Juattrone, 50, was one of the biggest 

names on Wall Street during the 1990s 
Internet stock boom. His actions were 
scrutinized after the National 
Association of Securities Dealers in 
2000 began investigating CSFB’s 
underwriting of initial public offerings.

The NASD probe was followed by 
investigations by the Securities and 
Exchange Commission and a federal 
grand jury into how the company han­
dled initial public offerings.

The company was never criminally 
charged, but Quattrone was accused of 
hindering the federal probe. 
Prosecutors cited a December 2000 e- 
mail in which Quattrone endorsed a 
colleague’s suggestion that bankers 
“clean up” their files.

Quattrone testified that his e-mail 
followed company policy and that he 
knew almost nothing about a grand jury 
subpoena seeking documents involving 
hundreds of initial public offerings of 
stock during the late-1990s.

During the dot-com boom, Quattrone 
took prominent companies like 
Amazon.com public.

PISD’s abandoned bufldings will need to be addressed soon

The City of Pampa has for 
some time now been dili­
gently working to tear down 
and haul away abandoned, 
decrepit houses and build­
ings in an effort to improve 
Pampa's appearance, as well 
as for other reasons such as 
public safety.

So my ears perked up last 
night at a Pampa 
Independent School District 
board meeting when a gen­
tleman brought up the topic 
of old, empty school build­
ings which are in disrepair 
and which the school district 
has vacated, in some cases 
for years, without doing any­
thing about the property.

The meeting concerned 
the proposed new junior

high school and repairs to 
the existing high school. 
Under consideration is a 
plan to make repairs to the 
existing Junior high school 
in order to move administra­
tive offices, maintenance 
and support services offices, 
Pampa Learning Center, and 
other such flmctions into the 
current structure at 2401 
Charles after the new junior 
high school has been built 
and occupied.

This move would bring 
the total number of vacant 
PISD buildings to four: 
Baker, Sam Houston, Carver 
Center, and Horace Mann.

It has been a number of 
years since any classes met 
at Baker. Its most recent use

“  s*"^a m M arilyn
Houston is Powers
painful to Writer
look at, 
with its air

Horace Mann is also 
falling by the wayside. Not 
long ago, part of its roof col­
lapsed.

Carver Center is currently 
in use as administrative

offices for the school dis­
trict. But it is a tight fit, and

B ecause 
it will cost an estimated 
$650,000 per school to tear 
them down, according to 
PISD board member Lee 
Porter, who is chairman of 
the facilities committee.

One reason for the high 
cost is the dreaded “a” word, 
asbestos. Asbestos must be

treated as a hazardous sub­
stance according to law, and 
must be sealed and removed 
to a storage facility. It is not 
simply disposed of in a land­
fill, but is stored in such a 
facility, with the owner’s 
identity recorded.
Theoretically, at any time the 
facility could decide to close 
and require the asbestos’ 
owners to come pick up their 
hazardous waste and take it 
elsewhere.

It was suggested at last 
night’s meeting that PISD 
use part o f its $6 million in 
reserve ftmds for demolition 
of abandoned structures. 
Other ideas for paying for 
the work included marketing 
the property at Horace

Mann, which includes 
frontage on Hobart Street 
and which likely could bring 
a fair price, to gain funds to 
be used in demolition. 
Likewise, if the new junior 
high is built and the old jun­
ior high is turned into 
administrative space, 
frontage along Peiryton 
Parkway is also theoretically 
commercially valuable and 
could be sold for the fund­
ing.

Wherever the money 
comes from, sooner or later 
PISD will have to do some­
thing about its abandoned 
structures. The longer the 
district waits, the more it 
will cost.
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Are modem academic elites communists?

In practice, communism is nothing 
less than sheer barbarism that makes 
even the horrors of Naziism pale in 
comparison. Professor Rudolph J. 
Rummel of the University of Fiawaii 
outlines that barbarism in his book 
“Death by Government,” a comprehen­
sive detailing of the roughly 170 mil­
lion pieople murdered by their own gov­
ernments during the 20ith century.

From 1917 to its collapse in 1991, 
the Soviet Union murdered about 62

million of its own people. During Mao 
Zedong’s reign, 35,236,000, possibly 
more, Chinese citizens were murdered. 
By comparison. Hitler’s Nazis man­
aged to murder 21 million of its citi­
zens and citizens in nations they con­
quered. Adding these numbers to the 60 
million lives lost in war makes the 20th 
century mankind’s most brutal era.

At home and abroad, leftists have 
done a thorough and commendable job 
documenting and condemning the hor­
rors and crimes of Hitler and his fascist 
Nazi regime, but when have you heard 
them direct similar condemnation of 
Joseph Stalin, his successors and Mao 
Zedong? By and large, they’ve chosen 
to overlook the horrors of communism.

The reason for their reluctance to 
condemn the barbarism of communism 
is simple.

Austin American-Statesman on the 

future of the University of Texas sys­
tem:

The University of Texas System is 
investing in the ftiture in a big way, and 
Austin will be a fortunate recipient of 
those investments.

Regents approved the largest capital 
improvement project in the system’s 
history last week, a $1.6 billion pro­
gram that comes on top of last year’s $1 
billion initiative for campus improve­
ments. Much of that money is ear­
marked for projects in math, technolo­
gy, science and medicine.

UT System Chancellor Mark Yudof 
said university leaders are trying to 
build momentum by investing in 
research and teaching in health, engi­
neering, technology and the hard sci­
ences. These expenditures should make 
Texas one of the nation’s hot spots for 
research and development.

Among the various projects are a 
biomedical research facility at the med­
ical center in Dallas, a new engineering 
research building at UT-Dallas and a 
$125 million experimental sciences 
building at UT-Austin. Money will 
come from tuition revenue bonds 
approved by the Legislature in May, 
grants and the Permanent University 
Fund.

Austin’s campus will see major 
improvements in the coming years. In

addition to the experimental sciences 
building, UT is slated for a new com­
puter science building named for 
Michael Dell and his family, who pro­
vided seed money through a donation 
and an academic health center at the 
site of the old Mueller Airport.

The academic health center is 
planned for a site near the Dell 
Children’s Medical Center, a project 
spearheaded by a $38 million gift fivm 
the Michael & Susan Dell Foundation. 
Together, the health center’s complex 
could be the beginning of the medical 
school that university officials have 
longed for.

With UT’s health systems scattered 
among six far-flung campuses, the

If "Perturbed's" family is so concerned 
about Grandma's welfare, then why don't 
they offer Grandma a vacation at their 
home for two weeks? I bet the aunt would 
love to have some time alone with her hus­
band and daughter, and it might give 
"Perturbed's" parents new insight. — 
BEEN THERE AND DOING IT

DEAR BEEN THERE: It might, indeed. 1 
must say that the response I received after 
printing that letter has been all over the 
map -n and I plan to print two days' worth. 
1 told "Perturbed" that I didn't think this 
was a family matter she should be involved 
with, and that if her parents would like 
Grandma to live with them, then the father 
should talk to his mother and extend the 
offer. But the decision should be his moth­
er's to make, and sometimes mothers feel 
closer to their daughters than to their sons.

Several major, expensive 
projects were done to ensure her comfort. 
Our monthly expenses increased. So did 
my laundry and kitchen duties because my 
mother-in-law is physically incapable of 
sharing any household chores. I make and 
serve all her meals. I also help her take 
showers, supervise her medical care and 
drive her to all of her appointments. I also 
must be present during her checkups to be 
sure she gets the facts straight, and take 
care of all her insurance problems. I clean 
her hearing aids and make sure she has the 
correct batteries, and handle her prescrip­
tion refills. This is a full-time job for which 
there are no benefits, no days off and no 
vacation time. My husband and I have lost 
our privacy and freedom, and must arrange 
our activities around her needs. She refus­
es to give us a break, such as an occasion­
al respite weekend at an assisted-living 
facility. I'd like to take her to a senior cen­
ter one afternoon or two a week. She refus­
es to do this, too. My point is: If financial 
compensation helps to ease the physical

DEAR ABBY: We live in a multigenera- 
tional household with my 89-year-old 
grandmother, who also pays rent and is 
extremely happy to do so. She says it 
makes her feel more like a contributing 
member of the household.

We provide all 
her transportation, prepare her meals, and 
we all eat together every evening. This 
kind of living arrangement is complex, and 
a lot of people can't handle it> Cohabitation 
is about much more than money alone.

and attractive; that, to them, 
is more important than the 
practice o f communism. 
Now Nazi ideals, on the 
other hand, were pure bar­
barism; nothing could be 
said in favor of them.”

Often, when people eval­
uate capitalism, they evalu­
ate a system that exists on 
Earth. When they evaluate 
communism, they are talk­
ing about a non-existent 
Utopia. What exists on 
Earth, with all of its prob­
lems and shortcomings, is 
always going to fail miser­
ably when compared to a 
Utopia.

The very attempt to 
achieve the utopian goals of 
communism requires the 
ruthless suppression of the

individual and an attack on 
any institution that might 
compromise the loyalty of 
the individual to the state. 
That’s why one of the first 
orders of business for com­
munism, and those who 
support its ideas, is the 
attack on religion and the 
family.

Rank nations according 
to whether they are closer to 
the capitalism end or the 
communism end of the eco­
nomic spectrum. Then rank 
nations according to human 
rights protections. Finally, 
rank nations according to 
per capita income. Without 
question, citizens of those 
nations closer to capitalism 
enjoy a higher standard of 
living and a far greater 
measure o f liberty than 
those in nations closer to
communism.

CIA leak: Top official met with Woodward
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

The No. 2 State Department 
official met with Washington 
Post reporter Bob 
Woodward in mid-June 
2003, the same time the 
reporter has testified that an 
administration oftlcial talked 
to him about CIA employee 
Valerie Píame.

t)tTicial State Department 
calendars, provided to The 
Associated Press under the 
hreedom of Information Act, 
show then-Deputy Secretary 
of State Richard Armitage 
held a one-hour meeting

marked “private appoint­
ment” with Woodward on 
June 13, 2003.

Special Prosecutor Patrick 
Fitzgerald has investigated 
whether Bush administration 
officials intentionally 
revealed Flame’s identity as 
a one-time CIA covert oper­
ative to punish her husband, 
former ambassador Joseph 
Wilson, for criticizing the 
administration’s march to 
war with Iraq.

When contacted at home 
Monday night. Woodward 
declined to discuss his meet-

ing with Armitage or the 
identity of his source in the 
CIA leak case. Instead, he 
referred to his statement last 
year that he had a “casual 
and offhand” discussion 
about Píame with an uniden­
tified administration official 
in mid-June 2003.

A person familiar with the 
information prosecutors 
have gathered^-who spoke 
only on condition of 
anonymity because the 
material remains sealed, said 
Woodward’s meeting with 
the confidential source was

June 13, 2003.
The calendar released to 

the AP is the first confirma­
tion that Woodward and 
Armitage met during the key 
time in the CIA leak case 
that was the focus of 
Fitzgerald’s probe.

The identity of 
Woodward’s source remains 
one of the big mysteries in 
the case because the Post 
reporter is the first member 
of the news media known to 
have discussed Flame’s CIA 
employment with an admin­
istration official.

Texas should be an 
attractive destination for 
building the future. The 
regents’ decision to spend 
nearly $2.6 billion to 
expand the facilities avail­
able for creating that future 
is wise.

NY’s oldest bartender turning 90
NEW YORK (AP) - -  Marilyn Monroe 

came Wednesdays for lunch and ordered a 
Beefeater martini, very dry. Danny Kaye 
pulled his jacket over his head to avoid being 
recognized. Judy Garland sat in a comer 
drinking Johnnie Walker Red.

“Judy Garland, very sad,” said Hoy Wong, 
who is about to be feted by his employer of 
27 years, the Algonquin Hotel, on the occa­
sion of his 90th birthday. “She always had a 
cocktail glass in her hand.”

Wong, or Mr. Hoy, as he is known, has 
been working as a bartender for 58 years. 
Unless another candidate steps forward, his 
bosses seem safe in calling him the city’s 
oldest bartender.

“He never misses a day,” said Bill Liles, 
the Algonquin’s general manager. “If the 
weather’s bad he shows up early. It’s just 
really an honor to work with someone like 
Mr. Hoy.”

Wong’s birthday is Wednesday but the 
Algonquin is getting a jump on the festivities 
by holding a party for some 350 of his 
friends and admirers today in the hotel’s Oak 
Room.

“I didn’t expect it,” Wong said during an 
interview Monday at the hotel, surrounded 
by A1 Hirschfeld drawings of some of the

same celebrities he used to mix drinks for.
Wong is not old enough to have been at 

the Algonquin during its Jazz Age heyday 
when Dorothy Parker, Harold Ross and the 
rest of the Round Table gang traded quips 
over a liquid lunch.

But he is a link to New York’s past, when 
a martini cost a dollar and a shot of Scotch 
was 75 cents.

“With ten dollars I can take my girlfriend 
out, go to a movie,” he said, chuckling. “And 
have dinner. Still have change.”

Wong is slight of build and looks much 
younger than 90. His eyes twinkled as he 
reminisced about a life that took him from 
his birthplace o f Hong Kong to San 
Francisco in 1940 and New York in 1942.

He served in the U.S. Army Air Corps 
from 1943 to 1946 and was stationed in India 
and China. Among his cherished mementoes 
is a menu from Thanksgiving Day 1945, 
when he was a mess sergeant in Canton. The 
bill of fare included roast capon, candied 
yams and “Com O’Brien.”

Back in New York, Wong got a job tend­
ing bar in 1948 at a now-defunct Chinese 
restaurant called Freeman Chum. It was 
there that he encountered Monroe, Garland 
and other notables including Jerry Lewis.
