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No one at tax hearing; employees get pay raise

No county residents attended or
participated this morning in the sec-
ond of two public hearings concern-
ing Gray County’s proposed tax rate.

A county tax rate of .445623 per
$100 valuation is being considered.
The current rate for fiscal 2006 is
488926 per $100 valuation.

The proposed rate is higher than
the effective rate, which is the
amount required to generate the
same amount of tax revenue as was
collected the previous fiscal year,
because it will generate more income
that the previous year’s rate due to

increased property values. Increases
in some county property values and
in mineral values have resulted in an
increase in the total taxable property
value taxed by the county.

Current taxable property values
subject to county tax total
$1,377,369,900, an increase from
last year’s $1,175,561,634.

The proposed county tax rate
would garner $9,348,303 for fiscal
year 2007. The 2006 county budget
was $9,127,934, and the proposed
2007 budget totals $10,078,024,
reflecting increased operating costs
of various county departments, said
County Judge Richard Peet.

The $729,721 difference between
the proposed budget and proposed
tax rate collection total could be
taken from the county’s projected
$2.1 million which will be left over
after this fiscal year ends Sept. 30,
Peet said.

Commissioners approved a cost of

living pay raise of approximately
$100 per month for full-time county
employees and elected county offi-
cials. Part-time county employees
will receive a raise prorated accord-
ing to their salary.

The pay raise does not affect the
court reporter’s or county auditor’s

offices because the district judges set.

Any increase in pay for elected
county officials must be voted on at
least 10 days prior to any vote on the
proposed fiscal year 2007 budget
and tax rate.

Commissioners discussed possi-
ble needed repairs to a county road
during discussion of the 2007 budg-
et.

The next meeting, on Sept. 15,
will include voting on the proposed
budget, followed by a vote on the
proposed tax rate.

A Gray County grand jury handed
up 17 indictments Wednesday in
223rd District court, including two
first-degree felonies and three sec-
ond-degree felonies.

Carlos Lemonte - Fisher Jr., 38,
was indicted for possession of a con-
trolled substance with intent to
deliver and aggravated assault
against a public servant. Bond on
each of the first-degree felonies was
set at $15,000, for total bond of
$30,000.

On Feb. 16, 2004, Fisher alleged-
ly possessed with intent to deliver
400 grams or more of cocaine. Also
on that date, Fisher allegedly caused
bodily injury to Jason Henderson, a
trooper with the Texas Department
of Public Safety, by hitting him on
the back of the head and choking
him, causing Henderson injury by

Shuttle scrubbed, Saturday only day left

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP) —
NASA scrubbed today’s launch of the
space shuttle Atlantis again, this time
because of a problem that has bedev-
iled the space agency before: a faulty
fuel tank sensor.

The launch was rescheduled for
11:15 am. EDT on Saturday, when
NASA will try a fifth time to get
Atlantis off the ground and send it to
the international space station to
resume construction on the orbiting
outpost, which has been on hold since
the Columbia tragedy 3 1/2 years ago.

Saturday is the last time NASA has
to launch Atlantis before it has to go to
the back of the line, behind a Russian

Soyuz capsule that is slated for liftoff

Sept. 18 on a flight to the space station.
Both Atlantis and the Soyuz cannot be
at the space station at the same time.
If Atlantis cannot lift off on
Saturday, it will have to wait at least
until late September — and even then,
only if NASA waives a post-Sept. 11

This time, a sensor in the hydrogen
fuel tank gave an abnormal reading
during a test as the shuttle was being
fueled early today.

Atlantis had been fueled with more
than 500,000 gallons of supercold lig-
uid hydrogen and oxygen, the six astro-
nauts had donned their orange flight-
suits and strapped themselves in, and
the hatch to the shuttle had been closed,
when NASA decided to postpone the
launch with just 45 minutes to go until
liftoff.

“We had a lot of discussion. ... We
follow the rules,” said launch director
Mike Leinbach. “Ought to feel good
that we did that.”

Atlantis commander Brent Jett
responded, “We understand. We concur
100 percent.”

The fuel gauges are designed to pre-
vent the main engines from running too
long or not long enough during the
climb to space. An engine shutdown at
the wrong time could prove catastroph-
ic, forcing the astronauts to attempt a
risky emergency landing overseas, or
leading to a ruptured engine.

Earlier this year, the launch of
Discovery was delayed by almost two
months so four hydrogen fuel tank sen-
sors could be replaced after one was
found to be faulty. A similar problem
briefly delayed last summer’s launch of
Discovery on the first shuttle flight
since the Columbia disaster in 2003.

Despite four delays, Atlantis is far
from the record for NASA’s most
snakebit shuttle. In 1986 and 1995,
NASA scrubbed the launch of
Columbia. six times after fueling the
shuttle.

Yet another athlete faces
hard times because of per-
formance-enhancing drugs.
This young man, Justin
Gatlin, denies that he know-
ingly took the drug. He
might be telling the truth.
Young athletes put a lot of
trust in their coaches, and
this coach could have given
him the drug and told him it
was a vitamin.

Gatlin was tied for the
world’s record in the 100-
meter dash. People in his
hometown, Pensacola, Fla.,
speak highly of him and
believe in his innocence. The
drug test that was positive,
however, might doom him. It
seems to me that a mere test
should not be sufficient to
ruin a career. The officials
ought to be required to prove
that the athlete knowingly
took the stuff.

Years ago, a friend of

mine said that testing equip-
ment had far outstripped
human knowledge. He said
tests could determine chemi-
cals in as small an amount as
a part per trillion. The prob-
lem is, nobody knows what
effect, if

any, a

chemical in Char]ey
that small a Reese
quantity

on a human
being. He
was talking
about testing water supplies.
It could be, however, that
not enough is known about
testosterone. Does it really
enhance performance? What
other sources of the drug are
there? What about the chem-
icals in energy drinks and
energy bars? Is the test infal-
lible? Are exact and proper
procedures followed?

At any rate, a basic rule of
criminal law is that one must
prove not only that an act
was committed, but that it
wis committed with crimi-
nal intent. If this young man
just took what his trainers
told him to
take and
didn’t know
that it con-
tained
testos -
terone, he
should not
be held

accountable.

If the U.S. Anti-Doping
Agency doesn’t have a pro-
cedure to determine this, it
should get one. Using testos-
terone is not a crime, but the
penalty for an athlete is
severe. If this young man is
banned from track-and-field
events for eight years,
what’s he going to do to

September 11 will forever live in

Just as many of us will
always remember where we
were when President John F.
Kennedy was shot in Dallas
in 1963, we will never be
able to forget what we were
doing when we first learned
of the terrorist attacks of
Sept. 11, 2001.

Many of my
younger staff members had
never experienced anything
that reminded them of their
own mortality, and I wanted

Most people know they should increase
their activity level by walking or aerobics
classes. In fact, many of you probably
made a New Year’s resolution this year to
start on Jan. 1.

Changing any habit requires several
tries and a great deal of effort for most
people. Increasing your activity level can
have a great impact on your health both
now and later in life.

Everyone knows regular exercise great-
ly improves health. Getting started is not
easy. To help people get started and estab-
lish a habit of regular exercise, “Walk
Across Texas” (WAT) was created in 1996
by Texas Cooperative Extension.

Walk Across Texas uses friendly com-
petition and group support to help people
not only start exercising regularly, but also
to continue exercising long after Walk

Across Texas is over. Walk Across Texas is
a free program. All participants need is a
pair of comfortable walking shoes.

Regular walking has a great impact on
health problems like diabetes, high blood
pressure, cholesterol, gall bladder disease,
falls and fractures, osteoporosis, depres-
sion, stress, obesity and even the risk of
hospitalizations.

Regular walking at a moderate intensity
level boosts immunity, too. A recent
national study showed walking 30 minutes
4-5 times weekly and loss of 7 percent of
body weight significantly lowered one’s
risk for developing diabetes.

Walk Across Texas is a free, fun, group
physical activity program. All you need is
a group of eight friends, family members,
or co-workers who want to keep track of
the amount they walk for eight weeks. You
can encourage one another to keep going

park hung over, eat 12 hot dogs and wash
them down with six bottles of pop, then wad-
dle out to the plate, his big belly emphasized
by his spindly legs, and hit home runs. He
had phenomenal eyesight, unusual depth
perception, extremely good hand-eye coor-
dination and lightning reflexes. Every one of
those was a natural gift. You either have
them or you don’t. .

The real solution to the drug problem
starts with childhood. Americans have to get
over this obsession that winning is every-
thing. Children should be taught that there
are things more important than winning,
such as good behavior, honesty and the satis-
faction of playing the game. Parents should
teach children to be gracious in both victory
and defeat. It is the obsession with winning
that often drives young athletes to steroids

and other drugs, and nine times out of 10 that
obsession comes from demanding parents.

Winning is everything in a gunfight, but
sports are just games to be played for enjoy-
ment. It doesn’t really matter who wins as
long as both sides have a good time. The old
Buddhist saying — do your best, but don’t
worry about the outcome — applies to sports
as well as to life in general.

When I covered high-school sports, I had
an extremely low opinion of most coaches.
They acted like drill instructors and were
obsessed with winning. I wouldn’t put up
with their abusive barking for one second.
One man, however, at a small Catholic high
school made sure that every boy who want-
ed to play football made the team. He made
sure everybody got a chance to play. The
school had a poor record of wins, but he got
my vote as outstanding coach of the year. He
alone had the right priorities.

Holyfield wants No. 5

NEW YORK (AP) — Evander Holyfield, the first four-
time heavyweight champion, wants to become the first to
win five.

The 43-year-old Holyfield resumes his long comeback
Nov. 10 when he fights Fres Oquendo at the Alamodome
in San Antonio.

In his most recent bout, Holyfield stopped Jeremy Bates
in the second round on Aug. 18 in Dallas.

Before defeating Bates, Holyfield (39-8-2 with 26
knockouts) had lost his previous three fights and hadn’t
fought anyone in nearly two years.

Cowboys, citing security
and business concerns,
have not released drawings
of their publicly funded sta-
dium under construction.

“At this time, we believe
it’s premature to release the
documents because of pro-
prietary business practice
information as well as
issues with  security,”
Cowboys spokesman Brett
Daniels said.

The stadium is expected
to cost $650 million.

PITTSBURGH (AP) —
Referee Walt Coleman
stood waiting patiently for
the red flag he sensed was
coming from the Miami
Dolphins’  sideline. A
minute or so before, the
Steelers had gone ahead on
a scoring play that may
have taken tight end Heath
Miller out of bounds, and
there was no reason not to

challenge.

Still, the challenge flag
remained firmly in
Dolphins coach  Nick

Saban’s hand. Even as the
teams lined up for the extra
point. Even as center Greg
Warren leaned over the ball
before snapping it to holder
Chris Gardocki.

Finally, the flag request-
ing a replay review flut-
tered to the turf, only no
official was watching as
Jeff Reed converted the
kick. Saban was a moment
too late — to challenge to
call and, perhaps, to save
the game for the Dolphins.

Can a coach be penalized
for delay?

“The officials said they
didn’t see it,” Saban said.
“Whose fault is that?”

To a few Dolphins fans,
the blame for a 28-17 loss
to Super Bowl champion
Pittsburgh in the NFL'’s sea-
son-opening game
Thursday night might not
rest entirely on the players.
No doubt a few were asking

themselves, “Why didn’t he
throw the flag earlier?”

Miller’s 87-yard scoring
catch with about six min-
utes remaining was one of
the longest in history by an
NFL tight end and gave
Pittsburgh a 21-17 lead.
The problem was it proba-
bly should have been an 85-
yard catch, and no touch-
down.

TV replays showed
Miller going out of bounds
and, if Saban had chal-
lenged in time, the Steelers
probably would have been
forced to try to score from
around the 2-yard line. The
previous time they had the
ball so close, quarterback
Charlie Batch fumbled at
the Miami 1 with the
Dolphins recovering.
