In a perplexing twist of state edu-
cation rules, Pampa High School is
rated by the State of Texas as aca-
demically unacceptable, but it has
nothing to do with academic testing.

Texas schools are rated by the
state from top to bottom as exempla-
ry, recognized, academically accept-
able or academically unacceptable
each year. The ratings are based on
state tests for students and groups of
students, graduation rates and the
number of middle school students
who drop out before graduating from
high school.

In August, Pampa High School
was named as one of 321 of almost
8,000 schools in the state that was
given an academically unacceptable
rating.

The Pampa Independent School
District appealed in August, but the
Texas Education Agency denied the
appeal. It was denied again after a
personal appeal by Pampa
Independent School District Supt.
Barry Haenisch this month.

“Our appeal was denied,”
Haenisch said, “so Pampa High
School will be an unacceptable cam-
pus for this year.”

The reason has nothing to do with

eptable status a result of vague rule

academic tests but is the result of a
rule by the Texas Education Agency
over where and how students are
counted.

“There were two students at the
alternative campus who were count-
ed on the Pampa High School enroll-
ment,” Haenisch said. “That is by
TEA rule.”

Those two students dropped out of

school in during the 2003-2004,
which sent the Class of 2005 gradu-
ation rate below 75 percent based on
that class’ middle school enrollment.
The students were counted as
dropouts from Pampa High School,
even though they had been at

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‘Ride for the Refugees’ aids orphans in Mexico

Johnny Harper is a man of his
word.

“Make your list of what you're
going to need,”the Lefors resident
told Feliberto Pereira, director of
Southwest Good  Samaritan
Ministries, in the summer of 2005.
“We’ll be back next year.”

Harper made good his promise
this October when he, his wife
Cindy, five other motorcyclists,
and a group from First Christian
Church of Pampa rolled into
Pereira’s refugee center in
Bayview with a semi-tractor trailer
and a 20-foot trailer loaded with
supplies and clothes, plus $8,000
— all donations from individuals
and Disciples of Christ congrega-
tions throughout the Southwest
Region.

“Ride for the Refugee,”
Harper’s brainchild, combines his

love for riding motorcycles with a
deep desire to help others. “Ride
for the Refugee - 909 miles of
Christian charity” begins at First
Christian Church in Liberal, Kan.,
and continues the length of Texas
to where the tip touches the
Texas/Mexico border at
Brownsville and Matameros.

The “Ride” culminates more
than a year of planning and collect-
ing of donations for Pereira’s min-
istries.

“They’re the neediest of the
needy,” says Rev. Barry Loving,
senior minister of First Christian
Church of Pampa, as he struggles
to describe the plight of the
refugees and those living in the
colonias aided by SWGSM. “Even
the poorest of the poor in Pampa,
even the homeless in Amarillo, are
rich compared to them.”

Other than the problem
with the two students,
Haenisch said the Pampa
High School campus had at
least an academically
acceptable rating in every
category. They either met
recognized or acceptable sta-
tus on every indicator except
the completion rate of one
sub-group of students.

Those were the students
who were ranked in the low
income category. The eco-
nomic status is based on the
number of students who
receive free and reduced
meals.

The two students who
dropped out were in that cat-
egory, but that pushed the
entire school into an aca-
demically unacceptable
ranking.

“The way TEA rules work
for accountability rating,
you are the rating of your
lowest group,” Haenisch
said.

Haenisch said he hopes
the district won’t have to
worry with this situation
again, but acknowledges that
it could happen again.

“What we are trying to
find out now, what we have
asked for from the TEA, is
the list of students that might
potentially cause it to hap-
pen again,” Haenisch said,
“so that we can begin now
looking at it while there
would be time to make cor-

rections that need to be
made.”

He said that they are look-
ing at their dropouts, their
potential dropouts and what
campus they’re on.

The state, Haenisch said,
is concerned that in order to
keep their dropout rate low,
high schools might send stu-
dents who were about to
drop out to an alternative
school so that it wouldn’t
show up at the high school.
That’s a valid concern, he
says, but he questions the
rule, or at least how it is
written, that would prevent
such actions.

“They had what they
called last year the 85-day
rule, which said a student
had to be on a campus 85

days for them to count on -

that campus,” Haenisch said.

These two students were
on the campus for a full
school year. They dropped
out the next school year.
They hadn’t met the 85-day
rule the second year because
they start that 85-day count
over each year.

“It’s not easy to explain,”
Haenisch admitted. “TEA
doesn’t want a high school to
send a student who is about
to drop out to an alternative
school and then let them
drop out from the alternative
school. They say we’re
going to wait 85 days from a
day a student enrolls before
they count on that campus.”

In Pampa’s case, the two
students were on the alterna-
tive campus for one full
school year. One was there
160 days. The other one was

there 175 days.

“But we got that school
year over with,” Haenisch
said, “and they started the
next one and TEA started the
85-day count over again.
They dropped out during
that second year before they
met the 85-day requirement
for the second year.”

Because they had not met
that 85-day requirement,
they would have had to be
reported as students of
Pampa High School even
though they had been at the
alternative school for the
previous year.

It gets even more compli-
cated. It didn’t happen last
year. One dropped out in fall
of 2002. The other dropped
out in the spring of 2003.

They did not meet the 85-
day rule for the last year they
were in school. Their gradu-
ating class was not until
2005, but because they were
in a low-income category
and dropped out of school,
the number of graduating
students for the Class of
2005, based on the number
of that class going through
middle school, was below
state mandates.

A high school needs a 75
percent completion rate for
all students and student
groups for a specific class, in
this case the Class of 2005.

The rules include only
those students who graduate
or continue in high school.
General equivalency diplo-
mas, or GEDs, do not count
for the complete rate.

While
Pampa High’s Class of 2005

89 percent of

graduated, only 71 percent
of low-come students gradu-
ated, Haenisch said. Had the
two students graduated or
stgyed in the alternative
school, Pampa High School
would have gotten an
acceptable rating.

“There was nothing we
could have done about this,”
Haenisch said. “We didn’t
find out about it until June of
2006.”

This is the first year that
this has been an indicator for
a rating, he said.

Haenisch admitted that he
found the situation confus-
ing.

“We understand that they
have a rule,” he said. “We
don’t understand why they
have the rule.”

At least, he said, he does-
n’t understand the rule as it
is presently worded.

“What has come out of my
meetings with TEA is that
I’m going to have an oppor-
tunity to present to the rule-
making group later in the
year reasons why they
should not have a rule that
will charge those students
back to the regularly educa-
tional campus,” Haenisch
said.

Haenisch said he expects
to meet with TEA officials in
Austin concerning the rule
sometime in December or
January, before the rules
committee meets in
February.

“We just want to try to
make the rules fair,”
Haenisch said.

recognition of the work
done by the inmates who
created it. Lifelike wooden
flowers bloom on either side
of the door, and the shingles
on the roof appear to be
three-dimensional.

“This project was a great
example of people working
together to benefit children,”
Carter said. “These inmates
wanted to give back to the
community in a way that
showcased their craftsman-
ship and artistic skills to cre-
ate a gift that children will
love to play in for many
years.”

Mickey Mouse and
Tweety Bird are painted on
one wall inside the play-
house, opposite a wall paint-
ed to include kitchen cabi-
nets and a refrigerator.
Windows flank the front
door, and the playhouse is lit
through its open top by fluo-

rescent lighting from the
ceiling of the lobby.

"“The prisoners volun-
teered their free time to work
on the project so they can
give back to the communi-
ty,” said Warden Tim
Simmons of TDCJ.

The Brown Alliance
opened its doors during the
last week of August, but will
not hold an official open
house and grand opening
until Nov. 17. Plans for
future improvements to the
offices are being made.

“In the future, we will
have a supervised visitation
room, probably after the first
of the year,” said Janet
Watts, CASA executive
director. Volunteer training
sessions and interviews with
parents and others involved
with the children can also be
held at the new facility.

The alliance is the result
of collaboration between
Carter of The Bridge and
Watts of CASA.

“It’s been a great collabo-
ration. The Bridge bought

the building, and we collab-
orated on being housed
together,” Watts said. “M.K.
Brown Foundation was the
largest funder, providing 60
percent of the project cost.”

The Bridge opened its
doors in 1989 in Amarillo,
and was Texas’ first chil-

dren’s agwocacy center. Its
servicgs include recording
interViews by trained inter-

viéwers of abused children
for forensic purposes and
providing a place where
trained medical personnel
may examine sexually
abused children.

“The Bridge is a compre-
hensive, child-focused pro-
gram that offers a highly
effective, one-stop approach
to child abuse investiga-
tion,” Carter said. “The
facility allows law enforce-
ment, child protective serv-
ices, prosecutors and the
mental health and medical
communities to work togeth-
er to best serve victims of
child abuse and sexual
assault.”

“These volunteers can
then keep the judges and
attorneys ad litem informed
about the case so that the
child receives better repre-
sentation in court,” Carter
said.

CASA of the High Plains,
which provides services in
eight counties, currently has
a caseload of 96 children in
foster care, 75 percent of
whom are from Gray
County, Watts said.

Wild pigs may have
caused spinach scare

WASHINGTON (AP)
— Wild pigs may have
spread deadly Dbacteria
onto a California spinach
field, sparking an outbreak
that killed three people and
sickened more than 200
others nationwide, investi-
gators said Thursday. They
also said the outbreak
appears to be over.

No one has become ill
from eating contaminated
spinach since Sept. 25.
“All evidence points to this
outbreak having conclud-
ed,” said Dr. Kevin Reilly
of the California
Department of Health
Services.

State and federal inves-
tigators have narrowed
their focus to the ranch,
where boar trampled
fences that had hemmed in
a spinach field.

Samples taken from a
wild pig, as well as from
stream water and cattle on
the ranch, have tested pos-

itive for the same strain of

E. coli implicated in the
outbreak, Reilly said.
Investigators continue to

look at three other ranches
in the areas in seeking the
source of the contaminated
fresh spinach.

“We are not saying this
is the source at this point,”
Reilly said of the ranch.

The outbreak sickened
204 people in 26 states and
one Canadian province, he
said.

Wild pigs are one “real
clear vehicle” that could
explain how E. coli spread
from cattle on the ranch to
the spinach field less than
a mile away, Reilly said.
The pigs could have
tracked the bacteria into
the field or spread it
through their droppings, he
said.

Investigators also are
looking at runoff, flooding,
irrigation water, fertilizer
and other wildlife, includ-
ing deer, as possible
sources.

Investigators first recov-
ered the same strain of
bacteria earlier this month
from three cattle manure
specimens collected on the
ranch.

Dallas ISD relaxes demand
for principals to speak Spanish

DALLAS (AP) — The
Dallas school board has
relaxed a policy that
required elementary school
principals in mostly
Hispanic schools to learn
Spanish by 2008.

A divided Dallas
Independent School District
board approved the rule in
2005, touching off a racially
charged debate in a district
made up of more than 65
percent Hispanic students
and 30 percent non-English-
speaking students.

At a Thursday meeting,
Hispanics urged the school
board to maintain the policy
while black audience mem-
bers denounced it as illegal,
unfair and racist.

The original policy
required that principals be
bilingual in the language
spoken by the school’s stu-
dents. The rule only applied
if half the students were lim-
ited in English proficiency.

Under the change adopted
Thursday, the school can sat-
isfy the requirement if an
assistant principal or, in
some cases, a counselor
speaks the alternative lan-
guage. That had already
been the policy for middle
and high schools.

Schools that receive rec-
ognized or exemplary rat-
ings from the state are
exempt from the rule.

Board member Edwin
Flores said it makes sense
for school administrators to
be able to communicate
directly with parents.

“Every single business in
this town recognizes that
they need people who can
communicate with their cus-
tomers,” Flores said.

But Shirley Daniels, who
urged board members to
scrap the policy, said the rule

“is evil to the black race and
the black struggle.”

“You (Hispanics) must
stop being selfish,” she said.
“You never were oppressed.
[ studied it.”

Board member Carla
Ranger proposed eliminating
the policy. She said there are
no studies showing bilingual

principals  lift  student
achievement. She said the
language rule is unfair to
employees who’ve worked
in the district for years.

Superintendent Michael
Hinojosa said he supports
the idea that administrators
should be able to communi-
cate with parents.

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Judge rejects school’s FOI suit

AUSTIN (AP) — A judge
has dismissed a lawsuit filed
by the Lake Travis school
district against two parents
whom school officials say
are drowning the district in
open records requests.

Travis County District
Court Judge  Suzanne
Covington on Thursday
granted David and Melissa
Lovelaces’ request to dismiss
the lawsuit. She said the
Legislature would have to
amend the law first.

The Texas Public
Information Act allows tax-
payers access to certain
information from public
agencies.

But Lake Travis school
officials sued the Lovelaces
in September, claiming the
couple was abusing the
open-records law.

The district says the
Lovelaces have filed more
than 2,200 open records
requests, including as many
as 238 requests in a 24-hour
period. The couple has filed
approximately 400 requests
since the school year started
and 71 since the lawsuit was
filed.

Superintendent  Rocky
Kirk said in a statement that
he was disappointed by the
decision.

“We are proud of our
efforts to make information
available to all of our con-
stituents, but we continue to
believe that the Lovelaces’
actions are unreasonable and
overly burdensome,” Kirk
said.

The district said it will
appeal the ruling and discuss
the issue with legislators.

David Thompson, a
lawyer for the district, said
the open-records law is craft-
ed in a way that can cause
problems for agencies trying
to deal with people who file
excessive requests.

“No matter how abusive ...
or how extreme the conduct,
the act prohibits any judicial
remedy,” Thompson said.
“(The judge) basically found
that this is a legislatively cre-
ated problem, and the solu-
tion must be legislatively
created.”

The Lovelaces’ lawyer,
Jennifer Riggs, said an alter-
native ruling would have
opened the door to the gov-
ernment suing citizens
“about any number of other
public rights the government
claimed were used too much.

The couple’s son, David
Lovelace, is a disabled stu-
dent in the district. Riggs has
said the requests are for
information about - special
education.

Among complaints cited
in the lawsuit, the district
said it spent more than
$600,000 last school year to
answer the Lovelaces’

requests, and that volumi-
nous requests are sent to

multiple fax machines in the
administration office, caus-
ing paper jams.

In additioh, the lawsuit
says, the Lovelaces have
refused to cooperate with the
district’s public information
officer.

‘Life settlement’ firm charged in fraud

ALBANY, N.Y. (AP) One of the
nation’s leading “life settlement” companies
made “secret payments” to suppress compet-
itive bids and charged high commissions that
hurt the policy sellers, New York Attorney
General Eliot Spitzer charged Thursday.

Coventry First LLC of Philadelphia, a
leader in the growing $6 billion industry, is
accused in a lawsuit Spitzer filed in state
Supreme Court in Manhattan on Thursday.
Spitzer said Coventry violated fraud and
antitrust laws by making secret payments to
competitors that stifled bidding and weren’t
disclosed to policy sellers.

“The attorney general’s civil complaint
relies almost exclusively on a handful of out-
of-context e-mails that do not support the
allegations,” said company CEO Alan
Buerger. “We intend to fight the allegations
and are confident that we will be vindicated
in court once the true facts are laid out.”

Buerger said the company has lobbied
Albany to regulate the life settlement indus-
try to protect companies and customers, but
Spitzer’s “regulation through litigation will

not advance this goal.”

“The vast majority of owners we purchase
policies from are represented by counsel
and/or financial planners, and Coventry has
dealt with them in good faith and with the
highest standards,” he said.

The practice of paying policy holders for
their life insurance is legal and Spitzer says
the industry has tripled in size in the last
three years.

“Almost 90 percent of life insurance poli-
cies lapse without any benefit to the policy
owner,” Buerger said. “Coventry First has
delivered more than $1 billion to policy own-
ers whose options previously were limited to
surrendering their policies for a fraction of
their worth, or simply letting them lapse in
order to avoid unconscionably high premi-
ums.

Sniper confesses to killing golfer

TUCSON, Ariz. (AP) —
Cheryll Witz wrote convict-
ed Washington-area sniper
Lee Boyd Malvo a letter in
June, imploring him to talk
to Arizona detectives about
her father’s 2002 death.

She got her wish.

Police said Friday that
Malvo tearfully confessed
that he and John Allen
Muhammad were responsi-
ble for killing 60-year-old
Jerry Taylor on a golf course
in Tucson.

Witz said she long sus-
pected the pair were respon-
sible, though they had never
been conclusively linked to
the death.

With her approval, Tucson
police interviewed Malvo
for two hours Thursday in
Maryland after granting him
immunity from prosecution,
Capt. Bill Richards said.
Malvo said the shooting took
place while he and
Muhammad were in the area
visiting Muhammad’s older
sister, Richards said.

Malvo said he was sorry

for Taylor’s family, said
Detective Benjamin
Jimenez. “He welled up a
few times in tears during the
interview,” he said.

Witz said she had written
Malvo a five-page letter
after he pleaded guilty to six
sniper killings, appealing to
him to help her gain closure.

“It has been four years
now, and my family
would love to have some
closure,” she wrote. “Lee, |
am begging you... Please
Lee, give myself and my
family the closure that we
need to heal, and to move on
with our lives. ... You will be
able to start our healing
process, and I will be ever so
greatful (sic) to you.”

Witz, without elaborating,
said at a news conference
Friday that she knew Malvo
read her letter and was
remorseful.

She said she intends to
write him another letter to
thank him for confessing and
that she would like to meet
him in person.

“I needed to know,” she
said. “I really need to forgive
him. I do believe that he was
brainwashed and | do truly
believe that he was made to
kill my father.”

Malvo has previously tes-
tified that Muhammad
trained him to shoot and
lured him into a plot to kill
people.

As for Muhammad, Witz
said: “He’s a monster, and he
set out intentionally to kill
people. He knew exactly
what he was doing. | would
love to see him prosecuted.”

Richards said the police
investigation, which long
ago had hit a dead end,
would continue based on
new information Malvo pro-
vided, with the intent of
prosecuting Muhammad.

Richards said Malvo
agreed to testify against
Muhammad if Arizona
authorities bring charges.

It obligates feder-
al agencies that manage the
public lands to preserve for
present and future genera-
tions the historic, scientific,
commemorative, and cultur-
al values of the archeologi-
cal and historic sites and
structures on these lands. It
also authorizes the President
to protect landmarks, struc-
tures, and objects of historic
or scientific interest by des-
ignating them as National
Monuments.

The National Park Service
provides for the preserva-
tion, protection, interpreta-
tion, and scientific study of
Alibates flint deposits and
quarries, artifacts of indige-
nous peoples, and associated
cultural and natural
resources for the benefit and
enjoyment of all.

“Over the years, our dedi-
cated park rangers and vol-
unteers from the Panhandle
Archeological Society uti-
lized two pickup trucks with
a tarp tied across the roofs to
make a shade shelter for giv-
ing interpretive programs
and flint knapping demon-
strations,” Superintendent
Karren Brown said.

Recommendations in a
draft of the annual report by
the U.S.-China Economic
and Security Review
Commission, obtained by
The Associated Press, deal
with complaints by
American  manufacturers
that Beijing’s artificially low
currency makes Chinese
goods cheaper in the United
States and American prod-
ucts more expensive in
China.

U.S. lawmakers and com-
panies also say a flood of
pirated movies, computer
programs and other copy-
righted material in China has
cost thousands of American
jobs and hindered the U.S.
economy’s ability to com-
pete.

Congress should urge the
Bush administration to press
complaints against China at
the World Trade
Organization for what the
panel called a massive inter-
vention by Beijing in inter-

national currency markets,
the report said. The commis-
sion is calling for another
WTO case against China for
what it said was a failure to
enforce intellectual property
rights.

Another major recom-
mendation is that Congress
define currency manipula-
tion as an illegal export sub-
sidy and allow strong penal-
ties against an offending
country’s export goods.

Congress created the
panel in 2000 to investigate
and report on U.S.-China
relations. Its latest report,
which also touches on secu-
rity, energy and military
issues, comes up for its final
vote Monday and will be
released in its final version
Nov. 16.

The results of the Nov. 7
congressional elections Nov.
7 could have a big influence
on U.S. trade policy. Top
critics of Beijing’s economic
practices have come from

Ex-pastor
gets 11 years
for sex trip

BINGHAMTON, N.Y.
(AP) — A former Baptist
pastor who disappeared with
a 15-year-old girl for a
month and later pleaded
guilty to raping her was sen-
tenced Friday to more than
11 years in federal prison.

Lewis Lee, 54, admitted
in May to four federal
charges, including crossing
state lines to have sex with a
minor. In August, he was
sentenced to 9 1/3 to 28
years in state prison after
pleading guilty to seven
counts of third-degree rape.

Lee will serve 11 years
and three months in a feder-
al prison and then the
remainder of his time in
state prison.

U.S. District Court Judge
Thomas McAvoy also
ordered Lee to be super-
vised by authorities for 25
years after his release.

“Mr. Lee you have gone a
long way to destroy the lives
of thie victim and her family.

While Jerry Jones is disap-
pointed the Dallas
Cowboys are going to their
backup quarterback, he
won’t get any complaints
from Terrell Owens.

T.O. said Thursday he
already feels better chem-
istry with Tony Romo than
he ever did with deposed
starter Drew Bledsoe.
Owens even had an exam-
ple, pointing out his 8-yard
touchdown catch against
New York Giants on
Monday night.

“I looked across the for-
mation and he looked at me
and he knew what was
going on,” Owens said.

He explained Thursday
that he actually was cling-
ing to his preseason belief
that Bledsoe would lead
Dallas to the playoffs.

“I’m disappointed at the
reason we’re having to
make this change,” Jones
said.

The QB switch has
forced Jones to lower his
expectations for this sea-
son.

“He’s no longer con-
vinced this team could be
“special,” the code word he
and Parcells used this sum-
mer instead of saying they
expected a deep playoff
run.

“I have to be a realist,”
Jones said.

Raiders kick way to 13-10 win over Pampa

With less than one second to play in the game, Randall
kicker Brad McGinnis kicked a 31-yard field goal to give
his Raiders a hard-fought 13-10 win over Pampa Friday
night. With it, he also ended a long losing streak.

in McDonald’s salad; files suit

DALLAS (AP) — Dallas
Cowboys passing game
coordinator Todd Haley is
suing a suburban
McDonald’s after claiming
his wife and their family’s
au pair found a dead rat in
their salad.

The lawsuit filed
Thursday in state district
court seeks $1.7 million in
damages, The Dallas
Morning News reported on
its Web site.

In addition to Haley, who
got in a well-publicized
shouting match with Terrell
Owens earlier this month,
the suit was also filed on
behalf of his wife Christine
and the family’s live-in
babysitter, Kathryn Kelley.

The dead rodent,
believed to be a juvenile
roof rat, was about 6 inches
long and was found on its
back with
opened, Scott Casterline, a
spokesman for the family,
told The Associated Press.

He said the women did-
n’t find the rat until taking
the salad home to eat, and
that a manager from the
McDonald’s “didn’t offer
any comfort” after driving
to their house to see the
rodent. The suit was filed

its = mouth .

after the restaurant didn’t
follow through on promises
“to make things right,” he
said.

“The family needs clo-
sure,” Casterline told The
Associated Press. “It came
to a point where you have
to draw a line.”

A message left for
McDonald’s Corp.
spokesman Walt Riker on
Thursday evening was not
immediately returned. Ken
Lobato, owner-operator of
the McDonald’s in
Southlake, told the newspa-
per that he hadn’t seen the
suit and couldn’t respond.

“Nothing is more impor-
tant to'us than the safety
and well-being of our cus-
tomers,” he said. “We
maintain the strictest quali-
ty standards. We take these
matters seriously and are
conducting a full investiga-
tion to get all the facts.

“In my years as an
owner-operator, I’ve never
seen anything like this.”

According to the lawsuit,
Christine Haley and Kelley
had eaten part of the salad
purchased June 5 before the
dead rodent was uncovered.

Smith holds no grudge

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — Robaire Smith cannot tell
a lie. He really can’t wait for Sunday’s chance to play the
team that released him unexpectedly in September.

“At the same time, I’ve got to approach this like a regu-
lar game,” Smith said of playing the Houston Texans.

It won’t be that easy for the seven-year veteran defen-
sive tackle. He was heading into the third year of a six-year
contract worth $26.3 million when the Texans released
him on Sept. 3.

The Titans, the team that drafted him in the sixth round
in 2000, happily signed him to a one-year deal.

Titans coach Jeff Fisher said Thursday he knows this
game means a lot to Smith.

“He won’t admit that, I’'m sure. He wants to play well.
He has a good feel for each and every interior offensive
lineman. It’s good to have him. They’re loaded up front,”
Fisher said.

“We’re just fortunate that for whatever reason, they let
him go. I know he’s looking forward to this.”

Smith started 32 games for the Texans the past two sea-
sons after a salary cap-strapped Tennessee let him hit the
free-agent market. He led the Texans’ defensive linemen
last season with a career-high 102 tackles and came up
with two sacks and a forced fumble.

But Houston had an offseason coaching change with
Gary Kubiak brought in from Denver to turn the Texans
into winners. He switched the defense to a four-three, and
he said it was a numbers situation with the defense and the
salary cap that forced the decision to cut Smith.

“When you're trying to put your football team together,
you’re trying to think about the future. Robaire’s a great
kid. He did a heck of a job for us. Him and I had that same
conversation. It sure looks like he’s doing very well for the
Titans,” Kubiak said.

The Titans originally signed Smith because they had lost
tackle Rien Long to an Achilles tendon injury in training
camp. He became an even bigger piece when Albert
Haynesworth was suspended for five games by the NFL
for stomping on the face of Dallas center Andre Gurode.

“l hadn’t thought or
hoped that we’d be sitting
here after the sixth game
making these adjustments.

Romo is in his fourth
year with the Cowboys, but
had never thrown a pass
until two games ago. In his
relief appearance Monday
night, the former Division
I-AA player of the year was
14-0f-25 for 227 yards and
two touchdowns and ran for
a 2-point conversion. He
also threw three intercep-
tions.

Interceptions were
Bledsoe’s undoing. He had
three in each of Dallas’ first
two losses, then a costly
one against New York on
what became his final pass.

Parcells wasn’t the only
one on the Cowboys side-
line disgusted by that play.
Teammates were frustrated
by the same old, same old,
too.

It hadn’t gotten to the
point that players were lob-
bying for a change, but
linebacker Bradie James
said it was being discussed.

How strong was the sup-
port for Romo?

“l don’t know if it was
sizzling,” he said. “It
might’ve been lukewarm.”

James said everyone is
rallying around Romo
“because that’s who we
need to believe in.”

“It’d be that way if it was
Matt Baker,” said James,
referring to the team’s prac-
tice squad QB. “We're
going to roll with Romo
and get it going. This is the
guy. He’s the golden child
right now.”

Romo has been getting
ready for a long time, hav-
ing sat by while Quincy
Carter, Vinny Testaverde,
Drew Henson and Bledsoe
all got their chances.

The organization liked
his potential enough that he
received a second contract
extension, and a $2 million
bonus, in the preseason,
locking him up through
2007. Yet he was never
trusted enough to throw the
ball until recently.

“l saw him coming
along. I saw things I liked
in the player,” Parcells said.
“Now it’s time. | guess |
was ready now.”

Parcells said he’s not
nervous about starting
Romo. He said the better
description is “‘anxious to
see what is going to hap-
pen.”

Confidence is not an
issue with-Romo. Neither is
mobility, Bledsoe’s biggest
weakness. Romo also has a
quicker release, all of
which should lead to fewer
sacks — and, as Owens
hopes, more hookups to No.
81 on broken plays.

“Once he gets outside
that pocket, he can make
some things happen,”
Owens said. “He has some
coaches who will be in his
ear to just get the ball to the
playmakers and everything
will work out well.”

The knocks on Romo are
his lack of experience,
obviously, as well average
arm strength and a tendency
to make what Parcells calls
“impulse” throws.

But now Romo may have
a chance to get comfort-
able. Each game will be an
audition to see if he
deserves to start the next
one, and at the end of the
season the Cowboys will
have a better idea if he’s
their quarterback of the
future. He’s already set to
become the ninth starter
since Troy Aikman.

“I think Bill’s expecta-
tions are for us to go 10-0.
That would be ideal,”
Romo said. “You are going
to lose in this league. That’s
going to happen. You just
have to make sure you take
it week by week and get
yourself ready to go every
week for a new challenge.”

Jones has taken pride in
“consciously tried not to go
to the top of the draft to get
a quarterback.” However,
he acknowledged Thursday
that he might have to
change that philosophy if
things don’t pan out with
Romo.

“Part of the responsibili-
ty I have is how you
address the long term situa-
tion at quarterback,” said
Jones, who also is the
team’s general manager.
“My mind-set would be to
say, positively, it’s going to
work. ... In my mind, we’re
going to see a player that
makes some plays, makes
some things happen.”

So even though he left
Dallas for Carolina in the
offseason after he couldn’t
work out a new contract,
Johnson insists he has no
hard feelings toward the
Cowboys, who visit the
Panthers on Sunday night.

But it doesn’t prevent
Johnson from needling
Jones for his decision to
give big money to that other
receiver — Terrell Owens
— and the soap opera that
has ensued in Dallas.

“I give Jones (grief) all
the time. I do. I just laugh,”

So much so that in

He has 36 catches for 460
yards and two touchdowns,
and has been praised by his
new teammates for his work
ethic and leadership in the
locker room.

“Everyone knew who
Keyshawn was,” quarter-
back Jake Delhomme said.
“He’s come here and he’s a
guy who works hard and is
a team guy. He comes to
work on Sunday. [ have a lot
of respect for him.”

Without Johnson, a
Parcells  favorite, the
Cowboys (3-3) have been
up-and-down while dealing
with the circus atmosphere
created by Owens. Then
Parcells shook things up
during Monday night’s loss

to the New York Giants
when he benched quarter-
back Drew Bledsoe. Even
though he threw three inter-
ceptions in one half against
the Giants, Tony Romo will
get his first career start
against Carolina (4-3).
“We’ve got to try to alter

Michael J. Fox defends political ads

NEW YORK (AP) —Ina
response to charges by con-
servative talk-show host
Rush Limbaugh, Michael J.
Fox defended his appearance
in recent political campaign
ads, saying he was neither
acting nor off his medication
for Parkinson’s disease.

On the contrary, he had
been overmedicated, the
actor said during an inter-
view aired on Thursday’s
“CBS Evening News with
Katie Couric.”

“The irony of it is that |
was too medicated,” Fox
told Couric, adding that his
jumpy condition as he spoke
to her reflected “a dearth of
medication — not by design.
I just take it, and it kicks in
when it kicks in.”

“That’s funny the
notion that you could calcu-
late it for effect,” he said.

“Would that we could.”

The 7 1/2-minute inter-
view with Fox, whose shak-
ing at one point dislodged
the microphone clipped to
his jacket lapel, aired in two
segments taped Thursday
afternoon on the “Evening
News” set.

Fox drew some conserva-
tive criticism after an ad
began running in Missouri
during the World Series. It
showed Fox visibly shaking
while urging fans to vote yes
for stem-cell research and
Democratic Senate chal-
lenger Claire McCaskill
and no to the Republican
incumbent Jim Talent.

“They say all politics is
local, but it’s not always the
case,” Fox says in the 30-
second spot. “What you do
in Missouri matters to mil-
lions of Americans

Americans like me.”

Fox, who supports
research on embryonic stem
cell for a potential cure for
Parkinson'’s, also has lent his
celebrity to Democrats Rep.
Benjamin L. Cardin, running
for the Senate in Maryland,
and Wisconsin Gov. Jim
Doyle, who is seeking re-

election. Both politicians
also back stem-cell research.

The ads triggered a back-
lash, with radio commenta-
tor Limbaugh claiming dur-
ing his broadcast that Fox
was “either off his medica-
tion or acting.” Limbaugh
called Fox “really shame-
less.”

After a stop to pick up more donations at
First Christian Church in Wylie and an
overnight stop in Kingsville, the “Ride for the
Refugee” reached its destination on Saturday,
Oct. 7.

More Pampans flew down to meet the trav-
elers at Los Fresnos, including Loving’s wife,
Mary; Scott and Jamie White, and Nickell’s
wife, Dixie.

Six refugees were among those greeting the
group when it arrived at Pereira’s home church,
Iglesia Cristiana Ebenezer, in Los Fresnos.

Pereira introduces them.

“This is Gustavo. He’s been in the United
States four days under the protection of the
U.S. government.” He explains that Gustavo
comes from Cuba where he had been persecut-
ed for his beliefs.

Pereira points to two younger men standing
behind him. The two escaped from Honduras
on a homemade raft. Suffering from sunburn
and dehydration, they had been picked up by a
shrimp boat. The men were referred to
SWGSM by the Department of Homeland
Securities Detention Center for refugees and
immigrants.

“All (of the refugees helped by SWGSM)
are under the protection of the United Nations
and the United States,” Pereira says.

Pereira knows what it’s
like to arrive in a strange
land with nothing but the
clothes he’s wearing. He
came to the United States
from Cuba like that in 1969.

For five years, he had
been imprisoned in what he
describes as a “concentration
camp” because his religious
and political viewpoints dif-
fered from Fidel Castro’s.
He obtained U.S. citizenship
and became a Disciples of
Christ minister. He opened
SWGSM in 1985 in an effort
to repay the kindnesses he
received years earlier.

He fears that conditions in
Cuba, Honduras and
Venezuela are worsening. As
a result, he expects more
refugees to seek asylum in
the United States. Last year,
SWGSM aided 156
refugees. This year so far,
120 have sought help from
the ministry.

Sitting on the back of a big Harley-Davidson

touring bike, Pereira leads the convoy of

motorcycles, trucks and van to the refugee cen-
ter in Bayview, a short drive from his home
church. The procession makes its way through
sugar cane fields and orchards laden with
grapefruit.

Visitors can’t help but notice the strange jux-
taposition of perfectly manicured golf courses
and expensive homes, only to turn a corner to
find a small cinderblock conclave of yellow
houses and metal buildings which comprise the
refugee center. The
“neediest of the needy”
smack dab in the middle
of the wealthy.

T'he same juxtaposi-
tion hits visitors who
drive through the clean,
well-maintained streets
filled with nice vehicles
and well-dressed resi-
dents of Brownsville and
cross the border into
Matamoros.

Crowded and dirty,
Matamoros’ streets are
narrow, hole-pitted, and
filled with older model
vehicles. Traffic laws
don’t apply here. Carts,
pulled by thin horses or
donkeys, make their way

cars and trucks.
This part of the city is
prosperous compared to
the colonias.
A year after the “Ride for the Refugee”
group’s first visit, conditions at Cuidad de

Derechos Humanas, the City of Human Rights,
have not improved. Recent heavy rains have
turned the dirt roads into mud pits-traversed by
only the bravest of drivers and sturdiest of
vehicles. A stench of burning garbage fills the
air, supplemented by wafts from the open
sewage canal running parallel to the road.

Starving dogs lie in the road, too weak to
move out of the way of passing vehicles.
Skeleton-like horses and donkeys stand tied to
bushes beside the foul canal. These wretched
animals nibble at the bushes. The only well-fed
animal in sight is a cat that slinks between the
slats of a fence, probably sustained by catching
rats.

Small children roam the stinking, muddy
streets. Mothers hang wet clothes on lines
strung across tiny dirt yards or lay them across
bushes to dry. Abandoned vehicles, tires flat,
stripped of everything that might be valuable,
are everywhere. One of the visitors notices a
pickup with a “White Deer Bucks” logo on the
back window and wonders how it got there.

Things have changed at Casa Bugamblia, the
free clinic supported by Methodist, Disciples
of Christ, Baptist and Catholic churches. Dr.
Nancy Rameriz continues to treat approximate-
ly 200 “extremely poor” families on a less-
than-minimum wage salary with donated med-
icines and medical supplies.

A second story to the clinic and more cinder
block houses have been constructed thanks to
the work of Larry Cox, a missionary from the
United Methodist Church. He translates as Dr.
Ramirez tells of Kayla, a “very special” patient
who they have taken in to their home.

“She has a light around her,” Dr. Ramirez
says, adding that the child’s sweet, happy
nature blesses every-

As each of you reads this
today, the people from High
Plains Epilepsy Association
would like to encourage you
to think about some of the
things each of you take for
granted.

Most of you got up this
morning, got dressed and
drove yourself to work.
Driving a car is something
most of us take for granted.

The ability to operate a
car gives us some sense of
control over our lives.
Imagine that one day you
woke up and you lost that
control. This is exactly what
happened to one of the
clients serviced by the asso-
ciation.

Martin was a truck driver.
He loved driving. He and his
wife had only been married
for a few years, and they had
just had a baby. One day
while Martin was working,
he had an accident.

He was not seriously
injured, but because of the
accident he began having
seizures. Because he was
having seizures, he lost his
driver’s license. Without a
driver’s license, he could no
longer drive a truck.

The seizures continued.
He saw a neurologist, and he
took his medication, but
sometimes with epilepsy the
first medication is not
always effective.

The doctor tried other
medications and combina-
tions of medications. The
process of trying to deter-

mine what medication will
work best can sometimes
take years.

Martin’s wife felt that this
was more than she bargained
for. Martin was having 30 to
40 seizures a month. He was
not able to work, and she did
not feel she could take care
of him and their son. She left
and took their son with her
to another state.

Martin moved in with his
parents. After a few months,
his parents asked him to
leave. The severity of his
seizures frightened them,
and they did not want the
responsibility of caring for
him.

With winter fast
approaching, Martin found
himself homeless. Not only
was he homeless, he had no
way to pay for his medica-
tion or doctor’s visits. HPEA
was able to assist Martin by
purchasing his medication
and paying for his doctor’s
visits. The social worker for
HPEA networked with other
United Way agencies to
obtain food, clothing and
temporary  shelter for
Martin.

Because of your generosi-
ty to the United Way, Martin
is a success story. He is liv-
ing in a small apartment. He
is still not able to work, but
he hopes to be able to one
day when his seizures are
under control.

Martin is currently have
about 10- to 12-seizures a
month. He is working with
his neurologist to find the

DAYLIGHT SAVING TIME ENDS

SUNDAY OCTOBER 29

Daylight Saving Time is not a new concept. In 1784, when Benjamin Franklin was Minister to France, an

idea occurred to him: in that part of the year when the sun rises while most people are still asleep, clocks

could be reset to allow an extra hour of daylight during waking hours. He calculated that French

shopkeepers could save one million francs per year on candles.

During World War |, in an effort to conserve fuel, Germany began observing Daylight

Saving Time on May 1, 1916. As the war progressed, the rest of Europe adopted

Daylight Saving Time. The plan was not formally adopted in the United States until

1918. “An act to preserve daylight and provide standard time for the United
States” was enacted on March 19, 1918. It established both standard time
zones and set summer Daylight Saving Time to begin on March 31, 1918. The
idea was unpopular, however, and Congress abolished Daylight Saving Time

after the war, overriding President Woodrow Wilson’s veto. Daylight Saving

Time became a local option and was observed in some states until World
War Il, when President Franklin Roosevelt instituted year-round Daylight
Saving Time, called “War Time,” on February 9, 1942. It lasted until the
last Sunday in September 1945. The next year, many states and localities

adopted summer Daylight Saving Time.

By 1962, the transportation industry found the lack of nationwide con-

sistency in time observance confusing enough to push for federal regu-
lation. This drive resulted in the Uniform Time Act of 1966. The act man-

dated standard time within the established time zones and provided for

advanced time: clocks would be advanced one hour beginning at 2:00am
on the last Sunday in April and turned back one hour at 2:00am on the last
Sunday in October. States were allowed to exempt themselves from

Daylight Savings Time as long as the entire state did so. If a state chose to
observe Daylight Savings Time, the time changes were required to begin and
end on the established dates. In 1968, Arizona became the first state to
exempt itself from Daylight Saving Time. In 1972, the Act was amended, allow-

ing those states split between time zones to exempt either the entire state or that

part of the state lying within a different time zone.

In 1986 Congress amended the Uniform Time Act, changing the beginning of Daylight
Saving Time to the first Sunday in April and having the end remain the last Sunday in

American Samoa, Puerto Rico and the Virgin Islands.

one she meets. The little
girl, now about 4, was
severely brain-damaged by a
forceps delivery, the doctor
explains. Her condition has
worsened to the point that
she is constantly having
seizures. Her grandmother
can no longer care for her, so
Ramirez brought her into her
home so she can give her the
intense nursing needed at
this time.

Jesse, the little boy caught
in international limbo, has
grown. Born in the States
and abandoned in Mexico,
he doesn’t qualify to go to
school in Mexico. He’s been
joined by his little sister,
Cox said. They continue to
live at Casa Bugamblia.

After leaving the clinic,
the visitors travel back
through Matamoros to Casa
Bethel, the orphanage
opened by Pereira.

“In 1996, we started with
15 to 20 orphans. Now we
have 70,” he said.

One of the first children to
live at the orphanage is now
the pastor of a church in one
of the colonias. He plans to
marry one of the girls from
the orphanage in December.
She is studying at the univer-
sity to become a therapist for
the orphanage, Pereira says
with pride.

Casa Bethel is also the site

of a Bible Institute where
prospective pastors and mis-
sionaries are taught. A new
building for the institute is
under construction there.

And a scholarship pro-
gram has been set up to help
the children continue their
education at the university
after they turn 18, Pereira
says.

Crossing back into the
United States, the American
visitors become aware of the
increasing security at the
border.

The border guard ques-
tions each occupant of the
van.

“What is your citizenship?
Where were you born?” he
queries as he looks in the
back of the van, between the
seats and at each person
inside. He speaks briefly
with Pereira in Spanish as
they stand behind the van.
Apparently satisfied, he
stands back and waves the
van on through the gates.

Jim Pepper wasn’t satis-
fied, however. He leans over
Pereira and asks the guard,
“What is your citizenship?
Where were you born?”

Fortunately, the guard is
in'a good mood this day.

“American,” he replies,
laughing. “I was born in
Puerto Rico.”

Past the gate, as the quiet
group contemplates all they
have experienced and seen,
Pereira comments with a
wry smile, “I thought his
Spanish had a strange
accent.”

Scholarship fund
gets financial boost

CANYON — The Philip
J.  Gensler Scholarship
Fund for Students Majoring
in Computer Information
Systems (CIS) was bol-
stered considerably by a
generous bequest from the
late Bernice Leary, a long-
time friend and neighbor of
Phil and Katie Gensler.

Mrs. Leary’s bequest to
the CIS department honors
the Genslers, who looked
after their former neighbor
when her health became
poor. Philip Gensler, who
retired in 1990, was the
first head of the CIS depart-
ment at WTAMU.

“Mrs. Leary wanted to
honor the Genslers, and
that tells you just what type
of people they are,” Dr.
Amjad Abdullat, present
head of the CIS depart-
ment, said. “Phil influenced
so many of our CIS gradu-
ates over the years. Mrs.
Leary’s bequest will help a
lot of students. It also will
help us keep Phil’s legacy
alive in this department.”

Abdullat said $50,000 of
the recently donated funds
will be set aside for a new
professorship in Gensler’s
name.

“Phil challenged us that
if we can come up with
$50,000 in matching funds,
then .we will have an
endowed professorship of
$100,000,” Abdullat said.
“We already have raised
$10,000 of that sum.”

The Gensler scholarship
fund, which was estab-
lished in 2005 by the
Golden Spread Chapter of
the Association of
Information Technology
Professionals with $10,000

and was later augmented by
contributions from former
students, will be combined
with the remainder of Mrs.
Leary’s bequest to attract
exceptional students.

“We’ll be able to attract
more good students and
give more students more
scholarship  assistance,”
Abdullat said. “We truly
appreciate Mrs. Leary’s
generosity and the
Genslers’ dedication to the
University.”

Dr. Gensler says it was
his wife who went the extra
mile on Mrs. Leary’s
behallf.

“Katie really took care of

her,” he said. “I’'m just glad
that it can help some stu-
dents to succeed. | remem-
ber when | was seeking my
Ph.D., and my grandmother
helped me out financially.
A lot of students who come
to the University are first-
generation students, and
scholarship can make a
tremendous difference.”

Recipients of the Gensler
scholarship must be
declared majors in the CIS
department or incoming
freshmen with the written
intention of majoring in
CIS. Non-incoming fresh-
man recipients must have a
minimum 3.0 grade point
average to be eligible and
must have completed at
least 12 semester hours of
coursework during the pre-
vious semester.

Higher ed enrollment up

AUSTIN (AP) —
Enrollment at Texas colleges
and universities has grown
by more than 27,000 stu-
dents this fall, with most of
the increases coming at two-
year schools, state officials-
said Thursday.

More than 586,000 stu-
dents are enrolled at commu-
nity, junior and technical col-
leges across the state, an
increase of about 20,000
from last year, the Texas
Higher Education
Coordinating Board said.

About 1.2 million students
are enrolled in some type of

higher education this fall, the
board said.

Although this year’s
increase is twice as high as
the growth reported last year,
it trails the amount seen each
year between 2001 and
2004.

“Clearly we need even
greater increases to achieve
state participation goals,”
said Raymund Paredes, the
Texas commissioner of high-
er education.

He said his staff will try to
figure out why enrollment
isn’t growing more rapidly.
