JAKARIA, Indonesia 

(AP) Secretary of State 
('olin Powell said fuesday 
the outpouring ol American 
aid and humanitarian help 
in the region devastated by 
the tsunami may also help 
Muslim nations see the 
United States in a better 
light.

“What it does in the 
Muslim world, the rest of 
the world is giving an 
opportunity to see 
American generosity, 
American values in action,” 
Powell said after meeting 
with Hassan Wirayuda, his 
Indonesian counterpart.

“America is -wot an anti- 
Islamic, anti-Muslim 
nation. America is a diverse 
society. We respect all reli­
gions,” he said

Powell said he hopes 
Muslim countries see the 
wide range of U.S. aid and 
involvement around the 
world, of which the disaster 
relief is only the latest 
example. U.S. involvement 
and cooperation “is in the 
best interest ol those coun­
tries and it's in our best 
interest,” he said.

“It dries up those pools of 
dissatisfaction that give rise 
to terrorist activities,” 
Powell added.

In an interview with 
fhailand’s Independent 
Television, Powell again 
rejected criticism of the 
U.S. reijponse as being 
slow.

“Who criticized us? It 
wasn’t the countries in the 
region,” he said.

And, Powell said, he 
called the foreign ministers 
of the devastated countries 
right away and President 
Bush spoke to heads of gov­
ernment and state within 48 
hours.

“So I don’t accept the 
criticism that some in the 
media have given to the 
United States that we were 
slow," he said

Gunm en kill Baghdad’s governor
BACiHDAD, Iraq (AP) 

Insurgents assassinated the 
highest-ranking Iraqi olTicial 
in eight months Tuesday, 
gunning down the governor 
of Baghdad province and six 
of his b(xlyguards, and a sui­
cide truck bomber killed 10 
people at an Interior Ministry 
commando headquarters, the 
latest in a string of violence 
ahead of Jan. 30 elections.

Five American troops 
were slain in three separate 
attacks, officials said, in the 
deadliest day for the U.S. 
military in Iraq since a sui­
cide bombing at a mess tent 
in Mosul on Dec. 21 killed 
22 people, including 14 U.S. 
soldiers and three American 
contractors.

The militant group of 
Jordanian terrorist Abu 
Musab al-Zarqawi, Al-CJaida 
in Iraq, claimeid responsibili­
ty for killing Gov. Ali al- 
Haidari and his bodyguards, 
according to a statement

posted on a Web site known 
for carrying such claims.

“W©«tell every traitor and 
supporter of the Jews and 
Christians that this is your 
fate,” the statement said. Its 
a u th e n tic ity  
could not •■ ■ ■ ■ ■ ■ ■  
im m edia te ly  
be verified.

Iraq’s insur­

“For much of the country, 
the situation is secure enough 
to move forward on holding 
elections,” McClellan said. 
“There are a few areas that 
we’re continuing to work to 
improve the security situa­
tion, so those areas will be 
able to have as full a partici­
pation as possible in elec­
tions.”

McClellan also confirmed 
that Bush spoke with Iraqi 
Prime Minister Ayad Allawi 
on Monday, but said the two 
leaders did not discuss post­
poning the vote.

They focused on “some of 
the ongoing challenges as 
Iraq moves forward toward a 
tree, democratic and peace­
ful fijture," McClellan said.

Sunni Arab clerics have 
called for a boycott and 
Iraq’s largest Sunni political 
party announced it was 
pulling out of the race 
because of poor security .

Lieutenant Colonel John Wallace Fields, 
U.S. Army Air CorpsAJnited States Air Force, 
87, died Monday, Jan. 3, 2005, at his home in 
Shamrock, Texas.

Lt. Col. Fields was bom Oct. 17, 1917, at 
Ramsdell, Texas, on the family ranch, near 
Shamrock, to H.T. Fields and Flora Lee Fields, 
ü e  graduated trom Shamrock High 
School, starring in football and 
track, and received a degree in 
chemistry from Texas 
I'echnological College in 1940. He 
was a three-year track letterman for 
the Red Raiders under legendary 
Tech coach Burl Huffman.

With war approaching, he joined 
the Army Air Corps, and received 
his wings in the Class of ’41C. He 
was assigned to the 7th 
Bombardment Group and, later, the 
435 Armed Reconnaissance Squadron of the 
19th Bombardment Group, which was 
equipped with B-17 Flying Fortresses. He was 
a pilot on the mission, just prior to the fall of 
the Philippines, to evacuate Philippine 
President Manuel Quezon and his General 
Staff.

Fields flew a total of 51 combat missions in 
the Pacific, later serving as Director of 
Operations at Lincoln, Neb., and Topeka, 
Kan., where he flew such aircraff as the B-25 
Mitchell, A-26 Invader, B-26 Marauder, B-24 
Liberator, B-29 Superfortress, and the B-32 
Dominator. He was discharged in 1945 as a 
Major and recalled to active duty as a lieu­
tenant colonel in 1951 during the Korean War, 
serving in England as Deputy Base 
Commander at RAF Mildenhall.

Fields received the Distinguished Flying 
C'ross with oak-leaf cluster, the Presidential 
Unit Citation with five oak-leaf clusters, the 
World War II Victory Medal, and the 
American Defense Medal.

He was inducted into the Panhandle 
Veterans Hall of Fame in 1998 and into die 
American Combat Airman Hall o f Fame of die 
Commemorative Air Force in October 2004.

Following WWll, he was a consignee for 
Magnolia Petroleum Company, later Mobil 
Oil Corporation, in Shamrock, for many years, 
and was devoted to raising Polled Hereford 
Cattle. He was an avid hunter, passing on a 
respect for wildlife and the good husbandry of 
livestock and land to his family. He loved bird- 

dogs and retrievers and was an 
accomplished horseman.

He served in many leadership 
roles in Shamrock, as President of 
the Shamrock School Board; 
President of the DeShazo-Geoige 
American Legion Post No. 68; and 
the Board of Directors of the South 
Wheeler County Hospital District. 
He was a Charter Member of the 
Shamrock Country Club, the 
Shamrock Boosters Club; the 
Shamrock SherifTs Posse; 

President of the Wheeler County Appraisal 
District; and the Wheeler County Veteran’s 
Service Officer for many years.

He was preceded in death by his parents, 
and a beloved sister, Alma Lee Stevens.

All pedicures, she

News these days is as 

much commentary, at least 
on television, as straight 
news.

Some commentators are 
still labeled and known as 
such, however, and their 
wordis are clearly their opin­
ions, not just “facts.”

How long will the bitter 

partisan polarization that has 
gripped the U.S. last? Will 
we remain, forever, two 
nations -  one red and one 
blue?

No. Partisanship is the 
order of the day, but its days 
are numbered.

The House and Senate 
were to open the 109th ses­
sion o f Congress at noon 
Tuesday with the swearing- 
in o f new members, a cere­
mony that makes official the 
GOP gains o f the November 
elections. Republicans 
picked up four seats in the 
Senate, to reach SS, and will 
command 232 o f the 435 
House srats, an increase of 
three.

The House will then take 
up the GOP-proposed rules changes, which, 
despite the modifications made by 
Republicans at a closed-door meeting 
Monday, are likely to generate Democratic 
protests.

The proposals will make it harder to pro­
ceed with an ethics investigation by requir­
ing a majority vote o f the evenly divided 
ethics committee. The current system 
allows an investigation to begin automati­
cally if there is no action within 45 days.

Among otner provisions o f tiie package, 
lawmakers and their staff would be able to 
take a relative along on lobbyist-financed 
trips. Currently, they can be accompanied 
only by a spouse or child.

Another provision would expand the 
authority o f the committee that oversees 
homeland security issues, a move that was 
strongly backed by the Sept. 11

said DeLay was confident 
that he would not be indict­
ed, and decided to seek the 
elimination o f tiie rule 
tecting him because he did­
n’t want to give Democrats 
an issue.

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DEAR ABBY: A professional 
nanny in Ohio agonized over 
whether to tell the mother of 
twins in her care that one of them 
might be hearing-impaired. You 
advised her to notify the mother 
immediately, and that the chil­
dren's pediatrician should be told 
during their next scheduled visit.

1 am a pediatrician with a spe­
cial interest in deafness and a 
trustee at the Clarke School for 
the Deaf in Massachusetts. 
Although 1 agree with your 
advice that the nanny should 
speak to the infant's mother, 
please let your readers know that 
there is some urgency involved. 
Infants should be screened at 
birth. If deaf infants receive hear­
ing aids and appropriate therapy 
before 6 months of age, they 
have a good chance at normal 
speech and language develop­
ment.

After 1 year o f age, the 
chances for normal development 
begin to diminish. If any caregiv­
er suspects hearing loss in an 
infant, that child's hearing should 
be tested as soon as possible. —

He had a home- 
based tutor until he was almost 3 
and then was enrolled in a feder­
ally funded preschool language 
program with the local school 
district.

Please do that naimy, the par­
ents and the child a huge favor 
and tell the mother to contact t^e 
doctor right away for a brain­
stem hearing test. Don't wait for 
the child's first birthday. Children 
understand our words long 
before they can say them back to

Hearing impairment can be 
detected while the child is still in 
the womb, and Crib-o-Grams can 
detect the impairment before the 
child leaves the hospital.

That nanny should urge the 
mother to notify the children's 
pediatrician immediately. —

DEAR ABBY: It is imperative 
that parents are aware of the fact 
that deafness is the most com­
monly overlooked disability. 
Parents also need to be aware of 
the deaf culture. Many deaf peo­
ple, myself included, do not con­
sider themselves disabled. If the 
twin is deaf or has some hearing 
loss, the parents and the nanny 
should make it a point to meet 
some deaf people in their com­
munity. They could best relate to 
the family and offer some excel­
lent advice.

Also, Abby, the term "hearing- 
impaired" is no longer as accept­
able as it once was. Deaf people 
should be referred to as "deaf or 
"people who have hearing loss."

O J . Simpson to cheer on lïnjans
MIAMI (AP) —  To O.J. Simpson, the 

lure of seeing his alma mater play so close 
to home in this Orange Bowl was impossi­
ble to turn down.

“I’ll be in the stands cheering as loud as 
anybody for USC,” Simpson told The 
Associated Press in a telephone interview 
Monday.

“I can’t wait. I always follow SC — 
always have, always will,” he said.

Simpson said he hasn’t seen the Trojans 
play in person for about 10 years, though he 
has watched most of their games on televi­
sion during that time.

But he lives only 30 miles or so south­
west o f Pro Player Stadium, so he’s set to 
be there Tuesday night when No. I 
Southern California takes on No. 2 
Oklahoma for the national title.

His attorney, Yale Galanter, monitored 
the telephone call and wouldn’t allow 
Simpson to say where he’ll be sitting inside 
the stadium.

Simpson played for Southern California 
in 1%%68, winning the Heisman his senior 
season. He then went on to become one of

the best running backs in NFL history, 
mostly with the Buffalo Bills.

After that, he was an actor, television 
football commentator and pitchman for 
Hertz,

That, more than anything else, made 
Simpson pertiaps the best-known former 
u s e  student, surpassing the likes o f actors 
John Wayne, Tom Selleck and Ron 
Howard; Gen. Norman Schwarzkopf, and 
astronaut Neil Armstrong.

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Rebel leader surrenders in Peru
ANDAHUAYLAS, Peru (AP) — The 

leader of an aimed nationalist group that 
seized a remote Peruvian police station, took 
10 officas hostage and allegedly killed four 
others was detained while most o f his 125 
followers were rounded up early Tuesday, 
ofRcials said.

Former army Maj. Antauro Húmala was 
in custody after turning himself in to 
National Police chief Felix Murazzo at this 
town’s municipal building, a government 
spokeswoman tóld The 
Associated Press. She ^ = ^ = =  
said about 90 of his fol­
lowers also laid down 
their arms and were turn­
ing themselves in.

“He came with the idea 
of surrendering himself 
but a group of his follow­
ers weren’t in agreement,” 
the interior ministry 
spokeswoman said on 
condition of anonymity.

A rebel reached by the 
Peruvian radio station ' ■ ■
Radioprogramas said 
Húmala “was betrayed” by the government 
negotiators who arrested him.

The man, who said he was the group’s 
new commander, told Radioprogramas that 
the remaining rebels wanted to negotiate a 
surrender but did not trust the government.

“We simply want to discuss the terms of 
laying down our arms, nothing more,” he 
said. “Yesterday two of our reservists were 
killed by army sharpshooters,” four o f whom 
he said were ca[itured by the rebels.

He said the International Red Cross was 
the only mediator the group could trust “to 
provide sufficient guarantees for us to leave.- 
here on our feet.”

About 35 gunmen remained barricaded in 
the station as police surrounded the building 
late Monday, the ministry spokeswoman

said. “It appears they are angry and some of 
them have been drinking.”

Police ordered reprmers into a nearby 
hotel and soon after the crackle of automatic 
gunfire could be heard outside.

The spokeswoman said security forces did 
not storm the building, fearing the rebels 
would harm 10 officers held hostage since 
Saturday and five soldiers captured on 
Monday.

Prime Minister Carlos Ferrerò demanded 
the holdouts lay down 
their arms and release the 
hostages.

“If this does not hap­
pen, it is the obligation of 
the government to re­
establish order and it will 
with the combined force 
of the police and armed 
forces,” he told reporters 
at the government palace— Unknown

town, about 275 miles southeast of the capi­
tal, Lima. Five police officers were wounded 
and 10 others were taken hostage.

A day later, authorities said, the group 
ambushed a police vehicle, killing four offi­
cers and wounding several others. A gunman 
was fatally wounded in the attack, local 
media reported.

The group has demanded the resignation 
o f President Alejandro Toledo, accusing him 
of selling out Peru to business interests in 
Chile.

Toledo refused to step down, and instead 
declared a state of emergency and sent 1,000 
troops to the region. Húmala was detained 
Just hours after he withdrew an earlier offer 
to lay down his arms, claiming the govern­
ment had violated the terms of the deal.

Messy downpours shut down California highway, beaches
LOS ANGELES (AP) — California’s 

wild weather is promising to keep residents 
and visitors in suspense, with forecasters 
expecting another round of torrential rain 
and heavy snow across the state.

A 40-mile stretch o f California’s main 
north-south highway remained closed early 
Tuesday after a new storm dumped snow in 
the mountains, battered roadways and beach­
es, spattered hail in the Los Angeles area and 
spawned a waterspout in the Pacific Ocean.

Pools of rain trapped cars at Southern

California intersections, while messy condi­
tions snarled traffic in the mountains north of 
Los Angeles as holiday travelers began 
returning Monday.

The storms were sparked by an extensive 
low pressure system that edged down from 
the Gulf of Alaska and remained parked off 
the Pacific Northwest coast. The latest front 
was expected to linger through Tuesday in 
Southern California before another system 
moves over the state later this week.
