Greenspan warns of ‘painful adjustments’

WASHINGTON (AP)
Federal Reserve Chairman
Alan Greenspan expressed
concerns Friday that
America’s failure to deal
with its exploding budget
defict and worldwide efforts
to erect trade barriers could
disrupt the global economy,

Speaking at an economic
conference in London,
Greenspan said so far the
United States has had no
problem financing its current
account trade deficit, which
last year hit a record $668
billion, because of the flexi-
bility of the American econ-
omy.

He said such flexibility
would be threatened by ris-
ing protectionism, which
would increase barriers to
the flow of goods and invest-
ments across the U.S. border
He also worried about the

harm that could be done if

the United States and other

nations do not get their
budget deficits under con-
trol

if | the pernicious drift
toward fiscal instability in
the United States and else-
where is not arrested and is
compounded by a protec-
tionist reversal of globaliza-
tion, the adjustment process
could be quite painful for the
world economy,” Greenspan
said in his prepared remarks,
which were released in

Odessa American on the Patriot Act

I'he House of Representatives has
been considering a version of the con-
troversial Patriot Act, which expanded
the governments powers of surveil-
lance and investigation into the private
lives of Americans after the terrorist
attacks of 9/11. Unless the version
reported out by a conference committee
designed to resolve differences
between versions passed by the House
and Senate is changed, House members
should vote against it.

Some of the most controversial
aspects of the original act, including
“sneak and peek’ warrants (where the
subject of an investigation doesnt have
to be notified his house or business has
been searched) and a provision forbid-

ding businesses, libraries and others

even to talk about the fact that one of

their patrons had his or her records
searched, were scheduled to “sunset”
or expire this year.

o keep those powers in place
Congress has to pass legislation affirm-
ing those provisions. The Senate ver-
sion of the bill included some proce-
dural safeguards for targets of investi-
gations and a new “sunset” of three
years, meaning Congress would have
to look at the issues afresh in three
years.

I'he House version essentially rub-
berstamped the previous version and
included a “sunset” of 10 years. But the
House last week passed a voice-vote
resolution saying it preferred a sunset
of four years. The best bet for the
preservation of liberty in America
would be for neither version to pass
and the extraordinary new government
powers approved in the wake of the ter-

rorist attacks to expire.

But the Senate version is marginally
less objectionable, reflecting increasing
citizen concern over concentrated gov-
ernment power. News stories last week
suggested the conference was leaning
toward the Senate version. As the
American Civil Liberties Union on the
left, and Patriots to Restore Checks and
Balances (headed by former
Republican Rep. Bob Barr of Georgia)
agree, however, the version passed out
this week was much closer to the
House version.

Many of the differences are techni-
cal, but one is simple and straightfor-
ward.

The conference committee includes
a “sunset” of seven years, after this
president and the next leave office. The
House should insist on a four-year sun-
set and reject the conference committee
report if it is not changed.

Over
there, it is not a political gotcha game. It is
daily a matter of life and death. They will
leave Iraq eventually. The question is, how
many will die and be maimed before the
departure date?

Stant, 34, said he made the request
because the Navy’s special warfare
unit will not accept anyone with a
felony conviction.

Stant served 14 months in prison
for the conspiracy involving skater
Tonya Harding and her ex-husband
when Harding was seeking the U.S.
figure skating title and a spot on the
1994 Winter Olympics team.

The plot was aimed at disabling
Kerrigan, Harding’s chief competi-
tor.
