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County passes on burn ban; Fire grant funds issued

Gray County Commissioners took 

no action on a possible bum ban at 
their 9 a.m. meeting today in the sec­
ond-floor courtroom of the county 
courthouse, 205 N. Russell.

“1 think we’re in pretty good shape 
right now,” said Precinct 4 
Commissioner James Hefley con­
cerning any danger of wildfires in 
the county.

“I agree,” said Precinct 2 
Commissioner Gary Willoughby.

The last bum ban imposed by 
county commissioners was adopted 
last Dec. 15 and lifted Jan. 5.

Street repair

A  grant of $28,500 from the 
Amarillo Area Foundation for vic­
tims of the March 12, 2006 wildfires 
has been received by Gray County.

Precinct 3 Commissioner Gerald 
Wright, who headed a committee to 
disburse funds donated last year for 
wildfire victims, said that any wild­
fire victims who wished to apply for 
funds as fire compensation will need 
to submit a new application. 
Applications for the previous funds 
will not be reviewed. Wright and his 
committee will determine disburse­
ment of the $28,500.

An early voting polling place in

McLean was approved. Early voting 
is usually held at only one location, 
in the courthouse in Pampa, but com­
missioners agreed to allow early vot­
ing in McLean only for the May 12 
election.

“They felt that if they could have 
early voting in McLean, they’d have 
a better turnout,” said County Clerk 
Susan Winbome. “It will only be for 
this one election.”

Winbome said commissioners’ 
approval was required for holding 
early voting anywhere except at the 
courthouse, and that having an early 
voting location in McLean would not

cost the county any extra money.
Parts of Donfey and 

Collingsworth counties are included 
in McLean Independent School 
District, which is one of four school 
districts in the county having a bond 
election May 12. The other school 
districts holding bond elections are 
Lefors, Miami and Fort Elliott.

Fort Elliott ISD will conduct its 
own election, while the Gray County 
clerk’s office will conduct the Lefors 
ISD election and the Miami ISD 
election for Gray County residents

The Texas Legislature has 
passed a procedural mile­
stone of sorts, according to 
Pampa’s state senator.

State Sen. Robert Duncan, 
R-Lubbock, who represents 
Pampa in the state Capitol, 
said this week that the 60th 
day of this session passed 
last Friday.

The 60th day is a key part 
of the 140-day legislative 
session. The Texas 
Constitution prohibits the 
Legislature from taking up 
anything without a majority 
to do so. Under the constitu­
tion, the 60th day is the 
deadline for filing bills.

From now until the end of 
the legislative session, it 
takes special permfssion of 
the leadership to file any 
new bills.

He said it’s possible for a 
few more bills to get intro­
duced, but the passage of the 
60th day means that a major­

ity of the proposed legisla­
tion has been introduced.

“There are 3,977 House 
bills,” Duncan said, “ami 
1,933 Senate bills.”

Between now and the next 
45 days, he said, the 
Legislature will have to hear 
all those bills in committee 
and kill them or pass them 
through to the other side of 
the Capitol Building.

The key bill is the 
Appropriations Bill, which 
sets the state's budget for the 
next two years.

Each scssitm, Duncan 
said, the Legislature alter­
nates which chamber will 
take the lead on the budget. 
This year, it will be generat­
ed by the House where 
Pampa Rep. Warren C hisum 
is the chairman of the lloiisi. 
Appropriations Committee.

When House Rill I. the 
budget bill, passes the 
House" it will be sent to the

Pitner: PPD had no racial profiling complaints in 2006

In his annual Racial Profile 

Report, Pampa Police Chief Trevlyn 
Pitner said the Pampa Police 
Department received no racial profil­
ing complaints or reports in 2006.

Pitner told the Pampa City 
Commission during their regular 
meeting Tuesday that the department 
records every traffic stop with video

cameras in the patrol cars.
“It’s our policy that the video 

cameras run all the time on traffic 
stops, pedestrian stops and any citi­
zen contact,” Pimer said, “and it 
pays off.”

He said he had a complaint 
Tuesday morning about a stop over 
the weekend and the videotape sup­
ported the officer.

“That’s exactly what it’s for,”

Pitner said. “It’s good for the officer 
and the citizen.”

According to police records there 
were 4,187 traffic stops in 2006. 
Some 216 involved African- 
Americans, four involved people of 
Asian descent, 3,505 involved 
Caucasians, 456 involved Hispanics, 
three involved Native Americans and 
three involved people of unknown 
ethnicity.

The state requires that traffic stops 
be broken down by ethnicity. Pitner 
said. The data is also broken down 
by gender.

“Each number represents a triifiic 
stop,” Pitner said.

Pitner said the data is compared to 
Pampa’s demographics to see if any­
thing appears to be out of line.

“Someone did this to this 

* baby and according to doc­
tors it couldn’t have been the 
way the mama says it hap­
pened,” Olguin said. “As far 
as my career at CPS, I’ve 
never seen anything like 
this.”

Olguin said police and 
animal control agencies 
were participating in the 
investigation. No charges 
were filed Wednesday.

The boy’s mother, whom 
authorities have not identi­
fied. told investigators she 
was sleeping alone 
Wednesday in her apartment 
in Webster, about 25 miles 
southeast of Houston. The 
25-year-old said she awoke 
to the sound of crying and 
found her baby bleeding

next to the family’s 
Daschund, Olguin said.

The mother ran to a neigh­
bor’s house to ask for help 
and the boy was taken by 
ambulance to a Houston 
children’s hospital, Olguin 
said. He was listed in critical 
condition late Wednesday.

“When the child showed 
up at the hospital, he had 
massive blood loss and was 
in shock,” Olguin said. “He 
has undergone a couple of 
surgeries already and proba­
bly will undergo another 
tomorrow.”

The mother lived with the 
child’s biological father but 
the two were not married, 
Olguin said. The injured 
infant is their only child.

Olguin said the CPS 
investigation includes inter­
views and psychological 
evaluations of the parents. A 
hearing is set for March 26 
to determine long-term cus­
tody of the child.

“This is going to affect 
him forever, even if he sur­
vives,” Olguin said.

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New Braunfels relaxes river rules

NEW BRAUNFELS, Texas (AP)— The New Braunfels City 
Council decided to relax a slate of new rules regarding coolers, 
tubes and children’s lifejackets that were recently passed or con­
sidered for local rivers.

The council voted Wednesday to allow tubers to carry up to a 
16-quart cooler— which holds 20 12-ounce cans — while float­
ing on the Comal and Guadalupe rivers within the city limits.

The decision revised an ordinance adopted last month that 
limited tubers on the Ccnnal to one six-pack-size cooler each and 
those on the Guadalupe to a 12-pack-size cooler.

“It’s a reasonable compromise,” councilman Pat Wiggins 
said.

New Braunfels has struggled for years over ways to control 
rowdiness chi die rivers, which draw thousands of tourists each 
summer who want to relax — and imbibe — as diey float down 
the rivers.

But the latest slate of rules divided residents and led to a peti­
tion drive that gathered enough valid signatures to force a recall 
election in May for councilman Ken Valentine, a supporter of 
die tougher rules.

Senate.
“Our economy is good so 

our revenues are up,” 
Duncan said, “so that gives 
us more money to consider 
in our legislation.”

On the other hand, he 
said, they have to consider 
such programs as Medicaid 
and the Child Health 
Insurance Program, or 
CHIP, which have substan­
tial needs.

There is also the commit­
ment to fund the reduction 
in property taxes in 2008 to 
a cap of one dollar per $100 
valuation for maintenance 
and operation of the schools 
in Texas.

“That’s a $3 billion 
item,” Duncan said. “Those 
are the kinds of items we’re 
looking at in the big pic­
ture.”

Duncan has filed several 
major bills, including the 
Jurisdiction Realignment 
Bill.

“Basically, what we’re 
doing in that bill is trying to 
go back and realign the 
jurisdiction of our different 
courts and make sure that 
we’re in some sort of uni­
formity, provide more 
resources to our courts and 
provide some sort of com­
plex case panel to assign 
certain kinds of complex 
cases to specialty courts,” 
Duncan said.

That would expand the 
jurisdiction of the Justice of 
the Peace courts.

He has also filed a bill 
that would change the way 
the state funds and manages 
the Texas Teacher 
Retirement System.

One bill he has been 
working on was passed out 
of committee a few days 
ago. It is a constitutional 
amendment and deals with 
eminent domain.

It would require the 
Legislature to deliberate on 
future eminent domain 
authority by governmental 
entities in the State of 
Texas.

“What has happened in 
the past,” Duncan said, “is 
we create a quasi-public 
group to solve a problem 
like a base closure. We rou­
tinely have granted eminent 
domain authority.”

Dimcan said he thinks the 
Legislature should debate 
those and require a super- 
majority before they could 
grant eminent domain 
authority.

In the Senate, it would 
take 21 votes. In the House, 
it would take 100 votes.

“It just raises the bar,” 
Duncan said, “and requires 
the Legislature to have a 
deliberative debate with 
regard to whether or not 
eminent domain authority is 
appropriate for duly created 
entities.”

Those are part of some 80 
bills that Duncan has filed 
this session.

Beyond those, Duncan

said there are a lot of hot 
issues now being debated in 
the Capitol bulling.

He said the Texas 
Department of
Transportation is involved 
in a hot issue concerning 
proposed toll roads. A bill 
has been introduced that 
puts a moratorium on build­
ing toll roads.

“The HPV virus is cer­
tainly a hot item,” Dimcan 
said.

Gov. Rick Perry signed 
an executive order mandat­
ing vaccination for young 
girls against the Human 
Papillomavirus, which caus­
es cervical cancer. Many in 
the Texas Legislature say 
the governor overstepped 
his authority and this week, 
the ■ House o f 
Representatives passed a 
bill that would rescind the 
mandate.

The Texas Youth 
Commission has consumed 
much of the Legislature’s 
time and attention, he said. 
There are law enforcement 
investigations and legisla­
tive investigations into the 
issue.

There have been a series 
of complaints by inmates 
and former inmates in the 
TYC system about violence 
and rape in the detention 
centers. The Texas Senate 
this week took the unusual 
step of firing the commis­
sion that oversees the Texas 
Youth Detention system.

“We’re finding some ter­
rible things there,” Duncan 
said.

who are in the Miami

County Auditor Elaine 
Morris was named records 
management officer for 
non-elected county offices 
after commissioners
rescinded action taken in 
mid-2006.

Last July, commissioners 
had decided to name depart­
ment heads as records man­
agement officers in depart­
ments not headed by an 
elected official. It was later 
discovered that only one 
person could be designated

as records management 
officer for all non-elective 
offices, Morris said this 
morning.

“But we can designate 
one person per office as a 
liaison officer with the 
records management offi­
cer,” she said.

Phone Bill Examiners, 
Inc. was approved to review 
the county’s telephone bills 
for possible overcharges to 
the county.
. ' “We don’t pay them if 
they don’t find anything," 
Morris said. “If they do find 
anything, it’s a 50 - 50 
split.”

A resolution opposing 
proposed indigent health 
care legislation was passed. 
The proposed legislation 
would require that any 
funds remaining each year 
out of the budgeted amount 
for indigent care must be 
sent to the state for distribu­
tion elsewhere.

“We’re supposed to keep 
eight percent of our operat­
ing fluid available for indi­
gent health care,” said

County Judge Richard Peet.
The resolution will be 

sent to state senators and 
representatives representing 
Gray County, Peet said.

No action was taken on a 
resolution concerning the 
crime victim’s assistance 
program. The district attor­
ney’s office had asked that 
the item be deferred, Peet 
said.

County Treasurer Scott 
Hahn gave a treasurer’s 
report, and payment of 
$228,134.85 in bills and 
$224,361.85 in salaries was 
approved.

Commissioners went into 
executive session after con­
sideration of all other agen­
da items in order to discuss 
possible tax abatements for 
a wind energy company 
seeking to establish a wind 
farm in the newly-formed 
re-investment zone in the 
southern portion of the 
county. The executive ses­
sion* continued through 
press time.

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Subpoenas cleared for attorney purge

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Senate 

Judiciary Committee today cleared the way 
for subpoenas compelling five Justice 
Department officials and six of the ,U-S. 
attorneys they fired to tell the story of the 
purge that has prompted demands for the 
ouster of Attorney General Alberto 
Gonzales.

The voice vote to authorize the panel to 
issue subpoenas amounts to insurance 
against the possibility that Gonzales could 
retract his permission to let the aides testify 
voluntarily, or impose strict conditions.

The committee also postponed for a week 
a vote on whether to authorize subpoenas of 
top aides to President Bush who were 
involved in the eight firings, including polit­
ical adviser Karl Rove, former White House 
Counsel Harriet Miers and deputy White 
House Counsel William K. Kelley.

The committee approved subpoena power 
over key Justice Department officials 
involved in the firings: Michael Elston, Kyle 
Sampson, Monica Goodling, Bill Mercer and 
Mike Battle.

Sampson, Gonzales’ chief of staff, quit

this week. Elston is staff chief to Deputy 
Attorney General Paul McNulty and Mercer 
is associate attorney general. Goodling is 
Gonzales’ senior counsel and White House 
liaison, and Battle is the departing director of 
the office that oversees ail 93 U.S. attorneys.

Gonzales has said he would allow the 
aides still at the Justice Department to testify 
voluntarily. It was unclear whether Sampson 
would agree to tell his story without a sub­
poena.

The panel also approved subpoena power 
for six of the eight U.S. attorneys fired since 
December. The six, all of whom testified last 
week under oath before the House 
Committee, are: Carol Lam of California, 
Bud Cummins of Arkansas, Paul Charlton of 
Arizona, John McKay of Washington state, 
Daniel Bogden of Nevada, and David 
Iglesias of New Mexico.

The subpoenas are a warning to the embat­
tled administration to follow through on 
promises in recent days by Gonzales and 
Bush to tell the whole story of the firings, 
beyond the selected details that Associate 
Deputy Attorney General William Moschella 
revealed to the House panel last week.

“Based on population 
studies,” Pitner said, 
“demographics and infor­
mation from the Texas 
Department o f Public 
Safety on driver’s license 
statistics, this breaks down 
with our local population.”

The stops resulted in 263 
searches with people giving 
consent and seven that 
required search warrants.

O f the 4,187 incidents, 
there were 141 arrests, 
2,551 citations written and 
1,456 warnings. No action

was taken against 39 of the 
4,187, Pitner said.

A majority of the inci­
dents involved males with 
2,666 being involved in the 
police actions. Females that 
were involved with police 
actions accounted for 1,522 
of the 4,187. Police records 
indicate three persons were 
of unidentified sexuality.

Of the total stops and 
investigations that resulted 
in arrests, 0.4 percent were 
of African descent, 2.6 per­
cent were Caucasian and 
0.3 percent were Hispanic.

Of the incidents resulting 
in citations, 3.2 percent 
were African-Americans, 
50.2 percent were 
Caucasian and 7.5 percent

were Hispanic^
Pitner said this is the flrst 

year the data was compiled 
with a new software pro­
gram. He said in years past 
it would take several days to 
compile the report. With the 
new software, it took him 
10 minutes this year.

“That software is good 
stuff,” Pitner said. “The 
software really helped a 
lot.”

While he’s required to 
present an annual report, the 
chief said his department 
reviews the traffic statistics 
quarterly. He said if they 
see any trends concerning 
race, they look into it.

“So far that hasn’t been 
an issue,” Pitner said.

Because, according to an 
article by Patrick F. Fagan 
and Grace Smith archived at 
The Heritage Foundation 
online, Europe’s answer to 
tough moral nail-biters isn’t 
showing their society to be 
any more advanced than the 
rest of us.

The Fagan-Smith piece 
reports that the Netherlands’ 
unconditional acceptance of 
homosexual marriage has 
eroded family structure to 
the point that marriage is 
considered outdated and eth- 
ically negligible:

Among the very few obligations 
broadcasters have to the nonadult audi­
ence is a Federal Communications 
Commission requirement to air at least 
three hours of educational program­
ming on a weekly basis. The FCC 
defines such programming as “specifi­
cally designed to serve the educational 
and informational needs of children 
ages 16 and under.”

That allows for some broad interpre­
tation, covering programming as 
diverse as “VeggieTales” and “Sabrina 
the Animated Series.”

And groups such as the Parents 
Television Council and the United 
Church of Christ have long complained 
that much of what the networlú have 
passed off as educational programming 
is actually devoid of educational con­
tent.

So it came as a surprise when the 
FCC recently levied a $24 million fine 
against Univision for counting 
“Complices al Rescate” “Friends to the 
Rescue” as part of its three-hour educa­
tional block. The series is a tèlenovela, 
a soap opera, that follows the adven-

tures of twin adolescent girls who were 
separated at birth.

It’s good to see the FCC taking its 
educational mandate seriously. The 
record fine against Univision should 
force other broMlcasters to take notice.

But given the questionable content 
of plenty of other allegedly educational 
programming, the FCC’s decision to 
target the largest Spanish-language 
broadcaster in the United States and in 
such a large way is a bit curious.

The next largest broadcast penalty is 
a paltry $3.6 million proposed indecen­
cy fine against CBS for an episode of 
the crime drama “Without a Trace.”

FCC programming standards should 
be the same in any language.

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Al-Qaida’s No. 3 man says he planned 9/11 attacks
WASHINGTON (AP) — 

Khalid Sheikh Mohammed 
portrayed himself as al- 
Qaida’s most ambitious 
operational planner in a con­
fession to a U.S. military tri­
bunal that said he planned 
and supported 31 terrorist 
attacks, topped by 9/11, that 
killed thousands of innocent 
victims since the early 
1990s.

The gruesome attacks 
range from the suicide 
hijackings of Sept. 11, 2001
— which killed nearly 3,000
— to a 2002 shooting on an 
island off Kuwait that killed 
a U.S. Marine, according to 
an account released by the 
Pentagon.

Many plots, including a 
previously undisclosed plan 
to kill several former U.S. 
presidents, were never car­
ried out or were foiled by 
international counterterror* 
authorities.

India: Rebel attacks kill 49

NEW DELHI, India (AP) 

— Communist rebels armed 
with rifles, hand grenades 
and petrol bombs attacked a 
police post in the jungles of 
eastern India today, killing at 
least 49 officers, police said.

The pre-dawn attack 
today was the latest in a 
series of increasingly bold 
assaults by the rebels, who 
have been fighting for more 
than two decades in central 
and eastern India’s long- 
impoverished hinterlands.

Equipped with rifles, hand 
grenades and homemade 
petrol bombs, the insurgents 
appeared to have caught the 
79 officers guarding the 
remote post by surprise, 
Swamkar said. Another 12 
officers were wounded in the 
attack.

The post is located in the 
state of Chattisgarh, nearly 
930 miles southeast of New 
Delhi.

Before fleeing with 
weapons stolen from the 
police post, the attackers 
scattered land mines around 
the area, Swamkar said. By 
midday, police reinforce­
ments had reached the post 
and were fanning out into 
the jungle to search for the 
attackers.

Rebel operations have 
become increasingly bold 
over the past two years — 
and increasingly d e ^ y .

In March 2006, insurgents 
detonated land mines under 
four trucks carrying villagers 
in Chattisgarh, killing 25 
people. Days later, they 
seizin a passenger train for 
12 hours in the neighboring 
state of Jharkhand —  a well- 
coordinated operation that 
highlighted their capabili­
ties, even if  no one was 
killed.

Those assaults —  and 
dozens o f other attacks — 
have [»ompted Indian offi-

Prime Minister
Manmohan Singh went even 
further in an April 2006 
speech, describing the insur­
gents as “the single biggest 
internal security challenge 
ever faced by our country.”

More than 6,000 people 
— police, soldiers, and civil­
ians — have been killed 
since the rebels launched 
their campaign from the 
southern Indian state of 
Andhra Pradesh more than 
two decades ago.

The rebels, who claim to 
be inspired by Chinese revo­
lutionary Mao Zedong, 
demand land and jobs for 
agricultural laborers and the 
poor.

Mavericks suffer second straight loss in double overtime

DALLAS (AP) — When 
the second overtime began in 
a game that already had 
plenty of thrills, Amare 
Stoudemire was ready to set­
tle things.

So he went to the basket. 
Hard.

Between points and fouls 
that got Dallas Mavericks 
starters disqualified,
Stoudemire’s strong start got 
the Phoenix Suns going 
toward a 129-127 victory 
Wednesday night in a tense, 
thrilling game between the 
league’s two best teams.

“He’s a great finisher,’’ 
marveled teammate Steve 
Nash. “That was quite a per­
formance.”

Stoudemire had 41 points 
and 10 rebounds, and Nash 
played like a two-time MVP 
down the stretch. He scored 
10 points in the final minute

of regulation, capped by a 
tying 3-pointer with 2.7 sec­
onds left. He finished with
32 points, 16 assists and 
eight rebounds.

Jerry Stackhouse scored
33 points, his most in three 
seasons with Dallas, and 
Dirk Nowitzki added 30 
points, 16 rebounds and six 
assists. He had eight points 
and seven rebounds in the 
third quarter, when the Mavs 
turned what had been a 16- 
point deficit into a IS-point 
lead going into the fourth 
quarter.

Phoenix rallied by open­
ing the fourth by making 
eight straight shots and 10- 
of-12. While that set up 
Nash’s great finish, four 
missed free throws by Dallas 
— including two by 
Nowitzki — were equally 
important.

The Mavericks remained 
shaky at the start of over­
time, then Jason Terry scored 
five points in the final 48 
seconds, including a long 3 
over Nash with 4.5 seconds 
to go that the second OT.

Stoudemire helped
Phoenix take it from there, 
although it still took a

missed 8-footer by Nowitzki 
as time expired to end 
Dallas’ 23-game home win­
ning streak and tighten the 
race for the top seed in the 
Western Conference.

“This was a big game. We 
aren’t going to try to down­
play it,” Stackhouse said. “It 
was a little disappointing not 
to get the win but we’ll 
bounce back.”

The Suns won their sixth 
straight and 11th in 12 
games, moving them within 
2 1/2 games of the
Mavericks for the best 
record in the league.

Dallas seemed like a lock 
for the top spot just a few 
days ago, when a 17-game 
winning streak prompted 
talk of 70 wins for the sea­
son.

But now the Mavs have 
dropped consecutive games

M cG rady leads R ockets over Clippers
HOUSTON (AP) — Luther Head 

was never shy about taking clutch 
shots in college and he’s still hot 
afraid to take them in the pros.

Head hit a 3-pointer with 12.2 sec­
onds left and Yao Ming deflected a 
pass and created a game-sealing steal 
as the Houston Rockets beat the Los 
Angeles Clippers 109-105 on 
Wednesday night.

Elton Brand scored a season-high 
37 points for Los Angeles and drove 
for a dunk with 1:01 left that put the 
Clippers up 105-104.

Yao was whistled for an offensive 
foul barreling down the lane, but 
Brand missed a shot from the wing to 
give Houston another chance.

Tracy McGrady, who led the 
Rockets with 21, drew the defense to 
him and found Head wide open in the 
comer for the go-ahead 3>pointer.

Head came into the game shooting 
44 percent from 3-point range in the 
fourth quarter and during a late time­
out, Houston coach Jeff Van Gundy 
told Head to be ready in case 
McGrady got into trouble.

“Whenever your coach has confi­
dence in you, it just puts confidence 
in yourself,” Head said. “That’s why 1 
love playing for the guy. When he 
trusts you, he usually shows that he 
trusts you.”

Head finished his college career as

Illinois’ 19th leading scorer and its 
fourth-best 3-point shooter.

“My coach in college (Bruce 
Weber) said 1 had a lot of confidence 
in taking the last shot,” Head said. “1 
don’t know. 1 just don’t get excited 
about much. Maybe that’s the thing.” 

The Clippers had one more chance 
to tie it after Head’s shot.

After a timeout. Brand tried to find 
Corey Maggette cutting to the basket, 
but Yao batted the ball to Rafer 
Alston, who raced down the floor and 
was fouled with 5.9 seconds remain­
ing. Alston hit the free throws and fin­
ished with 20 points.

“1 am very disappointed we could­
n’t get the win,” Brand said. “We had 
too many turnovers late in the game.” 

Brand also had 10 rebounds to get 
his 29th double-double of the season. 
Chris Kaman added 16 for the 
Clippers, who’ve lost five in a row 
and six of their past seven.

The loss was costly — the Clippers 
fell out of the eighth playoff spot in 
the West, and are percentage points 
behind Golden State.

“It’s satisfying to play well, but we 
have to get victories,” Brand said. 
“We had opportunities and we just 
didn’t finish. We just wanted to win 
this game so badly and we let it slip 
away. It’s a tough loss.”

Chuck Hayes added 16 points for

the Rockets, who’ve won four of their 
past five and 13 of their past 16 meet­
ings with the Clippers.

The Rockets nearly blew a big 
advantage after building a 17-point 
lead in the first half.

“It went three ways,” Alston said. 
“It started as a blowout win, then 
went almost to a devastating loss, and 
then into a nail-biting win.”

The Clippers missed 10 of their 
first 11 shots  ̂and trailed 25-9 eight 
minutes info'the'game. The Rockets 
hit 9 of their first 11 shots.

Hayes, Houston’s power forward, 
had 10 points in the first quarter, 
reaching double digits for the fourth 
time in five games.

The Clippers regrouped and shot 
much better in the second quarter, hit­
ting 11 of 20 shots. Cuttino Mobley 
had eight points in the quarter to lead 
the comeback and Brand hit two free 
throws to cut the deficit to 57-52 by 
halftime.

Alston and McGrady opened the 
third quarter with 3-pointers to stretch 
the lead to 11. Both teams played a 
sloppy quarter from there, with wild 
passes and missed shots. McGrady 
did have one highlight-reel play, a 
behind-the-back assist to Hayes for a 
layup.

The Rockets headed into the final 
quarter with an 87-76 lead.

Matthews went 2-for-3 
with a home run in the Los 
Angeles Angels’ 4-3 win 
over the San Francisco 
Giants on Wednesday.

Matthews, who was 
allegedly sent HGH in 2004

from a pharmacy that’s part 
o f a widespread steroid 
investigation, issued a state­
ment before the game deny­
ing he ever took the sub­
stance.

The Angels had been 
pressing Matthews to 
explain why The Times 
Union o f Albany, N.Y., 
reported he was listed as a 
customer of Applied 
Pharmacy Services in 
Mobile, Ala. That company 
is under investigation for

allegedly being part o f a 
national steroids distribution 
network.

“1 have never taken HGH 
— during the 2004 season or 
any other time,” Matthews 
said in a statement. “Nobody 
has accused me of doing so, 
and no law enforcement 
authority has said 1 am a tar­
get of any investigation for 
doing so.”

Matthews did not com­
ment other than his state­
ment issued by the team.

“1 
felt it was in the best interest 
of our organization to make 
the decision now and move 
forward, rather than wait 
until the end of the regular 
season.”

He starred on the field, 
leading off the bottom of the 
first with a single off Russ 
Ortiz. He stole second, but 
was stranded there. In the 
third, Matthews hit his sec­
ond homer of the spring. He 
grounded out to end the 
fourth inning.

“He was relieved,” man­
ager Mike Sciuscià said in 
Tempe, Ariz. “1 think we’re 
relieved that the release will 
let us start to move forward 
and turn the page on this.”

PEORIA, Ariz. (AP) —

Jackson has his back, but Bryant
needs to keep his hands to him self

Phil Jackson doesn’t get 
paid $10 million a year just 
to roll out the ball, map out 
a few plays for the triangle 
offense, and make sure 
Kobe Bryant gets to shoot 
anytime he wants.

He’s supposed to win 
games — and lots of them 
— to keep Jack Nicholson 
and the rest of the 
Hollywood crowd from sit­
ting courtside for the 
Clippers instead.

Lately that hasn’t been 
easy, and even the Zen 
Master seems to be losing

his patience with his team of 
underachievers.

The Lakers have dropped 
six straight, including an 
embarrassing loss (108-72) 
Sunday to the Dallas 
Mavericks that must have 
made even Nicholson 
cringe. It was the worst 
home loss in the 47 years 
the Lakers have been in Los 
Angeles, and at times it 
looked like the players were 
just going through the 
motions.

So maybe there was more 
than just a hint of despera­
tion in the air when Jackson 
went off against the NBA

the other day, accusing die 
league of engaging iir a 
“witch hunt’’ against his 
superstar player.

Jackson hadn’t had a 
good couple o f weeks to 
begin with. The Lakers are 
sinking close to the .500 
mark, and he was so embar­
rassed about the loss to 
Dallas that he closed the 
locker room afterward and 
chewed out his players.

Then he came to work on 
Monday and learned the 
NBA was fienalizing Bryant 
for the third time in six 
weeks, this time for elbow­
ing Philadelphia’s Kyle

Korver in the jaw.
“That’s crazy. That’s a 

vendetta. They have a witch 
hunt going oa,” Jacks<m told 
the Los Angeles Times. “It’s 
nuts. Guys riding some­
body. Everybody does that 
in this league.

“It’s just becoming a 
witch hunt now.”

The outburst will likely 
cost Jackson. He was fined 
$25,000 earlier this season 
for criticizing officiating, 
and this one will surely be 
for even more.

It should, though, be 
money well spent.

Eagles, Red Raiders looking for late-season consistency
WINSTON-SALEM, N.C. (AP) — 

Texas Tech beat some of the nation’s 
top teams and made Bob Knight the 
winningest men’s basketball coach in 
Division 1 history. Along the way, the 
Red Raiders also threw in a few puz­
zling losses.

Meanwhile, Boston College under­
mined its solid regular season by stum­
bling into the NCAA tournament.

That kind of inconsistency has 
reduced both teams to talking opti­
mistically about starting fresh when 
they play Thursday in the first round of 
the East Regional. And it’s made it 
hard to know exactly what to expect 
from them.

“I think it’s (true oO most teams in

college basketball today,’’ Boston 
College coach A1 Skinner said 
Wednesday. “That’s what the sport is. 
There’s enough talent throughout col­
lege basketball that those things are 
going to happen. It’s proven night in 
and night out in our league. Some 
nights you get it going more than other 
nights.

“I don’t think it concerns anyone in 
the tournament right now about what’s 
happened previously. Everyone’s start­
ing off on .he same slate.’’

Seventh-seeded Boston College 
(20-11) has lost five of seven, which 
included double-digit losses to NCAA 
teams North Carolina, Georgia Tech 
and Virginia Tech. That skid cost the

Eagles any lingering chance to catch 
the Tar Heels for the Atlantic Coast 
Conference regular-season title.

At least some of those struggles can 
be attributed to the losses of center 
Sean Williams and forward Akida 
McLain, who were dismissed from the 
team in January for an unspecified vio­
lation of team rules. Still, it was a frus­
trating way to finish for a team led by 
veterans Jared Dudley and Sean 
Marshall that has reached the NCAA 
tournament four straight seasons.

Tenth-seeded Texas Tech (21-12) 
has had its ups and downs since 
January, starting with a 73-70 loss to 
lowly Baylor.

Law’s A ^ es: From cellar-dweller to upstarts to favorite
LEXINGTON, Ky. (AP) 

— Even during the dol­
drums of a terrible freshman 
season, Acie Law IV 
remained confident Texas 
A&M would eventually 
become a basketball power.

Of course, he figured 
he’d be an alum by the time 
the Aggies blossomed.

Instead, thanks in large 
part to Law, Texas A&M 
took the fast lane to success.

“I knew that this program

was headed in the right 
direction,” the senior guard 
said Wednesday, “but I 
could never imagine that it 
would happen so quickly.” 

Three years after that 
ugly debut season — the 
Aggies went 0-16 in the Big 
12 — Law has become one 
of the nation’s most dynam­
ic point guards. He led the 
Aggies within a whisker of 
its first Big 12 regular-sea- 
son championship and a

third seed in the NCAA 
tournament’s South region. 
There was even some senti­
ment the Aggies deserved a 
better seed.

But as the Aggies (25-6) 
prepare for their first-round 
matchup Thursday against 
14th-seeded Pennsylvania 
(22-8), Law is thinking a lot 
more about the experiences 
of his junior year than his 
freshman one.

After all, last year as a

12th seed, Texas A&M 
knocked off fifth-seeded 
Syracuse in the opening 
round and nearly beat LSU, 
which advanced to the Final 
Four, in the second. The 
Aggies know as well as any­
body that upsets not mily 
can but do htqjpen in March.

“In the field now, every 
team is a good team,” Texas 
A&M guard Dominique 
Kirk said.

Crappie Dock Patterns

You know the local lake 
that you spend all your time 
fish i^?

The one with all those 
houses that line the shore - 
the houses with all the boat 
docks?

Those docks might be 
clogged with people loading 
and unloading boats and 
having all kinds of fun, but 
some o f the best crappie 
fishing can be found directly 
below them at almost any 
time of year.

So what is it about these 
docks?

It doesn’t matter what part 
of the country you’re fish­
ing, if you’ve got crappie in 
the water, they’re bound be 
around these docks. Granted, 
crappie love certain docks 
more than others (wooden 
docks seem to hold more 
crappie than metal ones), but 
once you figure out which 
docks they prefer and what 
kinds o f baits and tackle 
work best around this struc­
ture, there will be nothing 
stopping you from stocking 
the livewell with big slabs of 
crappie.

The allure of docks as 
they relate to crappie is that 
these structures provide the 
necessities that these tasty 
fish need to survive.

Pilings that support docks 
provide food and cover 
along a wide range of depths.

Grass shrimps, crus­
taceans and minnows feed 
on the small plankton, then 
crappie feed on them.

The older docks have 
algae growing on them, 
which attracts baitfish, and 
that attracts the crappie.

Most importantly, docks 
are best when its sunny and 
hot. Clouds tend to make the 
cover less important and 
causes fish to scatter.

The bright sun penetration 
pushes crappie into the most 
shaded area under the docks, 
and it’s not unusual for crap­
pie to be on one side of the 
dock in the morning, and 
then on the other side later in 
the day.

The wooden docks just a 
foot or so above the water is 
ideal.

The posts and cross-mem­
bers also provide shade and 
protection for crappie.

Deeper water, at least 
nearby, is another key ingre­
dient. Shallow docks may 
produce during certain sea­
sons, but deep-water struc­
tures will hold crappie year 
round.

Other than the spawning 
season, the water depth 
beneath or at the end of a 
dock should be at least 6 feet 
to attract crappie.

Docks and piers in shal­
lower water can be produc­
tive providing there is near­
by deeper creek channels, 
which are travel corridors 
that crappie use to migrate in 
and out of creek arms as the 
seasons change.

Also, around most docks 
there will be sunken trees, 
brush, stakes and other man­
made structures that have 
been placed in the water.

Many dock owners do this 
to establish a holding area 
for crappie and also to hold a 
larger concentration of fish.

Because crappie are so 
found in so many places 
around the country, it seems 
that people in different 
places have different ideas 
on what constitutes crappie 
tackle. For some, it’s simply 
down-sized bass gear.

But when you target crap­
pie specifically, choose an 
ultra-light spinning reel and 
rod, like a like an Abu Garcia 
Cardinal 100 on a five-foot 
Berkley Lightning Rod.

Most people prefer 4- to 
8-pound test monofilament 
such as Trilene XL, but let 
things like water clarity and 
the structure you are fishing 
around determine how heavy 
a line to use.

The last thing you want is 
to lose a big crappie because 
it broke the line as it rubbed 
against the dock.

Many people target crap­
pie using live bait - namely 
minnows.

Israel not recognizing 
Hamas, Fatah unity pact

(lAZA Cl l Y, Ciaza Strip 
(AP) — The rival Mamas 
and Fatah movements 
formed a long-elusive unity 
government today, hoping to 
end bloody infighting and 
lead the Palestinians out of 
yearlong international isola­
tion. Israel immediately said, 
however, that it would not 
deal with the new govern­
ment.

Prime Minister Ismail 
Haniyeh of the Islamic mili­
tant llamas announced the 
final coalition agreement 
and platform after months of 
stop-and-go negotiations. It 
is to be approved by the 
Palestinian parliament on 
Saturday.

The coalition platform 
posted on Hamas and Fatah 
Web sites calls for continued 
observance of a truce with 
Israel but falls short of 
Israeli U.S. and European 
requirements that the new 
government recognize 
Israel, renounce violence 
and accept previous peace 
deals.

The new government’s 
platform includes only a 
vague pledge to “respect” 
past peace deals, falling 
short of explicit recognition 
of Israel.

It also affirms the 
Palestinians’ right to resist 
and “defend themselves 
against any Israeli aggres­
sion.”

While many in the West 
consider “resistance” to be a 
code word for violent 
attacks, Palestinians have a 
wide variety of definitions 
that can encompass anything 
from armed attacks to street 
protests.

Israeli Foreign Ministry 
spokesman Mark Regev said 
his government will boycott 
the coalition government 
and encourage other coun­
tries to do the same because 
its program falls short of the 
international conditions for 
acceptance that include 
recognition of the Jewish 
state.

Regev said. “Accordingly, 
Israel will not deal with this 
new government and we 
hope the international com­
munity will stand firmly by 
its own principles and refuse 
to deal with a government 
that says no to peace and no 
to reconciliation.”

Western countries have 
said they will wait for the 
new government to take 
office before deciding 
whether to lift economic 
sanctions against the 
Palestinian government.

Haniyeh said the 
Palestinians have received 
encouraging signals from 
Europe.

“No doubt, there is a dif­
ferent position by the 
American administration 
and the Israelis,” he said, 
adding that the new govern­
ment would do its best to 
bring about an end to the 
boycott and “maintain rela­
tions with all the internation­
al community.”

Haniyeh said he hoped the 
new government will 
“launch a new era” for the 
Palestinians.

Nabil Abu Rdeneh, a sen­
ior aide to moderate

Palestinian peace talks.
“This is the right moment 

to move toward the peace 
process,” he told reporters. 
“If it (the international com­
munity) is serious, if it is 
looking toward stability in 
the Middle East, this is the 
right moment to go ahead" 
by implementing the U.S.- 
backed “road map” peace 
plan.

Another Abbas aide, Nimr 
Hamad, said the new gov­
ernment represents all 
Palestinians.

“When Israel says it does­
n’t want to deal with it, it 
means it does not want to 
deal with the Palestinians,” 
he said.

Haniyeh presented the 
Cabinet lineup today — nine 
ministers from Hamas and 
six from Fatah — to Abbas, 
who accepted it.

Haniyeh and Abbas 
agreed to the power-sharing 
deal last month in Saudi 
Arabia, but had spent the 
past few weeks ironing out 
the final details.

Motive unknown in NYC shootout
NEW YORK (A P)— A gumnan widi a 

fake beard and carrying 100 rounds o f 
anununition fatally shot a pizzeria 
employee and two unarmed volunteer 
police officers in a trendy Manhattan 
neighborhood before other officers shot 
him to death, the nuyor said today.

Authorities were still investigatiiig why 
David Gavin, 32, went into a Greenwich 
Village pizzeria around 9 p.m. 
Wednesday, asked for a menu and then 
shot an employee IS times in the back 
before fleeing. Mayor Michael 
Bloomberg said.

Nicholas Todd Pekeato and Eugene 
Marshalik, two o f the city’s nearly 4,500 
auxiliary police officers, respcMided to die 
shooting and approached Gavin, who 
crossed the street and fired at them. 
Auxiliary officers are civilian volimteers 
who wear uniforms, are unarmed and help 
patrol streets.

Gavin then exchanged gunflre with 
uniformed officers, ^ e  mayor said. 
Several uniformed officers suffered minor

uyunes.
Authorities recovered the 9mm semiau­

tomatic pistol Gavin fired, plus a .380- 
caliber semiautomatic handgun in a bag 
widi the ammunition. Police 
Commissioner Raymond Kelly sa id ., 
Gavin shot at least 23 rounds.

“He qipeaied to be ready to take even 
more lives,” Kelly said.

A wmker in a nearby restaurant, Nikola 
Simic, said he saw police officers swarm 
toward die middle o f the street where th e: 
auxiliary officers were slain.

“Then we heard a shooting that was 
like a good five minutes,” Simic said.

Police identified die employee as 
Alfiodo Romaro, 35.

Pekearo, 28, was a writer with a book 
scheduled to be published soon, the 
mayor said. Marshalik, 19, a student at 
neuby New York University, had immi­
grated from Russia, B loom b ^  said. The 
mayor said Marshalik hoped eventually to 
join the police force.
