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Tax deadlines creeping up for next week

Two tax deadlines are coming up 

next week for local taxpayers.
The first deadline is Monday, 

when annual rendition forms are due 
from local businesses. The forms are 
due in the Gray County Appraisal 
District office before 5 p.m. Monday, 
according to Chief Appraiser Pat 
Bagley.

“They can come and get forms if 
they’ve lost theirs, and they can con­
tact us with any questions,” Bagley 
said.

Any business which does not get 
its rendition in to the appraisal dis­
trict by the end of the workday 
Monday will be required to pay an 
extra 10 percent penalty on their 
business personal property tax for 
the year, he said.

All businesses are required to ren­
der their personal property whether 
or not they receive a rendition form 
in the mail. Information to be com­
pleted on the form consists of each 
asset owned and used by the busi­
ness and that asset’s value. The

information is used to levy property 
tax on businesses each year.

This year’s forms were mailed in 
early February. The response has so 
far been slow, Bagley said last week.

“I have to believe that quite a few 
will come in at the last minute,” he 
said.

The appraisal district office is at 
815 N. Sumner, telephone 665-0791.

Another deadline next week, 
which affects all who pay federal 
income tax, is Tuesday, the deadline 
for filing federal tax returns.

The traditional deadline for filing 
the federal returns and paying any 
tax owed is April 15. This year, how­
ever, since that date falls on Sunday, 
the deadline was moved to Tuesday. 
Monday, April 16, is Emancipation 
Day, a legal holiday in the District of 
Columbia, and was not used as the 
deadline for that reason, according to 
the Internal Revenue Service’s Web 
site.

The April 17 deadline applies to 
returns filed both on paper and elec-

Code enforcement will meet the electronic age

Pampa Fire Marshal Keith Fisher was the 

first to get new software fox code enforce­
ment.

Fisher has actually had the new software 
since January, but he’s been using it on his 
handheld Personal Digital Assistant, or 
PDA.

“Right now, he’s the only one,” City 
Manager John Horst said. “He’s the guinea 
pig on the project.”

Horst said their trial experience has 
proven successful and there are plans to 
replace the small PDA with a laptop com­
puter and a printer and expand the system to 
include the city’s entire code enforcement 
operation.

“What it does,” Horst said, “it really 
streamlines code enforcement.”

The code enforcement officers will have 
a laptop and a printer in their vehicles, Horst 
said.

“Let’s say he’s on a routine call and sees

another violation,” Horst said. “He can stop, 
pull over to the curb.”

The officer is able to pull up who owns 
the property on his computer, who’s paying 
the utilities, pull up the city code, print the 
citation or warning and take it to the house 
or tape it to the door.

“If it was a 10-day notice,” Horst said, “in 
10 days, the computer automatically tell> 
him to follow up on the notice.”

The new system eliminates having a clerk 
in an office somewhere type the letter to the » 
property owner, keeping a tickler file and 
any delay between when the code enforce­
ment office sees a violatioirand notifies the 
owner.

“It’s really going to speed up weed letters 
this summer,” Horst said.

Along the same line, Horst said that the 
city has a big drive at present to get rid of 
junked vehicles throughout the city.

“The police are working on that,” he said.

Tornado spotters, sirens designed to keep public safe

As dark clouds rotated over the 

landscape southeast of Pampa, two 
storm spotters watched intently. 
Pampa Emergency Coordinator 
Kenneth Hall sal at his emergency 
console deep in the reinforced walls 
of his office at City Hall, watching 
his radar screen, looking for telltale

signs of a tornado.
While Hall was a split-second 

away from sounding nine of the 10 
emergency sirens located across 
Pampa, the wailing scream never 
came. Hall’s cool hand never pushed 
the button. The tornado everyone 
feared never touched down.

Despite his ready smile and affa­
bility, Hall turns serious when

Panhandle weather grows angry. He 
remembers the deadly Saturday 
night when he was chief of police in 
Plainview three decades ago when 
David Bryant, one of his storm spot­
ters, was killed in the dark when a 
tornado ripped across U.S. Highway 
70 on the west side of town. He 
knows first hand the danger and 
power of Panhandle storms.

“remain unacceptably high.”

She said the United States 
would file the two cases on 
Tuesday with the World 
Trade Organisation, the 
Geneva-based organization 
that oversees trade disputes.

One case will contend that 
Beijing’s lax enforcement of 
copyright and trademark 
protections violates WTO 
rules, and the other will 
argue that Beijing has erect­
ed WTO-illegal barriers to 
the sale of U.S.-produced 
movies, music and books in 
China.

The action marked the lat­
est move against China on 
the part of the Bush adminis­
tration, which is trying to 
deal with rising political 
anger over soaring U.S. 
trade deficits.

The trade cases exposed a 
split in the business commu­
nity: The film, music and 
book publishing industries 
supported the move while 
some other industries were 
concerned over whether the 
aggressive approach to 
China could result in retribu­
tion.

In her news conference, 
Schwab acknowledged that 
different industries favor dif­
ferent approaches. She noted

that the software industry 
scored a big victory last year 
when China agreed to sell all 
computers with operating 
software.

“Where we are making 
progress, there is no need to 
litigate,” Schwab said.

The U.S. trade deficit set a 
record for the fifth consecu­
tive year in 2006 at $765.3 
billion. The imbalance with 
China grew to $232.5 bil­
lion, the highest ever with a 
single country.

Earlier this year, the 
administration filed a WTO 
case against China’s use of 
government subsidies to

cases involving nonmarket 
economies such as China.

Democrats, who won con­
trol of both the House and 
Senate last fall with cam­
paigns that attacked Bush 
trade policies, said Monday 
that tougher action was still 
needed.

“Late is better than 
never,” said Sen. Charles 
Schumer, D-N.Y. “1 hope 
this is just the beginning of a 
much-stronger administra­
tion stance on China’s non­
stop violations of free-trade 
rules.”

Schumer and a group of 
other senators are drafting 
legislation to penalize China 
for manipulating its currency 
to gain trade advantages.

Sen. Sherrod Brown, D- 
Ohio, called the timing of 
the new cases “certainly sus­
picious” given that they 
come when the administra­
tion is asking Congress to 
renew President Bush’s fast- 
track authority, which allows 
him to negotiate trade deals 
for expedited consideration 
by Congress.

Shooting suspect targeted two victims

TROY, Mich. (AP) — Ninety min­
utes after reporting to work, Jean 
Larson heard what turned out to be 
deadly gunfire inside her olTice build­
ing - then "all hell broke loose.” 

Police say Anthony LaCalamita III, 
an accounting firm employee fired from 
his job last week, returned Monday to 
the building where he previously 
worked and shot three people, killing 
one. Two of the victims were apparent­
ly targeted, police said.

"We heard pop, pop, pop,” smelled 
gunpowder and heard co-workers 
yelling, said Larson, 48, a staff account­
ant for G&C, a subsidiary of (Jordon

Advisors.
"1 heard one employee .screaming, 

‘He’s got a gun. He’s got a gun.’ ... It 
was a panic. No one knew what to do. 
No one knew where to go.”

The gunman then left the office com­
plex and headed north, where he was 
spotted hours later by a motorist 50 
miles north of Detroit. He was taken 
into custody after leading officers on a 
30-mile highway chase that reached 
speeds up to 120 mph.

LaCalamita, 38, said nothing after 
officers surrounded him, Genesee 
County Sheriff Robert J. Pickell .said. 
OfTicers subdued him and found a 12- 
gauge pump-action shotgun and three 
live shells in the vehicle, the sheriff

said.
LaCalamita was being held on 

charges of fleeing and eluding police. 
Police investigators were expected to 
meet Tuesday with Oakland County 
prosecutors to authorize charges in the 
shootings, and LaCalamita was to be 
arraigned Wednesday, Troy Police l.t. 
Gerry Scherlinck said.

Troy Police Chief Charles Craft said 
LaCalamita was fired last week but still 
was listed on the Web site of Gordon 
Advisors, a 40- to 50-employee compa­
ny where workers had been busy 
preparing tax returns.

Police said the person killed was a 
63-year-old woman but would not name 
her.

When severe weather 
approaches Gray County, 
Hall sends out experienced 
storm spotters and stays in 
contact with them.

“1 want to confirm torna­
does,” he said.

Each year. Hall said he 
gets a number of uncon­
firmed sightings. He wants 
to be sure.

Hall’s major concern at 
the moment, he said, is the 
warning siren at Kiowa and

Navajo. It’s been down for 
some time, he said.

Steve Hawkins of 
Hawkins Communication 
maintains the emergency 
sirens in Pampa. He the one 
who found a faulty piece of 
equipment in the Kiowa and 
Navajo siren and sent it off 
to be repaired. It was 
returned, but Hawkins found 
another faulty part and sent 
it back to the Whelen Siren 
Co. for repair. It hasn’t been 
returned yet.

The sirens were the result 
of Hall’s work. He’s the one 
that got the federal grants to 
help ftmd them. —

“He used grants and local 
funds to buy the 10 sirens,” 
Pampa City Manager John 
Horst said.

“We needed them for a 
long time,” Hall said.

“Twenty years or more,” 
Horst said.

The sirens are tested each 
Saturday at noon, except in 
bad weather.

“We don’t want anyone to 
mistake a test for the real 
thing,” Hall said.

When they go off. Hall 
said he doesn’t want anyone 
to think it’s a false alarm. 
They need to be taken seri­
ously.

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Higher education fOled with intolerance
Many of our nation’s col­

leges and universities have 
become cesspools of indoc­
trination, intolerance, aca­
demic dishonesty and the 
new racism. In a March 1991 
speech, Yale President 
Benno Schmidt warned, 
“The most serious problems 
of freedom of expression in 
our society today exist on 
our campuses. ... The 
assumption seems to be that 
the purpose of education is 
to induce correct opinion 
rather than to search for wis­
dom and to liberate the 
mind.”

-  An English professor at 
Montclair State University 
in New Jersey tells his stu­
dents, “Conservatism cham­
pions racism, exploitation 
and imperialist war.”

Other instances of aca­
demic dishonesty include 
professors having their stu­
dents write letters to state 
representatives protesting

budget cuts. Students 
enrolled in cell biology, 
math and art classes must sit 
through lectures listening to 
professorial rants about 
unrelated topics such as 
globalism, U.S. exploitation 

of the

Wright is

Nolndoctrination.org, a Web 
site containing hundreds of 
reports of similar academic 
bias and dishonesty.

Anne D. Neal, president 
of The American Council of 
Trustees and Alumni, wrote 
a companion article titled 
“Advocacy in’ the College 

-Qi(8|room.” She says that 
c a m p e s  across the nation 
have cultivated an atmos­
phere that permits the dis- 
inviting of politically incor­
rect speakers; politicized

instruction; reprisals against 
or intimidation of students 
who speak their mind; polit­
ical discrimination in college 
hiring and retention; and 
campus speech codes.

On most college campus­
es, there’s the worship of 
diversity. The universities of 
Harvard, Texas A&M, UC 
Berkeley, Virginia and many 
others boast of officers, 
deans and vice presidents of 
diversity. Many academics 
make the mindless argu­
ment, with absolutely no 
evidence to back it up, that 
racial representation is nec­
essary for academic excel­
lence.

Houston Chronicle on the accessibil­

ity to higher education in Texas:
AS rising tuition threatens to put a 

college education out of the reach of 
the average Texan, lawmakers in 
Austin are debating whether to short­
change Texas Grants, one of the state’s 
most successful education assistance 
programs. Such an action in a year of 
budget surpluses would betray the aspi­
rations of Lone Star students and leave 
the state less competitive.

Texas is in the bottom third in per 
capita rates of college graduates, while 
facing increased demand for skilled 
workers. The last thing our leaders

need to be doing is making higher edu­
cation less accessible.

Since the program was launched in 
2000, Texas Grants has provided 
tuition and fees for 161,000 students, 
more than half of them minorities. 
Anglos < make up roughly a third of 
recipients; more than 13 percent are 
black.

The program has been especially 
effective in assisting Hispanic students, 
who received nearly half of the tuition 
grants over the past seven years. Their 
need for assistance will expand by the 
year 2040, when nearly 60 percent of 
the state’s college age population is 
projected to be Hispanic.

Texas Grants provides a gateway for 
urban students to a variety of academic 
settings around the state. For instance, 
Texas Tech at Lubbock received $1.14

million in initial grant allocations and 
more than $8.6 million in renewals this 
fiscal year. That aid enabled more than 
2,000 students to enroll.

State Sen. Rodney Ellis of Houston, 
who crafted the enabling legislation, 
says Texas Grants reaches only a frac­
tion of the students who need the pro­
gram. If fully funded at nearly $900 
million, the program would nearly 
triple the number of students receiving 
assistance to more than 180,000.

The House Appropriations 
Committee has approved $454 million 
for the program, while the Senate 
Finance Committee has not yet voted 
on a bill that would earmark $399 mil­
lion. Ellis, who has introduced a bill to 
fully fund Texas Grants, is asking edu­
cators, parents and students to let law-

makers know about their support for 
increased college aid.

Funding is not the only issue that 
could diminish the program’s effec­
tiveness. To qualify for the grants, a 
student must prove residency, show 
financial need, be a Texas high school 
graduate and complete an advanced or 
recommended high school curriculum.

A plan offered by Texas Gov. Rick

Perry would attach strings to the 
grants, requiring that they be convert­
ed to interest-free loans to be repaid if 
students fail to graduate within the 
specified span of their studies.

Ellis and other program supporters 
claim such strictures would have the 
effect of discouraging even more stu­
dents from applying for the grants. As 
anyone who has' worked his way 
through college knows, sometimes 
more than four years are needed to 
earn a degree, particularly if the stu­
dent is working full time.

There is no higher priority for our 
legislators than making sure public

higher education remains affordable to 
the public, particularly the children of 
low- and middle-income families. The 
continuing rise in costs to attend state 
universities, typified by Texas A&M 
University’s recently announced inten­
tion to hike tuition and fees up to 13 
percent, make this an issue on a par 
with property tax reduction.

With the money available, there’s no 
excuse for failing to fund Texas Grants 
at a level that guarantees that every 
qualified student with the desir^ for 
education and the financial need gets 
the opportunity to attend college.

Fleck finds ‘a little difference’ between his and Johnson’s surprising wins
LITTLE ROCK, Ark. 

(AP) — The man who beat 
Ben Hogan in the 1955 U.S. 
Open to claim one of the 
biggest upsets in golf said 
Monday the similaritibs 
between his win 52 years 
ago and Zach Johnson’s vic­
tory over Tiger Woods at the 
Masters are outnumbered by, 
the differences.

About 1.3 million differ­
ences.

An Iowan and a relative 
unknown like Johnson, Jack 
Fleck was in his first full 
year on the professional cir­
cuit when he made two

birdies on the final four 
holes at San Francisco’s The 
Olympic Club to tie Hogan 
at 287 after four rounds.

In an 18-hole playoff the 
next day. Fleck shot a 69 to 
Hogan’s 72 and captured his 
first professional victory.

On Sunday, Johnson 
'pulled away from Woods, 
Retief Goosen and Rory 
Sabbatini with three birdies 
in four holes to finish with a 
final-round 3-under 69 for a 
two-shot win. It was 
Johnson’s second-ever victo­
ry — and the first time 
Woods failed to regain a lead

lost in the final round of a
major.

Fleck, 85, is accustomed 
to sharing his thoughts when 
a golfer defies all odds to ' 
win a major. Calls-poured in 
to Fleck’s Fort Smith home 
in 2003, when 500-1 long 
shot Ben Curtis won the 
British Open.

And Fleck’s phone started 
ringing before Johnson put 
on the green Jacket Sunday.

“Mo.st of the guys that 
called, they wanted to com­
pare my beating Hogan to 
Zach Johnson beating Tiger 
Woods,” Fleck said Monday

as he was on his way to play 
a round of golf. “But ... 
there’s a little difference in 
the comparison.

“In the first place, I had to 
come, into a tie and he wins 
outright. He didn’t have to 
tie anybody. He didn’t have 
to play again. I had to play 
the next day — 18 holes — 
and I win $6,000 and he wins 
$1,335,000. I said ‘that’s the 
difference in the compari­
son.’” '

Fleck, who played at 
Augusta 11 times on fhe tour, 
said he watched Sunday’s 
round intently after a windy

and cold Saturday in which 
only one player was able to 
break par.

While Fleck said his wife 
was rooting for Johnson, he 
was cheering for all the play­
ers — except Woods.

“I was rooting for any one 
of the guys,” Fleck said. 
“But I think it’d be better for 
golf that Tiger Woods does 
not really dominate that 
much. I like to see people 
that can challenge Tiger 
Woods. He’s the greatest 
player in the world.”

Fleck tries to pla^ golf 
every day the weather allows

— he shoots at his age or 
slightly lower — and is 
preparing to play in the 
Liberty Mutual Legends of 
Golf tournament in 
Savannah, Ga., next week.

And although Johnson 
kept his cool and made the 
shots he needed to make to 
win. Fleck said he could help 
him handle the sudden fame.

“1 know one thing,” Fleck 
said. “With my experience, I 
could help the guy. But he 
can really hit it and really 
play.”

Imus gets two-week suspension
NEW YORK (AP)

Don Imus’ morning talk 
show will be suspended 
from CBS Radio and 
MSNBC for two weeks fol­
lowing protests about his 
reference to members of the - 
Rutgers women’s basketball 
team as “nappy-headed 
hos,” both networks said 
Monday.

MSNBC, which telecasts 
the radio show, said Imus’ 
expressions of regret and 
embarrassment, coupled 
with his stated dedication to 
changing the show’s dis­
course, made it believe sus­
pension was the appropriate 
response.

“Our future relationship 
with Imus is contingent on 
his ability to live up to his 
word,” the network said.

The suspension begins 
next Monday.

Imus, who has made a 
career of cranky insults in 
the morning, was fighting 
for his job following the 
joke that by his own admis­
sion went “way too far.” He 
continued to apologize 
Monday, both on his show 
and on a syndicated radio 
program hosted by the Rev. 
A1 Sharpton, who is among 
several black leaders 
demanding his ouster.

The Rev. Jesse Jackson 
said that Imus’ suspensions 
would not halt the protests.

“This is a two-week cool­
ing o ff period,” Jackson 
said, ‘i t  does not challenge 
the character o f  the show, its 
political impact, or the 
impact that these comments 
have had on our society.”

Imus could be in real dan­
ger if  the outcry causes 
advertiaers to shy away fiom 
him, said Tom Taylor, editor 
o f  the trade publication 
Inside Radio. The National 
Organization for Women is 
also seeking Imus’ ouster.

Imus isn’t the most popu­
lar radio talk-show host —  
the trade publication Talkers 
ranks him the 14th most 
influential —  but his audi­

ence is heavy on the politi­
cal and media elite that 
advertisers pay a premium 
to reach. Authors, journal­
ists and politicians are fre­
quent guests — and targets 
for insults.

He has urged critics to 
recognize that his show is a 
comedy that spreads insults 
broadly. Imus or his cast 
have called Colin Powell a 
“weasel,” New Mexico Gov. 
Bill Richardson a “fat sissy”

and referred to Sen. Ben 
Nighthorse Campbell of 
Colorado, an American 
Indian, as “the guy from ‘F 
Troop.’” He and his col­
leagues also called the New 
York Knicks a group of 
“chest-thumping pimps.”

On Sharpton’s program 
Monday, Imus said that “our 
agenda is to be fiinny and 
sometimes we go too far. 
And this time we went way 
too far.”

Imus made his remark the 
day after the Rutgers team, 
which includes eight black 
women, lost the NCAA 
women’s championship 
game to Tennessee. He was 
speaking with producer 
Bernard McGuirk and said 
“that’s some rough girls 
from Rutgers. Man. they got 
tattoos ...”

“Some hardcore hos,” 
McGuirk said.

“That’s some nappy­
headed hos there, I’m going 
to tell you that,” Imus said.
