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Nov. 6 election set for firefighters’ collective bargaining

Pampans will vote on Nov. 6
whether to establish collective bar-
gaining rights for Pampa firefighters.

The Pampa City Commission set
the date during their Tuesday after-
noon meeting at City Hall.

The firefighters will then have to
decide whether or not to be repre-
sented by an employee association.
State law will still prohibit them
from striking or walking out.

The*  city . commission - also
approved on second and final read-
ing an ordinance amending appropri-
ation of $310,000 for a new bulldoz-

er at the landfill and maintenance at
Hidden Hills Golf Course.

Pampa City Manager John Horst
told commissioners that there would
be only a $160,000 cash outlay, but
the $310,000 amendment included
the trade-in value of the old bulldoz-
er and money that had been appro-
priated for a trash truck. The pur-
chase of a new trash truck is being
postponed.

Including the trade-in value and
money being used that had been des-
ignated for the trash truck, the city
will spend $300,000 on the bulldoz-
er and $10,000 for golf course man-
agement.

The commission also appointed
Rusty Tapp to fill a vacancy on the
golf course advisory board.

They also approved on first read-
ing a resolution granting a loan for
$525,000 from the Pampa Economic
Development Corp. to Hampton
Village LP for construction of low to
moderate housing.

T'he commission renewed a lease
agreement between the
Pampa and Freedom Museum for a
dollar a year for five years plus
maintenance and insurance.

A public hearing was set for 4
p.m., May 8, in the commission
chambers in City Hall on an ease-

city of

walkway. The 10 by 200 foot ease-
ment would include ornamental
fencing and a patio extension to the
motel.

Pet food continues to vex

['he Associated Press reports that a large
veterinary hospital chain says it recorded a
30 percent increase in kidney failure among
cats during the three months that contaminat-
ed pet food was sold.

According to The AP, those results were
reported Monday by Banfield, The Pet
Hospital, based on an analysis of records col-
lected by more than 615 of its veterinary
clinics. )

Local veterinarian Ron Easley said it may
be months before all of this confusion is sort-
ed out. He said everyone thought the prob-
lem was solely caused by wheat gluten, but
tests have shown other substances in the food
also.

Easley received a press release from pet
food companies lams and Hill’s, who makes
Science Diet, and those companies assured
veterinarians that all of the food available on
shelves now is safe and they have taken any
food in question off of the shelves.

“I've treated two or three animals in the

past few weeks that may have been sickened
by the food,” Easley said. “But, I cannot con-
firm any of those cases.”

Brian Gordzelik, a Pampa veterinanan,
said he has treated at least one cat that got
sick from the tainted pet food.

“I treated a 2-year-old cat that has devel-
oped kidney disease and the owner said the
cat had eaten some of the recalled food,”
Gordzelik said. “So, in this case ['m pretty
sure this problem was caused by the food.
I’ve been treating a 13-year-old cat that is
having problems also, but I’'m not sure if it is
the bad food or just the age of the cat.”

Gordzelik said he has heard reports that
the wheat gluten is not what caused the ill-
ness in these animals, but instead was an old
cancer drug that was taken off of the market.
Supposedly, China used rat poison that has
this chemical in it and that it is what got into
the wheat.

Both Gordzelik and Easley said pet own-

DEAR CARING RELATIVE: Ideally,
the person who should speak to these
proud parents is their son. If he can't find

the courage to inform them that he's not up

to public appearances, then you should do
it -- now. And thank you for giving me the
chance to point out that upon return from a
war zone, our fighting men and women
need private time to rest, decompress, and
slowly readjust to a lifestyle in which they
are not constantly under the threat of dan-
ger, where every stranger they encounter is
not a potential suicide bomber or terrorist,
where the sound of a balloon popping is
not a signal to hit the dirt, and they can
sleep through the night in a place they are
certain won't be a target. (There is no guar-
antee they won't wake up in the middle of
the night still feeling the terrors of the war
zone, anyway.) The pressures to which our
service members are subjected in a war
zone can leave them with post-traumatic
stress problems that take time, and often
therapy, to overcome. It's important that
families understand and appreciate this,
and not overschedule their service member
regardless of how well-intentioned the

social schedule may be.

Imus triggered the uproar
on his April 4 show, when he

His comments have been
widely denounced by civil
rights and women’s groups,
and two sponsors, Staples
Inc. and Procter & Gamble
Co., have pulled their adver-
tising from the radio show.

Gordon said that as a mat-
ter of principle, firing Imus
should be an easy decision to
make, though he respects the
right of CBS leadership to
consider all factors, includ-
ing legal and financial reper-
cussions.
