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Early voting begins M onday for offices, amendment

Early voting for city and school 

district positions and a special elec­
tion concerning a constitutional 
amendment will begin Monday in 
two locations.

Precinct 4 voters must cast their 
ballots at Lovett Library in McLean. 
Voters in the three other precincts 
must go to the non-jury courtroom 
on the first floor of Gray County

Courthouse, 205 N. Russell.
Early voting continues weekdays 

through May 8. Polls will be open 
from 8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m. each day 
except April 30 and May 7, when 
hours will be from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m.

All Gray County voters will be 
able to vDte for or ijgainst “the con­
stitutional amendment authorizing 
the legislature to provide for a 
reduction of the limitations on the 
total amount of ad valorem taxes

that may be imposed for public 
school purposes on the residence 
homesteads of the elderly or dis­
abled to reflect any reduction in the 
rate of those taxes for the 2006 and 
2007 tax years.”

The amendment would allow 
property taxpayers over age 65 and 
those who are disabled to apply for a 
freeze on their school district prop­
erly taxes, according to Gray County 
Tax Assessor-Collector Gaye

Whitehead.
A tax ceiling is already in place 

for those taxpayers, Whitehead said. 
The new amendment would allow a 
freeze at the lowest school tax rate 
paid during 2005, 2006 and 2007, 
she said.

The current school tax rate is 
$1.33 per $100 valuation for the 
maintenance and operations budget

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) —- Activists said 
triday they are joining with the Sierra Club to 
sue the Army over shipments of chemical waste 
from the destruction of a VX 
nerve agent stockpile in 
Indiana to Texas for incinera­
tion.

The Chemical Weapons 
Working Group, the Sierra 
Club and other groups on 
Thursday filed a notice of 
intent to sue that accuses the 
Army of hiring a contractor to 
ship waste that harbors more 
VX and toxic chemical com- 
p>ounds than the military says it 
contains.

“We can’t sit by with a num­
ber of folks coming to us say­
ing this material is dangerous 
to ship,” Craig Williams, direc­
tor of the Chemical Weapons Woridng Group, 
said in a Friday conference call with reporters.

He said several confidential sources have 
independently told his Berea, Ky.-based group 
that the caustic wastewater, called VX 
hydrolysate, created by the VX destruction con­
tains more VX molecules than the Army has 
said it contains.

Mickey Morales, a spokesman for the Army 
Chemical Materials Agency, said the Army 
does not comment on pending litigation. But he 
said the disposal and shipment process had 
been reviewed by independent state and feder­
al agencies, including the Centers for Disease 
Control and Prevention.

“We are committed to the safety of the pub­
lic, the work force and protection of the envi­
ronment,” Morales said.

Earlier this month, the 
Army’s oitsite manager at the 
Newport Chemical Depot, Jeff 
Brubaker, said the VX 
hydrolysate contains no more 
than 20 parts per billion of VX. 
The Army has contended that 
the hydrolysate is no more 
dangerous than other haz­
ardous wastes shipped each 
day across the nation.

The Army signed a $49 mil­
lion contract with Veolia 
Environmental Services in 
early April to truck about 2 
million gallons of VX

'' ----  hydrolysate from the Newport
Chemical Depot in western 

Indiana to Port Arthur, Texas, for incineration.
Mick Harrison, an attorney for the groups, 

said he expects them to file a lawsuit in U.S. 
District Court in Indianapolis on Monday in a 
bid to halt those shipments.

The groups’ notice also states that the Army 
has failed to notify communities affected by the 
shipment of the waste nearly 1,000 miles to a 
Veolia plant in Port Arthur.

“It’s another sad chapter of Army misman­
agement of chemical weapons disposal,” said 
Ross Vincent, a senior policy advisor for the 
Sierra Club, a nonprofit group with 750,000 
members nationwide.

agencies in the efficient and 
effective delivery of service 
and the protection of indi- 
vidualis rights.

Pitner said after hearing 
' the presentation on the pro­
gram that he /  was so 
impressed and enthused by 
the project that he immedi­
ately signed up Pampa for 
the program. This past week 
he received notification the 
police department has been 
approved as a candidate for 
the Recognition Program.

He hopes to receive 
“Recognition” status by the 
end of the year.

Pampa hopes to the sec­
ond city in the Texas 
Panhandle to receive recog­
nition. Canyon is expected 
to be the first.

Being “Recognized” 
means that the agency meets 
or exceeds all of the identi­
fied Best Practices for Texas 
Law Enforcement. There 
are/ 152 practices that 
include use of force, citizen 
rights, pursuits, training, use 
of equipment, evidence, dis­
patch, and policies. Pitner 
said the program covers the 
entire spectrum of police 
operations.

Pitner said there a number

of benefits to becoming a 
“Recognized” police 
agency. The program 
ensures an agency has 
addressed the most critical 
of law enforcement issues in 
both policy as well as actual 
operation. The program 
also addresses appropriate 
equipment and its use.

The chief said the 
Recognition Program 
assures both city manage­
ment and the residents of the 
city that their police depart­
ment is operating in a man­
ner that reflects the current 
best practices of law 
enforcement.

The “Recognized” status 
is awarded for a four-year 
period. During that time the

agency must submit an 
annual report and proofs of 
compliance for two per­
formance related standards. 
During the last year of the 
period the agency must sub­
mit updated documentation 
on all of the Best Practices 
and an on site review is con­
ducted.

Pitner said Burton will 
spearhead the Recognition 
Program for the department.

Both Pitner and Burton 
have volunteered to be facil­
itators for the program and 
will assist other police 
departments in the state 
toward receiving approval 
in the Recognition Program.

The new rate which will 
be used for figuring 2007 
property taxes will be 
approximately $1.20 per 
$100 for maintenance and 
operations.

School districts may also 
have a separate tax rate for 
indebtedness. That rate will 
not be affected by the 
decreases in the maintenance 
and operations rates, and 
will not be included in the 
proposed tax freeze.

“We have no idea what it’s 
going to do,” Whitehead said 
of the effect caused if the 
amendment is approved by 
voters. “Sixty percent of the 
population of McLean is 
seniors.”

The proposed tax freeze 
would freeze the tax rate but 
not property valuations, 
Whitehead said.

There are three general 
elections for city officials. In 
Pampa, Mayor Lonny 
Robbins and Ward 1 
Commissioner Brad Pingel 
are running unopposed for

re-election. Teresa Henson 
and Robert W. Dixon are in a 
race for Ward 3 commission­
er.

In Lefors, Shane Johnson, 
Billy McBee, Karen Noble, 
Melanie Ray, Susan Oldham 
and Cindy Stubbs-Scully are 
candidates for three city 
council places.

McLean residents may 
choose between Betty Taylor 
and Peggy Sharp Baer for 
mayor.

Two positions on the 
board of directors of Pampa 
Independent School District 
will be filled without hold­
ing an election because only 
one candidate filed for each 
of the positions.

Joe Martinez will again be 
the Place 6 director. Mark 
McVay will fill Place 7, 
which has been represented 
by Greg Brown, who did not 
choose to file for re-election 
to the position.

PISD school board candi­
dates had to file for election 
by the end of the day on 
March 12.

Miami, McLean and 
Lefors ISDs are each pro­
posing school bond issues.

Texas has third highest tel^om m unications tax burden

In the hundreds of e-mails I 
receive every day, there are the few 
that have local significance such as 
an obituary or press release from a 
local entity.

Most of the rest are just junk. 
But every once in awhile one 
comes across that causes the bulb 
over my head to light up and I have 
to stop and absorb it.

I hat happened a few weeks ago 
when I got a notice from the Texas 
Public Policy Foundation, a non­
profit, free-market research insti­
tute based in Austin.

The headline that caught my 
attention was “Texas among three 
highest states for telecommunica­
tions tax burden. New Foundation 
report shows taxes make up 18 - 20 
percent of Texas Consumers' 
phone bills.”

Yes sir. that caught my eye all

right.
We are being taxed to death to 

provide sustenance for the bloated 
bureaucracy, and now it comes to 
pass that taxes on telecommunica­
tions services are very high in 
Te.xas.

Bill Peacock, director of the 
Foundation’s Center for Economic 
Freedom had this to say:

“A Texas consumer that has a 
home telephone, a cell phone and 
cable television service pays an 
average of $26.51 per month -— 
just for taxes. This combined tax 
rate of nearly 19 percent ranks 
Texas among the three highest 
states in telecommunications tax 
burden.”

Fhe report, titled “Taxes and 
fees on Telecommunications 
Services in Texas” was written by 
Paul Bachman, Sarah Classman

and David G. Tuerck of the Beacon 
Hill Institute at Suffolk University, 
which is said to specialize in the 
development of state-of-the-art 
economic and statistical models for 
policy analysis. Bachman is the 
institute’s director of research and 
he also serves as a Senior Fellow 
fof the Texas Public Policy 
Foundation. *

The report said Texans paid an 
average tax of 22.3 percent for a 
wireline telephone compared to the 
national average of 17.23 percent.

Texas wireless customers paid an 
average of 19.25 percent compared 
to the national average of 11.9 per­
cent. Texas VoIP (Voice over 
Internet Protocol) customers’ taxes 
averaged 16.4 percent compared to 
the average rate of 14.33 percent.

Texas subscribers to satellite tel­
evision services, such as DirecTV 
or Dish Network paid only the state 
sales tax of 6.25 percent.

Peacock cited two bills in the 
House that would help remedy 
these disproportionate taxes. One 
is HB 735 by Rep.^ Joe Straus, ■ 
which would repeal the 1.25 per­
cent Telecomfnunications
Infrastructure Fund tax on wireline 
and wireless telephone services.

The other is HB 986 by Rep. 
Carl I sett, which would end the 
double taxation of these same

“Passing these two bills will 
reduce the tax burden on Texas 
consumers and make the Texas 
telecommunications market more 
competitive with other states,” 
Peacock said.

Amen, Mr. Peacock.

If becoming an informed voter were 

easy, everyone would do it.
It’s not, of course. When it comes td 

choosing our next president, there’s no 
shortage of information about the can­
didates. .Some is critical, some interest­
ing, some salacious, some irrelevant.

All we can predict is that you won’t 
learn enough about the major party 
nominees if we hold to the series of 
heavily scripted, play-not-to-lose, 
watch-what-you-say debates.

Despite many goiod intentions, presi­
dential debates offer little more than 
bland recitations of carefully calibrated

positions and the occasional sound bite 
from a gaffe or putdown.

You need more. And a smart fellow 
named Norman Omstein has a way for 
you to get it.

Mr. Omstein, a resident scholar at 
the American Enterprise Institute, 
recalls the 1963 talks between 
Republican Barry Ooldwater and 
Democratic incumbent John F. 
Kennedy to change the face of presi­
dential campaigning.

They had agreed to campaign in tan­
dem, flying from city to city together to 
hold a series of moderator-less debates 
on issues of the day. Imagine the 
respect, civility and confidence that 
must have required. Unfortunately, as 
we in Dallas know too well, an assas­
sin’s bullet halted those plans.

We believe Mr. Omstein is onto 
something when he proposes a varia­

tion of the Kennedy-Goldwater plan for 
2008 a series of weekly debates from 
Labor Day to Election Day, at least 
eight such face-offs.

That opens the door to a variety of 
formats and topics. Some could have 
moderators, others not. Some could 
hinge on questions from journalists or 
even experts in the fields. In others, the 
candidates could question each other. 
Some could be wide ranging; others 
could be on a single issue, say, Iraq or 
health care or immigration.

Preparation, yes. Pre-packaged 
answers, no.

We would add that any network that 
wanted to televise such a debate would 
agree to remove time limits. If a debate 
goes an hour, fine; if it takes all night, 
we go all night.

The state o f heart care in Pampa: a year after the first cardiac stent

Cardiologists Dr. Laxmichand Kamnani and Dr. Steven Silver do a 
masterful job taking care of the cardiac cases here at Pampa Regional 
Medical Center.

A year ago next month history was made in Pampa. Dr. Silver opened 
up an artery with a stent at Pampa Regional Medical Center. This may have 
been a first for Pampa but not for Dr. Silver. He has inserted nearly 2000 
stents in a career that spans more than 25 years.

His career’s exceptional safety and efficacy record continues at 
Pampa Regional Medical Center, Since his arrival a year ago he has complet­
ed 221 stent insertions involving coronary arteries. Not one patient has had to 
be transferred for emergency cardiac surgery. This is a noteworthy because a 
significant percentage of the patients undergoing interventional coronary pro­
cedures had high risk features on presentation.

Although the use of stents and balloons to open arteries—rather than 
surgery—has become more widely used during the past few years, it is still a 
serious procedure and one that should be entrusted only to experienced hands. 
With the first-rate training Dr. Silver has received both in Chicago and San 
Francisco and the experience he brings to the table, he has solid foundation 
upon which to work.

It is important to remember that longtime Pampa resident and cardi­
ologist Dr. Laxmichand Kamnani also performs heart catheterizations and is 
an expert in pacemaker and cardiac defibrillator procedures. If a patient of Dr. 
Silver needs a pacemaker, he calls on Dr. Ktimnani. Likewise, when Dr. 
Kamnani performs a heart cath and deems it necessary for a stent to be insert­
ed, Dr. Silver is available to step in and insert the stent. Bottom line, the two 
doctors’ skills complement each other extraordinarily well.

Baraett Shale gas records now available through state ^ency
AUSTIN — As part of an 

ongoing process to digitize' 
and index the records for 
more than one million oil 
and gas wells drilled in 
Texas since 1919, the Texas 
Railroad Commission 
recently completed imaging 
all the gas well records for 
the Barnett Shale in the Fort 
Worth area, one o f the 
largest natural gas plays in 
the nation.

This imaging is part of a 
three-phase process the 
Railroad Commission is 
undertaking over the next 
year to allow the public to

research individual well 
records online rather than 
traveling to Austin to search 
the agency’s Central 
Records Department.

This indexing will allow 
the public and operators to 
conduct immediate,
Google-type searches 
online for well information 
including drilling permits, 
plats, well completion 
reports, well classifications, 
logs and plugging reports.
'  Phase 1 includes the 

imaging and indexing of the 
most-recent 20 years worth 
of paper records on gas

wells and is expected to be 
completed by September. In 
addition, microfilmed oil 
and gas records from 1964 
to 1985 are projected to be 
online by September.

Phase 2 will continue to 
image and index all the 
RRC’s paper format and 
microfilm records on 
remaining oil wells, and 
Phase 3 will image and 
index the agency’s oldest 
well records.

Current records available 
for online searches are those 
oil and gas well records 
from the past 20 years in

RRC’s District 10 (the 
Panhandle) and gas w dl 
records in District 9 (North- 
Central Texas).

Searches can be made by 
going to the Commission’s 
website at:
www.rrc.state.tx.us under 
“Information Resources,” 
“Search Oil and Gas 
Records.” Additionally, if 
you know a well’s American 
Petroleum Institute (API) 
identification number, lease 
number or location, search­
es can also be made through 
the Commission’s “Public 
GIS Map Viewer for Oil,

Lakers cut Suns’ 
lead in Game 3

LOS ANGELES (AP) 
— Kobe Bryant said it was 
simply a matter of effort.

The Phoenix Suns 
agreed.

Biyant scored 15 of his

this was a victory they had 
to have.

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Character counts in NFL draft —  but only so much

On the eve of the NFL 

draft, commissioner Roger 
Goodell promised to whack 
any team leaking confiden­
tial information about poten­
tial picks. That’s not a bad 
idea for a league beset by 
enough legal trouble from 
current players that the face 
it presents to the public all 
too often is a miig shot.

Goodell, to his credit, has 
wasted little time since tak­
ing office trying to polish the 
NFL’s image. He responded 
to the problem he inherited 
— some four dozen players 
being arrested in a calendar 
year — by toughening up the 
personal-conduct policy and 
threatening to hold the teams 
responsible for players’ 
transgressions.

Now he’s telling teams not 
just to keep reports of 
draftees’ bad behavior to 
themselves but to use that

infonhation to keep the trou­
blemakers from finding 
employment in the first 
place.

Good luck.
“The definition of ques­

tionable character is always 
going to be different for NFL 
executives than it is for the 
average Joe,” said Memphis- 
based agent Brian Parker, 
whose firm specializes in 
solid characters.

“They’ve got every bit of 
background information on 
these guys that’s possible to 
gather, from the classroom to 
the weight room. And 
they’ve gotten better at how 
they apply that information. 
But every team has their own 
method of placing value on a 
prospect.”

That is a diplomatic way 
of saying that while teams 
spend upward of $1 million 
each to have kinesiologists, 
psychologists, sociologists 
and even psychics measure.

poke and probe the available 
talent, they always take the 
player they think will help 
them the most, no matter 
how many red tabs peek out 
from a prospect’s folder.

Or, as San Diego general 
manager A.J. Smith put it a 
while back, “Ultimately, 
every club has to decide how 
short of the ideal they’re 
willing to accept to fill a 
need.”

We’ve heard countless 
times that drafting players is 
an inexact science, but that’s 
an insult to science. What the 
NFL’s annual auction 
reminds us is that it’s not 
about how much information 
you gather, but what you do 
with it that counts.

Two years ago, for exam­
ple, Louisville running back 
Eric Shelton interviewed 
with a few clubs and could­
n’t figure out why each one 
kept harping on character. It 
wasn’t until a visit to

Carolina that he learned 
nearly 20 teams had received 
background checks on him 
containing reports of a crim­
inal past. The real story? The 
company hired to prepare the 
checks confused him with 
another Eric Shelton.

Then there was the intelli­
gence test devised by the 
New York Giants to supple­
ment the standard Wonderlic 
exam given to every poten­
tial draftee. Their version 
totaled 380 questions in all 
-— about eight times as many 
as the Wonderlic — with the 
intention of wearing down 
players to the point where 
the club got real answers 
instead of the ones players 
were programmed by agents 
and media consultants to 
give.

What impressed the play­
ers was not the test’s diffi­
culty, but its preoccupation 
with suicide.

“They asked that a lot of

times in a lot of different 
forms,” Panthers receiver 
Steve Smith recalled. “You 
know, like, ’Have you ever 
thought the world would be 
better off without you?”’

Now, Goodell’s asking 
whether the NFL would be 
better off without certain 
players. In that regard, there 
will be plenty of test cases. 
According to Pro Football 
Weekly, nine among its top 
100 players have at least one 
of those red tabs in their 
folders.

Then throw in the rumor­
mongering that Goodell 
hoped to short-circuit with 
his latest “don’t-tell” edict.

“We certainly welcome 
that,” agent Ralph Cindrich 
said. “So many times, we 
find ourselves trying to fend 
off rumors about guys that 
absolutely aren’t true, and 
better still, we usually end up 
tracing them back to the 
clubs that are the most inter­

ested in drafting them.”
For all the emphasis on 

character this year, don’t 
expect things to change. 
Players fall into the draft’s 
damaged-goods bin every 
season for sins real" and 
imagined, then tumble down 
the board at great personal 
expense. A few guys might 
fall farther than usual, given 
the cuirenr climate.

But as long ns too many 
GMs and co s continue 
to think th re running a 
grown-up version of “Boys 
Town” — that once they get 
the kid into camp, they can 
reform him — even the 
worst characters won’t have 
much trouble landing a first 
job.

China ready to go ahead with relay —  with or without Taiwan
BEIJING (AP) — China 

is ready to hold the Olympic 
torch relay without Taiwan, 
meaning the 85,000-mile 
route — billed as the largest 
on record — may bypass the 
breakaway island with which 
China has disputed sover­
eignty for almost 60 years.

Taiwan suddenly backed 
out of the ballyhooed relay 
on Thursday, embarrassing 
Beijing officials who had 
announced the route just two 
hours before in a lavish TV 
ceremony. The 130-day jour­
ney will cross five continents 
and attempt to reach the 
summit of Mount Everest.

Next year’s high-profile 
prelude to the 2008 
Olympics was an opportuni­
ty for an upbeat public-rela­
tions event, a chance for 
China to showcase its 
diverse regions to the world. 
Instead, the relay could

uncover sharp political divi­
sions, particularly in areas 
like Taiwan and Tibet.

Overshadowing Olympic 
values like friendship and 
fairness, Beijing organizers 
on Friday accused Taipei 
Olympic officials of break­
ing their word and promised 
to hold the relay — with or 
without the breakaway 
island.

“For any large scale event 
there will be two or three 
backup plans,” said Jiang 
Xiaoyu, executive vice pres­
ident of the Beijing organiz­
ing committee. “The torch 
relay is a very large event, 
and we have several contin­
gency plans.”

He declined to disclose 
them, but said negotiations 
would continue to include • 
Taiwan, which has a popula­
tion of 23 million. China has 
1.3 billion.

In Taiwan, the reversal 
may have come from 
President Chen Shui-bian, 
whose ruling Democratic 
Progressive Party is contest­
ing legislative elections later 
this year.

“Chen seems to have con­
cluded that thumbing his 
nose at Beijing was the best 
course of action to energize 
his party,” said Andrew Yang 
of the Taipei-based Chinese 
Council of Advanced Policy 
Studies.

China has pledged to take 
the torch through every part 
o f the country, add skipping 
Taiwan would suggest the 
island is not part of China — 
which is the position of the 
self-governing island.

Jiang showed reporters 
several documents — agree­
ments he said were signed by 
Tsai Chen-wei — head of the 
Taipei Olympic Committee,

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pledging Taiwan’s participa­
tion.

“We were surprised by 
their attitude and related 
comments,” Jiang said. “The 
Chinese nation has the fine 
tradition of living up to its 
promises.”

Jiang said the TOC agreed 
to be part of the route, with 
the torch arriving from 
Vietnam on April, 30, 2008, 
and going on to China-con- 
trolled Hong Kong and 
Macau.

That route goes against 
the position of Taiwan’s gov­
erning Democratic
Progressive Party, which has 
pushed for a torch route that 
would reflect the island’s 
separateness from China, 
from which it split amid civil 
war in 1949.

The DPP’s preferred route 
would take the torch through 
Taiwan via two Asian

nations other than China.
In a letter to Beijing 

organizers dated April 20, 
Tsai said: “My authorities 
request that the relay enter 
into Taipei and exit Taipei 
through third-party coun­
tries.”

Jiang said Tsai had broken 
an agreement to participate 
that he’d already signed and 
accused Taiwan officials of 
“breaching the principles of 
the separation of politics and 
sports enshrined in the 
Olympic charter.”

“We still hope that the 
Chinese Taipei Olympic 
committee and authorities 
will focus on the interests of 
our Taiwan compatriots and 
implement the consensus the 
two parties have reached.”

Next year’s relay begins 
on March 25 in Greece, goes 
to Beijing, and then winds 
across Asia, Europe, the

Americas, Africa and then 
back to Asia and China 
before the torch ignites the 
cauldron at the opening cere­
mony on Aug. 8, 2008, in 
Beijing’s 91,000-seat 
National Stadium.

In a separate incident, 
China said Friday it had 
expelled five Americans who 
staged an Olympic-related 
protest on Mount Everest to 
challenge China’s rule over 
Tibet.

The five unfurled banners 
at a base camp of the world’s 
highest mountain on the eve 
of the torch relay announce­
ment.

The Foreign Ministry said 
the five were detained for 
“carrying out illegal activi­
ties aimed at splitting 
China,” and that they had 
been expelled according to 
Chinese law.

Ishii-E to announces inaugural symphony season
AMARILLO —  For his 

opening season with the 
Amarillo Symphony, new 
music director and conduc­
tor Kimbo Ishii-Eto is hold­
ing fast to some advice bor­
rowed from an old Beatles 
tune: Success comes with a 
little help from your fnends.

“In a way, this season is 
all about fnends, both new 
and old,” Ishii-Eto said in 
announcing the programs 
aiid dates for his first season.

“This season will be 
unusual, both for me and for 
the audience. Previous out­
side commitments will keep 
me away from the podium 
for a few concerts, but 1 
assure you that you will see 
my personal stamp on every 
program,” Ishii-Eto said.

Season packages are on 
sale now through the 
Symphony office. Deadline 
for renewals is June 1, after 
which the seating process 
will begin for new sub­
scribers and those wishing to 
change seats. By subscrib­
ing now, patrons can attend

all seven concerts for the 
price of five, which amounts 
to savings up to 30 percent.

In this transitional first 
year, Ishii-Eto will personal­
ly appear on the podium for 
three concert weekends: 
Sept. 21-22, Jan. 18-19 and 
Feb. 8-9. He worked closely 
with Nathan Newbrough, the 
Symphony’s executive 
director, in selecting both the 
guest conductors who will 
lead the Symphony and the 
programs they will play.

One of those guest con­
ductors is a particularly 
familiar face: Joel Smirnoff 
-  who was among the four 
finalists competing for the 
Music Director position last 
season.

Ishii-Eto was a longtime 
friend of Smirnoff and his 
wife, violinist Joan Kwuon, 
well before both men were 
named finalists in the inter­
national search process. And 
immediately after winning 
the position, Ishii-Eto pro­
posed both having Smirnoff 
substitute for him on the

podium and having Kwuon 
as the guest artist for the 
concert. The duo will bring 
an all-Mendelssohn program 
Nov. 9-10 concert weekend.

Ishii-Eto also sought out 
friends -  both personal 
friends and friends of the 
Symphony -  to come on 
board as guest artists during 
the season.

Most recognizable is 
Annie Chalex Boyle, the 
Symphony’s former concert- 
master, who will return for 
the Jan. 18-19 concerts to 
perform both Beethoven’s 
Violin Concerto and, with 
cellist Jean-Michel
Fonteneau and pianist Arthur 
Rowe, the Triple Concerto.

“I have so much respect 
for the Symphony’s rich his­
tory and hope to honor it by 
inviting Annie to perform 
these great Beethoven con­
certos,” Ishii-Eto said.

Featured on Feb. 8-9 is 
Maro Shinozaki, concert- 
master of Tokyo’s NHK 
Symphony Orchestra, where 
Ishii-Eto has served as a

guest conductor. But their 
fnendship extends back to 
their days as teenage stu­
dents at the Vienna 
C onservatory.

“We became very close 
friends. Maro became my 
big brother in Vienna,” Ishii- 
Eto said. “Without him, 1 
wouldn’t be who I am today. 
I was very shy. It was he 
who made me be so open, so 
1 want him here for my first 
season. I feel very honored 
to have him.”

Other guest conductors 
are Emil de Cou, associate 
conductor of the National 
Symphony Orchestra; Allen 
Tinkham, conductor of the 
Chicago Youth Symphony 
Orchestra; and Daniel Hege, 
conductor of the Syracuse 
Symphony Orchestra.

“Working with Kimbo on 
his first season has been an 
absolute delight,”
Newbrough said. “From the 
start of this process, he had 
definite ideas about how he

Local Lions Club celebrates 80th anniversary this month

Pampa Lions Club is cele­

brating their 80th anniver­
sary this month and the 
members are looking for­
ward to many more to come.

The 42 current members, 
6 of whom are women, enjoy 
meeting every Thursday to 
hear speakers on various 
subjects and coming up with 
ways to raise funds which 
will help individuals and 
organizations in need.

According to an article 
dated April 22, 1927, from 
the Pampa Daily News, 
“Eighteen Pampa business 
and professional men today

formed a Lions club and 
completed plans to make the 
organization active from the 
start. The club members met 
at noon at the First Christian 
Church parsonage, where a 
bountiful lunch was served 
... and a thorough explana­
tion of Lions methods and 
ideals was given by F.R. 
Newman of Greenville, 
District Governor.”

In a newsletter celebrating 
their 25th anniversary in 
1952, the Pampa Lions Club 
reported “Donating $125 to 
the school milk fund, $250 
to the Texas League for 
Crippled Children, $100 
worth of food and clothing to

two needy families for 
Christmas, helping various 
individuals with medical 
expenses, having a 
Christmas party for kids and 
hosting their 15th annual 
Lions Minstrel.”

The Pampa club keeps 
busy raising money and col­
lecting goods throughout the 
year. They buy eyeglasses 
for local children and collect 
used eyeglasses to be sent to 
third world countries, as well 
as contributing to the Lions 
Eye Bank. Used wheelchairs 
are also being collected to be 
sent to Zimbabwe, Africa.

The Lions rang the bell for 
the Salvation Army last

Christmas and raised about 
$2,000 from public contribu­
tions and then matched that 
amount, which gave the 
Salvation Army $4,000 in 
December from their elTorts.

This organization is com­
mitted to help local students. 
They recently gave a $1,000 
donation to a homeless stu­
dent fund which is led by 
Susan Pingel at Pampa High 
School. Annual scholarships 
are also awarded to graduat­
ing seniors, one of which is 
the Pinky Schultz 
Scholarship. The other 
award goes to the l.ions Club 
Queen, who is chosen from 
the Lions Club Sweethearts.

Lions Club member Rusty 
Tapp said the group is plan­
ning on sending quite a few 
children to the Texas Lions 
Camp in Kerrviile this year.

“We send some children 
every year to this camp at no 
expense to them so they can 
enjoy being around other 
kids with the same prob­
lems,” Tapp said. “Kids with 
hearing or visual impair­
ments, physical disabilities, 
cancer and diabetes can all 
attend this camp. This year 
we are planning on sending 
eight kids from this area this 
summer. The diabetes camp 
is great because it trains the 
children how to monitor

their blood sugar and self 
medicate .so they can 
become more self-suffi­
cient.”

In 1927, the year the 
Pampa club originated. 
Lions Club International 
reported there were 85 clubs 
in Texas with 4,000 mem­
bers and 1,100 clubs across 
the United States. In 2007, 
the organization reports 
there are 970 clubs in Texas 
consisting of 31,000 mem­
bers. Across the United 
States and 200 countries and 
geographic areas, there arc 
currently 45,000 clubs with 
more than 1.35 million 
members.

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Taking a bite out of Lyme D isease.. .
(NAPSA) — While many viewers may 

know actress Mary McDonnell as President 
Laura Roslin on the 2006 Peabody Award­
winning TV show “Battlestar Galáctica” or 
as Kevin Costner’s love interest in the 
movie “Dances With Wolves,” few people 
know that offscreen, as the national 
spokesperson for the Lyme Disease 
Association, she works to build awareness 
of Lyme disease and its devastating effects.

Lyme disease, the most common vector- 
borne disease in the United States, is con­
tracted from the bite of a bacteria-infected 
tick. In humans, infection with Lyme dis­
ease bacteria can lead to problems related 
to the nervous system, heart, joints, eyes 
and even the brain.

“Lyme disease can physically, mentally 
and emotionally devastate entire families, 
and the economic burden is overwhelm­
ing,” McDonnell says. “However, a little 
awareness can go a long way in preventing 
that devastation.”

McDonnell first became aware of Lyme 
disease in 1997 when her cousin’s husband, 
Jim Loughran, was diagnosed. Loughran’s 
experience with Lyme disease began as 
many cases do: A bull’s-eye rash appeared 
on his left thigh but a doctor reassured him 
that it was Just a spider bite and was noth­
ing to worry about. One year later, his 
symptoms progressed and he tested posi­
tively for Lyme disease. Tragically, 
Loughran’s health continued to deteriorate 
and when he passed away almost four years 
later, his autopsy showed Lyme disease in 
his brain and spine.

Stories like Loughran’s are all too com­
mon. More that^ 230,000 Americans devel- 
op-Lyme disease each year. It is the most 
prevalent vector-borne disease in the U.S.

Symptoms vary, but may include fever, 
chills, headache, backache, fatigue and -  as 
in Loughran’s case -  a bull’s-eye rash.

According to the Lyme Disease 
Association, quick diagnosis and appropri­
ate treatment of Lyme disease are critical in 
preventing chronic disease. People with 
Lyme disease usually recover if dia^osed 
and treated early with proper antibiotics. 
However, according to a Columbia 
University study funded by the National 
Institutes of Health, on average, patients 
with chronic Lyme disease have symptoms 
for more than one year before being cor­
rectly diagnosed.

One obstacle to quick diagnosis is that 
the test results for Lyme disease are often 
unreliable. For example, it’s possible to test 
negative but actually have the disease.

“Someone who is concerned that they 
may have contracted Lyme disease should 
seek a medical evaluation from a L>Tne-lit- 
erate physician,” urges Pat Smith, president 
of the New Jersey-based national Lyme 
Disease Association. “A physician who has 
experience treating Lyme patients can 
make a diagnosis based on symptoms and 
history, and not on test results alone.”

And, as McDonnell reiterates, awareness of 
Lyme disease is critical eveiy step of the way.

“The most important thing we need to 
know about Lyme disease is that failure to 
recognize and treat Lyme may result in 
tragic consequences for loved ones,” 
McDonnell says. “Lyme can be treated suc­
cessfully. We need to face up to this disease 
and conquer the ignorance.”

Relying on the strength of 
a mother to save more lives

seems to defy the laws of physics, with 
some moms supporting and fighting for 
their children for longer than might seem 
humanly possible.

Candace’s mother had 

told her that her will was in her hatbox-no one would 
have found it if she hadn’t mentioned it ahead of time.

“Dealing with loss is difficult enough, but not 
knowing what our loved ones would have wanted 
made it even worse,” said Tom Goldman. ”We created 
lnRepose.com to make it easier to ensure last wishes 
are known by those left behind. It’s a free resource 
that helps families deal with the chaos, grieving and 
non-legal issues that arise after a loved one’s passing. 
It’s a place to learn about death, store final wishes and 
personal messages, and memorialize loved ones.” 

Death is an uncomfortable subject that is so often 
avoided, but ignoring the topic and its responsibilities 
often results in guess-work for a loved one’s funeral, 
finances, estate and belongings.

“When people die, they often leave conflicting 
details, loose ends and mysteries for their friends and 
families to figure out,” says Reverend Ashleea 
Nielsen, author of the blog The Art of Living and 
Dying. “Preparing for death helps mitigate pain during 
pne of the most difficult times in our lives. I recom­
mend people use lnRepose.com, or other similar site, 
now-do it for your family.”

Jillian were all tested to see if they could be a poten­
tial marrow donor for Jade.

Instead of a miracle, the Pasley family was faced 
with more tragic news. Not only was there not a 
match for Jade in their family, but Jillian’s blood lest 
showed that she too might develop leukemia. A few 
months later, both Pasley girls were in the hospital 
holding on to life.

Throughout this ordeal, Jessica remained strong 
and decided to do everything she could to help save 
her daughters. She started a search for a marrow 
donor on the National Marrow Donor Program 
(NMDP) Registry.

The NMDP makes lifesaving marrow and cord 
blood transplants possible for individuals who do not 
have a matched donor in their family.

According to the NMDP, only 30 percent of 
patients find a matched donor in their family. The 
other 70 percent can turn to the NMDP to search for 
an unrelated donor.

Marrow transplants require matching certain tissue 
traits of the donor and patient.

Because these traits are inherited, a patient’s most 
likely match is someone of the same heritage. 
Despite a lack of minority donors on the NMDP 
Registry, donors were found for both girls.

Unfortunately, Jade died a few months after trans­
plantation. Jillian, now 9 years old, has had two trans­
plants from the same donor. Jillian calls him “hero.”

Experiencing cancer with two children has been 
overwhelming to the family. Jessica and Irvin found 
strength from their children to endure the transplant 
journey.

Jessica’s story of strength does not end here. 
Jessica is fiercely committed to encouraging more 
African Americans to join the NMDP Registry. 
“Hello! Wake up! Are we killing off our own by not 
stepping up? Are we turning our heads, expecting 
someone else to do the job?” asks Jessica.

Joining the registry is painless and requires only a 
swab of cheek cells. Due to genetics, individuals in 
need of a transplant will most likely find a match 
within their own ethnic group. “Get educated. Tell 
others. Get registered,” urges Jessica.

The NMDP make it easy for people wanting to 
save lives to join the registry. Attending a marrow 
donor drive is one way to register. The largest of 
these drives is the Thanks Mom! Marrow Donor 
Drive that is held from May 7-May 21 and corre­
sponds with Mother’s Day.

For two weeks. Thanks Mom! drives are held all 
over the country. The second way one can join the 
registry is to visit marrow.org and order a kit to col­
lect a swab of cheek cells for tissue typing.

Joining and diversifying the NMDP Registry is 
extremely important, but equally important is,having 
strength. Strength to believe that you can be the one 
to save a life.

Human gene technology may 
have value to horse traders

COLLEGE STATION — Horse 
trading could come down to a 
computer chip, thanks to research 
done at Texas A&M University’s 
College of Veterinary and 
Biomedical Sciences.

Dr. Loren Skow, professor of 
integrative biosciences and a 
member of the faculty of genetics, 
and his collaborators are on the 
cusp of developing whole genome 
high throughput genetic analysis, 
better known as DNA chips, for 
horses. His group is particularly 
interested in the genetic suscepti­
bility of horses to certain diseases.

“ When this is concluded, we 
will have all of the known genes 
of the horse on a small silicone 
chip, so we can look at gene 
expression in different tissues 
before and after exposure to a 
pathogen, or identify genetic dif­
ferences among individuals that 
help determine susceptibility to 
disease,” he said.

This information will be used in 
research; however, Skow expects 
in several years, horse owners will 
be able to use it in making deci­
sions about their horses’ health.

Presently, this type of technolo­
gy is available for humans as well.

“ We can perform a DNA chip

analysis and come up with a list of 
genetic markers that will identify 
individuals at highest risk for dif­
ferent diseases, whether it be 
breast cancer or diabetes,” he 
said. “ Gene profiles can be used 
to establish a risk factor, and a per­
son can make lifestyle choices to 
minimize those risks. We expect to 
do the same thing for horses.”

The development of a DNA 
chip that provide information 
about genetic predisposition to 
disease came about because of 
earlier research done in Skow’s 
laboratory at Texas A&M.

“ In general these are diseases 
that involve infectious agents, 
although in some cases they are 
auto-immune diseases or aller­
gies,” he said. “ We’re interested 
in the genetic variation that makes 
an animal more or less susceptible 
to immunological disorders or 
infectious diseases.”

Skow studies the major histo­
compatibility complex region -  a 
region of DNA present in all mam­
mals’ genomes -  associated with 
more than 100 genetic diseases in 
humans, including multiple scle­
rosis and diabetes.

Susceptibility to any viral, bac­
terial or parasitic disease, allergies 
or auto-immune disorders may be 
influenced by the genes in the 
major histocompatibility complex.

he said.
The early work on the horse 

genome at Texas A&M was sup­
ported in part by the Texas Equine 
Research Account. The account is 
funded by the education code of 
the Texas Racing Act in 1995. An 
11-member committee advises 
and assists the director of the 
Texas Agricultural Experiment 
Station in administering the 
account, said Dr. Mark Hussey, 
associate director for programs.

“ Twelve years later we have the 
whole genome sequence of the 
horse (
http://www.broad.mit.edu./mam- 
mals/horse ), which is pretty 
amazing,” Skow said. “ When we 
had our first meeting in Kentucky, 
we were just trying to get organ­
ized and map a few genes on a few 
chromosomes,” he said. “ The 
Texas Equine Research Fund was 
critical getting the effort at Texas 
A&M started and provided critical 
preliminary information that has 
resulted in more than $3 million in 
extramural research funds for 
genomic research in horses.”

Members of the committee are 
from Texas A&M, Tarleton State 
University, Texas Tech University, 
research organizations with equine 
research capabilities, and the 
major horse breed associations in 
the state.

access to their private profiles to people 
they don’t know in real life, which may 
make it easier for sexual predators to 
approach them. One in seven children 
has received an online sexual solicita­
tion, according to a survey issued last 
year by the University of New 
Hampshire for NCMEC.

NCMEC recommends parents and 
guardians educate themselves about

technology, establish rules for comput­
er use, know who communicates with, 
their teens, put their family computer in 
a common room and know what other 
access their teen has. It’s also important 
that young people understand not to 
give out personal information or to 
meet in person with someone they 
know only from online communica­
tion.

McBride says it’s even more impor­
tant now for parents and guardians to 
help teens understand that online 
behavior can have real-world conse­
quences. “The marks your teen leaves 
online can offer a virtual tour through

their experimentations and flirtations. 
There may be no way to hide their misr 
steps from a teacher, potential employ­
er or college admissions counselor.”

She advises parents and guardians to 
talk with their teens about the informa­
tion they post online, and if they find 
something of concern in their profile, to 
work with their teens to remove the 
picture or information.

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A ntelope killed to stop tick  spread

BROWNSVILLE, Texas 
(AP) — South Texas ranch­
ers brought nilgai antelope 
from a ' California zop 
decades ago, when it became 
fashionable to stock their 
sprawling acreage with exot­
ic quarry.

These days the species 
native to India and Pakistan 
are not so much a rarity in 
South Texas as a nuisance. 
For cattle ranchers they are a 
possible nemesis, threaten­
ing to spread a deadly tick to 
the herds. Federal wildlife 
officials say the nilgai com­
pete with native Rio Grande 
Valley species for food and 
trample the brush they are 
trying so hard to preserve.

The fast-running, 600- 
pound antelope have wan­
dered all around the region, 
where at least one picked up 
a kind of fever tick from 
Mexico that once nearly 
wiped out American cattle. 
The ticks spread among the 
population and threaten the 
cattle.

Federal officials said they 
had no choice but to hire a 
“helicopter and gunner" to 
slaughter them. Thirty-seven 
were killed during the two- 
day hunt in March on a por-

tion of the Lower Rio 
Grande Valley National 
Wildlife Refuge that runs 
along the border.

“It’s about the only way 
you can do them,” said 
Edwin Bowers, director of 
field operations for the fed­
eral tick eradication pro­
gram. “You can’t hunt them 
on the ground successfully, 
they’re extremely wary and 
fast and you can’t get close 
to them. These animals can 
spread the ticks to places 
where there are cattle. We’re 
obligated to get the ticks off 
of them however we can.”

The USDA has been bat­
tling the tick (Boophilus 
microplus and Boophilus 
annulatus) for a century, 
enlisting cowboys to patrol a 
narrow tick eradication zone 
that runs about 500 miles 
along the eastern Texas- 
Mexico border.

The cowboys rope cattle 
and horses that may have 
wandered into the zone from

Mexico so they can be quar­
antined and “dipped” for 
ticks. The tick has been con­
tained in the zone since the 
1940s.

The antelope cannot be 
similarly d ipp^ because it’s 
too hard to catch them.

At the turn of the 20th 
century, the tick wiped out 
90 percent of the U.S. cattle 
industry with the deadly 
Texas Fever, said Larry 
Cooper, spokesman for the 
USDA’s Animal and Plant 
Health Inspection Service.

“It was devastating,” he 
said. “It virtually ended the 
old-time cattle drives.”

The storied King Ranch 
— at 825,000 acres the 
largest ranch in the United 
States — first brought the 
nilgai to Texas and boasts its 
current 10,000 head as a suc­
cess in game management.

Its Web site advertises 
hunts at $500 per gun per 
day plus a harvest fee of 
$1,000 per nilgai bull or

$300 per nilgai cow.
Other Texas ranches like­

wise advertise “safari” hunts 
for those who. don’t want to 
go abroad.

Carlton McCain, owner of 
La Atravesada Ranch in 
Kenedy County, said a popu­
lation diat started with about 
15 nilgai was now at about 
30,000.

“1 think they’re determin­
ing they might be (a prob­
lem) because of the competi­
tion with the cattle,” he said. 
McCain said other ranchers’ 
cattle had wandered onto his 
property because the nilgai 
had tom up the fences.

The larger Kenedy Ranch, 
which surrounds his, con­
tracts a helicopter hunter and 
portable butcher house to kill 
off some of the nilgai. He 
said the meat is sold else­
where for about $16 a 
pound.

Refuge spokeswoman 
Nancy Brown said nilgai in 
Texas can proliferate 
because there are no tigers or 
other natural predators to kill 
them.

“Certainly a coyote is not 
going to take a nilgai down,” 
she said. “Nilgai are not a 
native species. They don’t 
belong on the Texas land­
scape.”

Study: Breast-feeding won’t 
prevent childhood obesity

ATLANTA (AP) — 
While breast-feeding has 
many benefits, it won’t pre­
vent a child from becoming 
fat as an adult, says a new 
study that challenges dogma 
from U.S. health officials.

The research is the largest 
study to date on breast-feed­
ing and its effect on adult 
obesity.

“I’m the first to say 
breast-feeding is good. But I 
don’t think it’s the solution 
to reducing childhood or 
adult obesity,” said the 
study’s lead author, Karin 
Michels of Harvard Medical 
School.

The U.S. Centers for 
Disease Control and 
Prevention promotes breast­
feeding as a way to reduce 
children’s excess weight, 
and the guidelines for feder­
al Chronic disease preven­
tion grants to states call for 
breast-feeding promotion. 
Some health officials say 15 
to 20 percent of obesity 
could be prevented through 
breast-feeding.

A CDC official said he 
couldn’t comment on the 
new research because he 
hadn’t fully reviewed it. But 
many previous studies have 
linked breast-feeding and 
lower rates of childhood 
obesity, he noted.

Perhaps the obesity-pre­
venting benefits of breast­
feeding are strong for chil­
dren but wane by adulthood, 
said the official, Larry 
Grummer-Strawn.

“It would be remarkable 
to find a behavior that you 
engage in for one year of 
life and see detectable 
effects from it 40 years 
later,” said Grummer- 
Strawn, chief of the CDC’s 
maternal and child nutrition 
branch.

Good or bad eating and 
exercise habits, developed 
later in life, may sustain or

erase initial weight-related 
benefits from breast-feed­
ing, he and other experts 
said. Of course, that doesn’t 
take away the other benefits 
of breast-feeding, such as 
building a child’s immunity 
to disease.

The Harvard study, pub­
lished online recently in the 
International Joui..al of 
Obesity, inv ’ d nearly 
14,500 WO' who were 
breast-fed infants and 
more than _ 1,000 who were 
not.

In 1989, the women were 
asked their height and 
weight and what those 
measurements were when 
they were children and at 
age 18. Then every two 
years, through 2001, they 
were asked to update their 
weight information. The 
surveyed women were all 
between 25 and 42 at the 
time of the 1989 question­
naires, Michels said.

In 2001, the mothers of 
these women were sent a 
questionnaire asking if their 
daughters had been breast­
fed and for how long.

When possible,
researchers checked medical 
records to confirm what the 
mothers and daughters 
recalled, but breast-feeding 
is not routinely documented. 
Still, the researchers believe 
the women’s recollections 
of breast-feeding are reli­
able.
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
