A Wheeler County grand 

jury handed up indictments 
for five third-degree felonies 
and one state jail felony 
Thursday in 31st District 
Court.

Alfred Earl Ashley, 43, 
was indicted for possession 
of one or more grams but 
less than four grams of a 
controlled substance. Bond 
on the third-degree felony 
was set at $10,000.

On Oct. 2, 2006, Ashley 
allegedly possessed one 
gram or more but less than 
four grams of psilocybin.

Karl Clifton Brandt, 47, 
was indicted for possession 
of one or more grams but 
less than four grams of a 
controlled substance. Bond 
on the third-degree felony 
was set at $7,500.

On Nov. 13, 2006, Brandt 
allegedly possessed one or 
more grams but less than 
four grams of mediampheta- 
mine.

No call registry not completely fool-proof

I have written before 
about the love/hate relation­
ship I have with telemar­
keters. They love to call me, 
and 1 hate to hear from them.

1 signed our telephone 
number up for the national 
Do Not Call Registry as soon 
as 1 heard about such a thing 
being available. Magically, 
the number of calls from 
people trying to sell every­
thing from studio portraits 
to, ironically enough, tele­
phone service took a nose­
dive.

A few callers remained, 
however. 1 wondered why.

1 found out that being on 
the Do Not Call list does not 
prohibit certain businesses 
from calling me with offers. 
The Do Not Call registry is 
managed by the Federal 
Trade Commission and

enforced by thè Federal 
Trade Commission, the 
Federal Communications 
Commission and state law 
enforcement.

Because of limitations in 
the jurisdiction of the FTC 
and FCC, calls from compa­
nies with which we have an 
existing business relation­
ship would be exempt froth 
observing our inclusion on 
the Do Not Call list.

In other words,' if we have 
telephone service with the 
American Can and String 
Co. at our house, they can 
call us to try to sell us goods 
and services even though we 
are on the Do Not Call list.

Two types of calls we’ve 
been getting a lot of lately at 
home are those for surveys 
and ones for non-profit 
organizations.

Yep, you guessed it. The 
National Do Not Call 
Registry does not prohibit 
telephone surveyors from 
calling every Tom, Dick and 
Harry in the country to ask 
their ques­
tions.

The reg- M anlyn
istry also Powers
a l l o w s
charities to Staff Writer 
call, regard­
less of 
whether the
number they are calling is on 
the Do Not Call list.

After several of these 
calls, 1 feel distinctly unchar­
itable. Some have hastened 
to assure me that 1 was not 
being asked for money, only 
for my time. Seems they 
wanted to send me postage- 
paid envelopes complete

with the appropriate stuffing, 
and all I had to do was 
address the things to my 
friends and neighbors and 
stick them in the nearest 
mailbox to help the charity 

solicit dona­
tions from 
said fnends 
aod neigh­
bors. ' '  »' * 

1 don’t 
know how 
other people 
handle their 

charitable donations, but 1 
choose the organizations 1 
donate to with care and pro­
ceed to send them my dona­
tions, without any outside 
help from fund-raisers or 
mail solicitations. , ' *

1 don’t mean to sound like 
Scrooge about calls from 
charities, but on the other

hand, I think that calling my 
home to ask me to help them 
raise money is an invasion of 
my'privacy and my home, 
not to mention very pre­
sumptuous of them.

And then there are the 
political calls. These are 
more seasonal than the other 
types of calls, because their 
number increases as we get 
closer to an election, and 
then magically die out 
immediately after the elec­
tion dust settles.

Most of these types of 
calls that I’ve answered out 
of curiosity are pre-recorded 
messages. They sound like 
commercial advertisements 
broadcast on the telephone 
rather than television or 
radio.

'These are easier for me to 
deal with. 'There is no live

person on the other end, so I 
don’t feel as guilty about 
hanging up in the middle of 
the spiel. 'There is no life-o^ 
death health issue or other 
humanitarian issue involved, 
so 1 don’t worry about being 
mean-spirited by cutting 
them off. •

have become more common­
place have caught my notice!

If you’ve ever listened to a 
few of these callers, have 
you noticed that quite a few 
of them seem to use English 
like it’s their second (or third 
or fourth) language? !

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How economics shapes property rights
Economic theory does not 

operate in a vacuum. 
Institutions, such as the 
property rights structure, 
determine how the theory 
manifests itself. Similarly, 
the law of gravity isn’t 
repealed when a parachutist 
floats gently down to earth. 
The parachute simply affects 
how the law of gravity man­
ifests itself.

Failure to recognize the 
effect of different property 
rights structures on out­
comes leads to faulty analy­
sis. Think about several 
questions. Which lake will 
yield larger, more mature 
fish -  a publicly owned or a 
privately owned lake? Why 
is it that herds of cows flour­
ished and buffalos did not? 
Who will care for a house 
better -  a renter or owner?

'The answer to each ques­
tion has to do with the prop­
erty rights structure. In a 
publicly owned lake, every­

one has the right to the fish. 
In order to assert his right, 
the person has to catch the 
fish. 'This leads to overfish­
ing because the person who 
tosses back an immature fish 
doesn’t benefit himself. He 
b e n e f i t s  
s o m e o n e
else who Walter
will keep v v i l l i a m s  
the fish. It’s W i l l i a m s

'The owner needn’t catch a 
fish in order to assert his 
rights and can let the fish 
mature. It’s the same princi­
ple with buffalo and other 
wildlife that’s publicly 
owned. Through various 
rules and regulations, gov­
ernments, though imperfect­
ly, attempt to solve this prop­
erty r i^ ts  problem with 
licenses, fishing and hunting 
seasons and setting limits on

catch and size.
Private property rights 

force the owner to take into 
account the effect of his cur­
rent use of the property on 
its future value. A homeown­
er has a greater stake in what 

a house is 
worth 10 or 
20 years 
from now 
than a 
renter. An 
o w n e r  
would more 
likely make 

sacrifices and take the kind 
of care that lengthens the 
usable life of the house. But 
owners have methods to 
make renters share some of 
the interests of an owner 
through requiring security 
deposits against damage.

There’s a completely 
ignored aspect of the effect 
of restrictions on private 
property rights and that’s 
restrictions on profits.

□
Pretend that you’re an owner 
of a firm. There are two 
equally capable secretaries 
that you might hire. The 
pretty secretary demands 
$300 a week while the 
homely secretary is willing 
to work for $200.

If you hired the homely 
secretary, your profits would 
be $100 greater. But what if 
there were a 50 percent prof­
it tax? 'The profit tax reduces 
your rights to profit and 
reduces your cost of discrim­
inating against the homely 
secretary. Instead of forego­
ing $ 10io without the profit 
tax, you’d forego only $50 
by hiring the pretty secre­
tary. The more the cost of 
doing something goes down» 
predictably, the more people 
will do of it. Wherever pri­
vate property rights to prof 
its are attenuated, we expect 
more choices to be made by

Labor Equation:
To some, writing about immigrant 

labor on Labor Day might seem un- 
American. To the contrary, imitiigrant 
labor is a big part of America’s past, 
present and foture.

'This fact often is lost in contentious 
debate, a battle diat most recently has 
shifted to the federal government’s 
pending crackdown on businesses that 
employ illegal workers.

Make no mistake. We support 
employer sanctions as an element of 
immigration reform. Half a solution

isn’t a solution, however, only a recipe 
for imintended adverse consequences. 
The sooner Congress realizes this and 
approves comprehensive reform, the 
better.

Right now, legal and illegal inuni­
grants make up around 13 percent of 
the nation’s workers, the highest per­
centage since the 1930s. By some esti­
mates, immigrants hold about one of 
every three unskilled, low-wage jobs in 
America. These are jobs .Americans 
aren’t filling.

Now move to the other end of the 
scale. In this country, foreign-bom 
workers accoimt for about 25 percent 
of scientists and engineers, half of doc­
toral computer science and math 
degrees and 60 percent of doctoral 
engineering degrees. 'These are jobs

that not enough Americans possess thè 
skills to perform. !

Yet when Congress nixed a proposed 
guest-worker program and with it thè 
prospect that more than 12 million ille­
gal immigrants could leave an und«^ 
ground economy it also killed 9  
increase in H-IB visas, designed (b 
increase the prol of foreign-bom higlF- 
tech talent available to U.S. companies.

Congress’ decision could well lead 
to critical worker shortages at both 
ends of the wage and skills scaled- 
Low-wage illegal immigrants probablV 
will go deeper into the shadows, while 
the scarcity of certain high-tech skills 
will further encourage businesses th 
outsource that work overseas. ’

regaining full movement in his body. “But as 
a scientist and a clinician, I have to tell you 
that, statistically, the chances of that occur­
ring are very small.”

For Moorman, Everett’s injury tH-ought 
back memories of watching on TV*when 
Mike Utley, the former Detroit Lions gUard, 
injured his neck and was paralyzed below the 
chest after a collision during a game in 1991.

Utley, Moorman recalled, at least was able 
to give what’s become a famous “thumbs up” 
sign as he was taken off the field.

“That’s what I was waiting for, and that’s 
what everybody else was waiting- for,” 
Moorman said, his voice cracking wifti emo­
tion. “And to have to walk back to die side­
line and not see that made for a tough time.”

Everett was hurt after he ducked his head 
while tackling Denver’s Domenik Hixon 
during the second-half kickoff.

C hina says terrorism , separatists pose threat to B eijing 2008 O lym pics
BEIJING (AP) — China 

believes terrorism is the 
biggest threat facing next 
year’s Olympic Games and 
has called for closer interna­
tional cooperation to prevent 
possible attacks, state media 
said Tuesday.

“Although the general 
security situation for the 
Beijing Olympics remains 
stable, we still face the chal­
lenges of terrorism, sepa­
ratism and extremism,” 
Public Security Minister 
Zhou Yongkang was quoted 
by the China Daily newspa­

per as saying.
“Terrorism in particular 

poses the biggest threat,” 
Zhou told a security confer­
ence in Beijing on Monday, 
the paper said.

Zhou proposed more 
information sharing between 
international security forces 
and the establishment of an 
early risk warning mecha­
nism, the paper said, without 
giving details.

Zhou's remarks appeared 
on the anniversary of the 
Sept. 11 attacks in the United 
States — an event that

helped dilute U.S. and other 
foreign criticism of China’s 
heavy-handed tactics toward 
ethnic separatists it accuses 
of terrorism.

Experts say the terrorist 
threat to the Olympics is rel­
atively low, but warn that 
Beijing faces a growing 
long-term threat from 
Islamic separatists among 
the Uighur population in 
western China’s Xinjiang 
region.

However, only one or two 
terrorist groups are capable 
of carrying out attaclu in

northeast Asia, and their 
ability to operate within 
China’s tightly controlled 
society is very limited, said 
Singapore-based terrorism 
expert Rohan Gunaratna, 
author of the book “Inside 
al-Qaida — Global Network 
of Terror.”

“The threat (to the Beijing 
Olympics) is medium to low. 
The threat from the outside 
is very low,” Gunaratna said.

However, Gunaratna 
warned Beijing’s counterter­
rorism capabilities remain 
relatively weak, especially in

its understanding of groups 
based outside its borders. “I 
expect they’ll improve a lot 
before the Olympics,” he 
said.

China has not joined in 
military operations in Iraq or 
Afghanistan, and has not so 
far been a target of al-Qaida 
or other Islamic terror 
groups.

It recently appointed a 
special envoy to focus on 
conflicts in the Middle East, 
but Beijing’s involvement in 
the region has mainly been 
limited to economic contacts

and calls for a negotiated set­
tlement to the Palestinian 
question.

Although Uighur sepa­
ratists have launched occa­
sional bombings and assassi­
nations, the last serious inci­
dents were a decade ago.

In a rare publicized action, 
China said it raided a terror 
camp in Xinjiang run by the 
East Turkestan Islamic 
Movement, or ETIM, killing 
18 militants it says had links 
to al-Qaida and the Taliban.

O ’ReiUy’s goal rallies UJS. to 2-2 draw  with North Korea
CHENGDU, China (AP) 

— For those who thought the 
U.S.-North Korea matchup 
might be the best of the 
women’s World.Cup, they 
weren’t disappointed.

The United States rallied 
for a 2-2 draw Tuesday, widi 
Heather O’Reilly scoring in 
the 69th minute in the Group 
B opener for both teams.

It was end-to-end action in 
front o f an enthusiastic 
crowd o f 35,000. It waa 
counterattacking. And it was 
the two quickest teams in the 
world facing each odier: the 
top-ranked Americans 
against the best team in Asia.

“i hope you enjoyed the 
game, as much as I did,” U.S. 
coach* Greg Ryan said. “It 
was two great teams. North 
Korea is a fantastic team.

“There were chances for 
the U.S. to win and for Ntnlh 
Korea to win,” Ryan added. 
“We Kiiew v«duit a difficult 
group tfiis would be — and it 
is proving to be very diiGfi- 
cult.”

The Koreans scored twice 
wliile die U.S. was a player 
short for several minutes in 
the second half, before 
O’Reilly tied the match widi 
a shot from about 10 yards 
into die top comer of the net.

The United States extend­
ed its unbeaten streak to 47 
games spanning 2 1/2 years 
under Ryan.

Played in a light rain at 
Chengdu Sports Center 
Stadium, the match had the 
feel of a final radier than a 
grotq>-play opener. The final 
of the 16-team tournament is 
Sept. 30 in Shanghai.

Abby Wambach gave die 
U.S. a 1-0 lead in the 50th 
minute with a long-range 
shot that goalkeeper Jon 
Myong-hui got her gloves to 
but was <mly able to deflect 
into the net.

Minutes later, Wambach

knocked heads with another 
player in a scramble around 
the goal and left the field 
with blood pouring from her 
face, leaving the Americans 
with 10 players.

North Korea scored twice 
in her absence. Ryan made a 
decision not to replace her, 
which he almost regretted.

“It was a very tough call,” 
he said. “The doctor said 
they could get her back with­
in just a few minutes. Abby 
is such an important player 
to this team. I thought we 
could withstand playing 11 
against 10.
