Water districts meet to talk
about achlevmg harmony

AMARILLO -- It’s been
slightly more than two years
since the Texas Legislature
mandated that groundwater
management areas-establish
the desired future condition
of the aquifers in their
regions, but Groundwater
Management Area 1 here
has yet to reach a consensus
of what they want that con-
dition to be.

Still, C.E. Williams, gen-
eral manager of the
Panhandle = Groundwater
Conservation District and
chairman of Region Water
Planning Group A, said this
week he thinks the water
districts in the groundwater
management area are mak-
ing progress.

Duncan, who represents
Pampa, sat in on the
Groundwater Management
Area 1 meeting this week.
Duncan said he thinks the
process is working, and he’s
encouraged by it.

In 2005, the Texas
Legislature enacted a law
that required all the water
conservation districts within
a groundwater management
area to get together and
jointly decide what the
desired future condition of
the aquifers they shared
would be.

For Groundwater
Management Area 1, which
covers roughly Amarillo
north, the participating
groundwater districts are
the Hemphill County
Underground Water
Conservation District, the
Panhandle = Groundwater
Conservation District,
North Plains Groundwater
Conservation District and
parts of the High Plains
Underground Water
Conservation District.

Each water district has its
pwn view of what needs to
be done.

The Hemphill County
Underground Water
Conservation District has
the most conservative water
production rules. They have
set a goal of having 70 per-
cent of their groundwater
still in storage in the aquifer
at the end of 30 years and
have set a depletion
allowance of less than one
per cent per year.

The Panhandle
Groundwater Conservation

District has a goal of main-
taining 50 percent of their
groundwater in storage at
the end of 50 years, the so-
called- 50-50 rule. They
have a depletion allowance
of 1.25 percent a year.

High Plains Underground
Water Conservation
District, based in Lubbock,
makes up only a small por-
tion of GMAL1. They have
parts of Randall County,
including the southern part
of Amarillo, which lies in
Randall and Potter counties;
a small part of Potter
County west of Amarillo,
and a corner of Armstrong
County.

Jim Conkwright, High
Plains Underground Water
Conservation District man+
ager, said that while he has
no objections to it, some
counties in his district
would have difficulty meet-
ing the 50-50 rule.

The High Plains
Underground Water
Conservation District, how-
ever, is petitioning for a
boundary change and could
withdraw from GMAIL. A
majority of their district is
in GMA2.

North Plains
Groundwater Conservation
District has the most liberal
pumping rules of the water
conservation districts in
GMA1. While they have not
set any overall conservation
goals, they allow pumping
of up to two acre-feet of
water annually per acre of
water rights, twice what
Panhandle = Groundwater
Conservation District
allows. They have also
recently ruled that produc-
ers can pump up to six acre-
feet of water over a three-
year period. Essentially, an
irrigated farmer can pump

up to six acre-feet in one
year, but he would have to
refrain from pumping for
the next two.

The North Plains
Groundwater Conservation
District, which covers the
western and northern tier of
counties in the Panhandle,
has areas that are heavily
irrigated cropland.

Much of the Panhandle
Groundwater Conservation
District and almost all of the
Hemphill County
Underground Water District
is rangeland with little irri-
gation.

Danny Krienke, a
Perryton farmer and presi-
dent of the North Plains
Groundwater Conservation
District, said that cutting the
amount of water that farm-
ers in his district are
allowed to pump could
cause economic disaster,
although he has indicated a
willingness to compromise.

The discussion as to what
the desired future condition
of the aquifer should be will
continue when the
Groundwater Management
Area board of directors
meets again Nov. 14.

Duncan said the water
laws, particularly ground-
water laws, were designed
by the Legislature to push
the decision-making
process down to the local
level through the groundwa-
ter ~management - area
process.

“I’d rather see GMAs do
it rather than have the Texas
Commission on
Environmental Quality
come in and force a deci-
sion on them,” Duncan said.

Groundwater
Management Area boards
have until September 2010
to reach a consensus.

Texas unemployment rate up

DALLAS (AP) — The
statewide unemployment
rate rose to 4.3 percent in

September as the number of

new jobs failed to keep up
with an increase in people
looking for work, according
to figures from the Texas
Workforce Commission
today.

The jobless rate had been
4.2 percent in August, when
the commission reported a
sharp decrease in job seek-
ers. Only people actively
looking for work are consid-
ered in the figures.

Seasonally adjusted non-
farm employment rose by
23,100 jobs from August, or
less than 1 percent, accord-
ing to commission figures.
But the seasonally adjusted
number of unemployed peo-
ple jumped 4.1 percent, to
about 500,000.

The statewide figures
were adjusted for seasonal
trends in hiring and firing,
which most economists
believe gives a better picture
of the job market.

Commission Chairwoman
Diane Rath said the
statewide rate, below the
national figure of 4.7 per-

cent, showed the strength of

the Texas economy.

Midland continued to
have the lowest unemploy-
ment rate in the state, at 3
percent, with Amarillo,
Odessa and Lubbock next at

3.5 percent. The McAllen-
Edinburg-Mission area had
the highest rate, 6.2 percent.
Local figures were not sea-
sonally adjusted.

Pampa man arrested

A Pampa man was arrest-
ed early this morning on out-
standing warrants and a drug
charge.

“It made sort of like an umbrella, but underneath it was
bare and open,” Wise said. “It made some type of shelter.”

Allen opened his eyes, then rolled over to meet his res-
cuers when Jeremy Reneau called his name.

“He was very quiet,” said Reneau, 25, the first to spot
Allen. “But you could tell by his body language he was
hungry.”

After a quick meal of candy bars and peanut butter
sandwiches, Allen tried to walk with rescuers but tired

NORTH CAROLINA

DEAR CONCERNED AUNT: Nowhere
in your letter did you refer to "the father of
your daughter" as your husband. In this
case, that may be a good thing. It implies
that he is not under your roof spreading his
poison. In most relationships, one party is
more dominant than the other. In your case,
I hope the dominant party is you, because
you must draw a line in the sand that
Sierra's father can't cross. The price he will
have to pay for having a relationship with
you and your daughter will be that he can
no longer bad-mouth your nephew or your
choice to raise him. I know this isn't a deci-
sion that can be made lightly, but the ques-
tion you must answer is: In the scheme of
things, which "man" in your life is more
important to you?

DEAR ABBY: My mother recently killed
herself. She had been in pain for a long
time and couldn't take it anymore. My two
young daughters -- ages 6 and 8 -- have
asked me several times, "How did Nana
die?" I told them Nana had been in a lot of
pain for a long time, and then she died.

I searched on the Internet, and many
sources say to tell them what happened, but
I feel they are too young. Also, my dad
doesn't want me to tell them specifics. He
feels they are too young to know she killed
herself with a gun. What should I do?

How
should T tell them? Please advise me
because I have no idea how to handle this,
and most parenting resources don't address
this situation.

DEAR LOVING DAUGHTER: | have a
hunch that the reason your daughters "con-
tinue to ask" how Nana died is they either
already know the answer and want confir-
mation, or people have clammed up about
it in their presence to the point they know
something is wrong. You should sit them
down and ask them why they have been
asking that question. Then tell them the
truth -- that Nana was sick and in pain and
ended her life earlier than anyone wanted
her to. You did not mention whether your
mother killed herself because she was in
physical or psychological pain. If it was the
latter, it's important that your daughters
understand in the coming years that
depression can run in families, that there is
help for it, and that they can come to you if
they need to talk about anything that is

A week after No. 2
California lost to Oregon
State and two weeks after
then-No. 2  Southern
California was upset by
Stanford, the Bulls became
the 11th top-10 team to fall
to an unranked opponent this
season. There are five unde-
feated teams left in major
college football.

the Bulls’ national title hopes
can’t quite be put to rest. But
they took a major hit.

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BANGKOK, Thailand (AP) — A
Canadian schoolteacher suspected of sex-
ually abusing boys was arrested in rural
Thailand and charged today after an inter-
national manhunt that relied on digitally
unscrambled photos and tips from the
public.

Police found 32-year-old Christopher
Paul Neil after tracing the phone call of a
Thai acquaintance who then led them to
the house the two rented together, offi-
cials said at a news con-
ference in Bangkok where

fidence he would not escape their drag-
net.

Police said that on Thursday night,
they traced a phone call made by a 25-
year-old Thai man with whom Neil was
previously known to be in touch, said
Col. Paisal, superintendent of the Tourist
Police Division.

They found the Thai man, whom they
described as a transvestite, in the north-
eastern province of Chaiyaphum. He told
police he and Neil had
rented a house together in

Neil also was present.

“I think he knew we
were coming,” said police
Col. Paisal Luesomboon,
who was in the five-man
team that made the arrest

in the northeastern
province of Nakhon
Ratchasima. “He knew

that there was an arrest
warrant _issued and that
his face was posted every-

with boys as young as 6 in Cambodia,
Vietnam and Thailand.

Driven to Bangkok, about 130 miles
away, Neil was in handcuffs and had a
blue shirt draped over his head as officers
led him into national police headquarters.
He made no comments to a waiting horde
of reporters.

He stayed silent when presented to
journalists at the news conference. The
shirt was removed from his head, but his
eyes were hidden behind a pair of sun-
glasses.

Several Thai boys had come forward to
say that they had been abused by Neil,
and police — who had been tracing Neil’s
network of friends — had expressed con-

boys in a bid to identify a
suspect, receiving hundreds of tips as a
result.

“Let all international criminals and
fugitives be put on notice that Interpol, its
police partners in 186 member countries,
the public and the Internet present new
and powerful possibilities for hunting
them down wherever they might try to
hide,” Interpol Secretary General Ronald
K. Noble said in a statement.

Neil lived in Thailand from 2002 to
early 2004, police said.

Thai authorities issued an arrest war-
rant Thursday for Neil after determining
that he may have sexually abused boys in
Thailand, in addition to a dozen
Cambodian and Vietnamese boys, some
as young as 6, whom Interpol suspects he
abused.

Seven years after authorization, new
U.S. visas offered to illegal crime victims

WICHITA, Kan. (AP) [llegal immi-
grants who are victims of violent crimes in
the U.S. can now apply for special visas,
seven years after Congress offered protec-
tion against deportation to those who coop-
erate with law enforcement agencies.

The U.S. Citizen and Immigration
Services is finally starting to process the
visas this week, agency spokeswoman
Marilu Cabrera said.

The long delay occurred largely because
the agency drafted rules for issuing the so-
called ““U” visas before it became a division
of the then-new Department of Homeland
Security, she said. Consequently, the rules
had to be reviewed again. Then the
Department of Justice had concerns, she
said.

“It is legally very complex, and so it went
back and forth for a while,” Cabrera said.

The 2000 Victims of Trafficking and
Violence Protection Act established the visa
to encourage illegal immigrants to report
crimes against them in return for the right to
remain in the United States and eventually
appl) for permanent residency.

“This i1s an extremely important visa for
individuals who have been victims of a
crime,” Cabrera said. ““It 1s helpful for the

government that we get information and
cooperation so we can solve these crimes
and prevent future crimes. For the person, it
gives them peace of mind and an opportuni-
ty for a new life.”

The law authorized up to 10,000 “U” visas
every year. The visas are good for up to four
years, and visa holders who are in the U.S.
continuously for three years can apply for
permanent residency.

Critics are concerned about that provision.

“I would much prefer that we used it as a
temporary visa, not an immigrant visa —
something that allowed a-person to testify
but didn’t give them the jackpot of a green
card,” said Mark Krikorian, executive direc-
tor of the Center for Immigration Studies,
which favors limits on immigration,

Ed Hayes, the Kansas director of” the
Minuteman Civil Defense Corps, is more
vigorous in his opposition to the program.
He argues that there are many more
American victims of crimes committed by
illegal immigrants than illegal immigrants
who are crime victims.

“If they are here illegally, they broke the
law,” Hayes said. “If they become a victim, I
am sorry for them. They should testify and
then go home.”
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Report: Student nutrition showing improvement

WASHINGTON (AP) —
It’s harder to find a french
fry in a school cafeteria
these days, and junk food is
less common at school
fundraisers, a federal study
out Friday has found.

But when it comes to
encouraging healthy habits,
the nation’s schools still
aren’t earning straight As.

About 19 percent of
schools served french fries
to students in 2006, down
from 40 percent six years
earlier, according to the
study by the Centers for
Disease Control and
Prevention.

The percentage of schools
that sold cookies or other
high-fat

baked goods. at.

fund-raisers dropped from
67 percent to 54 percent dur-
ing the six-year period.

And in nearly half of
schools, students can select
bottled water instead of sug-
ary drinks from school vend-
ing machines or snack bars,
up from nearly a third of
schools in 2000.

Public health officials are
cautiously optimistic about
the changes.

“We're not satisfied. We
still have a long, long way to
go, but it is encouraging,”
said Howell Wechsler, direc-
tor of the CDC’s Division of
Adolescent and School
Health.

About 90 percent of dis-
tricts require physical educa-

tion in all schools. The fig-
ure has risen in recent years
at the elementary-school
level.

Still, in most schools it’s
rare for kids to get daily
physical education. About
two-thirds of elementary
schools provide daily recess.

Students need daily exer-
cise, said Jan Harp Domene,
president of the national
PTA. “Kids that learn this at
an early age will practice
this into adulthood,” she
said. “We are growing a
whole geéneration of couch
potatoes.”

About one-third of U.S.
children are overweight, and
17 percent are obese — fig-
ures that have been rising.
