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No action taken on wind farm reinvestment zone

No action was taken by Gray 

County commissioners Thursday 
morning to establish a reinvestment 
zone concerning a proposed wind 
farm by T. Boone Pickens, a Roberts 
County rancher and Dallas business­
man.

County Judge Richard Peet was 
absent from the 9 a.m. meeting in the 
second-floor courtroom of the coun­
ty courthouse. Precinct 3 
Commissioner Gerald Wright

chaired the meeting.
Precinct 2 Commissioner Gary 

Willoughby and Precinct I 
Commissioner Joe Wheeley each 
said they owned property within the 
proposed reinvestment zone and 
wished to learn more about the pro­
posal and about the propriety of their 
voting on the issue before taking 
action. The two comprised half of 
the total number of votes possible, 
forestalling any possible action by 
commissioners Thursday morning.

A reinvestment zone, once called

an enterprise zone, is an area in 
which businesses could apply for 
potential tax abatements if  they 
establish a facility within the zone, 
according to County Judge Richard 
Peet in an interview earlier this year.

Possible tax abatements which 
might be granted to businesses locat­
ing within a reinvestment zone can 
vary- widely, Peet said. Abatements 
could range from 0 to 100 percent 
over a time span of up to 10 years.

Taxing entities which create rein­
vestment zones may or may not

award such abatements, and may 
also require specific situations such 
as a minimum number of employees 
to be hired and maintained by the 
business.

A public hearing at 10 a.m. 
Thursday on the proposed reinvest­
ment zone drew comments from two 
individuals before commissioners 
decided to take no action on the 
issue.

Kathleen Greene, a lifelong resi-

Democrats accused accident

WASHINGTON, D.C. -  

Pampa’s man in Congress is 
accusing the Democrats of 
playing politics with the 
2007 Farm Bill.

“The key is how does this 
affect folks trying to earn 
their living off the land 
rather than those folks who 
are engaged in Washington 
gam««,” Mac
Thomberry said. “We’ve got 
to keep our eye on the ball.”

Thomberry and two other 
Republican Congressmen 
from West Texas accused 
Senate Democrats o f not 
being able to deliver a Farm 
Bill.

Thomberry, who repre­
sents the Texas Panhandle

and parts of North Texas; 
Randy Neugebauer, who rep­
resents the Lubbock area and 
South Plains, and Mike 
Conaway, who represents 
San Angelo, Midland and 
Odessa, said in a telephone 
news conference Thursday 
afternoon that they intend to 
introduce an extension to the 
2002 Farm Bill after the 
2008 elections •> next 
Novemb«.'“̂

“It’s become evident that 
the Senate is not making near 
as much progress as we’d 
hoped for them to get some­
thing done over on their side 
of the Capitol,” Neugebauer 
said, “so that we can get the 
House and Senate to confer-

School board strengthens dress code punishment

The Pampa Independent School 

District Board changed the conse­
quences for dress code violations, 
heard a rejx>rt on training for coach­
es and heard updates on the high 
school renovations at a school board 
meeting held Thursday evening.

Superintendent Barry Haenisch 
told the board he thought the conse­

quence for the third offense on dress 
code violations should be changed.

“I think we need to come up with 
a different consequence than having 
students and their parents meet with 
the school board on their third dress 
code violation,” Haenisch said. “1 
think the school board should not get 
involved in this issue unless there is 
a level three grievance filed by a par­
ent or student and then we will make

a decision. If we talk to the students 
before a grievance is filed, we may 
not be able to be impartial during the 
grievance process.”

The board agreed with this idea 
and threw around a variety of conse­
quences that could be put in place 
instead of meeting with the board.

“We need to make sure that we 
come up with consequences that 
have some teeth in then so the stu­

dents will be inclined to abide by the 
rules,” board member Lee Porter 
said. “I don’t have a problem making 
that change, but we need to make 
stire it’s something the students want 
to avoid.”

The new consequences for dress 
code violations are the following: 
The first offense will stay the same

He said it is his favorite of the 19 books 
he’s written.

Author and photographer Jerry Heasley 
was bom in Oklahoma but grew up in 
Pampa. He dedicated his new book, 
Corvette Masterpieces, to his father, 
Herbert Victor Heasley, with whom he 
drove around as a kid looking at the differ­
ent automobile models on Pampa car lots.

“I like special interest cars of all types,” 
Heasley said.

A prolific writer, he said that over the last 
29 years, he’s written more articles on cars 
than anybody injhe world.

, “We know I’’ve shot mòre Corvettes than 
anybody in the world,” Heasley said. “I’ve 
shot more Mustangs than anybody in the 
world for car features.”

His new book is a compilation of feature 
stories that he’s done on Corvettes over the

years. Unlike many coffee table books that 
have a publicity picture of a car and the dry 
facts of the vehicle, Heasley’s book is as 
much about the people who have the cars 
and designed and built the Corvettes and it 
is about the car.

“The publisher came to me with the idea 
for the book,” Heasley said.

Car books are specialty markets and the 
profits are usually small.

“I could have made a lot more money if 
I’d done magazine articles,” Heasley said.

But he did the book because he thought 
he could do a better book than other co fl^  
table books that had been done on the 
American sports car with their factory pic­
tures.

“T^ose cars have no history,” Heasley 
said. “No owners.”

dent of Gray County and 
widow of former Gray 
County Commissioner Jim 
Greene, spoke against the 
proposed zone.

“I’m hoping that you will 
not grant this,” she said. “I 
think this will be a cost to 
Gray County more than a 
help.”

Greene voiced concern 
over possible costs to the 
county in connection with 
the proposed wind farm, 
such as road maintenance, 
and said that the county 
needed the tax money repre­
sented by the wind farm.

“The people who built 
Pampa, Texas, and have 
been here year after year 
have been paying their 
taxes. We need for him to 
pay his taxes,” she said of 
Pickens. “That is my opin­

ion, and I hope you will con­
sider the long-term cost to 
Gray County.”

B.on Harris, a retired 
Cottle County judge and 
consultant/advocate from 
McKinney, spoke in favor of 
the proposed reinvestment 
zone.

“I am a consultant with 
Mesa Power,” Harris said. 
“Mesa will contribute multi­
ple millions of dollars to the 
tax base.”

The wind farm is expect­
ed to consist of approxi­
mately 1,400 generators 
spread over 300,000 acres in 
areas o f Gray, Hemphill, 
Roberts and \^ e e le r  coun­
ties, with most of the units 
in Gray and Roberts coun­
ties, he said.

“The property owners 
have been contacted,” he 
said.

Total estimated invest­
ment in the project is $11 
billion, he said.

“Figured into the cost are

Harris

additional roads that may be 
put in,” Harris said. “Mesa 
will maintain those. We will 
repair any road that gets 
messed up by our equip­
ment. We will make it the 
same as or better than 
before.”

The wind generator tow­
ers which will be erected on 
Mesa Power’s wind farm 
will be 400 feet tall and cost

$1.5 million each.
“The project is estimated 

to bring 274 jobs to Gray 
County, mostly of a techni­
cal nature,” Harris said.

In an interview after the 
commissioners’ meeting, 
Harris said that Mesa Power 
would build its own trans­
mission line to convey the 
power generated by the 
wind farm to customers 
downstate.

“We will do it where it 
involves the least popula­
tion,” he said. “We do not 
have permission yet from 
the owners to cross land 
with the line. We will hope­
fully try to buy the land. I’ve 
never before seen 300 miles 
of land condemned.”

A water line may run 
beside the proposed electri­
cal transmission line to 
transport groundwater to 
which Pickens owns the 
rights.

“We are able, because it’s 
a renewable energy, to put

power and water together,” 
Harris said of the idea of the 
dual delivery system.

“He has not formally 
started leasing property yet 
for the wind farm,” Harris 
said. “Most of the leases he 
has talked to already are 
involved in the water issue 
with him,” he said of reports 
that Pickens was combining 
wind and water rights in 
proposed agreements with 
local landowners.

The proposed reinvest­
ment zone is expected to be 
on the agenda of commis­
sioners’ next meeting, Nov. 
30.

Also on Thursday, com­
missioners renewed the 
county’s jail physician and 
medical officer contracts. 
Requests for proposals con­
cerning various types of 
county insurance were 
opened, and Duncan Fraser 
& Bridges Insurance 
Agency of Pampa was once 
again selected to provide the

insurance. The Pampa firm 
and Texas Association o f 
Counties were the only two 
responders to the requests, 
and the local agency submit­
ted the proposal with the 
lower cost.

Payment o f overtime 
hours in the County Cleric’s 
office for the Nov. 6 general 
election was approved, as 
was payment of bills total­
ing $262,287.40 and salaries 
of $231,928.37.

Results of the Nov. 6 elec­
tion were canvassed. Lot 9, 
Block 42 in the Wilcox addi­
tion was deeded to the 
owner of Lots 5-8 to resolve ̂ 
an issue of overlapping 
property. The lot had been 
deemed tax-delinquent 
property when the issue was 
raised.

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Hooray for the Confederate battle flag
The Rev. A1 Sharpton is a 

darling of the national news 
media, primarily because he 
has a talent for making out­
rageous statements and the 
lack of scruples to go with it.

You should keep this in 
mind. In today’s media-satu­
rated world, nobody can be a 
successful demagogue with­
out the cooperation of the 
national news media. 
Sharpton has even outdone 
Jesse Jackson as a dema­
gogue.

The latest example is the 
attention given to Sharpton’s 
demand that the vice presi­
dent apologize for visiting a 
hunting camp where some­
body had hung a 
Confederate battle flag on a 

. door of one of the buildings. 
The vice president didn’t go 
into that building and says 
he did not see the flag. 
Sharpton’s logic apparently 
is that any person who finds 
himself in the vicinity of a

Confederate battle flag has 
somehow insulted all 
African-Americans.

By that logic, then, 
Sharpton should apologize 
every time he visits the state 
of South Carolina, which 
still flies the

Flags are symbols, and I 
recognize that the meaning 
of a symbol is subjective. I 
also recognize that some -  
though far fewer than 
Sharpton would have you 
believe -  African-Americans 
see the Confederate flag as a 
symbol of racism. Yahoos 
l^e  the Ku Klux Klan used 
to wave it about -  along with

the American flag. If 1 were 
an African-American, I 
might not like it. If I were an 
American Indian, I might 
not like the Stars and Stripes. 
Some Jews don’t like the 
Christian cross. Some 

C hristians 
don’t like 
the Star of 
■David. Et 
cetera and 
so forth.

There is 
n e i t h e r  
legal nor 

constitutional protection for 
one’s feelings. If something 
offends us, tough beans. In a 
sane and tolerant society, we 
would recognize that differ­
ent symbols mean different 
things to different folks and 
not raise a stink about some­
one else’s symbol.

To most Southerners, the 
Confederate battle flag sym­
bolizes the bravery and 
devotion to Southern inde­

pendence shown by our 
ancestors, who, imlike most 
demagogues, put their bod­
ies where their mouths were 
and died and bled for their 
cause. While slavery was 
one of the factors in the war, 
it was not the only one or the 
main one. Only 6 percent of 
white Southerners owned 
even one slave. The 
Confederate army was not 
an army of slave owners. In 
fact, the 1860 census shows 
about 3,500 free blacks who 
owned slaves in the South.

Slavery is not the issue. 
•The Confederate battle flag 
has become a universal sym­
bol of rebellion ana inde­
pendence. It showed up on 
the battlefields of World War 
II and on the Berlin Wall as 
it was being tom down. 1 
frankly don’t give a dam 
whether Sharpton likes it or 
not. There is no law that says

The school reformers, who seem to 

be primarily in the large metropolitan 
areas in New York, Chicago. and 
Atlanta, who push for eliminating 
recess in elementary schools and mid­
dle schools, should never be allowed to 
take a break again. Maybe they would 
see the error in their thinking.

We were happy to see that the 
Victoria school district preserves recess 
for its students (Victoria Advocate, Oct.' 
29, Page B3). And we were happy that 
Oov. Rick Perry signed a bill requiring

time during school for physical activity 
in elementary and middle schools. This 
at least addresses a national problem of 
obesity.

Proponents for elimipating recess 
claim that in doing so the students’ test 
scores would improve. Other reasons 
included a reduction in injuries with 
consequential lawsuits and avoiding 
bullies. *

None of these reasons, in our opin­
ion, match the benefits of recess.

The students who are treated to 
recess receive physical activity, which 
helps to keep their bodies healthy.

According to the Council on 
Physical Education for Children, recess 
allows children “to priKPice lift skills 
such as conflict resolution, coopera­
ting respect for rules, taking turns.

sharing, using language to communi­
cate, and problem solving in situations 
that are real. Furthermore, it may facil­
itate improved attention and focus on 
learning in die academic program.”

In the b i^ e r  picture, just about 
everybody in the workforce takes 
breaks. Congress takes a recess, right? 
Little children should be able to take a 
break, too. ,

If all that energy was confined to the 
classroom, there would be trouble. We 
would be willing to bet that test scores 
would go down for foe most part rafoer 
than improve.

AM A^LLO — Catholic

Liu Shaowu, deputy director of 
the Olympic Security Command 
Center, said security forces would 
stop any form of demonstration at 
or around venues.

Olympic sites.

“As for violating China’s sover­

eignty and encouraging separatists 
and terrorists, definitely we will 
not allow that,” Liu told reporters. 
“We will deal with that according 
to Chinese law.”

Liu’s comments, made at a rare 
media briefing on Olympic securi­
ty, are likely to compoimd concerns 
fluit Re(|ihg will iue heavy-handed 
policing at the games.

Defending the measures, Liu

said the protest clampdown at 
Olympic sites is in line with the 
Olympic charter, which he said for­
bids “any form of political, reli­
gious or racial demonstration.”

Barry Bonds indicted on peijury, obstniction charges;
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) 

— Barry Bonds has more to 
worry about than an asterisk 
now.

Just three months ago, the 
former San Francisco Giants 
star angrily defended himself 
against steroid allegations on 
the night he surpassed Hank 
Aaron to become baseball’s 
home run king.

“This record is not tainted 
at all,” Bonds declared. “At 
all. Period.”

On Thursday,., his very 
freedom was put in jeopardy 
when a federal grand jury 
indicted him on five felony

counts of perjury and 
obstruction of justice, 
charges that could result in a 
maximum sentence of 30 
years in prison if he’s con­
victed.

The indictment culminat­
ed a four-year investigation 
into steroid use by elite ath­
letes.

Bonds and his lawyers 
long have accused the gov­
ernment of targeting a high- 
profile, unpopular player 
merely for political gain 
while pondering if  the inves­
tigation was racially moti­
vated.

Charges of leaks to the 
media and unethical legal 
behavior flew from both 
camps as the investigation 
dragged on and questions 
mounted about the govern­
ment’s intentions.

The relationship grew so 
antagonistic that government 
lawyers didn’t notify Bonds 
of the impending indictment, 
a courtesy typically extended 
to white collar defendants so 
they can prepare for the pub­
lic announcement!

“I’m surprised;” said one 
of his lawyers, John Burris, 
who was notified of the

indictment by The 
Associated Press. “But 
there’s been an effort to get 
Barry for a long time. I’m 
curious what evidence they 
have now they didn’t have 
before.”

The 10-page indictment 
mainly consists of excerpts 
from Bonds’ December 2003 
testimony before a grand 
jury investigating the Bay 
Area Laboratory Co- 
Operative, or BALCO. It 

'<:itesll9 occasions in which 
Bonds allegedly lied under 
oath.

But for all the sp>eculation

and accusations that clouded 
his pursuit o f Aaron, Bonds 
was never identified by 
Major League Baseball as 
testing positive for steroids, 
and personal trainer Greg 
Anderson spent most of the 
last year in jail for refusing 
to testify against his long­
time friend.

Anderson did not com­
ment as he was released 
from prison shortly after the 
indictment was handed up, 
but his attorney, ‘ Mark 
Geragos, said the trainer did­
n’t cooperate with the grand 
jury.

“This indictment came opt 
of left field,” Geragos saijl. 
“Frankly, I’m aghast, ^t 
looks like the govemmiSnt 
misled me and Greg as well, 
saying this case couldn’t go 
forward without him.” j

A-Rod and New York Yankees have oufline of $275 million, Id-year deal
NEW YORK (AP) — 

Turns out Alex Rodriguez 
and the New York Yankees 
had the outline of a record 
$275 million, 10-year con­
tract in place last weekend, 
well before their shake- 
hands-and-make-up meet­
ing.

The amount of the guaran­
teed money was revealed by 
a person familiar with the 
negotiations who spoke

Thursday on condition of 
anonymity because the deal 
hasn’t been finalized. A-Rod 
potentially could earn mil­
lions more i f  he sets the 
career home-rtm record.

A-Rod and his wife met 
Wednesday in Tampa, Fla., 
with brothers Hal and Hank 
Steinbrenner.

“The meeting was a final 
get-together,” Yankees sen­
ior vice president Hank

Steinbreruier said. “He want­
ed to make sure myself and 
my brother knew that he was 
sincere and serious.”

The Yankees still must 
draft the agreement with 
Rodriguez’s agent, Scott 
Boras. Asked whether the 
only remaining details were 
putting the deal on p>aper, 
Steinbrenner responded: 
“pretty much so.”

Boras wasn’t a part of the

negotiations, in which 
Goldman Sachs managing 
directors John Mallory and 
Gerald Cardinale conducted 
shuttle diplomacy.

“They were the go- 
betweens, initially,”
Steinbrenner said. “That’s 
how he reached out to us.”

The Yankees were notified 
by Boras on Oct. 28 that 
Rodriguez was opting out of 
the final three seasons of his

$252 million, 10-year con­
tract — the previous record 
—  and becoming a free 
agent. New Yorit maintained 
then that it no longer would 
negotiate with A-Rod 
because the decision elimi­
nated a $21.3 million sub­
sidy fiom Texas that was 
negotiated in the 2004 trade.

Senate blocks bills to fund Iraq

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Senate 
today blocked a Democratic proposal to pay 
for the Iraq war but require that troops start 
coming home.

The 53-45 vote was seven votes short of 
the 60 needed to advance. It came minutes 
after the Senate rejected a Republican pro­
posal to pay for the Iraq war without strings 
attached.

The Republican measure failed 45-53, 15 
short of the number of votes needed to go 
forward.

Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid said 
the only way to get troops the money was to 
approve the restrictions outlined by 
licmocrats.

“Our troops continue to fight and die 
valiantly. And our Treasury continues to be 
depleted rapidly, for a peace that we seem far 
more interested in achieving than Iraq’s own 
political leaders,’’ said Reid, D-Nev.

Republicans said Democrats were being 
irresponsible.

“We need to gel our troops everything they

service and the second 
offense will also stay die 
same with 30 hours o f. 
school service. On the diird 
offense, students will now 
be given 15 days of ISS (in 
school suspension) and also 
have an additional 30 hours 
of school service. On the 
fourth offense, the student 
will be placed in DAEP, 
which is Discipline 
Alternative Education 
Placement for 30 days.

Athletic Director Stuart 
Smith gave a report to the 
board regarding training 
that Pampa coaches receive 
on a regular basis.

“New coaches all go 
through mandatory training 
fix>m the business office on 
correct process to gather 
bids for athletic equipment, 
booster club orientation, 
UIL orientation and weekly 
meetings with me to discuss 
a variety of issues,” Smith 
said.

need,” said Senate Republican Leader Mitch 
McConnell, R-Ky. “We need to get it to them 
right now.”

Reid and House Speaker Nancy Pelosi, D-

Instead, they would revisit the issue upon 
returning in January, pushing the Pentagon to 
the brink of an accounting nightmare and 
deepening Democrats’ conflict with the 
White House on the war.

In the meantime. Democrats say, the 
Pentagon can eat into its $471 billion aimual 
budget without being forced to take drastic 
steps.

“The days of a free lunch are over,” said 
Sen. Chuck Schumer, D-N.Y.

At the White House today, deputy press 
secretary Tony Fratto-said: “DOD would 
have to eat into their annual budget and I 
believe that still presents difficulties in get­
ting the troops in the field the resources they 
need to carry out their mission.”

There is no law that says 
anyone who does like the flag has to apolo­
gize to anybody.

You should also note that this flap about 
the Confederate flag is a recent happening. 
Up through the 1950s, Americans of all col­
ors showed respect for both flags. It was 
common at public concerts for bands to 
play both “Dixie” and “Battle Hymn of the 
Republic.’’ The flap over the flag originated 
with the National Association for the

and stabilize retirement funds at religious 
institutes, leverage local fund-raising and 
assist capital campaigns.

Grant awards have assisted investment 
and supported collaboration among reli­
gious institutes and helped ensure quality 
of life and adequate health care for thou­
sands of women and men religious for­
merly at risk.

During the past two decades, however, 
the gap between assets available for 
retirement and the cost of living/health 
care for elderly women and men religious 
has widened from $2 billion to $9 billion 
and is expected to grow. In 2023, the

combined Social Security benefits of all 
retired religious is projected to be $184 
million a year, but cost of care will total 
more than $1.6 billion annually.

More than 37,000 Catholic religious 
áre how past âge 70. More than 5,000 
women and men require skilled nursing 
care.. While costs for care in a skilled 
nursing facility in the U.S. average more 
than $65,000 annually, religious institutes 
have kept their average cost of skilled 
nursing care to $49,850.

The average Social Security benefit for 
religious women and men is approxi­
mately one-third that paid to the average 
U.S. beneficiary.

Ninety-four percent of donations to the 
National Religious Retirement Office are 
awarded to religious institutes through 
basic grants. ------  _  -----------
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
