Commissioner Neil Fuhoo voted in favor 
of the new system.

Price and priorities were two sources of

vlewpoimi concemiaig the net­
work, which is a Motorola jnoduct. 
Rqrresentatives o f Motorola, Centramedia 
and various city departments addressed 
commissiooers about dte network’s fea­
tures, possible probtems and benefits to 
the city.

The network will consist o f hardware 
and software to provide various informa­
tion to hqjtop cooqniters ft»- city workers. 
Hardware includes 12 fixed cameras, 
three poilaMe cameras, computer cards 
and fixed nodes, or repeaters. The nodes,

be placed strategically 
around the city to act as sig­
nal relays.

City Public Information 
Officer Donny Hooper said 
that the network could be 
used to map various city fea­
tures such as water and 
sewer lines and fire hydrants 
and have that information 
readily available by laptop to 
city workers. The informa­
tion provided in the form of 
data tables would include 
such details as flow rates for 
hydrants, size and age of 
water lines, and when a par­
ticular street was last paved 
and sealcoated. Hooper said.

Pampa Fire Chief Kim 
Powell said that the m esh ' 
network could show fire­
fighters where hydrants 
were located. The cameras 
used in the network could be 
attached to a firefighter at 
the scene of a fire.

“We would be able to fol­
low a firefighter into a fire,” 
she said. “Being able to 
track our trucks and person­
nel is a safety issue.”

The system would also be 
an asset to law enforcement, 
according to Pampa Police 
Chief Trevlyn Pitner.

“What you can do with it 
is endless,” he said. “A lot of 
it deals with safety and man­
power.”

The system could remote­
ly read water meters accu­
rately, for instance, Pitner 
said. City Manager John 
Horst said that in some areas 
of Pampa, two meter readers 
must go to certain addresses 
to read meters Eiecause of 
safety issues.

“It’s not going to outdate 
itself quickly,” Pitner said. 
“It doesn’t all have to be 
installed at once, at the same 
time.

“1 know the city runs with 
less and does more. We’re

just trying to do that ‘more’ 
better,” he said.

“We’ll have to make 
upgrades along the way. 
That’s inevitable,” Hooper 
said.

Pitner said things like 
cables may need replacing 
from time to time.

“The software may be 
updated regularly,” he said. 
“There may be a five- to 10- 
year range on the majority of 
it before being outdated.”

Cost o f the mesh netwenk 
is $489,000, and installation 
of the entire system is anoth­
er $300,000, Horst said.

“Motorola offers a five- or 
seven-year lease purchase 
plan with $200,000 down,” 
Horst said. “This is a joint 
agreement by all the direc­
tors and myself that this 
would be beneficial to the 
community.”

“I think we should 
belooking at this as an 
improvement,” Pitner said. 
“I do not want to take away 
from anything else.”

Horst recommended the 
lease-purchase plan, with the 
down payment to be made 
from the city’s fund balance 
and the annual payments 
thereafter to be taken from 
the city’s general fund, water 
and wastewater budgets. He 
estimated the annual pay­
ments to be approximately 
$50,000.

“Are we going to get 
$800,000 worth of good out 
of it'T’ asked Allison. “How 
many employees is this 
going to cut?”

“I don’t recommend cut­
ting any employees,” Horst 
said.

“Our first priority should 
be getting our water and 
sewer lines replaced,” Dixon 
said. “What good is that net- 
woric going to be if  we lose 
our whole infrastructure? 
We need a street improve­
ment program. I can’t 
believe Pampa Fire 
Department, with their 
trained personnel, would 
have trouble finding fire 
hydrants.”

One reason for taking 
action on the mesh network 
at the 4 p.m. Tuesday meet­
ing is a deadline to take 
advantage of a discount 
being offered by Motorola 
for the system, Pitner said.

A representative of 
Centramedia expressed con­
cern about the frequencies to 
be qsed ■ • by n the network 
which interfwe- with
frequencies already in us( 
commercially.

“We’re in tite investiga­
tive stage right now,” 
Robbins said. “We’re not 
competing with commer­
cial users.”

At least part of the sys­
tem will use frequencies in 
the 4.9 range, which is 
licensed solely for public 
safety use.

In other business, com­
missioners elected Darville 
Orr to the Gray County 
Appraisal District Board of 
Directors and approved 
Orr and Charles Henry as 
nominees for positions on 
the board.

Ordinance No. 1470 
amending appropriations 
for the city’s 2007-2008 
fiscal year was approved 
on second and final read­
ing. The ordinance raises 
M.K. Brown Auditorium’s 
appropriation from
$291,320 to $312,390. 
Ordinance No. 1471, 
which also concerned 
amending appropriations, 
died for lack of a second.

Lovett Memorial

Library’s long-range plan 
for 2007-2012 was 
approved, as was cancella­
tion of the city commission’s 
next regular meeting, sched­
uled for Dec. 25. A contract 
with Perdue, Brandon, 
Fielder, Collins & Mott, 
L.L.P., for collection of court 
fees and fines was also 
approved.

Shane Stokes of the city’s 
Recreation Department 
addressed commissioners 
concerning the marquee on 
Hobart Street near the audi­
torium. The proposed new 
marquee, to replace one 
which has quit working, will 
feature full color and anima­
tion and will cost approxi­
mately $100,000. The 
Economic Development 
Corporation has expressed 
interest in sharing cost of the 
marquee equally with the 
city, Stokes said.

If that’s not perfectly clear and 
meaningful, you may be among the 
Americans who have become compla­
cent or even cynical about security

direats. And government missteps feed 
that (XMnplacency and cynicism.

The FBI and CIA are supposed to be 
the experts udien it comes to national 
security. Yet a recent report by the 
Washington Post reveals that even the 
experts get it wrong sometimes.

A Lebanese woman who gained U.S. 
citizenship through a sham marriage 
was able to land sensitive jobs at bcRh 
agencies. She obtained security clear­
ances that gave her access to classified 
information about H e ^ lla h .

She’s not accused of passing infor­
mation to the terrorist group. 
According to court documents, she 
(Hily checked to see if fiunily members 
in Lebanon had been linked to 
Hezbollah. But the potential for harm 
to die United States and its intelligence 
agents was great.

In the years leading up to 9-11, the 
Aldrich Ames, Harold Nicholson and 
Robert Hanssen spy scandals rocked 
the FBI and CIA. Those cases suppos­
edly prompted enhanced background 
investigations and heightened security. 
Yet according to an Oictober report 
from the Justice Department’s inspec­
tor general, the FBI still hasn’t imple­
mented some key security measures.

That sounds like a good, apolitical 
issue for Attorney General Michael 
Mukasey to address. There are count­
less FBI and CIA success stories about 
which the public will never know. But 
when the security and counterterrorism 
professionals fail to heed their own 
warnings, it doesn’t inspire confidence 
among the citizenry.

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Six shot leaving school bus; officials tighten security
LAS VEGAS (AP) — 

Authorities were looking for 
two suspects Wednesday in 
the shooting of six young 
petóle at a school bus stop 
following a fight about a 
girl.

The six were shot Ttiesday 
shortly after a group of 
Mohave High School stu-

dents got off a school bus in 
a woriting-class neighbor­
hood in northeastern Las 
Vegas. The suspects were 
beUeved to have fled on foot.

An 18-year-old man was 
in critical condition and a 
17-year-old boy was t^igrad- 
ed from critical to serious 
cemdition, both with gunshot

wounds to the torso, said 
Cheryl Persinger, a 
University Medical Center 
spokeswoman.

Four people, including at 
least two boys and a girl who 
are under 18, were treated 
for gunshot wounds to their 
arms and legs and were 
released, she said. All four

are students at Mojave High 
School who had just stepped 
off the bus, which was com­
ing from the school, police 
said.

Authorities would not 
release any other informa­
tion about the two victims 
who were still hospitalized, 
including whether diey were

students or had been on the 
bus.

Police said they believed 
the shooting was linked to a 
fight at Mohave earlier in the 
day. The brawl had been 
contained by school police, 
who arrested three male stu­
dents, officials said.

Sheriff Doug Gillespie did

not describe how he believed 
the incidents were connect­
ed. The fight at the school 
did not {^pear to be gang or 
race-related, he said.

“At this point, the indica­
tors that we have found ... 
it’s a dispute over a girl­
friend,” Gillespie told 
reporters.

He eventually 
graduated froifi* ^Southern 
Illinois with a degree in law 
enforcement.

“If he was studying crimi­
nal justice and law enforce­
ment, he definitely would 
know what police were look­
ing for and how to avoid 
detection,” Smith said.

JERUSALEM (AP) — 
Israelis and Palestinians 
resumed peace negotiations 
for the first time in nearly 
seven years Wednesday, 
trying to rectmcile conflict­
ing claims and clashing 
dreams in a bid to a id  six 
decades of conflict.

The talks went ahead 
despite a new outbreak of 
violence in the Gaza Strip. 
Early Wednesday,
Palestinian militants fired 
16 homemade rockets 
toward Israel, causing 
minor damage and slightly 
wounding one woman, 
Israeli officials said.

The barrage came hours 
affa  Israeli fenees ended a 
broad incursion into the 
coastal strip that killed six 
militants and left a wide 
swafti of damage.

Israel’s incursion into

Gaza, along with a plan to 
oqiand a neighborhood in 
disputed east Jerusalem, 
prompted Palestinian 
charges that Israel was sab­
otaging the atmosi^ere 
even before the talks began. 
Israel rejected the charges.

Israeli Foreign Ministry 
spokesman Arye Mekel 
said ftie talks got unda way 
around midday. He said 
both sides wanted to keep 
the meeting “low key,” but 
ftioe were hopes to “jump 
start” the peace process.

The talks to<^ place at a 
Jerusalem hotel and lasted 
about 90 minutes. The lead 
negotiators, Israeli Foreign 
MinistCT Tzipi Livni and 
fo rm a Palestinian Prime 
M inista Ahmed Qureia, 
drove away from the build­
ing without commenting to 
reporters. There were no

All Business: UnitedHealth’s CEO pay giveback doesn’t go far enough
NEW YORK (AP) —  Take the money and 

run.
That’s the message that corporate chief­

tains may be getting from UnitedHealth 
Group CEO \\^lliam McGuire’s $420 mil­
lion settlement for his role in a stock-options 
backdating scandal that still leaves him with 
several hundred million dollars in hand.

When it was announced last week, it was 
billed as the largest corporate giveback ever.

as if that was supposed to assuage sharehold­
ers of the nation’s second largest health 
insiuer who lost big because of McGuire’s 
stock-options shenanigans. That payback, 
along previous deals wdth McGuire and other 
executives, brings the total being returned to 
UnitedHealth to nearly $1 billion.

While that sounds like no small change, 
then compare it with this: He still keeps all 
cash paid to him during his 1 S-year tenure at

the company’s helm and is likely to retain 
stock options that today have an $800 mil­
lion value.

“If this penalty is returning unjust enrich­
ment, then where is the sting?" asked 
Charles Elson, director of the Weinberg 
Center for Corporate Governance at 
University of Delaware. “A penalty should 
crimp an individual’s lifestyle, but this pun­
ishment certainly would not.”

That’s not to say that this victory isn’t an 
important one. As some governance experts 
note, at least money is flowing back to this 
company at a value rarely seen.

The issue here has to do with “backdat­
ing,” whereby corporate insiders manipulat­
ed the grant dates of stock options to when 
the company’s share price was depressed.

IOC formally 
strips M arion 
Jones o f Sydney 
Olympic medals

LAUSANNE, Switzerland (AP) — The IOC formally 
stripped Marion Jones o f her five Olympic medals 
Wednesday, wiping her name from the record books follow­
ing her admission that she was a drug cheat.

The International Olympic Committee also banned the 
disgraced American athlete from attending next year’s 
Beijing Olympics in any capacity and said it could bar her 
from foture games.

Jones had already handed back the three gold medals and 
two bronze she won at the 2000 Sydney Olympics.

Last month, the International Association of Athletics 
Federations erased all of Jones’ results dating to September 
2000, but it was up to the IOC to formally disqualify her and 
take away her Olympic medals.

The decision was annoimced by IOC president Jacques 
Rogge at the end of a three-day executive board meeting.

Jones won gold medals in the 100 meters, 200 meters and 
1,600-meter relay in Sydney, and bronze in the long jump 
and 100-meter relay. She was the first female track and field 
athlete to win five medals at a single Olympics.

In addition to those medals, the IOC also disqualified 
Jones from her seventh-place finish in the long jump at the 
2004 Athens Olympics.

Warriors snap 
Spurs’ five^am e 
winning streak

OAKLAND, Calif. (AP) — Baron Davis had 18 points, 
six rebounds and six assists and the Golden State Warriors 
took advantage of Tim Duncan sitting out another game for 
San Antonio, beating the sloppy Spurs 96-84 on Tuesday 
night.

Stephen Jackson had 20 points, five assists and five boards 
and Matt Barnes added 16 points and eight rebounds as the 
Warriors used a big second quarter to snap the Spurs’ five- 
game winning streak.

San Antonio hadn’t lost since its last trip to Northern 
California — a 112-99 defeat at Sacramento on Nov. 26.

Duncan walked gingerly to the court before the game and 
was in uniform, but he missed his third straight game with a 

' sprained right ankle sustained in a Dec. 2 win over Portland. 
And the Spurs are far from the same team without him: They 
committed a season-high 21 turnovers.

Matt Boimer led the defending NBA champion Spurs with 
- career highs of 25 points and 17 rebounds on a night leading 

scorer Manu Ginobili was held to 13 points on 4-for-14 
shooting after recording back-to-back 37-point performanc­
es Dec. 5 against the Dallas Mavericks and Dec. 7 versus 
Utah.

Andris Biedrins added 14 points and seven rebounds and 
Kelenna Azubuike had 16 points and nine boards for the 
Warriors, who play at Portland on Wednesday night before 
returning home to face the Lakers again Friday.

The Warriors are in the middle of one of their best stretch­
es ever. They are 12-3 over their last 15 games, the fran­
chise’s best such stretch since also going 13-2 from Dec. 6, 
1975,to Jan. 3, 1976.

Ginobili had three points and five turnovers in an unpro­
ductive first half, and Tony Parker had a sub-par game with 
11 points, six assists and six turnovers. San Antonio (17-4) 
was trying to extend its franchise-best start.

The Spurs cut the Warriors’ lead to 81-70 on Bonner’s bas­
ket with 9:21 to play, then he hit a 3 with 6:39 left that made 
it 83-74. But Davis scored on a driving layin moments later.

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Woods wins another 
Hayer of the Year award

THOUSAND OAKS, 
Calif. (AP) — No one came 
close to matching Tiger 
Woods on the PGA Tour, 
which is becoming as pre­
dictable as Woods being 
voted the PGA Tour player 
of the year.

With seven vicUsies and 
another major champi­
onship, Woods won the 
award Tuesday for the third 
straight season and the ninth 
time in his 11 years since he 
turned pro. The only ques­
tions now are whether he’s 
playing his best golf, and 
how much better he can get.

“Is he spoiling everyone?” 
Brad Faxon asked after a 
pro-am round at the Target 
World Challenge. “I don’t 
see anyone close. 1 don’t see 
who the next guy is.”

Phil Mickelson was the 
only other player on the

PGA Tour ballot with three 
victories, including The 
Players Championship. 
Woods won the money title 
by more than $S million over 
Mjpkelson, and Woods’ 
stroke average was 1.4 shots 
per round lower than Ernie 
Els.

But when asked to review 
his year. Woods spent a lot of 
time looking at lost shots.

He was tied for the lead at 
some point in the final round 
of the Masters and U.S. 
Open and was a runner-up in 
both of them by a combined 
three shots. And the only 
tournament he failed to win 
during the PGA Tour 
Playoffs was at the Deutsche 
Bank Championship, where 
he took nine more putts than 
Mickelson in the final round 
and finished two back.

Heisman Trophy winner Tim Tebow

and 30 touchdowns. Smith is the fir^ 
All-American from UCF, which began 
playing major college football in 1996.

Missouri quarterback Chase Daniel^ 
who finished fourth in the Heisman 
voting, was voted to the second team. 
Hawaii’s Colt Brennan, third in the 
Heisman voting, was the third-team 
quarterback.

McFadden set school records with 
1,725 yards rushing and 2,172 all-pur­
pose yards, breaking the marks he set 
last year. He scored 16 touchdowns 
and threw four TD passes, working as 
a quarterback out of Ariiansas’ shotgun 
Wild Hog formation.

ATLANTA (AP) — Bobby Petrino 
thought he was getting one of the best 
coaching jobs in the NFL. Without 
Michael Vick, it wasn’t worth keeping 
for even one full season.

Just 13 games into a miserable debut 
as Atlanta Falcons coach, Petrino stun­
ningly announced his resignation 
Tuesday and returned to the college 
ranks at Arkansas.

Petrino left Louisville for Atlanta in 
January, agreeing to a five-year, $24 
million contract handed out by a team 
that felt he could help Vick reach' his 
full potential.

“I believe this is truly the best foot­
ball job in the NFL,” Petrino said at his 
introductory news conference. “It was 
an easy decision fOT me.”

Of course, he had no idea what Vick 
was doing in his spare time.

A few months later, the star quarter­
back came under investigation for a 
grisly dogfighting operation du t led 
him to plead guilty to federal charges. 
He was sentenced Monday to 23 
months in (Mison without ever taking a 
snap for Petrino, who left witii a 3-10 
record.

Arkansas had been lookiitg fbr a 
coach for two weeks to replace 
Houston Nutt, who resigned after a 
tumultuous season and took the head 
coaching job at Mississippi.

The Falcons declined further 
response beyond a terse, two-para­

graph statement released Tuesday 
night. Owner Arthur Blank and gener­
al manager Rich McKay were sched­
uled to hold a news conference 
Wednesday.

There was no immediate word on 
who would take over for the team’s 
final three games, though defensive 
coordinator Mike Zimmer and offen­
sive coordinator Hue Jackson would 
be the most logical candidates.

“Today was a day of decision,” 
Petrino said at a late-night news con­
ference in Fayetteville, Ark. “It was 
difficult on one side, very easy on the 
other. It was difficult to leave Atlanta, 
the staff, players, fans. The timing of it 
probably is the thing that made it most 
difficult. Coming to Arkansas was the 
easy part.”

Petrino got a five-year deal worth 
$2.85 milliiMi per year to take over the 
Razorbacks, acco^ng  to an athletic 
department spokesman.

Just two weeks ago, Petrino said he 
had no interest in any of the high-pro­
file college jobs that had opened iq>, 
and he apparently told Blank in recent 
days that he would be staying widi die 
Falcons.

“I haven’t given it one bit of 
d iou^ t,” Petrino said Nov. 26. “I cer­
tainly don’t want to get into any spec­
ulation and rumors and having to deal 
with diat. I’m focused on our football 
team here.”

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Another winter storm brewiiig up; more than 1 million without power
OKLAHOMA CITY (AP) 

—  Another wintry blast was 
brewing over the southern 
Plaiiu Wednesday, a day after 
a system that socked the 
nation’s midsection with ice, 
sleet and snow finally tapered 
off. Up to a million homes and 
businesses lost power after 
heavy ice brought down power 
lines.

The new system was 
expected to bring more sleet 
and freezing rain to 
Oklahoma, Missouri and 
Texas, but not nearly as much 
as the previous storm, accord­
ing to the National Weather 
Service.

“it will still be cold and 
nasty outside and may slow 
efforts to restore power and 
remove tree limbs and such,” 
said Patrick Burke, a weather 
service meteorologist in 
Norman, Okla.

Ice ranging from a quarter- 
inch to an inch thick glazed 
roads in much of the central

Plains and Midwest. At least 
24 deaths -  mostly traffic acci­
dents -  have been blamed on 
the storm since it developed 
last weekend.

Forecasters said more snow, 
sleet and freezing rain could 
develop across the northern 
Ohio Valley and from
Pennsylvania into New
England on Wednesday.

The power outage was the 
worst ever in Oklahoma, with 
more than 618,000 homes and 
businesses without electricity 
late Tuesday. Officials said it 
could be a week to 10 days 
before power is fully restored.

“We’re relying on petóle to 
look after each other,” 
Oklahoma City Mayor Mick 
Cornett said. “At the end of the 
day, this comes down to the 
strength of your people. ... 
People who have electricity 
ought to be sharing it with peo­
ple who don’t.”

Elsewhere, nearly 350,000 
customers were affected by 
outages in Missouri, Kansas, 
Iowa and Illinois. Some 
schools in southern Iowa can­
celed classes on Wednesday 
for a second day.

Lesley Owczarski, owner of 
Big Apple Bagels in Ottumwa,

Iowa, said the power was on at 
her shop, but many of her cus­
tomers weren’t so ludey.

“Most o i the places don’t 
have power so a lot of people 
have been coming to the bagel 
shop,” she said. “If they can 
come in and get warm and 
have a hot coffee and a latte, 
why not? I can understand it’s 
boring sitting at home.”

Most people decided to stay 
home and bundle up rather 
than go to shelters.

“We’ve got kerosene lamps 
and a fireplace,” said Charita 
Miller of Oklahoma City. 
“We’re OK. We can’t watch 
TV. Oh well, you can’t have 
everything. It’s just me and my 
husband. My hirsband said, 
‘Thwe’s food in the freezer.’”

Sonya Kendrick, who spent 
Monday night at one of sever­
al American Red Cross shel­
ters set up in Oklahoma City, 
said a tree ripped the electrical 
box off the side of her house, 
and she needed a warm place

to take children until
repairs* could be made.

“When I got in here yester­
day, 1 was totally distraught I 
was like, ’Why me? Why me 
of all people?’ I lode at it this 
way, too: I’m not the only

one,” Kendrick said Tuesday. 
“There’s other people here that 
I got to know in less than two 
days, literally. All of them 
have been through the same 
thing, and everybody here just 
understands everybody.”

Such practices made it more likely that 
executives would be able to pocket outsized 
and potentially illegal profits that were never 
disclosed to shareholders.

Hundreds of companies have been investi­
gated for backdating, dozens o f executives 
have lost of their jobs, and more than 10 
executives have been criminally charged.

Corporate supporters have long argued 
that backdating concerns were overblown by 
investors and the media because they were a 
known practice at many companies. While 
that may be true, it doesn’t make the practice 
right.

Still, there has been little recourse for 
investors who not only were duped by back­
dating but then had to stomach huge earnings 
restatements by companies needing to rectify 
such behavior in their finances.

Before last week, the biggest payback was 
at Mercury Interactive, which earlier this 
year agreed to pay $117.5 million to settle 
lawsuits relating to backdating. The compa­
ny, in 2006, had restated earnings from 1992 
to 2004 downward by more than $500 mil­
lion.

That’s why the case at UnitedHealth has 
gotten so much attention. McGuire is going 
to pay big, the headlines read, for the damage 
done while he was CEO.

The stock, which trades around $57 a share 
now, still is below where it was in the weeks 
before the backdating was first revealed in 
March 2006. UnitedHealth has restated $1.52 
billion in earnings dating back 12 years 
through 2005 due to backdating and took a 
$55 million charge to settle claims with the 
Internal Revenue Service.

The settlement announced Thursday 
resolves a lawsuit brought by shareholders on 
behalf of the company, as well as a civil com­
plaint by the SEC. McGuire did not admit or 
deny guilt.

Tlie settlement includes a $7 million civil 
penalty for the SEC and reimbursement to

UnitedHealth for all incentive- and equity- 
based compensation he received from 2003 
through 2006.

McGuire will return $320 million in stock 
options and forgo more than $99 million in 
other retirement and executive savings bene­
fits in a settlement. A previously announced 
repricing of stock options cost him another 
$189 million.

McGuire’s attorney, David Brodsky, noted 
that the former CEO paid back almost four 
times the amount of the backdated portion of 
his options and there is no vestige of any 
backdating left in any of his options.

“The fact that there are some who think he 
should have paid more and some who felt he 
paid too much is confirmation of the settle­
ment’s fairness,” Brodsky commented to The 
Associated Press.

Still, this backdating mess and what has 
followed has turned McGuire’s legacy on its 
head. Once a lauded corporate leader who 
built UnitedHealth from a regional player 
into an industry powerhouse, he now will be 
known for claiming the largest penalty 
assessed against a person in a backdating 
case and for making the largest giveback by a 
corporate executive in history.

The settlement was trumpeted as precedent 
setting, leading shareholders everywhere to 
now have a reason to be more optimistic that 
executive pay misdeeds will be redressed.

Yet UnitedHealth also let McGuire retain 
options on 24 million shares, worth more 
than $800 million. His ability to cash those 
options is now in the hands of U.S. District 
Court Judge James Rosenbaum in 
Minneapolis.

Rosenbaum barred McGuire fh>m exercis­
ing his options at least through Wednesday. 
McGuire’s attorney had asked for permission 
to exercise options that weren’t part of last 
week’s settlement, a move opposed by the 
plaintiffs in one lawsuit against McGuire.

If the judge decides to unfreeze the money, 
which legal experts say is likely, the “sting” 
officially will be drawn out of this settlement. 
That sends the wrong message to the corpo­
rate class about what happens when they play 
games by their own rules -  not much.
