The 4Sth annual 
Children’s Shopping 
Tour, which is sched­
uled for Saturday, is 
facing challenges. After 
the invitations to the 
children have been sent 
out, the project found 
out that those children 
have larger families 
than they expiected.

John Warner, treasur­
er for the project, said 
that last year the shop­
ping tour invited 89 
children.

“We served 315 peo­
ple last year, which 
included the 89 chil­
dren who went on the 
shopping tour with us,” 
Warner said. “This 
year, we had originally 
planned to invite 125 
children and estimated 
they would have 
approximately 17 5 
additional family mem­
bers to buy for. That 
would have made about 
300 people we had to 
buy gifts for.

“But, earlier this 
week at a Steering

Committee meeting, we 
found out that 114 chil­
dren have been invited 
so far by Capt. Laura 
Martin of the Salvation 
Army and Sandra 
McKinney of the Texas 
Health and Human 
Services Commission. 
And these children 
have 336 family mem­
bers in their households 
to buy gifts for. So, this 
year we will buy gifts 
for approximately 450 
individuals.”

G rand ju ry  hands 
up 23 indictm ents

A Gray County grand jury hand­
ed up 23 indictments in 223rd 
District Court Dec. 6. The indict­
ments included one first-degree 
felony, four second-degree 
felonies, two third-degree felonies 
and 16 state jail felonies.

Tariq Sahir Carter, 25, was 
indicted for manufacture/delivery 
of four or more grams but less than 
200 grams of a controlled sub­
stance, enhanced. Bond on the 
first-degree felony was set at 
$12,000.

On April 30, Carter allegedly

possessed with intent to deliver 
four or more grams but less than 
200 grams of cocaine.

On Dec. 8, 2004, in 223rd 
District Court, Carter was convict­
ed of the felony offense of prohib­
ited substance in correctional facil­
ity.

Damon Lynn Cox, 44, was 
indicted for violation of a protec­
tive order by assault/stalking, 
enhanced and stalking, enhanced. 
Bond on each of the second-degree 
felonies was set at $10,000, for 
total bond of $20,000.

GCAD reappoints three 
members to serve on board

Bill Kindle, Beth Miller and Leona 
Willis were appointed to serve two-year 
terms on the Gray County Appraisal 
District Review Board by the district’s 
Board of Directors at their 8:30 a.m. 
meeting today in the conference room of 
the appraisal district office, 815 N. 
Sumner.

The three are current review board 
members whose terms expire at die end of 
this year. All are eligible to serve one 
more two-year term.

“Each member can serve three consec­
utive terms, then go off the board for at 
least one year before serving again,” 
Chief Appraiser Pat Bagley said. “All 
three of diese members can serve one 
more two-year term, and all three are will­
ing to do so.”

Board members spent the majority of 
their meeting time on changes to the 
retirement system for appraisal district 
employees. At issue was what, if any-

Jhing, to do about surplus funds in the 
retirement account.

“Each year, we have to adopt a change 
or no change,” Bagley said. “We have a 
surplus right now. We need to increase our 
matching funds and try to spend down our 
average.

“We have $228,000 sitting in the retire­
ment system account right now,” he said. 
“We can’t use the money for anything 
else, according to the law. The money in 
the fund has sat there and drawn interest 
since 1982.”

A cost-of-living adjustment was made 
last year which resulted in an increase of 
retirement income for retired employees, 
Bagley said.

“It didn’t cost us anything, but gave 
retired employees three percent more,” he 
said.

Board member Gary Willoughby 
moved to leave the current percentages

Martin said that some of 
these children have as many 
as 10 in their households.

Viewpoints
Society can have a pow erful affect on  behavior

I recently read an 
Associated Press ^ ic le  on 
the news wire that both sad­
dened and dismayed me. The 
wire report, written by one 
Christopher Leonard, cov­
ered a story about a 13-year- 
old who took her life recent­
ly in Missouri.

The report rankled my 
sensibilities on a variety of 
levels.

Level 1: The focus of the 
report was on the plight of 
Lori Drew, a 40-plus-year- 
old mother of two who 
resides in Missouri. Drew, it 
seems, is the target of so- 
called vigilante justice. The 
wire story describes Drew’s 
situation as “tribal, in its 
nature," alluding to her status 
as an “outcast.”

Consequences abound for 
every deed, good or bad. 
What Drew is experiencing 
is what transpires when a 
middle-aged woman con­
spires to dupe a 13-year-old 
with a fake persona on the 
Internet.

For those readers unfamil­
iar with the whole, tragic, 
sorry saga surrounding 
Drew, this woman evidently, 
according to the AP, corre­
sponded with 13-year-old 
Megan Meier, a child in her 
neighborhood, via the World 
Wide Web. The result? 
Megan, who thought Drew a 
teenage boy who called 
“himself’ Josh Evans, ended 
up taking her own life.

Authorities, the AP article 
read, have declined to prose-

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cute Drew, but her neighbors 
apparently are not satisfied 
that justice has been served. 

Level 2:
The story c k v l a

prejudiced.
How dare the public be 
offended by this female, the 
sub-text of the article -  to me 
-  seems to ask? How dare 
her fellow citizens judge her?

And 1 ask: How dare a 40- 
something-year-old woman -  
neigh, mother of two — par­
ticipate in a prank of this 
nature against a vulnerable 
13-year-old, and how dare

this article focus its efiforts on 
HER situation and not the 
fall-out that resulted in 

a n o t h e r  
mother los­
ing her 
b a r e l y  
t e e n a g e  
daughter to 
suicide?

W h y  
does this 

reporter lavish such sympa­
thy on Drew and such 
ridicule on her neighbors?

Let me now acknowledge 
lest 1 be misunderstood to 
approve cowardly acts of ter­
rorism that I most emphati­
cally DO NOT find it appro­
priate to anonymously threat­
en any individual on any 
grounds. However, I do feel

that publicly shunning this 
woman is in no way an inap­
propriate reaction. To allow 
Drew’s lies and manipulation 
to be dismissed by die very 
neighborhood living through 
the nightmare of tUs child’s 
death would be the height of 
stupidity.

America seems to be 
plagued by a segment of its 
population that views guilt 
as the enemy of free society.

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PowerPoint can jazz up any presentation
A while back, I attended a 

large technology conference. 
1 went to see new technolo­
gy, trends and hear the latest 
prognostications from so- 
called experts. While their 
topics varied, I noticed one 
trait they all had in common 
-  their reliance on technolo­
gy to aid in their presenta­
tion. In 95 percent of the 
cases, that technology could 
be summed up in one word: 
PowerPoint.

Designed by Microsoft, 
PowerPoint is to the presen­
ter what Word is to the 
author and Excel to the 
accountant. We, as teachers, 
learned a long time ago that 
people typically remember 
only 10 percent of what we 
say (if that much.) If, how­
ever, we visually reinforce 
our points somehow, that 
retention increases four-fold. 
Enter, PowerPoint.

Remember back in the old 
days when people used over­
head projectors to aid in 
classroom note taking?

Speakers used them also to 
bullet their points. Basically, 
the presenter would manual­
ly place a new transparency 
on the projector every time 
he/she changed points. By 
receiving the information 
visually as

Think of PowerPoint as an 
“overhead transparency 
upgrade.” It allows you to 
make “slides” that can be 
projected, printed or e- 
mailed to your audience. At 
this point, you may be won­
dering why someone would 
use PowerPoint over the 
low-tech transparency sys­
tem. Well, many advantages 
present themselves not the 
least of which is “impres­
sion.”

People are impressed with

technology. If you put two 
equally-skilled presenters in 
a room, one with a set of 
transparencies and the other 
armed with a PowerPoint 
presentation, I guarantee the 
audience will believe the 

technically- 
a s s i s t e d  
presenter is 
m o r e  
a u t ho r i t a ­
tive, better 
p r e p a r e d ,  
and, there­
fore, more 

credible. Right or wrong, 
good or bad, that’s how peo­
ple think.

PowerPoint also gives the 
presenter some interesting 
abilities not afforded to the 
overhead transparency user. 
For instance, with 
PowerPoint, a presenter can 
change slide content, 
rearrange slide order or even 
delete slides minutes before 
the presentation. Trust me, 
before 1 give a presentation 
I’m tw eal^g  it on die plane.

graphics and personalizing 
the content for my audience. 
Oh, and did I mention “spell­
check?”

PowerPoint can also liven 
up an otherwise boring 
topic. In addition to using 
vibrant text and background 
colors, presenters can 
choose from a wide variety 
of clip art and photos. And 
using PowerPoint’s anima­
tion and sound options these 
graphics can “shake, rattle, 
and roll.”

However, that’s not 
always a good thing. Every 
July 4th, I enjoy buying a 
few firecrackers for my kids 
to set off.

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Retail sales surge by b lu est amount in six m onths

WASHINGTON (AP) — Consumers put aside worries 
about the weak economy in November to storm into thé' 
shopping malls, pushing up retail sales by the largest amount 
in six months.

The Commerce Department reported Thursday that retail 
sales su^ed by 1.2 percent last month, double the gain that 
economists had expected. That followed a much weaker 0.2 
percent rise in retail sales in October. V,

Half of the November increase came from a big jump in 
gasoline pump prices and therefore was not seen as a sign of 
strength in consumer demand. But there were widespread 
gains across a number of other areas from department stores 
to appliance and furniture stores.

In other economic news, wholesale prices shot up by 3.2 
percent in November, the biggest increase in 34 years. The 
gain was propelled by a record rise in wholesale gasoline 
prices. Excluding the volatile food and energy sectors, the 
Labor Department said inflation rose by 0.4 percent.

In a third report, new applications filed last week for 
unemployment benefits dropped by 7,000 to 333,000. That 
was the lowest level since the middle of November and indi­
cated that employers aren’t resorting to large-scale layoffs as 
they cope witii the economic slowdown.

The big gain in retail sales was the largest increase since a 
1.6 percent Jump last May. Economists had expected a much 
weaicer 0.6 percent rise, believing that a multitude of prob­
lems facing consumers, from a prolonged housing slump to 
rising troubles in obtaining credit, would dampen spending.

Many economists believe those problems will seriously 
depress growth over the next six months, raising the possi-

Microsoft has also added a “Package 
for CD” option, allowing you to put your entire presen­
tation (with the free PowerPoint Viewer software) on a 
CD. It can even be set to auto-launch when they put it 
in their CD drive.

Folks, if you have any need to make presentations, 
check out PowerPoint

bility of a full-blown recession, something the country has 
not had to endure since 2001.

The Federal Reserve, struggling to get credit flowing 
again and ward off a downturn, cut a key interest rate for the 
third time this year and on Wednesday announced a global 
effcHt with other central banks to pump fresh cash into the 
banking system.

The report on retail sales showed that sales at gasoline sta­
tions jumped by 6.8 percent, the biggest increase since 
September 2005, another period when gasoline prices were 
surging.

Excluding gasoline, retail sales would have been up by a 
still solid 0.6 percent. This strength reflected a gain of 0.9 
percent at department stores and general merchandise stores 
such as Wal-Mart and Target and a solid increase of 2.6 per­
cent at specialty clothing stores. Analysts said colder weath­
er in November and heavy promotional efforts in the period 
following Thanksgiving helped lift this total.

Retail sales also posted strong increases at appliance 
stores, furniture stores, sporting goods stores and grocery 
stores. Sales were down, however, for autos, falling by 1 per­
cent after a 0.6 percent drop in October. Domestic automak­
ers have been struggling with weak demand in the face of 
surging gas prices.

Tejada to A stros for five players

BALTIMORE (AP) — The 
Baltimore Orioles weren’t going to be 
contenders in 2008, with or without 
Miguel Tejada.

So, casting an eye toward the future, 
club president Andy MacPhail traded 
the standout shortstop to the Houston 
Astros on Wednesday for five players

Rangers acquire 
IB Ben Broussard 
finm Mariners for 
minor leaguer

ARLINGTON, Texas 
(AP) — The Texas Rangers 
filled one of their primary 
offseason needs Wednesday 
night when they acquired 
first baseman Ben 
Broussard from the Seattle 
Mariners for minor league 
infielder Tug Hulett.

Also Wednesday, out­
fielder Milton Bradley 
passed a physical, one of 
the final steps needed to 
complete a one-year deal 
with Texas. Bradley tore the 
anterior cruciate ligament 
in his right knee and dam­
aged cartilage when San 
Diego manager Bud Black 
spun him to the ground in 
September.

“We’re satisfied with the 
results of the physical. He’s 
recovering extremely well,’’ 
general manager Jon 
Daniels said. “He’s walking 
with no limp. The doctor 
was pleased with his 
progress. Barring any set­
backs, he should be a player 
for us very possibly in 
April.”

The Rangers also 
Wednesday declined to 
offer a 2008 contract to 
Akinori Otsuka, making the 
reliever a free agent.

Otsuka was 2-1 with a 
2.51 ERA and four saves in

34 appearances last season 
before being sidelined the 
final three months of the 
season because of a sore 
right elbow. He had 32 
saves for the Rangers in 
2006 before returning to the 
setup role when Eric Gagne 
signed with Texas.

Broussard, a Texas 
native, hit .275 with seven 
homers and 29 RBIs in 99 
games this season for the 
Mariners. Primarily a first 
baseman throughout his 
career, Broussard also 
played the comer outfield 
spots for Seattle.

“He’ll have a chance to 
play a more important role 
on our team and get an 
opportunity to play first,” 
Daniels said. “His versatili­
ty and flexibility does give 
us some options. But as we 
sit here today, he is most 
likely going to end up play­
ing first base quite a bit.”

After trading Mark 
Teixeira to Atlanta in July, 
the Rangers used Jarrod 
Saltalamacchia, Brad 
Wilkerson and Frank 
Catalanotto at first base. 
Saltalamacchia, who came 
over from the Braves in the 
Teixeira deal, is expected to 
be a full-time catcher next 
season.

Mitchell Report to name MVPs, All-Stars, won’t address amphetamines
NEW YORK (AP) — Judgment 

Day arrived for baseball’s steroids 
era, with the Mitchell report set to 
be released and posted on the 
Internet for all to see.

Many questions fix)m a decade 
of doping will be answered, but 
many will remain and perhaps new 
ones will emerge.

The Mitchell Report exposes a 
“serious drug culture within base­
ball, from top to bottom,” fingers 
MVPs and All-Stars and calls for

beefed-up testing by an outside 
agency to clean up the game. The 
Associated Press learned 
Wednesday.

The report by former Senate 
Majority Leader George Mitchell 
will include names of 60 to 80 
players linked to performance­
enhancing substances and plenty 
more information that exposes 
“deep problems” afflicting the 
sport, one of two sources with 
knowledge of the findings told the

AP. Both sources said the report 
would not address amphetamines.

The two sources were familiar 
with discussions that led to the 
final draft but did not want to be 
identified because it was confiden­
tial until its scheduled release. 
They said the full report, which 
they had not read, totaled 304 
pages plus exhibits.

One person familiar with the 
final version would only speak 
anonymously but described it as “a

very thorough treatment of the sub­
ject” and said some aspects were 
surprising. He said the report 
assigns blame to both the commis­
sioner’s office and the players’ 
union.

MLB’s “not going to love it, the 
union’s not going to love it,” he 
said.

One source said that while the 
report will cite problems “top to 
bottom,” it also will expose “deep 
problems, the number of players.

high-level MVPs and All-Stars,” as 
well as clubhouse personnel who 
allowed steroids and other banned 
substances in clubhouses or knew 
about it and didn’t say anything.

The rest of the report, the 
sources said, focuses on recom­
mendations that include enhanced 
year-round testing and hiring a 
drug-testing company that uses the 
highest standards of independence 
and transparency.

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Rockets awfiil from  
free-throw line in 
victory over Pistons

HOUSTON (AP) — As long as the Houston Rockets 
avoided the free-throw line on Wednesday night, they did 
just fine against the Detroit Pistons.

Tracy McGrady scored 29 points and Yao Ming added 21 
points and 13 rebounds as the Rockets nearly entered the 
NBA record book for foul-shot futility before beating the 
Pistons 80-77.

The Rockets missed 14 of their first 15 shots fix>m the line, 
before finishing 6-for-22 (27 percent) to win for the third 
time in seven games.

Houston wore throwback uniforms and it was all too fit­
ting — the 1983 Rockets went 3-for-14 from the free-throw 
line (21 percent) in a game against Portland. Toronto is the 
only team in history to not make a free throw in a regular- 
season game, missing all three attempts in a game against 
Charlotte in 1996.

Good thing for the Rockets, the Pistons seemed to miss 
fi'om everyv^ere else on Wednesday.

Rasheed Wallace scored 2 l, Chauncey Billups added 15 
and Richard Hamilton had 14 for Detroit, which shot 36 per­
cent (30 of 83) and went 4-for-15 from 3-point range.

The Pistons had won seven of their previous eight by an 
average of 20 points.

The Rockets built a 49-35 lead early in the second half, but 
kept the misfiring Pistons in it with their awful free-throw 
shooting.

Detroit went on a 16-6 burst to cut the deficit to 55-51 and 
McGrady then missed his next four shots from the free-throw 
line. Billups sank a jumper to, pull Detroit within two. The 
Pistons went I0-for-I7 from the field in the third quarter 
after going 12-for-44 in the first half.

Bonzi Wells ran for a two-handed dunk and was fouled by 
Jarvis Hayes to open the fourtk quarter.

BALGO founder meets with 
Anti-Doping Agency chairman 
in New York to discuss sports

In a meeting hardly anyone could have imagined a few 

years back, BALCO founder Victor Conte and World Anti- 
Doping Agency chairman Dick Pound sat down Wednesday 
for their first face-to-face discussion about doping in sports.

During the two-hour meeting in Manhattan, they didn’t 
discuss specific cases or name any names, but had what both 
termed a fiank conversation they hope will lead to a more 
productive relationship. :

“We talked about the macro and systemic problems arid 
his perspective on that, his thoughts on how we could get 
better at what we do,” Pound said. “I think we’ll probably 
stay in touch. We’ll try to build up a relationship where he’41 
have confidence in me using the information he has in the 
right way. We’ll try to get a better handle on what he knows 
directly and what he knows as having been part of an overall 
operation.”

CcHite, who pleaded guilty to operating a steroids distribu­
tion ring at the Bay Area Laboratory Co-Operative, said 
Pound asked him what he would change if he were “king of 
the world in anti-doping for a day.”

“As someone who was able to evade their system for sp 
long, it was easy for me to point out the many loopholes that 
exist and recommend specific steps to improve the overall 
effectiveness of their program,” Conte said in a statement. 
“Because Mr. Pound was so receptive to the insight I provid­
ed, I do believe there will be effective changes made that will 
benefit of the world of sport.”

Conte was released from prison last year after serving four 
months. BALCO supplied a wide assortment of perform­
ance-enhancing drugs — including previously undetectable 
“designer” steroids — to track and field athletes, as well as 
professional football and baseball players.

He continues to sell legal nutritional supplements from tKe 
same building that once housed BALCO in Burlingame, 
Calif. He said earlier in the week that some of the poor deci­
sions he’s made in the past made him uniquely qualified io 
contributeTo fhe ariff-dbpmg'eifort. ^

Pound, who steps aside as WADA chairman at the end of 
the year, said he had read in media reports that Conte had 
expressed willingness to help but had never been called, i 

“Well, I’m not going to let my presidency expire with 
that,” Pound said earlier in the week.

gram currently is overseen 
by a joint management- 
union Health Policy 
Advisory Committee, wifti 
an independent administrator 
approved by both sides.

Mitchell, a Boston Red 
Sox director, planned to 
release his report at 2 p.m. 
Thursday during a news con­
ference in New York City, 
Baseball commissioner Bud 
Selig was to hold his own 
news conference a few 
blocks away 2 1/2 hours 
later.

The report comes at the 
end o f a year when San 
Francisco Giants outfielder 
Barry Bonds broke the 
career home run record, only 
to be indicted 100 days later 
on charges of lying to a fed­
eral grand jury about steroid 
use.

It also was expected to 
recommend that baseball 
develop a credible program 
to handle cases with evi­
dence of athletes receiving 
or taking drugs but not test­
ing positive for them.

Just last week, Kansas 
City’s Jose Guillen and 
Baltimore’s Jay Gibbons 
were suspended for the first 
15 days o f next season, and

media reports said they had 
obtained human growth hor­
mone in 2005, after baseball 
banned it.

Much of the first part of 
the report will be based on 
evidence obtained from for­
mer New York Mets club­
house attendant Kirk
Radomski, and from infor­
mation gleaned from the 
Albany district attorney’s 
investigation into illegal 
drug distribution that
focused on Signature 
Pharmacy of Orlando, Fla., 
the sourceslaid.

Radomski was required to 
cooperate with the investiga­
tion as a condition of his fed­
eral plea agreement last

April. Radomski pleaded 
guilty to illegally distribut­
ing steroids, HGH, ampheta­
mines and other drugs to 
players and is awaiting sen­
tencing. Some professional 
athletes have been linked to 
the Signature probe, th o u ^  
none have been charged. ;

enough talent back to 
where I can win a little 
bit later.”

Tejada had 18 homers 
and 81 RBIs last season, 
numbers that represent­
ed a d n ^  off fix>m previ­
ous years but still ranked 
amtHig the Orioles team 
leaders. MacPhail hopes 
Scott, who had 19 
homers and 64 RBIs in 
2007, can help make up 
die difference.

“We are going to lose 
offense at shmt, there’s 
no questimi a b ^  that. 
But we think we’re 
going to pick up offense 
in left field vriien Scott 
goes out there, at the 
very least against right- 
handed pitching,” 
MacPhail said. “We 
think Luke is one of the 
undervalued assets.”

The Orioles w ait 69- 
93 with Tejada in 2007 
—  their 10th straight 
losing season — so a ^ t  
did they have to lose?

As it stands now, 
Baltimore’s new short­
stop will likely be Luis 
Hernandez, who showed 
good range at the posi­
tion last season and hit a 
solid .290. Other 
prospects are Freddie 
Bynum and Brandon 
Fahey, although
MacPhail spoke about 
possibly going outside 
the organization to fill 
the void.

Baltimore’s next 
shortstop likely won’t 
hit as well as Tejada, but 
inobably will have more 
range in the field. That 
woiics for managCT Dave 
Trembley, who whole­
heartedly approved the 
trade.

“I called Miguel and 
thanked him fa* his time 
here,” Trembley said in a 
phone interview. “But 
now is the time to start 
building with pitching 
and defense.”

Pitching was the 
downfidi of the Orioles 
last season. They' lost 
several pitchers to 
injuries, received inade­
quate performances

from several others and 
finished second-to-last 
in the AL with a 5.17 
ERA.

There’s no guarantee 
Patton, Albers and 
Sarfate will change all 
that, but the more 
options Trembley has, 
the betta  chance he has 
of finding someone to 
fill out the staff.

“The pitching help 
was essential. You can’t 
have enough pitching,” 
MacPhail said. “You can 
do all die analysis you 
can do, but you have to 
woik witii numbers. To 
get 10 solid pitchers, you 
have to have about 25 
stocked up in the inven­
tory, and this move ca - 
tainly helps us there in 
that regard.”

One suspect arrested in school bus stop shooting
LAS VEGAS (AP) — An 

18-year-old man was arrested 
in a shooting at a school bus 
stop that injured six young 
people, police said.

Nicco Tatum was arrested 
Wednesday in Denver after 
authorities received a tip that 
he was headed to Chicago on 
a bus, police Capt. Kirk 
Primas said. Tatum is expect­
ed to be booked on six counts 
of attempted murder with a 
deadly weapon and sbe couMs 
of battery with a deadly 
weapon.

Police were still searching 
for a second suspect.

Six people were wounded 
Tuesday at a bus stop a few 
miles from Mojave High 
School in North Las Vegas. At 
least one teen remained hos­
pitalized Wednesday.

Alejandro Rios, 18, who 
was shot in the torso, was 
upgraded from critical to seri­
ous condition. University 
Medical Center spokes­
woman Cheryl Persinger said. 
A 17-year-old male also hos­
pitalized had been listed in 
serious condition late

Tuesday, but an update was 
not available because he has 
chosen to keep his informa­
tion private, Persinger said.

A 21-year-old man and 
three other teens were treated 
for less severe wounds and 
released soon after the shoot­
ing, authorities said.

Police have said they 
believed the shooting 
stemmed from a fight at 
school over a girl earlier 
l\iesday. The brawl w»s con­

tained by school police, who 
arrested three male students, 
all about 16, officials said.

Sheriff Doug Gillespie said 
the fight did not appear to be 
gang or race-related. But 
police Officer Jose Montoya 
said Wednesday that police 
gang unit investigators were 
handling the case.

Authorities also were 
investigating reports of a fight 
Monday at the bus stop.
