Fear grips immigrant populace
after Mississippi plant raid

LAUREL, Miss. (AP) —
A day after the largest single-
workplace immigration raid
in U.S. history, Elizabeth
Alegria was too scared to
send her son to school and
worried about when she’d
see her husband again.

Nearly 600 immigrants
suspected of being in the
country illegally were
detained, creating panic
among dozens of families in
this small southern
Mississippi town.

Alegria, 26, a Mexican
immigrant, was ‘working at
the Howard Industries trans-
former plant Monday when
U.S. Immigration and
Customs Enforcement agents
stormed in. When they found
out she has two sons, ages 4
and 9, she was fitted with a

bracelet and told to appear in-

federal court next month. But
her husband, Andres, wasn’t
so lucky.

“I’'m very traumadtized *

because I don’t know if they
are going to let my husband
go and when I will see him,”
Alegria said through a trans-
lator Tuesday as she returned

- to the Howard Industries

parking lot to retrieve her
sport utility vehicle.

The superintendent of the
county school district said
about half of approximately
160 Hispanic students were
absent Tuesday.

Roberto Velez, pastor at
Iglesia Cristiana Peniel,
where an estimated 30 to 40
percent of the 200 parish-
ioners were caught up in the
raid, said parents were afraid
immigration officials would
take them.

“They didn’t send their
kids to school today,” he
said. “How scared is that?”

One worker caught in
Monday’s sweep at the plant
said fellow workers applaud-
ed as immigrants were taken
into custody. Federal offi-
cials said a tip from a union
member prompted them to
start investigating several
years ago.

Fabiola Pena, 21, cradled
her 2-year-old daughter as
she described a chaotic scene
at the plant as the raid began,
followed by clapping.

“l was crying the whole
time. I didn’t know what to
do,” Pena said. “We didn’t
know what was happening
because everyone started
running. Some  people
thought it was a bomb but
then we figured out it was
immigration.”

About 100 of the 595
detained workers were
released for humanitarian
reasons, many of them moth-
ers who were fitted with
electronic monitoring
bracelets and allowed to go
home to their children, offi-
cials said.

About 475 other workers
were transferred to an ICE
facility in Jena, La. Nine who
were under 18 were frans-
ferred to the custody of the
Office of Refugee
Resettlement.

John Foxworth, an attor-
ney representing some of the
immigrants, said eight

appeared in federal court in
Hattiesburg on Tuesday
because they face criminal
charges for allegedly using
false Social Security and res-
idency identification.

~“He said the raid was trau-
matic for families.

“There was no communi-
cation, an immediate loss of
any kind of news and a lack
of understanding of what’s
happening to their loved
ones,” he said. “A complete
and utter feeling of helpless-
ness.”

Those detained were from
Brazil, El Salvador,
Germany, Guatemala,
Honduras, Mexico, Panama,
and Peru, said Barbara
Gonzalez, an ICE spokes-
woman.

“We have kids without
dads and pregnant mothers
who got their husbands taken
away,” said Velez’s son,
Robert, youth pastor at the
church. “It was like a horror
story. They got handled like
they were criminals.”

Libyan official says
hijackers of Darfur plane
releasing passengers, but not
crew

TRIPOLI, Libya (AP) —
The hijackers of a plane that
took off from Sudan’s Darfur
region were releasing passen-
gers Wednesday after landing
hours earlier at a remote desert
airfield in southem Libya, a
civil aviation official said.

The official said, however,
that crew members were not
being allowed off the plane.
He spoke on condition of
anonymity because he was not
authorized to speak to the
media.

Hijackers commandeered
the Boeing 737 jetliner, which

was carrying 95 passengers
and crew, soon after it took off
Tuesday from Nyala in the
south of Darfur, a vast region
where Sudan’s government
has been battling rebels since
2003.

The plane, which had been
en route to the Sudanese capi-
tal of Khartoum, was diverted
to a World War Il-era airstrip
in Libya’s Sahara desert oasis
of Kufra.

Libya’s official JANA news
agency said negotiations
between Libyan civil aviation
authorities and the hijackers
resulted in the release of all
passengers. The agency
reported there were 87 passen-
gers and eight crew members.

Gustav drenches Haiti as
it weakens to tropical storm,
threatens Gulf of Mexico oil

rigs

PORT-AU-PRINCE, Haiti
(AP) — Tropical Storm
Caribbean early Wednesday a
day after hitting Haiti as a hur-
ricane.

But the National Hurricane
Center in Miami said the
storm could regain hurricane
strength later in the day or on
Thursday once it moves away
from Haiti.

As of 5 am. EDT
Wednesday, Gustav’s maxi-
mum sustained winds were

near 60_mph (95 kph) with __

higher gusts. The storm was
centered about 80 miles (125
kilometers) west of Port-au-
Prince. The storm had not
moved much during the last
few hours, the hurricane cen-
ter said. But it was expected to
continue moving toward the
west-northwest.

Jamaica issued a tropical
storm wamning Wednesday
and also remained under a hur-
ricane watch along with the
Cayman Islands. A watch
means hurricane conditions
are possible within 36 hours.

A hurricane warning was in
effect for parts of Cuba
including the U.S. military
base at Guantanamo Bay. A
warning means hurricane con-
ditions are expected within 24
hours.

Partial settlement reached in Exxon Valdez case

ANCHORAGE, Alaska
(AP) — Part of the punitive
damages awarded to plain-
tiffs in the nation’s worst oil
spill will be paid to Alaska
fishermen and other plain-
tiffs, Exxon Mobil said
Tuesday.

Lawyers in the Exxon
Valdez case have negotiated
a settlement, under which
about $383 million will be
released by Exxon.

Under the deal, the money
will be distributed to nearly
33,000 commercial fisher-
men and others who sued
Exxon after the 1989 spill of

11 million gallons of crude
in Prince William Sound.
“As we have stated con-
sistently, like everyone
involved in the tragic Valdez
accident, Exxon Mobil is
anxious to have the matter
resolved,” company
spokesman Tony Cudmore
said in an e-mail to The
Associated Press on Tuesday
evening. “We approached
the plaintiffs’ legal represen-
tatives with an offer to pay
the punitive damages award-
ed by the Supreme Court on
June 25, less certain costs
and amounts relating to ear-

lier settlements with former
plaintiffs. The amount
agreed with the plaintiffs is
approximately $383.4 mil-
lion.”

David Oesting of
Anchorage, the lead attorney
for the plaintiffs, told the
Anchorage Daily News he
and Los Angeles-based
lawyers for Exxon negotiat-
ed the settlement over the
past few weeks.

Oesting did not immedi-
ately return  messages
Tuesday night to the AP
seeking comment.
