Kevin Costley named 2009 Artist of the Year

“My wife’s favorite
animal is a giraffe,”
Kevin Costley, Pampa
Fire Arts Association’s
Artist of the Year,
explained as he sur-
veyed one of his paint-
ings with a bit of a gri-
mace. It is ‘a brightly
colored painting of a
giraffe munching on a
branch of leaves with a
warm and realistic sun-
set for a backdrop.

“I never paint ani-
mals,” Costley conced-

d. “If I didn’t love her
so much, I wouldn’t
have done it.”

Most of Costley’s
work centers around his
own, artistic interpreta-
tions of stories from the
Bible, and he adamant-

ly insists his wife,
Marci, is his most hon-
est critic.

“She’s almost too
honest,” Costley
laughed. “She sees
things I don’t see. It
doesn’t make me happy
in the beginning, but
when I get to the fin-
ished project I'm happy
that she pointed out
what she did.”

A self-professed Air
Force brat, Costley was
born in Honolulu,
Hawaii, and grew up on
the move. His travels
have taken him to
Spain, Africa and
Portugal to name a few
locales. It was this trav-
el, he said, that cultivat-
ed his appreciation for

art.

“They put more of an
emphasis on art over-
seas than they do here
in America,” Costley
said. “It is these experi-
ences that open your
mind to new ideas and
insight.”

Costley’s aunt was
an art teacher and his
uncle an artist. His
uncle taught him how
to draw when he was in
third grade, and he said
he knew immediately
that art was what he
wanted to do with his
life. He graduated from
the Art Institute of
Philadelphia and was
an art director for six

years in New Jersey.

He worked for a time at
FisherCal Industries, a pri-
vate contractor for the mil-
itary. Along with doing
their brochures and art-
work, he was also on call
as a photographer ... a job
he has tried to leave in his
past.

“We were on call for
anything that happened,”
Costley said. “One of the
last calls I went on, a little
boy had hung himself in his
closet. His stepmother’s
children had brand new
things in their rooms, and
he had a dresser and a bed
and nothing else.”

“He’d kept a diary of
everything that had hap-
pened to him, and we found
out that the mother had
killed him. I'd had enough.
I had to get out of there.”

From there, Costley
worked for Wal-Mart and
United and freelanced in
his spare time. He said he
did a few things for CBS
Records, logos and por-
traits of people. Eventually,
he transferred through
United to Pampa to be near
family in Plainview.

“Then Doug Polad
opened a gallery here,”
Costley said. “I was a clos-
et artist then as far as my
fine art goes, and he gave
me an opportunity to show
my work, and it started to
sell.”

Costley works in acrylic,
pen and ink, watercolor
and scratchboard. He feels,
he said, that this is what he
was meant to do.

“To me it’s just my pur-
pose,” Costley said. “I pray
about my work prior to
starting. You know, a lot of
people can get more out of
an image than they can
reading.”

One of Costley’s greatest
artistic  inspirations is
Kadir Nelson, an award-
winning artist and illustra-
tor, who Costley says
paints realistic and positive
portrayals of African-
Americans. As president of
the African-American
Community Culture

Society here in Pampa, it is
an issue he feels strongly
about.

“It’s kind of segregated
here,” Costley said. “The
participation of African-
American people in this
community is very low.
You know, you go to
Washington, D.C., you see
African-Americans in suits
going to work, and I think
that’s hard to visualize in a
town this small.”

Costley said that he has
tried to organize various
activities for the African-
American community here
in town but after garnering
little interest, he is consid-
ering giving up on the
Culture Society.

“We’ll have a meeting
here to organize something,
and we’ll start off with 60
people and by the end
there’s maybe 10 who are
reliable. To me, it’s just
plain laziness,” Costley
said. “If you don’t teach
your child that there’s other
things out there then they’re
not going to pursue anything
else. There’s more to life
than sports. There’s more
that they can become.”

Costley’s work will be
featured at White Deer
Land Museum beginning
with a reception at 2 p.m.
Sunday. His work will be
on display for the full
month of November.

need to inspect your chil-
dren’s candy. Make sure the
child bring it home and has
it inspected before eating it.

the landfill five years,”
Pitner said, “nobody could
have foreseen the cost
increases.”

Earlier this year, the city
increased fees for other
cities using the regional
landfill that Pampa runs in
order to offset some of the
costs.

The money for the landfill
has to be spent, Pitner said,
but some of the other pro-
jected costs are optional or
could be delayed. Pitner,
however, noted that delaying
them could cost the city
more in the long run.

Pitner said the city knows
the approximate cost of
some of the projects, but not
all.

With the new junior high
school scheduled to be built
on the northwest comer of
Pampa, Pitner said the city
will be running new water
and sewer lines there, but the
final costs of those is not yet
complete.

While the developer will
pay for part of the paving
and the curbing in the devel-
opment expected to grow
around the school, the city
may have to match the
paving and curbing.

There are also some other
areas in town where devel-
opment is planned that the
city may need to pave
streets.

The city also has 11 water
wells, but five of them are
down.

Pitner noted that water
allocations from the
Canadian River Municipal
Water Authority, which pro-
vides water to Pampa, are
getting smaller and there are
concerns about water from
Lake Meredith.

It costs about $750,000 to
drill one new well and meet
the necessary requirements
for municipal water sup-
plies.

While not all five wells
would need to be replaced at
one time, Richard Morris,
the city’s public works direc-
tor, said there is an indica-
tion that the more wells the

city contracts to have drilled,
the more likelihood there
could be some per unit cost
savings.

He said if nothing else,
drilling more wells could
bring in more bidders for the
project, which could result
in lower prices.

“We could see some cost
savings there,” Morris said.

Pitner said that replacing
the five wells would only
bring the city back to where
it has been in the past. It
doesn’t provide for future
expansion.

He also said that over the
past few years, there have
been emergency infrastruc-
ture programs, such as
replacement of 50- to 80-

year-old water mains that
have cut into the city’s budg-
et.

While he said he didn’t
want to use bond money to
fund such projects that might
cost $50,000 or $70,000,
money from a bond sale
might be put into a fund to
deal with such emergencies
to ease the pressure on the
city’s budget.

“We’re obligated to keep
the infrastructure up,” Pitner
said. !

He said that not keeping
the infrastructure in good
repair could be an economic
development issue.

“We want that develop-
ment to happen,” Pitner said.

Today’s Highlight in History:

On Oct. 31, 1517, Martin Luther posted the 95 Theses on
the door of the Wittenberg Palace church, marking the start
of the Protestant Reformation in Germany.

On this date:

In 1864, Nevada became the 36th state.

In 1926, magician Harry Houdini died in Detroit of gan-
grene and peritonitis resulting from a ruptured appendix.

In 1938, the day after his “War of the Worlds” broadcast
had panicked radio listeners, Orson Welles expressed “deep
regret” but also bewilderment that anyone had thought the
simulated Martian invasion was real.

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Helium Capital of the World

the needs and interests of the tanks. NASA’s Columbia needs will depend more and
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and England discovered
helium 140 years ago, their
eyes were on the sun, not on
Texas. Yet decades later, the
Lone Star State became the
epicenter of the “lifting
gas,” and Amarillo gained
the title “Helium Capital of
the World.” Still today, the
federal helium facility
northwest of = Amarillo
accounts for a third of the
world’s supply of helium.

The European
astronomers first identified
helium when they were
studying a solar eclipse and
spotted a previously unde-
tected yellow atmospheric
band around the sun.
Another 27 years would
pass before scientists dis-
covered helium in minerals
on Earth.

As researchers learned
that natural gas deposits are
the leading source of heli-
um, they went to big fields
of natural gas in Texas,
Kansas and Oklahoma. In
Texas, the hunt led to the
Petrolia  oilfield near
Wichita Falls. The federal
government  built  the
nation’s first helium extrac-
tion plant there in 1915. A
full-scale plant was built in
the Fort Worth area in 1921.

In the years surrounding
World War 1, extraction of
helium primarily supported

U.S. Army and Navy.
During the 1920s, large air-
ships, including the U.S.
Navy’s “Shenandoah,” rou-

1925, the

Helium Act created the
Federal Helium Program
and assigned responsibility
for all U.S. helium produc-
tion to the federal govern-
ment. The government built
the first of several helium
facilities in the Amarillo
area in 1929.

American industries con-
tinually discovered new uses
for helium. The most obvi-
ous include blimps first
launched by Goodyear 80
years ago. But helium’s ver-
satility goes beyond blimps
and party balloons. It is used
in arc welding, in the manu-
facture of fiber optics, com-
puter chips and consumer
electronics, and for magnet-
ic resonance imaging (MRI)
in medicine.

Texas has a high profile in
the consumption of helium.
NASA utilizes it in many
ways, including pressuriza-
tion of space shuttle fuel

Scientific Balloon Facility
at Palestine in East Texas
also depends on helium.
This facility has launched
more than
1,700 scien-
tific balloons
since 1963,
providing
research in
such areas as
atmosphenc
sciences,
astronomy and physics.

Sulphur Springs in North
Texas is home to Aerostar
International’s Aerospace
Balloon Engineering and
Manufacturing Facility,
which produces gigantic,
high-altitude scientific bal-
loons for NASA and the
U.S. military.

Just as it put the federal
government in the helium
business in 1925, Congress
started removing it 70 years
later. The Helium
Privatization Act of 1996
limited the future role of the
federal government in heli-
um by requiring it to discon-
tinue the production and
refining of helium, and to
sell the helium stockpile by
2015.

The worldwide demand
for helium continues to
grow, and some experts are
cautioning about a possible
shortage of helium. Future

Forty years ago, Amarillo
erected its Helium
Centennial Time Columns
Monument to commemorate
the 100th anniversary of the
discovery of helium. Each
of the columns contains a

. time capsule — with artifacts

and information sealed in a
helium atmosphere — telling
the story of the industry.
One was opened in 1993 and
the other three will be
opened on future anniver-
saries, the last on the
1,000th anniversary.

As future generations
open these time capsules,
they will realize what we
know today — that the contri-
butions of Amarillo and
Texas to the development of
the helium industry have
earned a preeminent and
enduring place in history.

The New York Times, on U.S. infant
mortality rate:

After five years of stagnation, the
United States has managed to cut its
infant mortality a bit. That is no great
cause for celebration, especially since
this country’s rates remain far too high
and so many other countries are doing
so much better on this important meas-
ure of a nation’s health and the quality
of its medical system.

.. The Centers for Disease Control
and Prevention reported last week that

in 2006 the rate of infant deaths in the
United States fell to 6.71 pet 1,000 live
births, down from 6.86 the previous
year. That is still 50 percent higher than
the official national goal of 4.5 deaths
per thousand.

What is particularly shameful is how
poorly this country compares with
other industrialized countries. In 1960,
the United States ranked 12th lowest in
the world in infant mortality. By 2004,
the last year for which comparative
data are available, it had dropped to
29th, tied with Poland and Slovakia.
Even with the improvement, it is still
likely to rank 29th, far behind many
Scandinavian and East Asian countries
that report rates below 3.5.

Infant mortality is associated with
many factors, including the health and
economic status of the mother, her race
or ethnicity, access to quality medical
care, and such cultural problems as ris-
ing obesity and drug use.

That makes it difficult to identify the
cause of the United States’ poor per-
formance. ... The chief lesson we draw
is that the American health care system,
despite the highest expenditures in the
world, is badly in need of an overhaul.

The Fugitive Unit and the
Cyber Crimes Unit, which
protects children from online
sexual exploitation, have
combined to arrest more
than 700 sex offenders since
