City approves PEDC
ofter to housing project

The Pampa City Commission
Tuesday approved a financial offer
by Pampa EDC with Hampton
Village LP in the
$525,000.

The action came after commis-
sioners met in executive session with
Dwight Fiveash, president of PEDC.

Hampton Village LP is proposing
to build 76 low-income homes on

Alcock beginning in early 2008, if

they receive permanent state and
federal funding for the $10 million
project.

“This software has allowed for
better time management since
reports can now be entered at the
location instead of taking all of the
information back to the office,”
Fisher said. “I type in the informa-
tion regarding a code violation and
at the end of the day it is sent to a
central server.”

City Manager John Horst said this
eliminates the need for a clerk to
type up reports, so it saves time and
money for the city.

The initial cost of the software
was $7,300, and the annual fees in
following years should be around
$390. This amount does include free
upgrades by the company, so Fisher
feels this was a good investment for
the city.

The commission discussed an
efficiency improvement agreement
between the city and TechSolve.
This company submitted a proposal
to come in and assess the work
processes, people, practices and pro-
cedures in regard to City Hall opera-
tions. They would make suggestions
on how the city could improve the

Five arrested on various

Alcohol, drugs and guns led to the
arrest of five Pampa residents, four
of them teens, over a two-day period
this week.

A
search of the vehicle resulted in the
discovery of illegal substances, drug
paraphernalia, alcohol, a large
amount of cash and a switchblade
knife.

AUSTIN (AP) — A bill
that would allow some mili-
tary service members abroad
to receive ballots by e-mail is
a step closer to reaching the
governor’s desk.

The pilot program
received preliminary
approval from the House on
Tuesday.

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Children’s ads provide junk food for thought

WASHINGTON (AP) — In a child’s
buffet of food commercials, more than
40 percent of the dishes are candy,
snacks and fast food. Nowhere to be
found: fresh fruit, vegetables, poultry
or seafood.

For years, health officials have
warned that kids were being inundated
with commercials about not-so-healthy
foods. Now, researchers have put num-
bers to those warnings in the largest-
ever study of commercials aimed at
children.

“The vast majority of the foods that
kids see advertised on television today
are for products that nutritionists would
tell us they need to be eating less of, not
more of, if we’re going to get a handle
on childhood obesity,” said Vicky
Rideout of the Kaiser Family
Foundation, which conducts health
research.

Overall, the foundation’s researchers
monitored 13 television networks. The
viewing took place primarily between
late May and early September 2005.
They saw 2,613 ads featuring food and

Teenagers see slightly
fewer — 17 a day, or about 6,000 a
year; and children ages 2-7 see the
fewest — 12 a day or 4,400 a year.

“Since (preteens) are at an age where
they’re just becoming independent
consumers, understanding what type of
advertising they are exposed to is espe-
cially important,” Rideout said.

In December 2005, the Institute of
Medicine concluded that marketing
practices from the food and beverage
industry are out of balance with recom-
mended diets for children and con-
tribute to an environment that puts chil-
dren’s health at risk.

The institute recommended that
companies shift their advertising to
emphasize food and drink that are sub-
stantially lower in calories, fats, salt
and sugars.

In November, 11 major food and
drink makers, including companies
such as McDonald’s, The Coca-Cola
Co. and PepsiCo Inc., agreed to adopt
new voluntary rules for advertising.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Federal
Reserve Chairman Ben Bernanke told
Congress today he doesn’t believe the
economy will slip into a recession
and rejected the notion raised by his
predecessor. Alan Greenspan, that the
economic expansion, which started in
late 2001, could be running out of
steam.

“I would make a point, there seems
to be a sense that expansions die of
old age. ...I don’t think the evidence
supports that,” Bernanke said in testi-
mony to Congress’ Joint Economic
Committee.

Bernanke also explained that last
week’s change in the Federal
Reserve’s policy statement, which
hints of future rate moves, was done
to achieve more leeway. “We are
looking for a bit more flexibility,” he
explained.

“The risks had increased on both
sides,” Bernanke said, referring to
both the increased threat of higher
inflation on the one hand and weaker-
than-expected economic growth, on
the other.

Last week the Fed again held a key
interest rate steady at 5.25 percent,
which hasn’t budged since August.
But the Fed also said there was a pos-
sibility that rates could go down or
up. Previous policy statements had
spoken only of the possibility of rate
increases. Wall Street rallied last
week on the new language, interpret-
ing it as suggesting the possibility of
a rate cut.

The direction of rates, the Fed said
at the time, hinges on what incoming
barometers say about the economy
and inflation. Bernanke repeated that
point on Wednesday.

“I do want to emphasize we have
not shifted away from an inflation
bias, “ Bernanke said.

Stocks dropped sharply
Wednesday in response to Bernanke'’s
comments.

On another topic, Bernanke said
the growing troubles in the market for
risky mortgages thus far doesn’t
appear to be spreading to the overall
economy. “At this juncture ... the

impact on the broader economy and
financial markets of the problems in
the subprime markets seems likely to
be contained,” he said.

It marked Bernanke’s most exten-
sive discussion yet of the mounting
problems in the risky mortgage mar-
ket.

Those troubles raise “some addi-
tional questions about the housing
sector,” which has been mired in a
deep slump for more than a year,
Bernanke said.

Fallout in the risky mortgage mar-
ket is clobbering some lenders and
homeowners and has stoked concerns
on Wall Street, Capitol Hill and else-
where.

So-called “subprime” lenders who
make home loans to people with
blemished credit histories or low
incomes have been battered. Weak
home prices and rising interest rates
have made it increasingly difficult for
borrowers to keep up with their pay-
ments. Delinquencies and foreclo-
sures in the subprime mortgage mar-
ket are soaring.

“Although the turmoil in the sub-
prime mortgage market has created
financial problems for many individ-

uals and families, the implications of

these developments for the housing
market as a whole are less clear,”
Bernanke said.

Bernanke expansion not out of steam

The crumbling housing market has
been a major factor behind the slow-
down in the U.S. economy. Bernanke
said th. “near-term prospects for the
housing market remain uncertain.”

Even so, Bernanke stuck with the
Federal Reserve’s assessment that the
economy is likely to grow at a moder-
ate pace over the coming quarters. He
also repeated the Fed’s belief that
inflation also should ease in the
months ahead, but he warned that
underlying inflation remains “uncom-
fortably high.”

To be sure, Bernanke was careful
to hedge the Fed’s economic bets.
The housing slump could turn out to
be worse than expected, perhaps
exacerbated by problems in the mar-
ket for risky mortgages, he said.
Recent weakness in business invest-
ment also could persist, he added.
Those forces could further dampen
economic growth.

On the other hand, consumers, who
proved “quite resilient” despite the
housing slump and increases in ener-
gy prices, could continue to keep
spending at a pace that would make
the economy grow faster than cur-
rently expected, he said. And, there
are other forces, including a still-
good jobs market that is producing
fatter paychecks, that could push up
inflation.

The Fed chief’s testimony comes
amid fresh questions about the coun-
try’s economic health, given prob-
lems with subprime mortgages, stock
market turbulence and worries about
the severity of the housing slump.

Against this backdrop, Sen. Charles
Schumer, D-N.Y., chairman of the
Joint Economic Committee, and some
other lawmakers said the Fed should
be open to cutting interest rates.

“Another reason to be open to an
easing of monetary policy is the con-
cern that the housing market adjust-
ment is far from over,” Schumer said.
“Recent housing data has offered lit-
tle encouragement that the market
might be stabilizing. So it is still too
early to tell if the worst is over for the
housing market,” he added.

Last
weekend, when my older daughter was vis-
iting my folks, they invited my brother to
visit. They knew this was against my wish-
es and did it behind my back. Naturally, my
daughter told me about it. Moreover,
whenever my daughter visits them, they
put her on the phone with my siblings and
try to forge a relationship between them.
Because of all this, I told my folks they
may have only supervised visits with my
children. Do you think this was going too
far? -- KAREN IN ATLANTA

DEAR KAREN: It is unfortunate that it
came to that, but no, I do not. If I were in
your shoes, I wouldn't be thrilled to have
my children associate with someone who
had been jailed for the inability to control
his temper -- in addition to having abused
me. Please follow the good advice you
have received from your husband, your
friends and your psychiatrist. By not deal-
ing with the hostility between siblings
when you were children, your parents had
a hand in the evolution of the situation that
has resulted. Sad as it is to say, not all fam-
ilies are functional. And before you are fin-
ished with therapy, you may need more
sessions with your psychiatrist to figure
out what you need to do about your rela-
tionship with your parents.

Replay now permanent in NFL

PHOENIX (AP) — -
Coaches throwing challenge
flags and referees sticking
their heads in hoods will
remain NFL  fixtures.
Forever.

On Tuesday, instant replay
as an officiating tool became
a permanent part of pro foot-
ball.

“Instant replay is an
accepted part of the game.
It’s what we are,” said
Atlanta Falcons general
manager Rich McKay, co-
chairman of the competition
committee that recommend-
ed the change. “There was
not really much discussion
about it.”

League owners voted 30-
2, with Cincinnati and
Arizona dissenting. All but
three stadiums will be
equipped with high-defini-
tion equipment and will be
recabled before the upcom-
ing season, at a cost of as
much as $300,000 per club.
The stadiums being replaced
in Irving, Texas, Indianapolis
and East Rutherford, N.J.,
will not get the updates.

McKay, once a staunch
opponent of replay, has gone

full circle, as have most
owners.

“People like myself, I was
an opponent of the old sys-
tem, when the eye in the sky
decided which play to
review,” he said. “As the sys-
tem was enhanced, with a
limited system of challenges,
a lot more became comfort-
able with how it operates.
It’s not too obtrusive with
our game and it does not
slow down games.

“I think coaches are more
comfortable with it. They
were hesitant with the chal-
lenge system, and I think
they’ve become more com-
fortable.”

With replay out of the
way, another controversial
topic — overtime — will be
addressed on Wednesday. In
part, at least.

McKay was not optimistic
that the recommendation to
move the kickoff for over-
time from the 30-yard line to
the 35 would pass. He said
some people were concerned
about the effect on the return
game, and that a group of
owners would favor a
mandatory two-possession

overtime in which each team
gets the ball once.

That has not been pro-
posed, however. Nor has any
system similar to the college
overtimes, or a continuation
of the game from where it
ended after four quarters.

“I’m bothered by the stats
with respect to overtime,”
McKay said, citing a signifi-
cant spike since 1997 in how
many teams won overtime
games after also winning the
coin toss. That percentage
went from 55.9 from 1994-
97 to 64.6 for the next four
seasons. And after it dropped
to 60 percent for 2002-05, it
went up to 63.6 last season.

“We’re a league that tries
to balance the field and
clearly the field is not bal-
anced with respect to over-
time with the kickoff.”

On Tuesday, owners also
voted unanimously to allow
a second interviewing win-
dow for assistant coaches on
Super Bowl teams who are
in the running for other head
coaching jobs. Previously,
only during the week after
the season ended could an
interview be conducted.

MELBOURNE, Australia
(AP) — Michael Phelps
stood on deck with 50 Cent
blaring in one ear, a steely
determination in both eyes.

Phelps wiped out Hoogie
and took down the ghost of
Thorpedo, leaving little
doubt that we’re all getting
the privilege of watching the
greatest swimmer ever to hit
the pool.

“You just can’t count him
out of any race that he’s in,”
said Mark Schubert, head
coach of the U.S. team.
“He’s obviously on a mis-
sion. He’s going to be real
special here — and he’s

going to be real special a
year from now.”

Phelps already is special,
of course, his legacy cement-
ed by performances such as
his six-gold, two-bronze

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Tanking games? If only NBA’s bad teams were that good

It’s easy to see how fans of
the Memphis Grizzlies and
just about every team in the
NBA’s Atlantic Division
could get the wrong impres-
sion.

Short of a confession,
though, there’s still no way
to prove a team is tanking
games. Remember that as
the clunkers pile up during
the last dozen or so regular-
season games remaining on
each team’s schedule.

Conspiracy theorists love
this time of year because the
draft matters way more in
the NBA than in major
league baseball, even more
than in the NFL, and more
this year than most. It’s one
of the deepest in a while and
likely topped by Ohio State’s
Greg Oden and Texas’ Kevin
Durant, two guys who need
seasoning but could domi-
nate for a decade.

With only five players on
the floor, nearly all of the
league’s championships have
been won by teams that
locked up one or two of the
best, and most of those come
to town as one of the first six
players taken in the draft.
Less obvious is whether it’s

really worth losing games to
get there, and if so, how
many.

Evidence of teams not
giving — how to put this? —
their all in recent days is
scattered all around. The
Bucks, already languishing
near the bottom of the
Eastern Conference, shut
down two of their best play-
ers, Andrew Bogut and
Charlie Villanueva, rather
than risk letting nagging
injuries become chronic
ones. Last week the Celtics,
who are looking up at the
Bucks, left all five starters on
the bench as they blew an
18-point lead -to lowly
Charlotte.

“I was not throwing the
game, or anything like that,”
Boston coach Doc Rivers
said.

“I’ve heard all those ques-
tions. Honestly, | got to the
point early in the fourth
quarter and | turned to the
coaches and said to them,
"We are either going to win
or lose with this group.”™

Not to be outdone,
Charlotte played New Jersey
a few nights later already
minus two injured starters
and decided to sit two others,
Gerald Wallace and

Raymond Felton, for good
measure — and lost.

Conspiracy theorists
immediately began arguing
whether: a.) Wallace and
Felton sat because they
needed the rest; b.) Bobcats
part-owner Michael Jordan
ordered the benchings to
improve his own team’s
chances of losing and thus
gaining an extra pingpong
ball in the lottery; or c.) since
those same Nets are fighting
the free-falling Knicks,
among others, for the eighth
and final playoff spot in the
East, Jordan did it because of
a lifelong grudge against
Knicks coach Isiah Thomas.

And of course, it didn’t
help matters when Rockets
coach Jeff Van Gundy told
the Houston Chronicle earli-
er this week he had a plan
that would keep teams from
losing intentionally.

“I don’t want to accuse
anyone of anything. I would
say to take away any possi-
ble conflict of interest,
everyone should have an
equal chance at the top pick
all the way down. That way
there would be absolutely no
question by anybody about
anything.

“If it’s better for the game,

”»

they should do it,” Van
Gundy added. “I never quite
understood why losing is
rewarded, other than (for)
parity.”

But parity is precisely the
point.

There’s not a business in
the land that wouldn’t jump
at the chance for a do-over
every year, but only pro
sports makes it a point to
grant that wish.
Unfortunately, few of those
wishes pan out.

Even with a lottery pick,
chances of drafting a player
who blossoms into a Magic
Johnson, Jordan, Shaquille
(’Neal or Dwyane Wade are
slim enough. And research
by ESPN.com concluded
that even a five-game drop in
the standings improves a
team’s chances of landing
the top pick in the lottery by
only a few percentage
points. Few enough, anyway,
that it would make a differ-
ence “only about once every
two decades.”

The NBA has explained
the math countless times and
tweaked the draft rules near-
ly as often to take even that
incentive away. Drafts were
originally based on territorial
rights, then the top pick

athletic director Frank Broyles says
he’s offered the Razorbacks’ basket-
ball coaching job to someone, but he
wouldn’t say to whom.

Kerry presses baseball to
hold oft on DirecTV deal

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. John Kerry
urged Major League Baseball on Tuesday to
hold off on a deal to put the sport’s “Extra
Innings” package of out-of-market games
exclusively on DirecTV Group Inc. A top
baseball official declined to agree, with
opening day less than a week away.

Kerry, D-Mass., made the push at a Senate
Commerce Committee hearing on behalf of
subscribers to cable TV and EchoStar
Communications Corp.’s Dish Network who
had received the package previously.

The dispute concerns which homes will

receive baseball’s new television network in  cer.

2009: DirecTV, a satellite service, has agreed
to carry that package as part of its deal. The
company would also receive an equity stake

in the channel.

At Tuesday’s hearing, Rob Jacobson, pres-
ident and CEO of iN Demand, owned by
affiliates of the companies that own Time
Warner Cable Inc., Comcast Corp. and Cox
Communications Inc., offered to carry the
package on the same terms that DirecTV is,

while putting off the issue of The Baseball
Channel until it is launched.

“This would ensure that for the next two
years at least, all baseball fans would have
access to the 'Extra Innings’ package,” he
said. “If we’re unable to reach an agreement
when the channel launches, we’d give base-
ball the right to cancel the "Extra Innings’
deal. We think this is a fair compromise.”

Kerry, often playing the role of mediator,
got behind the effort.

“What’s the matter with that?” he asked
Bob DuPuy, baseball’s chief operating offi-
