It Looks Good!

News from the business front is almost uniformly
good. Typical comment came recently from Alfred
B. Sloan, head of General Motors, who said, “I feel
encouraged for the first time in many years that
American business and industry are headed for a
long uphill pull.” Inasmuch as Mr. Sloan has often
tended to be very pessimistic in the past, he is re-
garded as being of exceptional significance.

For about ten successive weeks, the business indi-
cators have shown steady advances. This is largely
due to major improvement shown by the automobile
industry, whose new models are now coming on the
market. In one late week. car output jumped 50
per cent. Monthly shipment rate, it is expected, will
soon be at the 250,000 point.

Construction figures continue to be another bright
spot in the picture, with both residential and non-
residential building far above the levels of last year.
Still more substantial increases in all kinds of build-

Good Work-So Far

Motorists in America may look back over the
ninc-months period since Jan. 1 with pride. For that
period represents a reduction of the traffic death to-
tal of 21 per cent for the nation.

But that accomplishment must be continued the
remainder of this year. The United States then will
have reduced its automobile death total for the sec-
ond year since 1906. There was a slight reduction in
deaths in 1932,

Fere is real accomplishment. It has been made
through the individual efforts of motorists under the
guidance of organizations like the National Safety
Council, which compiled the figures used here. Traf-
fic deaths this year until Oct. 1 were 22,130 as com-
pared with 27950 for the same period last year—a
saving of 5820 lives.

Only seven of the 43 states reporting in the safety
campaign of ‘the national council have failed to re-
duce their death tolls. Individual honors for the re-
duction of traffic deaths go to Pennsylvania with a
reduction of 39 per cent in the first nine months and
to Michigan with a 38 per cent reduction for the same
period.

Now to set a national safety record for the rest of
the year.

In Washington

WASEINGTON, Nov. 7—The extent to which the
European situation and the conflict between demo-
cracy and fascism is on the official mind crops out
in every other utterance in Washington.

As President Roosevelt signed a proclamation re-
ducing the postal rate on books to the rate for maga-
zines, he observed:

“They're burning books over in Europe. But as they
burn them, we will extend the use of them.”

Postage on books formerly was from 8 to 26 cents
a pound, based on regional zones. It now becomes
1'2 cents a pound. Roosevelt was told that book
sales would be increased by the lower rate and that
half the population lived an average of 30 miles from
any bookstore.

ANY EXCEPTIONS TO THE UNIVERSAL RULE
IN DEMOCRACY

All the history that | have ever been able to read,
tends to cause me to believe that any violation of
equality before the law in a democracy leads event-
vally to destruction of true democragy,

It is for this reason that we are compelled to won-
der whether a graduated tax on personal spending,
would lead to the same results to which every other
discriminatory law in a democracy has led, '

Inasmuch as the individual is of so little impor-
tance in himself and can accomplish so little, and evo~
lution, or survival of the fittest, means not alone &
survival of an individual but it meuns survival of the
social group that learns best how to use the talents
of all its people, it might be possible that this viola«
tion-of the Universal Rule of a uniform rate of tax
for all and to place a graduated tax on spending
might not work out, as has all other discriminatory
laws In eventual collapse of government but might
work out to the benefit of the society that adopts
this principle,

It would seem that a graduated tax on spending
would do the least possible damage to labgr; ihat this
would be the best possible way to make it so that
every laborer would receive more for his work.

This kind of a graduated tax would certainly not
sweat labor and reduce the wages of labor and kill
Jobs, as the graduated tax we now have that in-
cludes the tax on income resulting from production.

It there is any possible way the governmemt can
be benevulent to those having the hardest time to
make a llving without hurting other laborers just

above this scale, u graduated tax on spending seems
to be the best way to accomplish it.
It has only been the last flve or six years the Fed-

| eral Government has made any attempt directly to
| be benevolent to any of its citizens. Before that, it

was the local subdivision that showed the only di-
rect benevolence, The discriminatory laws, however,
contrary to the very spirit of democracy, was start-
ed 25 years ago, It was started so gradually and
other artificial stimulants, like use of excessive bank
credit, so stimulated activity and so confused the
people that it has taken a quarter of a century to
come to the point where the Fe'leral Government di-
rectly attempted to become benevolent. During the
last five years, this benevolence has grown by leaps
and bousds. It has gone to such an extent that it is
paralyzing initiative when hooked up with the dis-
criminatory tax laws that make it Impossible for
people of creative talent to use their energies as they
would'lt not interfered with by the government by
discriminatory taxes,

If anyone has any thoughts as to why a graduated
tax on spending would not be more beneficial to
labor than a graduated tax on production, they will
be performing a service by pointing out these
thoughts,

WHY POLITICAL JOBS ARE NOW SO DESIRABLE

Why are there now more people wanting to get on
the government pay roll than ever before?

The only reason any man wants any job is be-
cause it pays him better in material rewards or
prestige than any other job will pay. The public
positions in most cases pay those filling the jobs a
much higher rate for a given amount of service than
private Industry is able to pay. This is the reason
there is now such a scramble for these jobs, And as
taxes go up and as the government continues to reg-
ulate and restrict private enterprise, it will make it
so difficult for efficient operationg in private indus-
tries that there will be more and more people anx-
lous to*get on the government pay roll,

There is no reason in the world why there should
be such a discrepancy in Jewards for private and
public services. Invariably the government pays
much higher for Inefficient talent than private in-
dustry doeg and much less for efficient talent than
private industry does. This is one of the principal
reasons why the government can never compete with
private industry wken private industry is not inter-
fered with by the politicians.

MYSTERIES OF THE ‘FLU.

A recent report of the Rockefeller
Foundation observes:

“Hopes have been raised prema-
turely in popular writings that in-
flu'nza has been conquered by new
discoveries (1. e, by vaccines) not-
withstan’ing the fact that it is not
yet known how much of the so-
called inflenza is the specific dis-
ease under study . . . where the in-
fection exists in the intervals be-
tw-en the characteristic epidemics
and how enduring and effective is
the immunity produced by vaccina-
tion or the natural disease.”

Influenza was, until recently, con-
sidered to be as definite a morbid
process as tuberculosis or typhoid
Now, however, w2 know that wha'
has been and is still called influ-
enza represents “a group of symp-
tom complexes.”

From this jumble of symptom
ccmplexes there has recently been
disentangl:d one specific 1« isease
which has been named epidemic
influenza. Epidemic influenza, it
hes been shown, is caused by a fil-
terable virus. .The virus has been
isolated from human being affected
with the disease and has been trans-
ferred first to ferrets and later to
mice.

The virus,_of epidemic influenza,
grown in tisue culture, has been
used in experimental vaccination,
with encouraging results.

The condition commonly called
influenza is to be distinguished from
epidemic influenza. Clinical in-
fluenza appears to be a “compound
i'iscase” caused by the combinad
attack of a virus and a variety of
germs,

Epidemic influenza is caused only
by & virus. It is belived that the
virus causing empidemic influenza,
and the virus which operates in
combination with bacteria, to cause
the conditicn called influenza are
one and the same,

The “flu” vaccine now being
studied is employed ~against the
virus-caused epidemic influenza.
However, if it proves effective it
may become a protector against

In totalitarian “and democrauc
countries alike the economic struc-
ture is burdened by the staggering
cost -of the .arms race which has
blotted out thc bright hopes and
expectations of November 11, 1918,
when the World War ended.

.-Many foreign nations are devot-
ing nearly 50 per cent of their na-
tional. budgets  to arms costs, pay-
ing none of their arms bill out of
current revenue.

Ercepting .the Unlted States, vir-
tusllu every strong nation is oper-
ating on, a war economy, diverting
capital and savings into non-pro-
ductive enterprises and forcing an
erpaysion  of heavy -industry well
beyond normal pzace-time require-
ments.

The zovemment itself is formu-
lating a program of greatly increas-
ed armament outlays.

Many nations, particularly the
dictator countries,

arises, in the opinion of
some economists, whether disarm-
ament is possible without throwing
the world into a depresson far great-
er than the last,

Political implications of the arms
race have heen called even more
meracing. The foreign policy asso-
clation, a private research organi-
zation, had this to say recently:
