Supreme Court justices appear
divided over lethal injection case

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Supreme Court justices indicated
Monday they are deeply divided
over a challenge to the way most
states execute prisoners by lethal
injection, which critics say creates
an avoidable risk of excruciating
pain.

With executions in the United
States halted since late September,
the court heard arguments in a case
from Kentucky that calls into ques-
tion the mix of three drugs used in
most executions. A decision could
have a major impact in Texas, which
executes more people than any other
state.

Justice Antonin Scalia was among
several conservatives on the court
who suggested he would uphold
Kentucky’s method of execution and
allow capital punishment to resume.

States have been careful to adopt
procedures that do not seek to inflict
pain and should not be barred from

carrying out executions even if
prison officials sometimes make
mistakes in administering drugs,
Scalia said. “There is no painless
requirement” in the Constitution,
Scalia said.

But other justices said they are
troubled by the procedure in which
three drugs are administered in suc-
cession to knock out, paralyze and
kill prisoners. The argument against
the three-drug protocol is that if the
initial anesthetic does not take hold,
a third drug that stops the heart can
cause excruciating pain. The second
drug, meanwhile, paralyzes the pris-
oner, rendering him. unable to
express his discomfort.

“I’m terribly troubled by the fact
that the second drug seems to cause
all risk of excruciating pain,” Justice
John Paul Stevens said.

are bothered by the seem-
ingly endless series of death
penalty cases that come to
the court.

Justice David Souter
urged his colleagues to take
the time necessary to issue a
definitive decision about the
three-drug method in this
case, even if it means send-
ing the case back to
Kentucky for more study by
courts there.

Scalia, however, said such
a move would mean “a
national cessation of execu-
tions. We’'re looking at
years. We wouldn’t want
that to happen.”

Kentucky, backed by the
Bush administration, says it
works hard ‘to execute
inmates humanely, counter-
ing claims that its procedure
violates the 8th Amendment
ban on cruel and unusual
punishment.

But Donald Verrilli, a
Washington lawyer who is a
veteran of capital cases, told
the justices that problems
with executions in
California, North Carolina
and other states show that
the three-drug procedure
should be scrapped or thor-
oughly revamped.

“The risk here is real.
That is why it is unlawful to
euthanize animals the way
Kentucky executes
inmates,” Verrilli said.
Kentucky bars the use of the
paralytic on animals. An
overdose of barbiturates is

commonly used on animals.

Verrilli suggested a simi-
lar method be adopted in

But Roy Englert, arguing
for the state, said a“single
drug has never been used in
executions.

By - contrast, he said,
Kentucky regularly trains its
execution team and employs
an experienced worker to
insert the intravenous lines
through which the drugs are
administered.

Recent executions in
Florida and Ohio took much
longer than usual, with
strong indications that the
prisoners suffered severe
pain in the process. Workers
had trouble inserting the IV
lines that are used to deliver
the drugs.

by Moak, Casey & Associates, an
Austin consulting firm known for its
expertise in school finance, 95 percent
of Texas school districts have added
those 4 cents to their tax rates.

This summer, when school districts
put together their budgets for the 2008-
09 school year, they’ll find that rising
costs have pushed their need for rev-
enue beyond what those pennies will
provide, and they’ll have to turn to vot-
ers to set a higher rate.

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Six snowmobilers mlssmg in Colorado mountains, all alive

CONEJOS, Colo. (AP) — Six
snowmobilers missing in the
snowy Colorado mountains called
for help Monday and reported they
were hungry but alive, authorities
said.

Crews were on their way to meet
the six, who are all from New
Mexico, said Barbara Smith, a
spokeswoman for the Conejos
County Sheriff’s Department.

The snowmobilers called 911

from an isolated and snowbound
train station and said they were
cold but otherwise all right, Smith
said. They had been missing since
Friday amid heavy snow in'the
area.

The snowmobilers had been
missing near 10,222-foot Cumbres
Pass' just north of the Colorado-
New Mexico border. The area is
about 200 miles south of Denver
and 60 miles northwest of Taos,

Thc search had been hindered by
heavy snow and bad roads. As
much as 4 feet of snow fell in the
area since Friday, the National
Weather Service said.

Smith said they took refuge at
Osier Station, a small wooden
building that serves as summertime
stop on the Cumbres & Toltec
Scenic Railroad, a tourist line.

The snowmobilers were Jason

Groen, 36, his wife, Shannon, 31,
and daughter, Aspen, 14, said Betty
Groen, Jason’s stepmother. Groen
said they were snowmobiling with
Mike Martin, one of Groen’s
employees, his wife, Missy, and
their son, Jessie, 13. The families
had left on a snowmobile trip
Friday moming and expected to be
back that evening, Betty Groen
said.

Two skiiers remained missing

Monday. Searchers in a helicopter
and on snowmobiles took advan-
tage of a break in the weather to
resume looking for them at Wolf
Creek Pass, about 40 miles north-
west of Cumbres Pass. :

The men, missing since
Saturday, were in their mid-20s and
their car had New Mexico license
plates, but their names had not
been released.

Texas authorities find a body and a gruesome scene at home

TYLER, Texas (AP) — A man who told a
911 operator he killed his girlfriend and
cooked parts of her body faces a capital mur-
der charge, authorities said.

Deputies responding to the 911 call found
a gruesome scene: a human ear boiling in a
pot on a stovetop and a hunk of flesh on a
fork sitting atop a plate on the kitchen table.

Authorities believe the man arrested in the
death of his 21-year-old girlfriend cooked
parts of her body and may have tried to eat
them actions they said he described to
them in the emergency call that led them to
the grisly discovery.

Christopher Lee McCuin, 25, was sched-
uled to be arraigned Monday on a capital
murder charge in the death of.Jana Shearer.
He was in solitary confinement at a jail on a
$2 million bond Sunday night and did not
have an attorney, officials said.

Authorities say it is unclear whether
McCuin consumed any part of the woman’s
body.

“We cannot prove that he did,” Smith

120 districts held elections
for voter permission to
raise their taxes — some to
the maximum $1.17
allowed under the new law
for each $100 in taxable
value. Voters approved
those requests in 77 per-
cent of the districts.

At the same time, voters
also approved 75 percent
of the school bond elec-
tions held across the state,
which also pushes up dis-
trict property taxes.

For the most part, voters
seem willing to raise taxes
for their local schools,
even if many of those peo-
ple whom they elected to
represent them in Austin
are trying to limit tax
increases.

Why don’t districts cut
expenses?

They already have. The
Moak, Casey study shows
that school districts spent
an average of $6,363 per
student for maintenance

To keep pace with infla-
tion, they would be spend-
ing $941 per student more
than that in 2008-09. The
state has provided an
increase of only $329 per
student for general spend-
ing purposes.

The state also has pro-
vided another $133 per
student that is restricted for
use on high school pro-
grams and teacher pay
increases. Adding that
money to the total still puts
the districts $479 per stu-
dent short of keeping up
with inflation.

That’s a lot of money.
For the state’s 1,000-plus
school districts, it adds up
to a shortage of more than
$2 billion.

The bottom line is that
districts are forced to turn
to higher taxes to keep up.

Aren’t higher property
values a windfall for
schools?

No. Remember that per-
student revenue is frozen
at 2006 levels.

It’s true that increased
property values cause
homeowners to pay higher
taxes to their school dis-

freeze that the Legislature
adopted in 2006 means
that a district’s increased
revenue from taxpayers is
matched by an equal
reduction in revenue_from
the state.

In effect, higher proper-
ty values provide a wind-
fall for the state (and for
lawmakers who might
want to find other ways to
spend that money), but not
for school districts.

Again, the only way that
districts get more money is
if they have more students
(and the additional costs
that those students bring)
or they raise taxes.

Where is all this head-
ed?

The Legislature con-
venes again at noon Jan.
13, 2009.

If history repeats itself,
school funding problems
again will result in a court
battle. That could last for
years, ‘but previous law-
suits have proven to be the
only way to get legislators
to make substantive
changes to school finance.

deputies arrived, but he jumped into his car
and escaped after a short chase, Smith said.
“We did not know at the time that he had
murdered anyone,” Smith said. “We thought
it was a disturbance or an assault.”

McCuin wasn’t seen again until Saturday
morning, when he.arrived at the home he
shared with his mether and-ealled her into
the garage so she could “come see what he
had done,” Smith said.

His mother and her boyfriend saw the
remains of Shearer, authorities said.
McCuin’s mother and her boyfriend fled the
home and flagged down a police officer.
McCuin dialed 911 after they left and told an
emergency dispatcher he had killed Shearer
and was boiling her body parts, Smith said.

When deputies arrived, McCuin barricad-
ed himself in the home for a short time
before coming out. After he emerged, a tac-
tical team entered and found Shearer’s body,
Sgt. Gary Middleton said. They also found
the grisly scene in the kitchen.

After McCuin was arrested and placed in
the back of a patrol car, he kicked out the
vehicle’s side window, then was put in addi-
tional restraints, Middleton said.

Shearer appeared to have died from blunt
trauma to her head, Smith said.

Detectives were trying to determine
where the killing happened. They think
McCuin drove his truck to his mother’s
home with the dead woman in the back seat
of his extended-cab pickup, Smith said.
