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‘Curbside voting’ 
offered for elderly, 
disabled residents

Voters who are 65 or older 
and/or handicapped may get 
curbside service when they 
go to vote, according to 
Elections Administrator 
Linda Lewis.

“We can take an e-slate out 
to them,” Lewis said o f eligi­
ble voters who drive or are 
driven to the polling place 
but would find it difficult to 
walk in to the polling place.

The voter must have a pas­
senger with them who can go 
inside and request the serv­
ice, Lewis said.

The curbside voting serv­
ice is available on election 
days as well as early voting 
days, but the voter will likely 
have to wait longer for their 
chance to cast their curbside 
ballot on an election day, she 
said.

The cutoff date to send out 
paper ballots requested by 
voters was Friday, Lewis 
said.

Approximately 467 ballots 
had been cast in early voting

for the May 10 elections as of 
mid-morning Friday. O f 
those, 50 were cast in 
McLean and the remaining 
417 in Pampa.

Early voting continues 
through May 6 for election o f 
city and school board offi­
cials in the county. Also on 
the ballot are special elec­
tions concerning a mainte­
nance tax to benefit 
Clarendon College Pampa 
Center and a property tax rate 
freeze for some Pampa resi­
dents.

Polls will be open from 
8:30 a.m. to 5 p.m. weekdays 
through the remainder o f 
early voting.

All Gray County voters 
have the opportimity to vote 
on whether to approve a 
maintenance tax for CCPC: 
State law requires that the tax 
would never exceed five 
cents per $100 valuation of 
all taxable property in Gray 
County, and all tax revenue 
would go to the Pampa 
Center.

W ildfires b u m  600  
acres along Hwy 2300

One Gray County sherifTs 
deputy was treated for smoke 
inhalation as emergency 
services units from nine 
agencies responded to wild­
fires which were reported at 
6:32 p.m.

B oard denies teacher’s contract renewal request

Volleyball Coach Tandi 
Hudson’s appeal to renew her 
contract was denied during a 
Thursday night meeting o f 
the Pampa Independent 
School District Board o f 
Education.

Although it is not the 
board’s usual practice to dis­

cus personnel matters in open 
session. Coach Hudson and 
her representation, Lindsay 
Gustafson o f Texas 
Classroom Teacher’s
Association, requested it.

The appeal hearing began 
with Gwrtafson’s opening 
argument and a request for a 
five minute rebuttal follow­
ing Superintendent Barry 
Haenisch’s presentation.

“She feels as though she 
has been and is an asset to 
Pampa ISD. She has tremen­
dous student and teacher sup­
port,” Gustafson said. “She 
would provide the consisten­
cy necessary to create a win­
ning team.”

Hudson also addressed the 
board, adding that she 
thought she’d set good 
groundwork for a strong pro­

gram. When Hudson was fin­
ished speaking, the board told 
Haenisch that he would have 
fifteen minutes to make his 
own argument.

“Our volleyball program 
existed in the most turmoil o f 
any program I’ve encoun­
tered in all my years in 
administration,” Haenisch 
said.

He told the board that

Hudson had pitted the volley­
ball girls against each other 
by revealing player evalua­
tions to some o f the team and 
not others, that she overspent 
the district budget amount for 
her program and that her 
excuses for her actions led to 
a breakdown of trust between 
the administration and the

Smyth (foot), Wojtek Wolski 
(ribs) and Marek Svatos 
(knee). ‘

“I’ve seen injuries in the 
playoffs, but I ’ve never seen 
that many injuries,” Red • 
Wings coach Mike Babcock 
said. “I mean, come on. 
That’s not fair.”

Colorado wouldn’t use 
injuries as an excuse during 
the series. Afterward, the 
team acknowledged the rash 
o f ailments didn’t help.

“We ran into some really 
strange happenings, health 
wise,” Colorado coach Joel 
Quenneville said. “But they 
played well and they’ll be 
dangerous.”

Especially with teams hav­
ing to account for Franzen, 
who scored as many goals (9) 
as the Avalanche had all 
series.

“He’s been great. He’s a 
big, big man with lots of 
skill,” Babcock said. “We’re 
lucky to have him.”

But the “Mule” isn’t the 
only offensive force the Red 
Wings have at their disposal. 
Zetterberg and Pavel 
Datsyuk —  dubbed the “Euro 
Twins” by teammates —  
have formed quite the tan­
dem. Datsyuk had three 
assists in the game.

“Pavel and Hank, in my 
opinion, are superstars in the 
league at the perfect age,” 
Babcock said. “They’ve got 
more coming.”

The Avalanche are hoping 
Forsberg and Sakic have 
more coming as well.

Sakic, who missed 38 
games at age 38 with a hernia 
this season, wants to wait 
until the summer to decide if 
he’ll return for a 20th NHL 
season.

Forsberg could never get 
completely healthy since 
rejoining the Avalanche at 
the trade deadline. He said 
after the game that an MRl 
on Wednesday revealed tears 
in both groins. He ended up 
playing nine games in the 
regular season, and another 
seven in the playoffs.

“This is the league 
where dreams come true, and 
she can be successful just as 
well as anyone else can 
because o f her determina­
tion.”

Originally from Poulsbo, 
Washington, Sargeant has 
worked all over the country 
polishing her craft. A 2007 
graduate o f the Harry 
Wendelstedt School for 
Umpires, she received her 
first big break as a full-time 
umpire in 2005 with the 
Mountain Collegiate
Baseball League based in 
Colorado. In 2006, Sargeant 
was an umpire in the 
Southern Collegiate Baseball 
League, a wooden bat sum­
mer league, and last season

the 26-ycar-old worked in the 
New York State League, a 
developmental league for 
players who have completed 
their college eligibility.

“There are a lot o f people 
who have given me opportu­
nities and it’s because o f 
them that I have another 
great opportimity here in the 
United League,” said 
Sargeant. “1 know a couple of 
managers in the league 
already and I’ve been really 
impressed by the league per­
sonnel I’ve met recently so 
I’m very excited to go to 
work every night with some 
tremendous people.”

Sargeant will begin the 
season with Larson as her 
umpiring partner, which will 
be a reunion for the two since 
Larson was her supervisor in 
the Mountain League. Price 
and Dunbar will start the year 
as a team and Belle and 
Tatum will be the other two- 
man crew.

Tatum was drafted by the 
San Diego Padres in the 3rd 
Round o f the 1985 amateur 
draft and played parts o f five 
seasons in the big leagues as 
a member o f the Brewers, 
Rockies, Red Sox, Padres, 
and Mets. The 40-year-old is 
a 2008 graduate of the Jim 
Evans ' Academy o f 
Professional Umpiring, 
which is where Larson and 
Belle graduated from as well. 
Dunbar, the youngest mem­
ber o f the crew at 22 years
