Stray dogs need 
to be reported, 
says AC officer

.If  a dog, any dog, is running loose it needs to be 
reported. , That’s the stance Animal Control 
Supervisor Sandy Bums takes when discussing 
what could be constituted as a dangerous animal.

“What sets oflF a dog?” Bums said. “It could be a 
bicycle, a water spritzer, a walker ... you never 
know.”

According to Bums, what constitutes a dangerous 
animal is one that attacks a person, not necessarily 
one that attacks another animal. When a dangerous 
animal is reported. Bums, with the help o f the 
police department, begins a thorough investigation.

“We do background checks for any past history 
with the animal. We conduct interviews with neigh-* 
bors and I’ll talk to the mail carrier,” Bums s { ^  
“Just because one person says an animal is dangi^ 
ous doesn’t mean it is.” *2

given certain requirements in o ^ e r to keep the aril-

At the national level, 
the Joint A dvertising 
Com m ittee o f  the b eef 
federation and the beef 
board also replaced Sam 
Elliott with actor Matdiew 
M cConaughey, a Texan 
with ties to the cattle 
industry.

“You have to remember 
that Sam Elliott has been 
the voice o f  the b eef 
industry for the last 14 
years,” Wortham said.

As Wortham started the 
third week o f  a three-week 
tour o f  the  state with offi-

cials from the Texas Cattle 
Feeders Association and 
the Texas and Southwest 
C attle Raisers
Association, he said that 
in earlier meetings in East 
Texas and South Texas, 
producers lam ented the 
loss o f  Elliott, but the 
w om en at the meetings 
liked the change.

The cattlemen's adver­
tising com m ittee,
W ortham said, thinks 
M cConaughey will be 
very effective with their 
target audience.

Ross W ilson, ch ief 
executive officer o f  the

Texas C attle Feeders 
Association, admitted that 
he liked 'Sam  Elliott, but 
his w ife and daughter 
over-ruled him.

Wortham said the cam­
paign would be reviewed 
at die end o f  the year.

The advertising cam ­
paign is frmded by the 
beef checkoff. Each time a 
cattleman sells an animal, 
he pays one dollar into the 
checkoff fund. That 
money, W ortham said, 
goes to pay for research, 
promotion and advertis­
ing.

The new radio spots

with M cConaughey are 
now being aired in 
advance o f  the summer 
grilling season, Wortham 
said.

“There are 10 new radio 
spots that are reaching out 
to consumers with the {per­
m issible passion cam ­
paign.”

The contract with 
M cConaughey includes 
only his voice, Wortham 
said. It does not include 
public appearances.

Wortham said that the 
checkoff-funded advertis­
ing has focused on radio 
and print and not televi­

sion because television is 
so expensive.

“Ifs real expensive,” he 
said. “We haven't adver­
tised on TV in the last four 
years, at least.”

The beef council, how- 
' ever, does partner with 

other companies, such as 
A-1 Steak Sauce, in some 
television advertising, he 
said.

Wortham said they are 
probably reaching more o f 
their t£ ^ e t  audience by 
radio than they were with 
television.

There has also been 
some new print advertis­

ing that has been devel- 
o ( ^  with this campaign, 
Wortham said.

Called “Beefscapes,” it 
revolves around the “Land 
o f  Lean Beef.” B eef is 
used to form landscapes in 
the photographs used in 
the advertising.

“We are excited about

After all, if the 
Chinese are drilling for oil in 
the Gulf of Mexico, should­
n’t we be allowed to do so, 
too?

They must be made to feel 
pressure -  the pressure you 
feel every day when you jug­
gle your budget to cope with 
rising prices. These three peo­
ple set energy policy in this 
country. They order Reid and 
Pelosi to do their bidding, and 
thanks to them and their allies 
in the radical environmental

movement we are getting eco­
nomically weaker.
