City, school elections this Saturday

Election Day is Saturday for vari-
ous city and school board officials in
Gray County. Also on the ballot are
special elections concerning a main-
tenance tax to benefit Clarendon
College-Pampa Center and a proper-
ty tax rate freeze for some Pampa
residents.

The polls will open at 7 a.m. and
close at 7 p.m. at the various precinct
polling places. Polling places are as

follows:

Precinct 1: Lefors Community
Center, 103 N. Court, Lefors

Precinct 2: Lovett Memorial
Library, 11 N. Houston, Pampa

Precinct 3: Grandview-Hopkins
School

Precinct 4: Lovett Library, 302 N.
Main, McLean

Precinct 5: First Christian Church
Family Life Center, 1633 N. Nelson,
Pampa

Precinct 6: Zion Lutheran
Church, 1200 Duncan, Pampa

Precinct 7: M.K. Brown Civic
Auditorium, 1000 N. Sumner,
Pampa.

Early voting began April 28 and
ended Tuesday. There were 795
early ballots cast in Pampa and 81 in
McLean. Twelve of 15 mail-in bal-

lots had been received as of

Thursday, according to Elections
Administrator Linda Lewis.
“It was a pretty good turnout,’
Lewis said of the early vote totals.
All Gray County voters have the
opportunity to vote on- whether to

approve a maintenance tax for
CCPC. State law requires that the tax
would never exceed 5-cents per
$100 valuation of all taxable proper-
ty in Gray County, and all tax rev-
enue would go to the Pampa Center.

Maintenance tax funds could be
used for tuition reduction, mainte-
nance costs, special projects, build-
ing construction and expansion of
course offerings.

Korea open
to U.S. cattle
shipments

PERRYTON — Ross Wilson expects U.S.
beef to begin flowing to South Korea by mid-
May.

Before Korea closed its market to U.S. beef
following the discovery of a cow with bovine
spongiform encephalopathy, or mad cow dis-
ease, just before Christmas 2003, it had been
one of the top export markets for the U.S. beef
industry.

Speaking to cattlemen here Monday
evening, Wilson said that over the past couple
of years, Korea has opened and then closed its
market to U.S. beef as shipments were discov-
ered to have been mislabeled or contained boné
chips.

Under the new agreement with Korea,
Wilson, chief executive officer of the Amarillo-
based Texas Cattle Feeders Association, said
Korea could no longer close its market based
on such circumstances. Korean officials have
agreed to keep the market open unless there 1§
a change in the world animal health status of
U.S. beef.

The opening of the Korean market, Wilson
said, is one of the few bright spots in the cattle
feeding industry today when cattle feeders are
losing as much as $250 a head.

He explained that there are two major inputs
in feeding cattle, the feeder cattle that are
bought from ranchers and the corn that is used
to feed the animals.

With corn pushing $7 dollars a bushel at
Panhandle feedyards, more than double what it
was a couple of years ago, the cost of feeding
cattle has soared.

Normally, he said, cattle feeders would make
up for that by paying ranchers less for cattle
coming into the feedyard, but there is a short-
age of cattle, which is keeping feeder cattle
prices up.

But with cattle feeders losing so much
money, Wilson said something is going to have
to give.

He said there is a record number of feed-
yards across the nation that are up for sale.
Some may close down, he said, if the price of
corn does not come down, or the prices being
paid for cattle coming into the feedyard will
have to drop.

The alternative would be an increase in the
price of beef in restaurants and at the supermar-
ket. While that scenario would be good for cat-
tlemen, it would put a strain on consumers at a
time when the economy is already in degline.

The demand for corn is up for several rea-

McFall goes to nationals
for second time in a row

Garyn McFall is only a
sophomore at Brownwood
High School, but he is no
stranger to competing with
and excelling against the
best.

Like mother, like child ...

It is impossible to evaluate the influential
power that a mother has on her children.
Many tributes have been given to this truth.
It is reported that Abraham Lincoln said,
“All that [ am [ owe to my
darling mother.” .

While we do not want to DT. ]lmmy

take the responsibility Flynn
from fathers, the very .
nature of our society Evangelist

demonstrates the enormous
impact of mothers on our
lives. There is no substitute
for motherhood.

While others may help to care *or and
raise a childZ® mother relates best to that
child during his or her most tender and
teachable years. A mother is a child’s best
caregiver. We will read the scripture as we
look at three great illustrations of mother-
hood.

Jochebed, the mother of Moses, exhibited
great faith in God. (Exodus 2:1-3) There is
not reason that she would have risked her
life to save her son. She fully trusted Moses
to the protection of God. She instilled pride
in Moses that he was one of God’s people.
God arranged for her to be Moses’ mother
during his most teachable years.

Note Moses’ response in Hebrews 11:24-
25. His heathen environment did not influ-
ence his life choices. Since Moses’ mother
was not afraid, neither was he (verse 27).
Fear of water was no problem to him
(Exodus 1). From his earliest days, this
child was infected with faith in God by his
mother. We cannot help but conclude that
Moses became God’s vessel to lead the
‘Israelites to freedom because of his moth-
er’s influence.

Mary, the mother of John Mark, created
an atmosphere that had a great influence on
her son. (Acts 12:12) Her home was a meet-
ing place for the early followers of Jesus. It
was normal for people of
faith to be in her home.
John Mark was surrounded
by believers and came to
great personal faith in
Jesus.

i Mary infected her son
with such a faith in Jesus
and love for His followers

that earthly situations could not overcome

that faith. Many believe he wrote the

Gospel of Mark. He accompanied Paul and

Barnabas on the first missionary journey.

(Acts 13:5) It is still the option of mothers

to infect their children with a spirit of faith.

Do your children see Jesus in your daily

life?

Eunice had a wonderful influence on her
son, Timothy. (2 Timothy 1:5) The godly
impact on Timothy actually goes back
another generation to his grandmother,
Lois. The faith of Lois infected Eunice, who
passed it on to Timothy. His father was
probably not a Christian, but his mother’s
faithfulness caused him to believe in Jesus.
We know more about Timothy than about
Eunice. His name literally means “honoring
God.”

Timothy was Paul’s closest companion
for 17 years. In 1 Timothy 1:2, Paul called
him “my true son in the faith.” How did
Timothy become such a powerful many of
faith? It was his mother’s influence.

Mothers are still shaping the lives of their
children. The raw materials to change the
world are in the hands of mothers.
