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Lawmaker optimistic 
defense act wiU pass

Pampa’s Congressman said he hopes 
the House Leadership will bring the 
National Defense Authorization Act up 
for a full vote of the House before the 
Memorial Day recess.

Congressman Mac Thomberry said 
the House Armed Services Committee 
has approved a defense authorization 
bill that includes funding for Pantex and 
Bell Helicopter.

The National Defense Authorization 
Act for fiscal year 2009 was approved 
by a 61-0 vote last week (about 1 a.m. 
TTiursday) after a daylong hearing.

The bill authorizes spending a total 
of $531.4 billion for the Department of 
Defense and the national security pro­
grams of the Department of Energy.

Bell Helicopter projects funded in the 
bill include $2.8 billion for the V-22 
Osprey, $645.5 million for updating the 
Marines’ H-1 helicopters and $271 mil­
lion to continue research and develop­
ment for the new Presidential helicop­
ter.

Bell Helicopter’s Amvillo plant is 
the primary location for work dn the 
Osprey program. The National Defense 
Authorization Act also includes $2.512 
billion for procurement of 36 planes 
and $365.3 million for more research, 
development, testing and evaluation of

the Osprey.
The bill also authorizes roughly 

$474.1 million for procurement of 20 
H-1 helicopters for the Marines and 
$3.8 million for research and develop­
ment.

The Defense Authorization Act also 
provides $504 million for Pantex. That 
includes an additional $10 million 
above the President’s request. The extra 
money was added by the Strategic 
Forces Subcommittee of which 
Thomberry is a member. The additional 
money, according to a spokesman for 
Thomberry, is to address urgent mainte­
nance needs at the plant.

“The highly skilled workforces at 
Pantex and Bell Helicopter Textron pro­
vide unique contributions to our nation­
al defense,” Thomberry said. “1 am 
pleased that 1 was once again able to 
convince my colleagues on the House 
Armed Services Committee that 
Amarillo is the only place in the nation 
where ftiis work can be done.”

There is an additional $70 billion in 
supplemental funding to supp>ort the 
operational costs of war in Iraq and 
Afghanistan and for personnel expenses 
and procurement of new equipment for 
the first few months of FY 2009.

Some $2.6 billion was authorized for 
state-of-the-art Mine Resistant Ambush

T eam  eflEbrt results in m ore tim e for patients ...

Pampa Regional 
Medical Center’s med­
ical-surgical unit has 
saved its staff 132 
pedestrian miles per 
year and increased 
bedside time with 
patients by implement­
ing a new program 
introduced by PRMC 
Administrator Todd 
Lorenz."

“We have saved, on 
each admission, about 
30 minutes back to the 
nurse to spend at the 
bedside instead,” said 
team leader Cheryl 
McFall.

The team responsi­
ble for this increase in 
efficiency is made up

of McFall, Tammy 
Hill, Brenda
McCullough Carter, 
Paul Helms, Cathy 
Land, Melody
Oliphant, Margaret 
Mason and Linda 
Vanbuskirk. They 
made the improve­
ments in one week’s 
time by reorganizing 
and rearranging sever­
al wori(spaces on the 
medical-surgical floor.

“1 cannot tell you 
the difference I’ve 
seen on our unit from 
Monday to Friday,” 
McFall said at a team 
meeting Friday after­
noon in the hospital 
cafeteria.

The team found that 
multiple storage areas 
in the unit made it dif­
ficult to track supplies, 
equipment and med­
ications and resulted in 
excessive time
required to locate 
patient care needs, 
McFall said.

They decided they 
could increase staff 
time at patients’ bed­
sides and create a 
more efficient flow of 
work by lowering 
inventory si^plies by 
25 percent and reor­
ganizing them.

Supplies were locat­
ed in three different 
areas, and the team 
divided up into three 
groups to work each 
area. Before work

began, the time clock 
and fax machine were 
located in another 
room, behind a closed 
door, from the nurses’ 
station. The two 
machines were moved 
to a space on the wall 
at the back of the sta­
tion.

All staff lockers 
were moved into one 
room which became a 
staff room. A wall 
dividing two small 
storage spaces was 
tom out to make one 
larger storage room, 
which now houses all 
patient care supplies 
and medications. 
Supplies were organ­
ized and placed in

“Every parent is accused of being bad and 
there’s no cure,” he said after the ^ t  day of 
hearings, which were to resume Tuesday and 
expected to last three weeks.

All the parents got the same template plan 
oudining adlegations of abuse at the ranch and 
services requued for the children and parents. 
Judges made few changes, though several 
expressed concerns about die lack of sfiecifics. 
The plans do not make it clear whedier the 
chiltfaien will ever be allowed to return to die 
ranch.

color-coded bins, and labels 
were made to show where 
each type of item was to be 
kept.

The labeling continued at 
the nurses’ station, along 
with the idea of “a place for 
everything and e v e r t in g  in 
its place.” Desk and cabinet 
drawers were organized and 
labeled as to their contents, 
and designated places for all 
work items were labeled.

The wall wasn’t the only 
thing discarded. Doors were 
taken off of the cabinets in 
the kitchen, and all supplies

were organized in see- 
through bins on the shelves. 
The refrigerator was also 
neatened, with like items 
grouped together.

“Before, it took an hour to 
distribute medications. Staff 
walked 2,549 feet to do this, 
for a total of 30,588 feet or 
six miles per day,” McFall 
said. “Nurses walked 2,190 
miles per year to distribute 
meds.”

Besides shaving off 132 of 
those miles, 221 feet of 
walking were saved for each 
admission to the floor, she 
said.

“They are thrilled,” 
McFall said of the staff’s 
reaction to the reorganiza­
tion. “Our goal was to reor^

ganize everything on the 
floor to be more efficient for 
the nurses. Our goal was to 
return time to the nurses to 
spend with patients at bed­
sides.”

Other areas of the hospital 
will also employ the pro­
gram. Each area’s project 
will be one week long, with 
a team summary at the end 
of the week to report the 
results. Future teams may 
include patients, McFall 
said.

The medical-surgical 
unit’s team isn’t finished, 
however.

“The team will meet 
weekly to insure that the 
implementation process and 
standards arc adhered to,”

Lawmakers cause more problems than they solve
Most of the great prob­

lems we face are caused by 
politicians creating solu­
tions to problems they cre­
ated in the first place. 
Politicians and a large per­
centage of the public lose 
sight o f the unavoidable 
fact that for every created 
benefit, there’s also a created 
cost or, as Nobel Laureate 
Milton Friedman put it, 
“There’s no free lunch.’’ 
While the person who 
receives the benefit might 
not pay or even be aware of 
the cost, but as sure as night 
follows day, there is a cost 
borne by someone. Let’s 
look at a couple of congres- 
sionally created problems.

The Community
Reinvestment Act of 1977, 
whose provisions were 
strengthened during the 
Clinton and Bush adminis­
trations, is a federal law that 
mandates or intimidates 
lenders to offer credit 
throughout their entire mar­
ket and discourages them 
from restricting their credit 
sCT^ices to high-income 
markets, a practice known as 
redlining.

The Community
Reinvestment Act encour­
aged banks and thrifts to 
make so-called “no doc” and 
“liar” loans to customers 
who had no realistic ability 
to pay them back. A decade 
of monetary expansion by 
the Federal Reserve Bank, 
contributing to the housing 
bubble, encouraged lending 
institutions to take risks they 
otherwise would not have 
taken. Government actions 
created the subprime crisis 
arid now government-pro­
posed “solutions,” such as 
foreclosure holidays,
bailouts and further regula­
tion of financial institutions, 
to'the problems they created 
will create more problems.

‘Congress, doing the bid­
ding of environmental 
extremists, created our ener-

gy supply problem. Oil and 
gas exploration in a tiny por­
tion of the coastal plain of 
Alaska’s Arctic National 
Wildlife Refuge would, 
according to a 2002 U.S. 
Geological Survey’s esti­
mate, increase our proven 
domestic oil reserves by 
approximately 50 percent.

The Pacific and Atlantic 
Oceans and eastern Gulf of 
Mexico offshore areas have 
enormous reserves of oil and 
natural gas. These energy 
sources of oil have also been 
placed off limits by 
Congress. Because of oner­
ous regulations, it has been 
30-plus years since a new 
refinery has been built. 
Similar regulations also 
explain why the U.S. nuclear 
energy production is a frac­
tion of what it might be.

Congress’ solution to our 
energy supply problems is 
not to relax supply restric­
tions but to enact the Energy 
independence and Security 
Act of 2007 that mandates 
that oil companies increase 
the amount of ethanol mixed 
with gasoline. Anyone with 
an ounce of brains would 
have realized that diverting 
crops from food to fuel use 
would raise the prices of a 
host of corn-related foods, 
such as corn-fed meat and 
dairy products.

Wheat and soybeans 
prices have also risen as a 
result o f  fewer acres being 
planted in favor of com. A 
Purdue University study 
found that the ethanol pro­
gram has cost consumers 
$15 billion in higher food 
costs in 2007 and it will be 
considerably higher in 2008. 
Higher food prices, as a
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result of the biofuels indus­
try, have not only affected 
the U.S. consumer, they 
have had international con­
sequences as seen in the 
food riots that have broken 
out in Egypt, Haiti, Yemen, 
Bangladesh and other 

nations.
What’s the. congressional 

response? On May 1, §en.

Charles Schumer, D-N.Y., 
chairman o f the Joint 
Economic Committee, con­
vened a hearing on rising 
food prices saying, “The 
anxiety felt over higher food 
prices is going to be just as 
widespread, and will equal 
or surpass, the anger and 
frustrations so many 
Americans have about high­

er gas prices.
Congress’ proposed “solu­

tions” to the energy and food 
mess they’ve created include 
a windfall profits tax on oil 
companies, a gasoline tax 
holiday for the summer, 
increases in the food stamp 
program and foreign food 
aid. These measures will not 
solve the problem but will

create new problems.
Americans are rightfully 

angry about higher en er^  
and food prices but their 
anger should be directed 
toward the true villains -  the 
Congress and the White 
House.

Houston Chronicle on an appropriate 

immigration policy:
The failure to pass a comprehensive 

immigration reform package last year 
was a bad piece of business. It left more 
than 12 million illegal workers in limbo; 
continued a ludicrous visa system that 
leaves out low-skilled workers; and 
showed that a noisy minority ^ould 
drown out the majerity of Americans, 
who consistently backed the reform 
bill’s main goals.

But there was one heartening revela­
tion: Individual voters really can trump 
those behind-the-scenes lobbyists. It’s 
now time for the majority of voter voic­
es to be heard.

Employers across the country are 
firudly coalescing to publicly s^>port 
comprehensive immigration refcMm. 
The movement aims to inform and moti­
vate die grass roots, where pec^le’s 
views of immig'ation too often are 
shaped by commentators such as Lou 
Dobbs. By speaking out, businesses also 
prove they’re committed to working 
widiin the system: hiring legal wwkers, 
paying taxes and minimum wage, and 
treating all employees fairly.

Housttm is at dw movement’s fore­
front, widi good reason. Our economy 
depends on die estimated 10 percent of 
our work force, about 250,000 workers, 
who are undocumented immigrants. 
Forcing diese workers to continue dieir 
lives as an exploited shadow-class keeps 
them from participating and contribut­
ing and assimilating as they ought to. It 
harms the whole communify.

Plans to smoke these workers out of 
their jobs would hurt Houston even

more. About three-fourths of undocu­
mented workers pay Social Security 
taxes (but never claim the benefits). 
Using Social Security rolls to oust work­
ers with account discrepancies as a 
recent federal rule aims to do could acci­
dentally oust as many as 18 million legal 
workers whose accounts also contain 
misspellings and otiier errors.

But the greatest harm would be to the 
city’s economy. “The consequences of 
removing one of 10 workers would ... 
take us down to our knees,” Jeff 
Moseley, president of the Greater 
Houston Partnership, told die Chronicle.

So chilling is this prospect that the 
historically conservative Partnership is 
investing' $20 million (from private 
donors) in the noiqirofrt “Americans for 
Immigration Reform.”

The strategy: Inspire previously silent 
employers to communicate widi law­
makers. The goal: a national, compre­
hensive refram that ensures border secu­
rity as well as a way for responsible 
businesses to employ low-skilled for­
eign workers.

R i^ t  now, no way exists. 'Die idea 
that there’s a “line” for these workers to 
wait is, bluntly, a lie. Only 5,000 such 
visas are available armually. Yet every 
year as many as 500,000 workers and 
dieir fiunilies arrive without documents 
and almost all of the adult males find 
jobs.

Businesses, trades and large corptaa- 
tions are finally speaking up about this 
reality. Many say they were caught off 
guard last year, i^dien a hailsttmn of con­
stituent e-mails and letters capsized a 
promising immigration compromise in a 
few days. Employers were also fearful 
of attracting raids: Some 70 percent of 
agricultural workers and more than 30 
percent of ctmstruction employees lack 
work papers.

Now the business community is 
organizing to speak out. In San Antonio, 
many businesses are linking with 
Mexican-Americans Thinking Together, 
Matt.org, a public relations and lobby­
ing campaign that is spending at least 
$25 million on grass-roots appeals to 
voters.

Nationally, the nonprofit 
ImmigratuHiWbtksUSA is building a 
federation of about 20 state-based immi­
gration-reform coalitions. The federa­
tion wants to strengthen these groups at 
the grass-roots level, encourage them to 
join local immigration law batdes, and 
make their voices heard in Ctmgress.

Even in Arizona, home to some of the 
country’s most extreme immigration 
laws, a backlash has developed in the 
form of the nonprofit Employers for 
Immigration Reform. The group has a 
ready pool of siqiporters. The Arizona 
Legislature is trying to neutralize eco­
nomic effects from its own harsh 
employer-sanction laws widi a state- 
level guest-worker (HOgram. That, of 
course, was one of the features of com­
prehensive immigtation reform.

Here’s how one restaurant chain 
owner who suspended new projects in 
Arizona put it to The Washington Post: 
“If we become a risky or a more costly 
place of doing business than the odier 49 
states, ^ i c h  today we are, we will 
become a declining economy in perpetu­
ity.”

The wmkplace, the community and 
democracy all work best i^4ien partici­
pants state their interests and share dieir 
ideas. So &r, American businesses have 
been too silmt about dieir labor needs. 
It’s overdue for them to contribute to an 
immigration policy based on economic 
health, not hype- URL:

Ginobili scored 26 points 

and Parker added 17 to help 
the Spurs hold off the 
Hornets’ late rally and 
become the first team in the 
series to win away from 
home.

“We really believed we 
had a chance to win on the 
road here,” said Duncan, who 
had 16 points and 14 
rebounds. “It’s Just a lot of 
confidence, a lot of games 
under our belt.”

While the Hornets man­

Drew Carey’s a fimny guy, 

probably the funniest guy to 
ever own a piece of a sports 
franchise.

OK, so he’s just a minority 
owner in a soccer team that 
has yet to play a game. But 
an owner has to start some­
where, and it’s not like he 
landed his gig on “The Price 
is Right” straight out of com­
edy school.

It didn’t, however, take 
Carey long to make his mark 
as part owner of the Seattle 
Sounders, an MLS team that 
will start play next year. He 
did it by doing some^ing his 
fellow owners, control freaks 
by their very nature, proba­
bly don’t find very funny.

He’s giving fans a voice in 
the game.

Not a real big voice, of 
course, because owners don’t 
become owners to be told 
what to do. But Carey is

There’s’ probably a better 
chance of Carey owning the 
Cleveland Indians than that 
happening. One of the joys of 
owning a team is being able 
to fire at will whenever 
things turn soiu and fans start 
looking for your scalp.

But there is hope for belea­
guered fans everywhere 
whose last names don’t hap­
pen to be Stcinbrenner.

In Israel there’s a club soc­
cer team that allows fans to 
vote on the starting lineup, 
while across Europe there are 
oi^ganizations of fans banding 
together, to try to buy teams. 
And fans who bought season 
tickets, for the Arizona 
Rattlers of the Arena Football 
League were guaranteed 
refunds if the team didn’t 
make the playoffs this year.

With 12 of 17 teams guar­

anteed spots in the playoffs, 
it wasn’t that big of a gamble, 
but imagine the New York 
Mets doing the same thing. 
The lines outside Shea 
Stadium for refunds would 
be longer than the faces of 
most Met fans recently.

Let’s go even further and 
imagine things like this:

— No Tiger, no pay. Is 
there really any reason to

— DrewCairey
Part owner o f Sounders

slather on the sunblock, pay 
$8.50 for a beer and wait in 
long lines at the Porta Potties 
behind others doing just the 
same thing if Tiger Woods 
isn’t playing? The PGA Tour 
should grant free admission 
to any tournament without 
Woods, and make up the dif­
ference by selling a few more 
hospitality tents to corporate 
salesmen.

— No cheaters allowed. 
Instead of Roger Goodell 
determining Bill Belichick’s 
punishment for videotaping 
signals, why not let the fans 
of teams the Patriots beat by 
stealing their signals pass 
judgment? Options could 
range from forcing Belichick 
to wear the other team’s jer­
sey and make a tearful apolo­
gy at midfield during half­
time to giving the other team 
every play in advance that 
New England will be running 
that day.

— Guaranteed celebrities. 
Let’s face it, no one goes to a 
Lakers’ game just to see 
Kobe score 50. They go to 
see and be seen, so if the fan 
to celebrity ratio drops 
beneath 2-1 it’s autographed 
pictures of Jack Nicholson to 
the first 10,000 fans.

— Guaranteed wrecks.

Just like they go to see 
celebrities in LA, they go to 
Nascar to watch cars run into 
each other and occasionally 
catch in fire. If there’s not at 
least two multi-car wrecks, 
one of which has to involve 
flames, everyone in atten­
dance gets a free Dale 
Earnhardt Jr. T-shirt.

— Guaranteed perform­
ance. Baseball players don’t 
have a lot of incentive to pro­
duce after signing huge con­
tracts, and often it shows. 
How about making Andruw 
Jones earn some of his $36.2 
million by standing at the 
exit and signing autographs 
for any fan who might still 
want them after once again 
going O-for-4 and striking out 
three times with runners in 
scoring position.

— A real fight. Oscar De
La Hoya and Floyd
Mayweather Jr. already
conned the public once by 
making more than 2 million 
households pay $55.95 for 
their pay-per-view fight.
