Two Mississippi Schools Have
Funds Restored By Government

WASHINGTON . (UPI) —The
Nixon administration restored

federal fund eligibility to two
segregated Mississippi school
districts several weeks after
Vice President Spiro T. Agnew
angrily charged they should not
be denieq hurricane disaster
aid.

The two are Bay St. Louis
Municipal Separate School Dis-
tricts and Stone County schools.
A spokesman for the Depart-
ment of Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW) Office for Civil
Rights said Bay .St. Louis and
Stone County both are begin-
ning steps to desegregate and
intend to complete desegrega-
tion by next fall.

Mississippi has informed the
U.S. Office of KEducation 25
school districts will file applica-

tions for disaster aid. They
have 90 days from Aug. 28 to
submit their r&quests. Few

have done so to date.
“All the districts are being

asked to submit applications,
whether they are in compliance
(with the civil rights law) or
not, and they will be handled
the same up to the point of
payment,’”’ said a disaster aid
official. “Then it is out of our
hands.”

Asked what part Agnew
played in the decision, an HEW
spokesman replied, “‘as far as I
know, Agnew had no part
whatever.”

It was learned the matter
was discussed with the Pres-
ident at a Cabinet meeting at
the San Clemente, Calif., White
House shortly after Agnew
criticized the HEW position.

No one can
be sure what the reasons were
for this seeming change in
tactics, but if one of the reasons
was the illness of Ho, which
coincided with it, then it is at
least conceivable that the Paris
negotiations might go back to
the -position they had reached
in late May.

The White House aide does
not say this is going to happen.
