Scientists trfficize Lunar Explorations
SPACE CENTER. Houston 

(UPD—Scientists will continue 
to criticize the lunar explora­
tion program despite a major 
increase in scientific investiga­
tion planned for the last five 
Apollo moon landings, a space 
agency official said Thursday.

“It’s a case. I think, where 
you can never have a happy 
customer,” said Joseph P. 
Loftus, manager of the pro­
gram engineering office for 
advance admission planning at 
the Manned Spacecraft Center.

“There are just too many 
different scientists, and it’s a 
game where they primarily

play to win as individuals,” he 
said. “Obviously they speak a 
different language and they live 
by a different set of values 
from the program ©ntrepre- 
neuers.

“They’re not unh^>py with 
what (scientific exploration) we 
have. They just want more. 
Unfortunately, there are the 
questions of how many dollars 
there are.” - ‘

Loftus made his comments 
after describing the major 
upgrading of the Apollo moon­
ship to increase man’s lunar 
exploratkMi ability. Only a day 
•artier Dr. Eugene Shoemaker,

one of the nation’s leading expeditions of five hours eaSi. 
lunar science experts knd *̂ an I A four-wheeled lunar truck 
Apollo * principal investigaitor,' Would let them travel as much

as six miles on each expectation 
he said, greatly increasing the 
area available for study. And 
other moonship modifica'tions 
would allow orbiting the moon 
another five days, studying it 
with a new scientific package in 
the spacecraft. *

Most of these changes, which 
have been planned for several 
months, were among the things 
Shoemaker said were Tacking 
from the Apollo program.

said he was quitting the 
moonflight program because of 
its. low scientific return.

Loftus said the modifications, 
starting with the Apollo 16 
night in early 1171, would allow 
astronauts to more than double 
their time on the moon.

January and March Maui 
residents complained shock 
waves from Kahoolawe rattled 
their homes, in somo cases 
knocking down dishes and 
pictures, crecking eoncrete and 
shattering glass.

One of the houses shaken up 
in the March bombing was 
Cravalho’s.

It is not recorded that anyona 

ever worked up the nerve to call 
Dr. Harry“ Emeraon Foadick 
“Fearleaa Foadidt”

Bui that footkintured man 
would not have rooonted the 
nickaama. And it would have 
been highly, appropriate for 
him. I

Dr. Fosdlck, who died this 
ock at the age of M, was 

revered by some Aaaagicm 
Protestants and sharply critl- 
ciaad by others. But everyone 
could agree on one point: He 
was a man of courage.

Half a century ago, in a 
theological climate very differ­
ent from that which prevails 
today, he put his ministerial 
career on the line rather than 
dissemble Ms Mabiltty to go 
along with a Fundamentalist 
view of the Bible.

During two world wars, he 
withstood onomtous pressures 
from public opinion and pro- 
claunsd his pacifist conviction 
that war, for any cause 
whatever, is irreconciabM with 
obediencs to Jssus Christ.

For sevsral decades, when 
most clergymen were tedtly 
supporting the statup quo under 
the guise of “keoping the 
church out of politics,” he 
insisted that the church should 
be In the forefront of the battle 
for social reform and racid 
Justice.

He was so far ahead of his

ttmto in aR af than
that ho' acquired a 
as a radical.

But Or. Foadkk was radkal 
oitiy in a reiative sanae. He 
wanted to deaoee the Christian 
faith of Irrelevaeeies as Jesus 
once cleansed the Jerusalem 
temple of money-changers. But 
he never had any thought of 
destroying the basic structure.

HU last p^eat act of spsitaal 
and intdleetual courage wae to 
join battM with the truly 
radteaV theologiaiu who have 
lately enjoyed so great a vogue. 
Refusing as always to tack with 
the prevailing wind, ho stood 
forth in his final years as an 
eloquent chanqiion of the 
reality of God, the lordrtip of 
Christ and tha aflcacy of 
prayer.

“These people who say that 
God is dead simply do not face 
up to the real issue.” he said la 
a 1M6 interview with the 
Reedere Digest “If you got rid 
of God, what havo you tot. left? 
The only altornativa to mind- 
behlnd-the-unlverse la btlad 
protona and neutrona aooUan- 
tally colliding in spmm to 
product tha tmlvoraa..

WASHINGTON -  In the wake 
of^otbar intramural disputes, a 
mutiny ia brewing In the Nixon 
Administratloii’a war agnlost 
otrootics.

At odds in this oontrovaray 
am wforcement-miDded of­
ficials of the Department of 
Justice., and trefament-oriented 
physicians in the Department of 
Health, Education and Welfare. 
Theirs ia an old argument.

The disagreement appeared to 
have been papered over for a 
while, however, and the two 
departmenta were supportii^ an 
administration narcotica bill. 
Than congressional committees 
began hearings, and ttw cracks 
began to show again.

Now the controversy appears 
to have the potential for another 
e m b a r r a s s i n g  fatra-ad- 
ministration tug-of-war like 
tboea, much publicized, over 
school deaegregation, anti-trust 
policies, oil depletion coo- 
oeaskms, and to t like.

One trouble ia that Sen. Ralph

and Public meVara Committee, 
has Introduced hit own nar­
cotics bUl. It would give HEW 
a larg«' rfaa in toe drive 
againtt narcotics.

Certain of the reaanrch Md 
education functiono astigned to 
too Justice Department in the 
administration Mil would go to 
HEW under Yarborough’s bill 
and BO would tha claBtifloation 
of OBTCoticB. Under tba admin 
iBfration'i Mil, HEW wwU  only 
make a mcosnmandatlon to the 
attorney general about toe 
acienti^ claaalfication ot In­
dividual drugs.

'Tha claesification provision ii 
important. It entoracBi, for 
examplB, the controversy ever 
wheOwr mar^tona is proparly 
claeBtd with tha so-called hard 
narcotics in tha sens# of th# 
anti-drug laws.

In the give and take. Black 
said, HEW “won aU the major 
debates.”

Ihen Sen. Harold E. Hughes, 
D-Ia., aired tha views of those 
“profetsioQBl p e o p l e . "  He 
commented that Dr. Stanley F. 
YoUee, director of HEW’e 
National Instltutee of Mental 
Health, had UAd another Sanafa 
subcommittee that be couldi^. 
support th# administration biU.

Hughes asked whether Dr. 
Morton G. MiUer, director of 
special |HX)grams for tba 
NaKonal Institutes of Mental 
Health, agreed with Yolki, 
Miller, testifying for toe 
department with Black, replied 
that, "as a profaesional,’’ ba 
agreed.

Specifically — and eteaia 
noting that ha spoke “as a 
profeeeional” — Dr. MiUer said 
•citnfific dstermlnations, such 
as tha classification of drugs, 
should be made by “scientifie 
persons in scientific agencies, 
prinoarily health agandes.”

B U c k  called MUler’s 
statement “debatable” and 
noted that Congress thought 
otherwise when it esntralixed 
anti-narcotics activities in toe 
Justice Department in 1968.

Significantly, the govern­
ment’s top physician didn’t 
testify. Dr, Roger 0. Egeberg, 
assistant HEW secretary for 
health, had been invited, but 
Black appeared in his stead, 
reporting that Egaberg had 
"serious scheduling problems.”

POSITION "UNBELIEVA­

Whatever the dimeniioai ef 
th* nationwide “moratorium" 
against continued American 
presence in Vietnam set for 
O c t ' 15, the White House and 
•urrounding area seem certain 
to be In the center of tlM show.

Troop withdrawals and the 
Paris negotiations are moving 
much too slowly , to suit 
supporters of the Oct. IS 
movement and thus, in their 
minds, what once was “John- 
son’s war’* Is now “Nixon’s 
war." They want all U.S. fwces 
withdrawn from Southeast Asia 
at once. Some dlehards really 
mean it in terms of immedia­
cy; others say they are talking 
about a period of from'two to 
three muntlu'. ^

If the Oct. 15 people stop to 
think about it, they must Imow 
their goal is unachievable for 
two basic reasons —logistics 
and the announced policies of 
President Nixon. ’

This is pragmatism; not a 
matter of whether the antici­
pated demonstrators are right 
or wong. It has nothing to do 
with their feelings, sincerely 
motivated or not; The U.S. 
simply is not going to pull out 
of Vietnam all at once. Or out 
of Thailand, Korea or Germany 
—not all at once and not in any 
particular hurry.

White the Oct. IS display, 
particularly the door-to^ow 
aspects in the suburbs and 
larger residential communities, 
might have much merit of 
purpose and possibly some 
success, it will sbmething of 
a shame, a sad shame, if the 
participants in downtown Wash­
ington become whipped up 
emotionally and try to inundate 
either the Capitol, the Pentagon 
or the White Himse.
