John Allen of Lengview,
chairman of the House Commit-
tee on Comservation and Recla-
mation, - said the ‘‘basic fear"
among East Texans in regard
to the long-range water plan is
that the plentiful water supply
in the region would be diminish-
ed by the water proposal.

“of the state, along with import-

ing additional water from the
lower Mississippi River.

“We want to be sure we keep
our adequate water supply,” Al-
len said,

“That's the assurance we
want, and that's the assurance
we'll get before we pass any of
these bills. We're just not going
to pass them out of commitiee
until we get those assurances.”
Allen’s committee will probab-
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1y handle the bulk of the. bills
dealing with the water plan.
One Before Panel

Rep. Bill Clayton of Spring-
lake has one bill before Allen's
committee at the present, but
no bearing has been scheduled
on the proposal,

Clayton’s bill would give the
Texas  Water
Board power to condemn land
for the water plan needs.

Clayton said “I know Allen
opposes the imminent domain
bill, but if we're going to imple-
ment the water plan it's going
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to be a necessity.”

Clayton also denied allegations
that the House and Senate Con-
stitutional Amendments commit-
tees had been ‘'stacked” with
West Texans to assure passage
of an amendment raising the
Water Development Board's

WASHINGTON (NEA) On two
occasions in the last eight years
a president of the United States
and the secretary of defense
have believed it necessary to
step in personally to bring pres-
sure on the major steel com-
panies to hold back on the size
and scope of price rises pla“ned
to meet the costs of new labor
contracts.

On another occasion, the
defense secretary, with the con-
currence of the president,
caused companies to reconsider
the size of their projected price
increases in copper.

In each of these cases, the
secretary of defense threatened
to cut off government orders.
In the copper case, he
threatened to dump large
amounts of stockpiled copper on
the market to force prices

Much criticism echoed in
government quarters, though no
coercive action was taken,
about the size of some union
wage gains.

These actions put the federal
government squarely in the bus-
iness of manipulating prices,
|quite dangerous precedent in
the minds of some people,

Some in business circles also
considered the threat of dum-
ping large quantities of stock-
piled materials as improper and
perhaps illegal under the cir-
cumstances,
