‘The present high scale of 
militant student agitation over 
black studies and related issues 
on college compuses suggest* 
that the matter is getting badly 
out of focus.

Victories that have to do 
with the symbols may provide 
important psychological bene­
fits. But they do not go the 
hard way toward fitting stu­
dents for the problem-eolvlng 
work that is crying to be 
done. They do not fill the 
chasm where vital Jobs la 
health care, educatioB, nrban 
development, engineering and 
law are going begging by the 
tens of thousands.
The anger of frustrated, 

alienated blacks is something 
all Americans are coming to 
understand. Perhaps this fury 
must somehow spend itself 
before many can te  expected 
to look past the symbols and 
dig in to train themselves to 
grapple • with the world of 
practical problems.

A cool, stocky Negro adminis­
trator In a well-financed benlth 
center set down in the midst 
of crushing poverty has larga 
sketches of certain black 
militants adorning his office 
walls.

Maybe they recall his own 
past — or simply remind him 
that the strident voices are still 
around In good force. But they 
are not for him today:

” Yon come to feel that 
anger and confrontation ore 
Just net enough. that yon have 
to act to get something dene.”
By “ something”  he did not 

mean a cowering university 
president’s approving signature 
affixed to a black students* 
dictated list ef “ nonnegotiable 
demands.”  He meant something - 
reel, concrete a n d  specific 
which would help to improve 
health, correct mainutrition, 
ease poverty or heighten educa­
tion. '

"PASSING THE BUCK”

No man can escape from 
responsibility which is rightly 
his by simply seeking to avoid 
the discharge of that respon­
sibility. ‘That is what Pilate 
tried to do. Ho was the reprs 
s s n t a t - i v t  of the Roman 
government and. u  such, the 
final authority of all matters 
of law in which a man’s lift 
might be at stake. It w u  his 
duty to render a decision u  
to whether or not Jesus Christ 
deserved death. I f  under the 
law Pilate had found Christ 
guilty and deserving of death 
it was his obligation to pass 
the death sentence. On the other 
hand, finding Him innocent, it 
w u  his duty to set Him free 
and to give Him the protection 
of all the power of Rome to 
which u  a free and innocent 
man Ha was entitled.

What did Pilate do? He found 
Him innocent. He knew He was 
guiltlMs, but he knew if he did 
his duty u  the Roman governor 
he would incur the antagonism 
of the influential Jewish priests. 
He u n t for a basin, therefore, 
and in the presence of the 
Msembly washed his hands and 
said, ” I am innocent of the 
blood of this Just person: see 
ye to it”  (Matthew 27:24). In 
modern slang Pilate attempted 
to "p u s  the buck.”  knowing 
Christ w u  innocent, Pilate 
sought to escape the respon­
sibility of His death and pused 
the blame to the Jaus .Pilate 
did n o t  escape the re- 
ponsibiUty. He has forever been

to 'guilty because he failed 
discharge his obligatloa.

God h u  placed upon each o f 
us certain raepeneibilitiu — 
family and financial, spiritual 
and moral. We may find them 
irksome. We may seek to 
escape them by refusing to dis­
charge (hem, but our failure to 

discharge a responeibility does 
not remove from us the res­
ponsibility.

We cannot avoid obligations 
by naming away from them. 
Wa cannot escape rcaponiibility 
by refusing to exercise i t  It 
is the responsibUity of each 
man to prepare for eternity by 
accepting God’ s salvation of­
fered to him In Christ. The man 
who refuses to meet his 
reapousibiUty in this matter is 
lost, not beenuM ho deliberately 
wiahee to be lost but because 
he refuses to face his obligation 
to become recouailed to God.
