We said in part: “We
do not favor any coercive plan,
believing the individual can best
judge for himself what sort of
retirement program he wants
and is better able to handle his
own funds than to have another
party withholding his earninge
for future retirement.” Does
Mr. Kearney believe that -in-
dividuals are not wise enough
to provide for their own
welfare? Does he believe that
his union and employers are
wiser than an individual who
chooses to make his own
decisions?” Apparently he does,
since his union advocales
compulsory membecrship and
compulsory participation in a
retirement program.

Mr. Kearney does not know,
nor do we know what wages
workers would receive il they
were free tp make their own
bargains with their employers.
