Looming Tax Rise Prompts 
Austin to Trim Budget Fat

AUSTIN (U P D - LegislaUve 
leaders today began shuffling 
pieces of the 1970 financial puz­
zle, hoping to find about 168 
million in “ fat” that can be 
trimmed out of the picture with­
out further upsetting lawmak­
ers or Gov. Preston Smith.

Speaker Gus F. Mutscher 
Thursdav announced his long- 
antlelpsttd decisioa to ask 
House budget writers to draft 
a one-year spending bill requir­
ing no new taxes.

The announcement, greeted 
with only mild applause In the 
House, immediately prompted 
reports that Gov. Smith will 
veto the measure and call law­
makers back Into special ses­
sion in August to p u s  a two- 
y e v  spending bill and support­
ing tax measure.

Rctura Evldeat 
Smith was out of town when 

the decision w u  publicly an­
nounced. but hit office made 
no comment.
Whether Smith veto# or ac­

cepts a one-year bill, lawmakers 
would still have to return to 
the capitol in special aetshm to

draft a spending and tax bill to 
cover fiscal 1971. If Smith 
vetoes the one-year bill, legis­
lators would be faced with pass­
ing a two-year appropriation 
and a tax bill that could be as 
high as 9900 million.

Lt. Gov. Ben Barnes, Instigat­
or of the move for oiw-year 
budgeting, said the only strat­
egy in the decision Mutscher 
annoimced Thursday is to 
make Smith decide if he wants 
to “veto it and make us come 
back in special session and 
again recommend a 9300 nsillion 
tax biU.”

Delays Coafereace 
Mutscher declared a weekenth 

moratorium on public meetings 
of the House—Senate conference 
committee on the appropriations 
bill—apparently until private 
deciaioot are made on what 
spending cm  be cut from the bill 
to make way (or the first step of 
a teacher pay raise.

He said the trimmed-down 
budget will still include: 

' —Planning and architectural 
funds for new medical and den- 
tsd schooli, and possibly other

educational institutions;
—A one-step pay raise

—An “acceptable” pay raise

Again, we know th a t  often our Lord and Sav- 
tour has aaked us to drop off nets and follow Him . . .  but we're not about 
to. Too often Christ points to the cross, but we’re  not about to  take a single 
step. Too often, we have pointed only to  the solemn, meaningless flow of 
pious language, the  templet of worship, to testify to the quality of faithful- 
les t we are involved in.
